NEW ACT IN FORCE NO TIME TO LOSE After TO BE ONLY ONE NAVT
Bo that investors may have a bet­

ter understanding of the financial con­
dition of those loan and trust 
panles In which they are interested, a 
new form of annual statement will 
in future be sent to every shareholder, 
debenture holder and depositor resident 
in Canada.

ment tor tiie British news service, of 
Reuter’s News Agency, to toe edited in 
London by Canadian Press editors and 
carried to Canada by direct cable.

Under past conditions the bulk of 
the foreign news published In the
Canadian papers has been received 
thru thé Associated Press of the 
United States, which, while being free 
from any color or distortion, has 
■been open to the, objection that it did 
not carry all news from Great Brit­
ain that the Canadian people were 
particularly Interested in.

Direct to Canadians,
Under the new arrangement, the

volume of news collected by the
British Press Association and also 
that gathered thruout the world by 
the Reuter Agency, will be placed 
directly before the Canadian public 
without passage thru any foreign 
channels.

This development, which will greatly 
improve the service of all Canadian 
daily' newspapers, is undertaken at 
considerable extra expense to the
Canadian papers.

Later in the day Mayor Church is­
sued the following statement.

No Fifty-Fifty Bargain.
“The city will have an arbitrator 

under the street railway agreement 
act or nothing. The provision -of the 
general Ontario statute®, giving the 
Ilentt-govevnor-ln-council power to ap­
point an ort'.cial arbitrator for To­
ronto, does not apply to the Toronto 
Street Railway agre-iment, nor is tj.e 
official arbitrators’ act retr-'aciivc. as 
Jt was passed after the Street.

It waa pointed out to The World 

yesterday that If most of the pro­
fiteering had been done away with 
In Canada it was still In full effect 
In the milling industry, and that any 
reductions recently made In flour did 
not commence to correspond -with the 
drop In wheat prices. The farmer 
has been hit pretty hard by the grain 
exchanges, and If the general public 
ape to get any advantage It is, about 
.time that flour was put down to a 
price more In keeping with the price 
of wheat. The figures supplied to 
The World were that a barrel of flour 
could be made from bushels of 
Mo. 1 northern wheat, and taking 
this at $1.95 a bushel, the cost would 
be $8.78 a barrel, 
prices for the bags, an addition of 
40 centp would be added, making a 
total of 9.18. The offal would be 
about 70 pounds, and this, at a low 
present estimate, to worth 1% cents 
a pound, or $1.05, thus leaving the 
net cost of the barrel of wheat at 
$8.18. This flour la quoted at $11.20, 
so there would be a profit of over $8 
on a barrel. Usually a profit of $1 a 
barrel Is considered a good return, 
and lota of flour hae been exported 
on a profit of 40 cents a’barrel. How 
about this, Mr. Mltlsr, and when may 
the people be expected to share In 
the lower prices for the farmers’ 
wheat ?

’ die Servants of the Canadian

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The people of Canada have In their 
minds two fixed Ideas from which they 
will not swerve. One is that Canada 
remain an Integral part of a British 
commonwealth; and the other is that 
the people of Canada will retain com­
plete control of thejr own affairs. They 
believe they have succeeded In realiz­
ing both. Canada’ Is free as the air, 
tree to go In or free to stay out of the 
empire as her people may desire. 
There Is no popular demand for a ‘‘re­
adjustment of our constitutional rela­
tions” with the mother country. We 
do not hear the subject mentioned 
among, the people generally, tho it may 
now and then furnish a theme for a 
newspaper editorial or an after-dinner 
speech.

’ What, then, Is back of this constant 
Chatter about a "constitutional confer­
ence?" It does not, we venture to say, 
Originate with the dominions. There 
Is. however, a group In London headed 
by Lord Northcjlffe, which is constant­
ly fidgeting and worrying about the 
"status" of Canada and the overseas 
dominions. They evidently pestered 
the premiers at the imperial war con­
ference, and a resolution was pasesd 
at that conference saying In effect that

"They were 
cruel, cold-blooded murder," he con­
tinued, “and can only have been the 
work of men who have lot all sense 
of humanity and honor. The very 
gravity of such crimes as these—I am 
afraid It’s a mistake -to say they are 
decreasing—makes It all the 
necessary that the executive shall be 
able to encounter them with a clear 
front and clean hands."

Greenwood" Make* Reply. 
Answering Mr. Asquith. Sir Hamar 

Greenwood, chief secretary for Ire­
land, was loudly cheered on rising.

"The vast majority of the people of 
Ireland 
he said.
are getting peace because the forces 
of the crown are breaking the terror."

