"The battleship Dreadnought, according

'E9 the Naval and Military Review (of Ply-
mouth (Eng.), marks an important ad-
vance on any war ship afloat. It is curi-
ous to notc that in some respects she re-
calls her namesake, Jaunched in 1875, since
both are remarkable as having the special
charadteristics of carrying an armament
composed entirely of guns of the largest
edlibre; and a cuirass heavier and more
extensive than any of their respective
predecessors. The difference is that the
first Dreadnought carried only four 12-
inch guns on a displacement of 10,820 tons,
whereas the vessel released from the
building slip on' ¥eb, 10 will have a uni-
form armament of 12-inch guns—ten, it is
believed in the best informed circles—on a
diaplacement which will certainly be less
than twice that of her predecessor of this
name. The two conditions which have
x:erned the design of the Dreadnought
guns and speed, due regard having
@lso been paid to protection.
#The Russo-Japanese war has confirmed
the theorists of naval expertsin providing
fiew battleships and cruisers with a uni-

. form armament of the largest’*vpe of gun
, sombined with high speed, whibh will give

them the advantage of forcing an action.
These are the predominant features of the
Dreadnought, and will give her a fighting
value which no other war ship afloat pos-
sesses. The superiority resulting {fom the
embodiment of a concentration of heavy
gunfire is hest attested by comparing the
Dreadnought’s uniform armament of 12-
inch guns with ships fitted with a mixed
armament.

The maximum practical range for fight-
ing an action with batteries of G-inch and
12-inch guns is 7,000 yards, the range be-
ing increased to alout 9,000 yards if the
armament be composed of 12-inch and 9_.2-
inch guns. As against these fighting dis-

A LARGER FEDERATION
Theqmesﬁomofmmdingoutthe_Do-

foundland and the West Indies was brought !

The resolution expressed the
view that the British government would
be- justified in making very liberal terms
to the governments of those poesessions
to achieve euch endes. :

the British Pmpire. We further believe
that the admission of the West India Ts-
lands into the confederation would form
a strong inducement to bring Newfound-
Jand in, as it would give them a market
for their ficheries without the payment of
duties, and would place them in a strong-
er position to vesist the demands of the
United States for rights in the Newfound-
land fisheries.”

The question thus discussed is one of
ijncreasing importance to Canada. Such a
union as that proposed seems to be not
only possible but desirable. No doubt
other boards of trade will discuss the sub-
ject and it will be found that the viewe
expressed by the Toronto resolution are
very gemerally held in Camada. The

Miss Booth has got
rid of a great many, K of them and has
nothing like sixty lor forty, or even
twenty of them there. I was over to the
house on Monday last and I saw only a
few of the dogs.

by a gate, and gave the impression of a
lion strolling up and down in ils cage.
Onappaquans say the presence of the dogs
gives to the house protectign from tramps
and thieves and renders it dmpenetrable;
to inquisitive visitors.

Physicians who remained at the bedside
realized his desperate condition and gave
~arning that death might be expected if

ae fighter could not be resuscitated with-
in a chort time.

Some uneasiness wae felt last ‘might bv
pessons connected with the contest,when
the condition of Tenny after the knock-
out was noted. - He went down before
Neil’s hard left hand blows during the
fourteenth round, falling near the. centre
of the ring. The timekeeper counted mm
out -but. in  the noise of the shouting
Referee Roche did not hear the completion
of ‘the count and when Tenny staggered to
his feet allowed the fight to proceed.

A howl of derision greeted the referee’s
ruling but it was soon ended, for Neil
went at his opponent like a madman and
thatomered him in his weakened condition
against the ropes. Helpless and without
strength to strike a blow in return, enny
drepped against ‘the ropes: His head sank
on his chest and his arms dropped to his
sides. . In this position Tenny was liter-
ally ‘beaten to the floor by Neil and was
counted out by the referee, He was dar-
ried to his dressing room. When he was
revived an hour later he complained of
pains in his body which he ascribed to the
terrific. blows with which Neil had reached
hig stomach. Later the defeated man wae
removed to the bath house, where he grew
wonmse until death ended his suffering.

Tenny Poisoned, Too.

Mark Shaughnessy attended Tenny at
the bath. The beaten pugilist complained
of térrible pains in his stomach and head.

At 4 o’clock this morning he fell asleep
and the physician left, eaying that all
“anger was over. At 7.30 o’clock Shaugh-

4

nessy was awakened by a cry from Tenny.
The pugilist’s body was doubled up in
agony -and a hufry call was eent in_for

it arrived Tenny was dead.

After he ,was taken to the baths, Dr.
MoGinnity was summoned. Tenny’s heart
action was very weak and the pulse drop-
ped to forty. Strong etimulants were ad-
ministered and this morning Dr. McGin-
nity pronounced him out of danger.

“How do you feel, Harry?”
Shaughnessy. :

“I’'m awful sick. My stomach and head
hurt awfully,” answered Tenny.