Sir Hamar declared the vast majolty 
of the Irish people were on the best of 
terms with the soldiers and the police.

"The murder gang in Ireland," he 
continued, ‘‘Issues a document known 
as the Irish republic bulletin, and that 
murder gang sends the bulletin to per­
sons in England and to newspapers in 
England. Some of them publish it. 
What amazes me 1s that the London 
Liberal Federation has actually ’used 
the bulletin and based on it a charge 
of reprisals, so-oalled, and circulated 
It without any comment except this: 
’Display thie prominently wherever you 
can.’

“The right honorable gentleman (Mr. 
Asquith) Is president of that federa­
tion," Sir Hamar added.

Sir Hamar noted that Mr. Asquith had 
referred to the comments of a United 
States correspondent.

"We have certain knowledge," contin­
ued the chief secretary, “that some ot 
these enjoy the hosp.ta'lty of the 
der gang itself in Ire.and. 
their newspaper matter to the 
States to hurt Anglo-American friendship 
and do their best to damage the Brit­
ish Empire.

•T .could name these papers that have 
printed the most notable falsehoods, but 
the last election In the United States has 
ÿeen an adequate response. Those who 
set up to make the Irish question an 
issue rather than Anglo-American friend­
ship were covered with defeat."

Officers Not In Reprisal*.
As regards the reprisal charge, tho 

chief secretary declared these was not 
a single authenticated ease /of anything 
called a reprisal having taken place 
under an officer. He cited an instance 
of soldiers who lost their heads because 
of the murder of a lieutenant of whom 
they were very fond, and had started 
firing. Another officer, said Sir Hamar 
Greenwood, drew a revolver and threat­
ened to kill any soldier who did not cease 
shooting, with tho result that the men 
stopped.

various factors bearing on the exchange 
value abroad of our dollar. We will .now 
summarize the methods by which this 
value may be restored.

By increasing Canadian production we 
ran supply our domestic requirements and 
enlarge our surplus for export. This, if 
accompanied by a drastic decrease in our 
imports, especially of luxuries, will go far 
to adjust our trade balance.

As exchange becomes favorable to us» 
gold will flow in more freely, the reserves 
against paper currency will regain their 
former sound basis and the restrictions on 
'the export of gold will be removed. The 
great stabilizing factor in exchange fluc­
tuations will therefore be restored.

There are two further matters of equally 
great importance ; the first, that so far as 
possible we cease to purchase luxuries, 
even those of domestic manufacture, and 
divert the sums thus saved to productive 
enterprises, either by direct investment or 
by depositing the money in the bank ; the 
second, that we must all strive to work at 
our greatest capacity, not shirking, but 
taking pride in - achieving a full output, 
whether we are doing manual or mental 
work.

Robert H. Harrison, one of the 
most popular members- of the pro­
vincial command of the G.W.V.A., 
and vice-president of the Ontario G. 
W-V.A., who sponsored a resolution 
at the 1917 convention of the asso­
ciation calling for a monument in 
Queen’s Park to commemorate the 
splendid work of the womanhood of 
Canada on behalf of the soldiers of 
the Dominion, believes both in the 
new compensation scheme and, in the 
get-together policy of co-operation 
between all classes of ex-service men 
to their mutual advantage.

t’The keynote of the activities of 
the G.W.V.A.," said Mr. Harrison, “is 
the championship of the cause of the 
widows, the orphans, the totally dis­
abled and the unemployable ex-ser­
vice men of the Dominion. It is the 
intention of the provincial command 
to focus public opinion upon the need 
of compensation of ex-service men, 
based upon the fluctuation of the dol­
lar during the war. We look to the 
premier to make good his statement 
made at the meeting held recently at 
Massey Hall, to the effect that the 
government always had recognized 
and always would recognize the gov­
erning principle of bonuses as ap­
plied to' civil servants, and that this 
principle always had been and al­
ways would be applied to ex-service 
men,

“One of the essential needs of the 
moment is unity between ex-service 
men. The spirit of personal sacrifice 
must be carried out on both sides it 
the alms desired by the veterans are 
to be attained. And the only way to 
get together is by way of personal 
contact in conferences. This should 
be the first concrete step toward a 
get-together movement, which would 
bring about the reforms desired by 
the ex-service men."

Continuing, Mr. Harrison stated 
that only thru moderation could har­
mony prevail and the desired ends be 
consummated, and that if a get- 
together movement were consummat­
ed the originators would be in a posi­
tion to congratulate themselves upon 
having accomplished an Incalculable 
service to the cause of those who 
had fought and died on behalf of 
liberty and humanity.

It was reported yesterday afternoon 
that about three vocational students