Shortly afterward he dropped asleep.
No physician was in attendamie from that
time until he died. ;

The news of Tenny’s death spread quick-
ly over the city. Orders wére at once
given at police headquarters to arrest all
cancerned.

Neil soon surrendered himself, as also
did James Coffroth, Eddie Graney, Willis
Britt, Morris Levy and Mark Shaugh-
nessy. Al were charged with manslaugh-
ter. They promptly made arrangements
for release on bail, and each ‘was released
| from custody on depogiting $500 cash.

It is said that two days ago Uenny had
an epileptic fit.

After making an autopsy Coroner’s Sur-
'geon Oussack announced that Tenny’s
death was due to cerebral hemorrhage
caused probably by a blow. It was dis-
covered that strychnine, and possibly
other drugs, were given Tenny during the
night. so the stomach was removed and
sent to the city chemist, who will analyze
the contents. :

The mother of the dead boy, Mrs. Is-
rae] Tennebaum, this being his real name,
asserts that he was poisoned. A brother,
James Tennebaum, charges that the little
fighter was ‘“doped” before entering the
ring. This pensational charge is denied
by Neil and others connected with the
tragedy. /

MORE DETAILS OF THE
NANCHANG MASSACRE

Shanghai, - March 1—The following ac-
count of the recent attack on foreign mis-
' sionaries’ at Nanchang has been received:

Fifteen Methodist,twelve English Protes-
tants ‘and fourteen French Catholic mis-
sionaries were in the city last Thursday
night wien the French Catholics had a
quarrel with an official over a suit for
the possession of property. Great excite-
ment prevailed on Friday. A mass meet-
ing was held on Saturday and was follow-
ed on Sunday by a riot during which the
property of the Catholics was burned. The
Protestants took refuge in the adjoining
house of Mr. Kingman. The house was
butned and eix priests and two members
of the Kingman family were killed.

The Chinese governor attempted to
check the riot and rescue the missionaries.
The men of the Methodist mission, aided
by -Chinese soldier¥, - 'took their school
girls to Chinese homes in the city and
brought Miss Hoyt and Miss Kahn from
a hoapital. All took refuge in mid-river
4 a launch which was furnished by
Chinese officers. The launch waited until
Chinese soldiers .brought the remaining
wissionaries at daylight on Monday. The

launch reached Kiukiang on Tuesday. The
wounded Kingman girl died: on the way.

Chinese could have blocked the passage of
the launch during the 12 hours’ journey

,mained at Nanchang to care for property.
He is under the protection of the governor
and is probably safe.

Rev. Spencer ILewis wired Consul-Gen-
eral Rodgers at Shanghai on Sunday warp-
ing him of the disaster and wired the facts
to Bishop Bashford on Monday. Captain
Fletcher, commanding the American ships,
had the location of every. Ameriean mis-
sionary in the Yangtse valley.

After consultation on Monday, Captain
Fletcher ordered the gunboat Kl Cano
from Nanchang to meet the fugitives at
Kiukiang or Poyang lake. . They were met
at Kiukiang.

The cause of the riot was local. Serious
blame attaches to the French Catholics.

Chinese, friendly to the missionaries, ob-
ject to priests exercising civil functions.

There is much diesension throughout
China, but there.is no indication of a gen-
eral uprising against foreigners.

A return was asked for as to the
amount expended annually, exchlsi\:e_oi
tenders. The recorder gave an Opmion
that the power to appoint a grain inspec-!
tor was vested in the board of trede and
that the council had no authority to act.
A léngthy discussion on the question of
appointing one permanent auditor to act
for the eity, county and sechool trustees
took place. Ald. Bullock occupied the
chair and Ald. McGoldrick, Vanwart, Mec-
Arthur, Holder, MacRae, Frink, l.iaxtel.',!
Pickett and Tilley were present with Di-|
rectors Cushing, Wisely, Murdoch, Super-|
intendent Glasgow, the chamberlain and
common clerk.

Againet Purchasing Department.

On the question of establishing a pur-
chasing department for the city’s sup-|
plies, Director Cushing said the work of
providing for his department did not oe-
cupy more than half an hour of his time.
every day. Frequently the member of the
department making ‘the requitition was
authorized to make the purchase.

In reply to the chairman, he said he
doubted if having on hand a large stock of
brushes, shovels, glass, ete., at wholesale
rates would pay for the extra room they
would occupy.

Ald. Frink said Superintendent Glasgow
had informed the ferry committee that at
least half his time was. taken up in pur-
chasing. There appeared to be a wide dif-
ference between the statements.

The director said the amount of money
spent, not including supplies by tender,
was small, and he mentioned $1,000 a year,
but could not give figures off-hand.

Director: Murdoch -said” he did not be-
lieve such a department would diminish |
the amount of work. Much wae done by?
written requisition and the necessary in-
formation as to pricés was generally gath-
ered beforehand. This jnformation was
bften put on the stub in the order book.
He did not think that personally he spent
more than one hour a week at the work.

Director Wisely said he did not believe
a new system would lead to any:improve-
ment.
