ORONTO, Dec. |.— Most
roads in Ontario today led to
the ballot box. Although wea-
ther conditions were reported
from various parts of the prov-
ince this morning as everything
from drizzly rain to heavy bliz-
zards, the expectations in the
provincial general elections were
that a record vote would be
polled in many of the 112 con-
stituencies. The proposal of the
Conservative government of
Hon. G. Howard . Ferguson to
substitute a system of sale of
liquor under government com-
mission for the present prohib-
itory Ontario Temperance Act,
developed unprecedented in-
terest throughout the province.

Northern Ontario reported snow
storms of mid-winter proportions and
the Georgian Bay district had heavy
gales, with freezing temperatures. In
the populous southwestern part of the
province, there was more rain with a
tendency to snow flurries. The east-
ern end gf Ontario experienced light
snowfalls, though the weather was re-
ported mild~ The central part of the

v vrovince registered a brightening up
early today, after a few hours rain.

109 CONTESTS

With the exception of the Adding-
ton, Essex North and Sudbury ridings
where Conservative government can-
didates were returned by acclamation,
the people today are electing the‘ir
representatives to the legislature in
all the Ontario ridings. There are 109
contests with 239 candidates of Gov-
ernment and Opposition parties or
groups in the field. In nearly all of
these, the issue has settled down to
the question of the retention of the
O. T. A. or its displacement by the
government’s control by commission
policy.

There are some ridings, however,
which will be represented in the legis-
jature by members supporting govern-
ment control, no matter whom they
lelect today, all candidates in these
cases being so pledged. These are
largely Northern Ontario and border
ridings. On the other hand, North
Huron is bound to return an O. T. A.
man, both candidates there having
promised to support it.

TREATMENT OF V. C.

Michael O’Leary’s Story Ans-

'The action of the‘bureau is
most timely because much sympathy
had been aroused here for O’Leary,
and there was much criticism of Can-
ada’s attitude toward him.

The King said it was not his pur-
posé to abdicate the throne and he is
strongly opposed to the return to Ru-
mania of former Crown Prince Carol in
an endeavor to displace his young son,
Prince Michael, as heir-apparent.

FREEDICTON, N. B, Dec. 1—A
very distressing accident occurred in
Queen street this morning shortly be-
fore 10 o'clock when Ralph Suttof,
an employe of the New Brunswick
Telephone co., Ltd., fell with a pole
and sustained a_very severe fracture of
the left leg between ankle and knee.
The injured man was rushed to Vic-
toria Hospital for treatment. He is
reported resting as- well as could be
expected. Sutton c¢limbed a pole in
front of the New Brunswick Liquor
commissioners’ premises and began
work on the cross arms strapping him-
self to the pole in the customary man-
ner.

The pole was completely rotted
through at the base and evidently was
supported merely by the wires. Sut-
ton’s weight broke the pole off and it
crashed to the pavement. The man
was helpless because of the strap about
him. Those who saw the pole fall
expected nothing but the death of the
man. By-standers rushed to his aid
and it was found that his left leg was
broken so badly that it was turned
over.

LD BY MEN

(Cargo of Matches and Cham-
pagr:e Catches on Brit-
ish Vessel

LLONDON. Dec. 1.—Few more dra-
natic stories of a fight against fire
it sea have been told than that re-
ated by the crew of the General
jteam Navigation Company’s 675-tons
hip Falcon on their arrival in Lon-
omn.

The decks of the ship buckled be-
reath the feet of the crew each port-

liole disgorged tongues of flame, and
at apy moment, while hundreds  of
thousands of people massed on  the
coast watched the ship battling to-
wards Dover, she might have dived
to the bottom.

The crew were still sunering from
the intense cold of the gale after the
great heat on board their vessel when
they arrived at Victoria Station dress-
ed in the few clothes they were able
to save.

ENGINER'S STORY

Second Engineer W. F. Ruthven,
who had previously survived fire at
sea in an oil tanker, said: .

“We had a cargo of matches, cham-
pagne, and several tons of chocolates
in the holds and a deck cargo of jute
waste when the fire was discovered,
about 20 miles off North Foreland.
I'he fireman saw it first when return-
ing from the engine-room. It was
bursting from the jute near the alley
that goes the length of the ship.

“We tried the pumps, pbut clouds
of choking smoke drove us back. It
was far better to throw as much of
the deck cargo as possible overboard,
and this we did. Some or 1t fell siz-
zling into the sea. Then when the
iron decks were buckling and the heat
was too intense to stand near the al-
ley, we took to the lifeboats at about
noon.

“Hali a gale was blowing when the
Newcastic steamer Elswick House
took us on board and gave us dinner,
transferring us to the Ramsgate life-
boat Prudential—in use for the first
time—when she arrived.

“The wind was rising, but despite
a heavy swell the Dover tug Lady
Brassey got a line on the fo’castle head
of the burning ship. Her decks were
white hot in places, and when it be-
came known that someone would have
to steer her, Captain Acors, Chief En-
gincer Phinn, Second Mate Williams,
and two lifeboatmen readily went
aboard.

“3hey stayed aboard an hour, un-
til flesh and blood could stand jt no
onger. Her decks were then a grea
iivid line and flames shot mast high’

interest drawing the Imperial bond closer. The
speaker pointed out .the universal trend towards
concentration of interests and of industry. The
United States, as a country, is practically one
great economic unit. The countries of Europe are
making undoubted progress in that direction.
Where, it will be asked, is Great Britain coming
in?

Sir Alfred Mond’s opinion is plainly that Great
Rritain should not join’ with the other European
powers in an economic alliance but that’the British
Empire should form such an alliance in itself.
He points out that the British Empire contains
within itself almost every known or required
material food and every necessity for development
and that anybody who cares to study Imperial
resources must become convinced of the absolute
fact that the Empire commands not merely
mineral resources but controls almost exclusively

THE ONTARIO ELECTIONS

O.\"I‘ARIO goes to the polls today. The issue

is only very remotely connected with party
politics, the main plank of both Conservatives
and Liberals being the question of liqyor control
or prohibition continued. The present Govern-
ment contend that ‘they cannot govern properly
in the face of general lawlessness which they
attribute to the alleged contempt of all law arls-
ing out of contempt for the prohibitory law.
They contend that the consensus of public opinion
in Ontario renders prohibition unenforceable.
Their opponents deny the existence of lawlessness,
claim social improvement under prohibition and
declare that it can—and under them would—be
enforced. That the plain issue before the

Prohibition as a war measure was introduced
into Ontario by a Conservative government, and
has remained the law under Liberal, Farmer and,
recently again, Conservative regimes.

British
Columbia, the Prairie Provinces and Quebec have
all adopted liquor control in one form or an-
other. The three Maritime Provinces are still
prohibition areas, and by this evening it should
be known whether Ontario decides to remain
prohibitionist or will follow the lead of those
others which after a trial have abandoned the
attempt to enforce & dry law. :

A VISION OF ECONOMIC EMPIRE

HAT the uniting bond of the British Empire
is commercial would appear to be the theme
inferred tulher than expressed, since no definite
solution is offered to the Imperial problem, enun-
ciated by the Rt. Hon. Sir Alfred Mond in his
address to the Toronto Board of Trade last Sep-
tember. The entire text of the speech delivered
on that occasion is published in pamphlet form
and provides excellent reading throughout.
At the outset Sir Alfred reviews conditions in

\

exemplifying this by the mention of nickel, rub-
Ler and tin. Sir Alfred acknowledges that the
project is vast and difficult, that temporary sagri-
fices for ultimate gain are involved, but he em-
phasises most partibularly the access of collective
bargaining power that would accrue from a definite
Impc\rial cconomic alliance.

LONDON, November 18, 1926—A spirit of un-
rest and even of discontent begins to animate
a section of Mr. Baldwin’s followers. To some
extent this symptom has manifested itself over
the coal negotiations, but its focus appears to be
the question of trade union reform. One wing
of the Conservative party favours prompt and
| drastic action, but another inclines to support a
more conciliatory laissez faire. Both views have
their firm advocates within the Cabinet itself.
One group wants to clip the wings of trade union
despotism and intimidation while opportunity
offers, and irks over the failure to act while the
general strike’s moral was vivid in popular memory.
The other prefers not to give a possible handle to
Labor platforms by seeming to attack the demo-
cratic citadels of the proletariat, and argues that

with due encouragement and $timulus the trade
unions will reform themselves from within.

Mr. Baldwin’s Position.

The lobby talk among Conservatives is that
the Prime Minister strongly inclines toward the
less drastic and more strategic course. This view
is probably well founded, and is moreover sup-
ported by Mr. Baldwin’s past speeches on this
topic. On one notable occasion in the House of
Commons the Premier, who is closer in touch with
the party agents than some of his critics perhaps,
emphasised the duty that reposed on trade union-
fsm of cleansing its own Augean stables.

For some weeks there has
been an excess of meat supplies over demands
averaging between 700 and 1,000 tons. This is
attributable to the scarcity of fuel, and the in-
ability of many housewives to cook the usual
joints. But London and the big towns, where
gas cookers are more general, have not been hit
as smaller localities where
old-fashioned methods still obtain. Incidentally
the excess of wholesale supplies has failed in any
degree to modify the average of retail prices, a

point that the Food Commission may not over-

‘ look. What the butchers have lost on sales, how-
ever, the greengrocers and general grocers have
gained on their side, because there has been a
marked increase in the demand for fruit, vege-
tahles and canned goods.

Why Should Mother Demand Her Daughter’s Pay En-|
velope, While Believing That Her Son Has a Right to
Keep His?—Why Should Mother Expect the Girls to
Help With the Housework After Office While the Boys ’

Must Rest and Enjoy Themselves in Evening?

HY is it ihat so many mothers treat their wage-earning daughters
so differently from the way in which they do their sons?

‘ WHEN a boy finishes school and goes

to work he is regarded as being
entitled to. the money he earns. If he
pays a fair proportion of his wages for
board, it is all that is expected of him.
And if now and then he gives hig mother
a present she bores her neighbors and
friends to tears saying his praises and
telling how generous Johnny is and
what a good son he is.

HE is filled with sympathy because poor
Johnny has to work so hard all day and
when he comes home in the evening she has
a good hot meal waiting for him. She never
dreams of asking him to help with the house-
work or to put in his evenings doing the family
wash that she has saved up for him.

BUT Mamie is another story. When
Mamie finishes school and goes to
work, mother expects her to bring her
DOROTHY DIX pay envelope home to her intact, and
she doles out of it whatever allowance
'she considers sufficient for Mamie to spend on carfare and
lunches and clothes. Mother never voices any appreciation of
Mamie's slaving to support the family, because she considers
that what Mamie earns belongs to her by right.

ND when Mamic comes home mother expeets her to help get the
dinner and wash the dishes afterward, and to lend a hand with the
sewing and finish off the ironing.

Mother washes Johnny’s clothes and mends them and keeps them
looking neat and tidy, but she expects Mamie to do her own laundry
work and keep her own clothes in condition. .

It is Mamie who has to take care of the younger ones in the family;
who has to sit up nights nursing the sick—not Johnny. Mother recognizes
that a boy who works all day is entitled to some recreation and pleasure
in the evening. Also, that he should have his night’s rest unbroken so
that he can go freshsto his job in the morning.

BUT she doesn’t see why Mamie, who has also worked hard all
day, shouldn’t push the baby’s perambulator when she goes
out for a walk or take along tottering old grandma, nor why she
shouldn’t take her part of the nursing when there is illness in

the house.
Johnny is the pampered one, yet he is a husky lad, far more
able to work than his sister; and, as a general thing, he gets a

much better salary than she does.

HY, then, should their mother make this difference between them?

Why should she think that she has a right to the girl’s money and
not to the boy’s? Why should she expect the girl to help with the house-
work and not the boy? Why should mothers overvalue everything their
sons do for them and undervalue what their daughters do for them?

NOBODY knows. It is just the way mothers are built.” A
woman will offer her daughter as a living sacrifice {p the
family without even knowing that she is doing it, but she beats
upon the cymbals and calls upon the world to observe what a
treasure Heaven has blessed her with if her sons make the small-
est sacrifice for her. e

PERHAPS the reason that mothers are so much harder on their daugh-
ters than they are on their sons is because the wage-earning girl is
so new that her mother has not yet had time to adjust herself to her.
Perhaps, too deep for any one generation to eradicate. it, there still lies
the age-old belief that a mother should control all of her daughter’s ex-
penditures. And mothers have not yet been able to sée that when a girl
becomes independent her whole status in the household ‘is changed and
she should stand at least on an equal footing with her brothers.

CERTA!NLY to the laborer belongs her hire. Aany girl who
has intelligence enough to hold down a job and do work for
which an employer is willing to pay her, has gumption enough
to know how to spend it, and no mother has a right to reduce
her daughter to vassalage by making the girl give all she earns.

IT 1S fair and right that the girl should pay a fair amount for her board,
but the remainder belongs to her, and she should not be deprived of
the sense of independence that we all feel in handling our own money.

NOR should a girl be expected to do housework after she has
toiled all day in a store or office. That is more than flesh
and blood can stand. One of the reasons that so many girls
break down or fail to make good in business is because they are
worn out doing double duty.

HE mothers who force their daughters to help with the housework do
not realize what slave drivers they are, because they look upon work-
ing down-town as a sort of pastime and diversion. They never think of
Mamie’s work as exhausting and nerve wearing, because she has done
nothing all day but stand behind a counter or sit in a chair and pound

a typewriter.
IT IS a frolic for mother to go shopping, so she conceives it as
being equally amusing for daughter to go into the business
district and she never dreams of classing her work with cooking
or washing or ironing.

OF COURSE, there are many exceptions to this rule. There are thou-
sands of mothers who do realize how hard their daughters work and
who try to save them all they can at home. There are also many mothers
who are appreciative of what their daughters do for them.

BUT the great majority of mothers still think that their daugh-
ters have no right to their pay envelopes ahd that their sons
have a right to theirs; and that their daughters should work
both cutside of the home and inside of it, while all that a boy
should be expected to do is to enjoy himself after working hours.

AT LEAST. this is what thousands of working girls write and tell me.

For Bedroom

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN ¢
WHEN winter comes, the home is
heated by a stove, by hot air
from a central furnace, by hot water,
or steam-heat radiation, or perhaps
by the use of an electric heater.

In general, hot water, steam, or
hot air furnaces give better heatk
from the standpoint of health than
gas or oil heaters, or poorly cared
for coal stoves.

Stoves of various types sometimes
give rise to gases in the air of rooms,
and must be constantly watched as
to the perfection of the combustion.

0Oil heaters properly constructed

gafe.

The temperature of the room in
which one sleeps should be between
55 and 60 ddgrees Fahrenheit. If it
is impossible, however, to maintain

the warmer temperature, the body
must be properly protected by cov-
erings.

The great difficulty in the at
mosphere of rooms in the winter is
the lack of moisture. This can be
aided by the use of proper air moist-
ening devices, which are, however,
somewhat expensive.

Moisture may be added to the air
in the rooms by evaporating water
in large pans, which may be placed
on the tops of the radiators. The sur-
face must be sufficiently wide so that
at least a gallon of water is taken up
each day by the air of the room.

Outdoor air is not harmful. If the
upper sash is lowered 6 to 8 inches
and the lower sash raised one or
two feet, an electric fan pointed to-
ward the windows will keep the air
in motion and will prevent the stir-
ring up of dust in the room.

THE PREDOMINANT POSITION OF AGRICULTURE — NATIONAL
by STOCKTAKING—URBAN AND RURAL INTERESTS

ARTICLE |V
By C. W. Peterson

IT is useful to arrive at a clear appreciation of the general economic effect of
an enlarged agriculture. The average person readily gives intellectual
assent to the time-worn phrase that a griculture is the “backbone of the

nation,” but usually without positive
of the fundamental facts of the case.

It is generally a mere figure of
speech., It is, therefore, well to consi
der briefly to what extent agriculture
has been responsible for Lanada’s mat
erial progress. Forty-ope per cent. of
our net production in the last census
year was agricultural; thirty-three per
cent, manufacturing. Our forests, mi
nes, fisheries, construction, etc,, account
for the remaining twenty-six per cent.

Our 8 billions of agricultural capital
represents 36 per cent, of Canada’s to
tal avajlable wealth, Urban real estate
accounts for 26 per cent.; our railway

plants, 10 per cent.; forests 51-2 per
cent.; mines, 23-2 per cent, and manu
facturing equipment, 23-4 per cent.
4+ It will thus be clear war Canada’s
agriculture looms up as the largest,
“ single factor in her economic life, with
the farmers as the largest group of
domestic consumers, consequently ex-
ercising a commanding influence upon
the general business conditions of the
country. One-third of all revenue
freight carried by our railways origin-
ated on:the farm and another third
was doubtless represented in carrying
commodities of all kinds back to the
farm, and the transportation to and
fro Jf agricultural raw material. The
Canadian farm not alone feeds the na-

conviction of any adequate conception

-
tion, but exports on such a scale that
credits are available to balance our

international obligations and create a
favorable trade balance.

MILLIONS SUPPORTED

Besides the millions of farm workers
directly engaged in producing, there
are other millions earning their living
by performing work connected with
supplying the implements, tools, shoes,
clothing, etc., for the farmer, with the
manufacture of raw material originat-
ing 'on the farm and the distribution
of such commodities. Who/ is bold
enough to attempt correctly to esti-
mate the economic imporwance of agri-
culture in a country like Canada? It
is perhaps well within the mark to as-
sert that at least 80 per cent. of Can-
ada’s total population, in every walk
of life, depends absolutely on the farm,
directly or indirectly.

These are imposing figures and
should lead thinking men to speculate
on the possible performance of Cana-
dian agriculture in terms or national
development, were we in the happy po-
sition where more than a mere fringe
of our agricultural area was in'a pro-
ducing basis. If, for instance, we were

producing on one-half, or even on one-
third, of the arable lands instead of
only one-sixth, granting a fair occupa-
tional balance, our present economic
problems would vanish over night.
The time is ripe for bringing such a
situation about. We have the unde-
veloped natural resources, the markets
are there, we only need the man-
power and the capital to complete the
circle. And that is purely a matter
of intelligent business organization.

AGRICULTURAL PROSPERITY

The time is peculiarly favorable for
great, forward looking colonization
policies, because agriculture is wun-
doubtedly now in the process of en-
tering an era of greater prosperity. It
is estimated that there is a total world
area of 13 Bill. acres of arable lands
and that it takes the products of 21-2
acres to sustain each head of popula-
tion. 'This would provide the bare
necessities of life for 5,200 million
people. It is also estimated that with
the present rate of increase this num-
ber would be reached well within a
century, so that babies now born
might witness the struggle of mankind
for bare existence and even wholesale
starvation in years of extended crop
failure. Of course, such a calamity
will be averted. The present world-
wide decrease in birth rate is nature’s
corrective. But that foodstuffs will
from now on occupy an increasingly
stronger price level cannot for a mo-
ment be doubted.

Canada’s position as a producer and
exporter of the primary necessities of
life is becoming increasingly stronger.
In the long run we need entertain no
fear whatever from the competition of
intensive agricultural development pol-
icies in the older civilizations. Inten-
sive farming is not the answer to food
scarcity. An acre of wheat still pro-
duces, at a minimum cost in terms of
calories, more human food than the
same acre devoted to almost any other
crop. History teaches that highly in-
tensive farming is the consequence of
pressure of population and increasing
land values, necessitating the expendi-
ture of more labor on smaller areas in
the production of high-priced crops,
yielding more money value, though, gen-
erally, less food value per acre. The
extensive agricultural system of our
fertile plains region is economically
sound as a bell. The day will never
come when Europe can function with-
out our staple agri¢ultural expbrts.

HISTORY AND PRICES

Agriculture the world over has de-
veloped through the trude, ruthless di-
rective agency of the law of supply
and demand. - The farmers have, in
obedience to this law, for several de-
cades suffered through demoralized
prices due to an over supply of food
products. But the reaction is now up-
on us—the pendulum is swinging the
other way, and we have definitely en-
tered an era when food products of all
kinds will command a premium in the
world’s markets. Aside from this, it
would be absurd to argue that, in the
face of constantly rising commodity
prices, which will be maintained
through the organization' of industrial
labor, prices of the basic necessities of
life should remain stationary or de-
crease.

This prediction is not visionary, but

‘Wheat, Canada’s great, staple export,
is, more or less, the controlling factor
in all agricultural prices. The com-
paratively low wheat prices that have
prevailed until the past few years can-
not be regarded as in any way normal.

PSYCHOLOGICAL MOMENT

Normally the price of wheat should
be twice as high today as it was some
centuries ago in view of the lower gen-
eral price index of those days. The
opening up of vast areas of virgin
wheat lands in America demoralized
world prices temporarily. This condi-
tion is, however, being overtaken at a
rapid rate and it is unthinkable that
such n situation could ever arise again.
Canada now enjoys a virtual monopoly
of the sole remaining, undeveloped
hard wheat areas. Our wheat should,
and presently will, command a con-
siderdble premium in the world’s mar-
ket. Quite aside from the economics
of the wheat situation, there is nothing
in history to warrant the belief that
minimum prices will not remain per-
manently on the fairly satisfactory
basis of the last two years, which will
ensure reasonable agricultural pros-
perity to Canada.

It is clear as daylight that the psy-
chological moment for™a country to
launch a ' comprehensive colonization
campaign is when her agriculture has
definitely entered the upward swing.
‘Western history, and the experience of
those who have been in close touch
with colonization work there, point
unmistakably to the fact that failure
‘on the land is the greatest obstacle to
the efforts of the various agencies de-
voting time and money to furthering
overseas emigration. It is also a trite
saying, but in strict accordance with
the truth, that the successful settler is
our most effective colonization agent.
Common sense upholds both of these
assertions. It naturally follows that
Canada can now with confidence enter
the field with a vigorous effort to large-
ly augment her producing population
and with the added assurance that in
no period of her history were the op-
portunities more favorable for getting
the fullest possible value for her ex-
penditure on such an object.

HOLDING RURAL POPULATION.

Our colonization problem is, com-
paratively speaking, elementary. Money
and intelligent organization would solve
it. The more difficult phase of our
dual problem is holding our popula-
tion. But with greater agricultural
progperity in plain sight, even that will
be largely simplified as time goes on.
But that we should, in the meanwhile,
do everything in our power to arrest
our abnormal population leak can hard-
ly be open to argument. What should
we do about it? The answer, if answer
there is, would obviously constitute a
detailed and complete chart of the
economic sea showing the safe harbors,
the shoals and the hidden rocks. We
must, of course, make the average man
in Canada so contented and prosper-
ous that emigration would have no at-
tractions for him, which would natur-
ally ‘be the goal of all rational states-
manship.

Theoretically, our political leaders
and our public services should work
out these detailed, sailing directions in
co-operation. Practically, one can
hardly imagine a more hopeless ma-
chine for such a purpose. Democratic
politics is primarily concerned with
party welfare. Its appeal is to the
great body—the least intelligent—ot
voters. It is swayed this way and that
way by popular prejudice. Politics
is concerned with herd psychology and
mass hysteria. Political leaders fre-
quently — perhaps generally — know
what should be done in the best inter-
est of the country, but uninformed,
mass opinion dictates policy in the end.
As to the public service—our bureau-
cracy—it has in its multitude of wat-
ertight compartments all the intelli-
gent conclusions on economic questions
and it contains within its ranks many
brilliant and resourceful technical men.
but co-operation and team work—the
conference spirit—is totally lacking.

LIGHT THAT FAILED.

We did, however, once upon a time,
actually make a gesture designed to
get below the surface and to attempt
to make an intelligent survey of Can-
ada’s economic situation from which,
presumably, public policies might have
been formulated and placed before the
country, backed by the very consider-
able prestige naturally attached to a
program worked out by a non-political
body of able men, many of them of
national reputation, giving their serv-
ices gratuitously and solely from mo-
tives of public spirit. I refer to the
late, lamented “Economic Commission,”
which, after gathering a vast amount
of vital information, for some reason
that has never been explained to the
public, failed to complete its labor and
make a report. I am credibly inform-
ed that its preliminary findings were
“uncomfortable” to the government ot
the day resulting in even these being
sternly suppressed. It is understood
that a mass of useful information was
gathered by this body and drastic
recommendations made on many sub-
jects, amongst others, in respect to im-

migration administration. These are,
presumably s#ll on record in the dusty
tomes at Ottawa.

I may, however, be permitted to offer
the suggestion that in spite of the fact
that public policies in Canada have
always, and to a glaring extent, revol-’
ved around urban interests, the “high
spots” in our economic riddle will not
be found in our towns and cities, but
in our countryside. All our troubles
would admittedly be over if Canada
could today boast of a reasonably self-
contained and prosperous agriculture,
producing and consuming on double
the present scale. That such a situa-
tion could be brought about within
a limited term of years admits of no
argument whatever. We have _the
“manless land,” elsewhere they have the
“landless man.” The task of bringing
thent together is merely a question of
intelligent business management and
agricultural prosperity is in the offing.
If the average Canadian could create
a state of mind which would consci-
entiously regard this task as the su-
preme responsibility of his government,
not omitting to articulate his convic-
tions, the thing is done.

SOCIAL PROBLEM

But there is also a social problem,
namely to make country life in Cana-
da much more attractive than it has
been in the past. Great progress has
been made in that direction during
the past decade. The motor car,
good roads, the rural telephone and
mail delivery, radio—all have made
conspicious contributions. The farm-
ers, through their co-operative insti-
tutions and by their own, unaided
efforts, have taken mighty strides
towards increased, rural prosperity
and contentment. The urban people
of Canada should, however, assidu-
ously cultivate agricultural minded-
ness” and be actively sympathetic
towards the efforts of the country-
side to live the fuller life. That way
only lies in the path leading to a
permanent argriculture. At present
rural life is two generations behind
the urban community in living con-
ditions and the spectacular drift to
the cities constitutes a <demonstra-
tion against present inferior condi-
tions of farm life compared with ur-
ban existence.

The sarcastic ranting about the
»auto-riding” farmer and back-to-the-
buggy” should cease. We should,
on the contrary, rejoice over every
farm auto and be thankful for very
additional farm home getting away
from the agricultural slum status
through the adoption of modern sani-
tation. Unfriendly criticism of this
nature has its moral effect upon the
countryside and does its part in en-
couraging the drift from country to
town, inevitably followed by season-
al unemployment with its concomit-
ants: a lower wage scale and the fur-
ther expatriation of our splendid,
young manhood, after bearing the
not inconsiderable burdens of the
unproductive period and the cost of
education. ’

CANADA’'S URBANIZATION
Aside from this, the present de-

of town towards countryside can-
not fail to further intensify the no-
torious political drift away from
rural problems and towards central-
ization upon the more spectacular,
urban issues, incidental to the com-
plex civilization of modern times.
In a preponderatingly agricultural
country such as ours, this world-
wide tendency should be curbed at
any cost and a more sympathetic
understanding developed, in deed as
well as word, between urban and
rural interests. Canada has much
to learn in that direction.

To those who see in the existing |
situation a tendency which might '
some day easily lead to a weakening
of the ties that bind Canada to the
British Empire, our present econo-
mic position is not entirely reassur-
ing. Because history shows that in
the course of time economic consid-
erations will invariably prevail over
patriotic sentiment. While we can-
not hope to outstrip our powerful
neighbor, we can come much nearer
creating opportunities for our own
people at home than we are doing at
present and thus arresting the de-
bilitating lead of our precious, vital
asset and stifling the inferiority com-
plex we have unconsciously created
in our public mind, which cannot
be without its important influbnce
upon the individual decision leading
to southbound migration.

STRIKE MATTER

HRD FOR SONE
NEAR PENSIDN

Railway Veterans Here Seri-
ously Affected if There’s
Break
WOULD HAVE TO MAKE

CHOICE OF COURSE

To Go With Strikers Would
Mean Loss of Seniority
Standing

HERE are a number of rail-

way men, eligible for pen-
sions, or who soon will be eli-
gible for pensions, who would
be seriously affected if the
threatened railway strike were
to materialize, an aged pen-
sioner of the C. P. R. service
told a Times-Star reporter to-
day.

He aid that these men, if they went
out with the others, would lose the
benefit, of -their many years service
towards retirement on pension, and
even if they returned to work when
the strike was ended, they would haye
to start all over again to qualify for
their retirement allowance. m

CASES ARE CITED

He referred to one case of a man, a
resident of McAdam, who was eligible
for pension some years ago, and who
went on strike in sympathy with his
brothers. .That man, the speaker said,
today was walking about, too old to
work, and was not receiving one cent
for his many years of service. He al-
so recalled the big strike of 1892, and
declared that as a result of that walk-
out some of the railway brotherhood
were now supporting the men who
had quit work and who had nevey
again been taken back into the serv-

ice.
UNDER OBLIGATION

The threatened strike was of keen
interest to those who had been sup-
erannuated by the C. P. K., he deciar-
ed, because under the terms of super-
annuation, those who were retired
were required to go back to work if
they were able in the event of there
being a walkout. If they refused to
do so, he said, they would lose their
pensions.

The veteran expressed the opinion
that there were enough former rail-
waymen, pensioners and others, avail-
abl in this part of the country to man
the trains in the event of a stoppage,
and they faced the possibility of hav-
ing to return to work and thus help to
defeat the purposes of their brother-
hood associates, or refuse to resume
their occupations and in this way lose
their pensions. In conclusion he ex-
pressed the hope that the differences
between the railway companies and
the workers would be adjusted so as
to prevent any crisis.

Workmen Today Removing
Concrete Boundary of Old

S details and amended plans

come to hand in local C. N.
R. official circles dealing with
the new train shed layout, the
conception of the engineers as
to the shift of present trackage,
etc., becomes plainer.

Though there is no indication yet
of the Halifax contractors starting the
foundations for the new trainshed, a
report is given out that special piling
from the south is being awaited and is
expected by schooner before long.

It was learned today that the train-
shed, which will cover an area approxi-
mately 400 feet square, will be erected
at a somewhat acute angle to the pres-
ent structure, leaving increased plat-
form space on its southerly side for
better ‘handling of express matter, bag-
gage, mail truckage, etc. At present
the handling of these services is in

cramped quarters, obstructive of pas-
senger traffic to and from the trains.

CURBING REMOVED.

Today workmen are removing a long
concrete curb which marked the outer
boundary of the old depot shed—and
this along with the laying of several
new stretches of track in the area
cleared by the demolition of several
houses in Mill street, is all preparatory
for the new trainshed. Also at the
present time tracks are being laid at a
greatly reduced curvature to .be the
main feeders from the Mill street side
for the new shed, the train entrance
of which will point obliquely towards
the northerly gates of the Mill street
crossing and not “square-on” as at
present.

Unless the plans as finally drafted
are -actually inspected the general
scheme of a new trainshed is a bit diffi-
cult to understand. However, as stated
by a C. N. R. official a few days ago
the new trainshed will be only part of
the work in contemplation, as a new
depot building itself—administrative
warters, waiting room, comfort rooms,
etc.—is to follow. Plans and specifica-
tions now being carried out aré in
co-ordination with this whole grand
scheme.

HEATHSTNTE
ALYEOL
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Only One Death From Small-
pox in Year; Scarlet
Fever Declines

There was only one death in the
province from smallpox for the year
ended Oct. 31, Dr. George G. Melvin,
chief medical health officer, said this
morning on his arrival from Frederic-
ton.

General health conditions through-
out the province were fairly good, he
said. Scarlet fever was quite prev-
alent in Saint John and also some.other
places in New Brunswick as well as
in other provinces and the United
States. He looked for a rapid clear-
ing up of this disease with more sea-
sonable weather conditions. The prov-

ince has adopted the administration of’

antitoxic serum for the treatment of
scarlet fever. «This sertm was obtain-
able at each of the serum depots
throughout the province free of charge
upon the request of the attending
physician.

DIPHTHERIA DECLINES.

Diphtheria continues to rapidly de-
cline, due to the activities of the health
administration, Dr. Melvin said. In
regard to diphtheria there were only
about one-fourth the number of deaths
during the last year as compared” with
five years ago. The decrease was
brought about by the assiduous atten-
tion paid by the health authorities to
this disease and to the ready accessibil-
ity of diphtheria antitoxin through the
serum depots.

Dr. Melvin is here to attend the an-
nual meeting of the plumbers exam-
ining board and for the holding of ex-
aminations. The annual meeting will
be held this afternoon at the Health
Centre and the examination of appli-
cants for registration of plumbers at
12 Coburg street tomorrow morning
at 10 o’clock.

MULLIN WEAKENED
BUT WILL RECOVER

i Getting Out Logs When He

Goes Through Several

Times

STRUCGLING desperately for
his life and only sinking deep-
er with his efforts to extricate
himself, John Mullin, an em-
ploye of a house on the Golden
Grove road, had a narrow es-
cape from a horrible death yes-
terday afternoon in a swamp
near Torryburn, a short distance
from the house where he is em-
ployed. v
Just as he was beginning to give up
hope and as his struggles were grow-
ing weaker, he was dragged from the
morass by William Paul, a trapper
who was attracted to the scene by the
sounds of his efforts to get out. This
morning at the General Public Hos-
pital he was sufficiently recovered ta
be able to speak of his experience.

TELLS OF EXPERIENCE

“I left the house about 3 o’clock in
the afternoon and was hauling logs
from a swamp a short distance to the
rear of the house, and piling them at
the side of the road,” he said, explain-
ing how he happened to be near the
swamp. The wood had been chopped
down during the spring and summer
and he was engaged in dragging it
from the swamp which had been
flooded by the recent heavy rains.

“The place was covered with shell
ice and I broke through almost every
step but sank to my knees,” he said.
Getting farther from the road he sud-
denly went through, and sank in the
water and mud over his hips.

“It was cold,” he said this morning,
“and I thought I would freeze to death
before I got out.” He finally extracted
himself from that hole only to break
into another still deeper, where in spite
of his struggles he remained until the
timely appearance of Mr. Paul.

As he lay in his bed in the hospital
this morning Mullin appeared weak,
but was heartily thankful for his de-
liverance from the swamp. He is over
60 years of age and about five feet six
inches tall and very slight. His build
does not indicate any great strength,
and his frantic efforts to extract him-
self and the exposure he was subjected
to have left-him in a state of exhaus-
tion. His main worry this morning
seemed to be the length of time before
he could get back to his work.

RESCUE AT HAND

While following his trap lines Will-
iam Paul, of Model Farm, was attract-
ed by the sound of splashing and ice
breaking. Going to the scene he found
Mullin frantically struggling to get out
of his predicament. Mr. Paul after
considerable effort managed to drag
him to solid ground where he was
found to be to weak to walk. With
the assistance of Herman Mercer and
a young man named Hamm, Mr. Mul-
lin, who was almost unconscious, was
conveyed to the farm of Mrs. Mercer
at Renforth. He was made as com-
fortable as possible and the Saint John
police notified.

Sergeant Detective Power and De-
tective Biddescombe drove out and
brought Mr. Mullin to Saint Johmn
where he was admitted to the General
Public Hospital suffering from shock
and exposure. This morning he was
feeling much better after a good night’s
rest and although more or less dazed
was able to explain his presence near
the swamp and the manner in which
he became mired and almost lost his
life.

John Mullin is very well known in
this city. For some years he was em-
ployed by the late Charles H. Jackson
in his oyster business at King Square,

OTTAWA, Nov. 30—"If there
is anything this inquiry does
not cover, | have not had my
attention called to it yet.”

While
the inquiry in its present form was
begun slightly over a year ago, refer-
ences to hearings within the same
scope in 1921 and 1922 recalled the
fact that the rates question has been
before the board in some form or other
‘or years.

GERMAN OFFICERS

An Additional Favorable Bar-
ometer in Business '
Situation

SHARP DR

MONTREAL, Dec. 1—Following upon
a number of favorable reports from
various industries in Canada, indicating
improved business conditions for cur-
rent year, and taken in conjunction
with the marked improvement in rail-
way earnings, the business situation
has produced an additional favorable
barometer in the records of commercial
failures. The figures supplied by the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics, for the
nine months to September 30th, are
quite impressive. Since 1922 there has
been a decided drop in the number each
year, with the exception of 1923, when
the decrease was comparatively slight.

A REGULAR DECLINE

The net result, however, has been a
drop from 2,800 for the nine months to
September 30, 1922, to 1,235 for the cor-
responding period of 1926. This favor-
able development is reflected particul-
arly in the case of the Provinces o
Quebec, Ontario, Saskatchewan and Al-
berta, which show an almost regular
decline year by year. In six of the
provinces, Nova Scotia, Ontario, Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and Brit-
ish Columbia, failures in 1923 had ex-
ceeded those of 1922, whereas in tl}?
case of the other three, the year 1922
marked the high. The totals for all
Canada ran down from 2,800 to 2,707, to
1,717, to 1,613, to 1,236,

The defaulted liabilities for the first
nine months of 1926 were $21,119,370, as
compared with $21,783,182, ,692,
$45,295,191 and $45,538,149 for the same
periods of the four preceeding Yyears.
Thus defaulted liabilitles were less than
half those of the same periods of 1922
and 1923, and showed a considerable de-
vi"line from the same periods of 1924 and
925.

MONTREAL TRAMS

Services Already Carried 180,-
000,000 Passengers This Year

MONTREAL—Dec. 1—It is a foregone
conclusion that the year 1926 will prove
to have been the most active year in
the history of the Montreal Tramways
Company. As already indicated by
Financial Counsel, the car mileage op-
erated by the company shows a very
big increase in 1926 over other years,
including 1925. This increased scale of
operations has resulted in a very much
larger handling of passenger traffic.

Thus far in 1926 (up to November 10),
the tramways alone have handled a total
of 177,710,093 passengers, while the
auto-bus division in the same period
has taken care of 4,341,402 passengers.
This makes a combined passenger traf-
fic of the tramways company for the
first ten and one-half months of 1926
of 182,051,495 passengers, and indicates
that the whole year will show establish-
ment of a new high record in respect
of passenger traffic.

Steady Downward Trend Noted
bv Dominion Bureau of
Statistics

OTTAWA, Dec. 1—The quiet but
| steady downward trend which has been
:r'ollowed by Canadian commodity prices
| for some time past continues tof make

iitself felt. This is well reflected in the
| index number of prices of 236 commodi-
ties compiled by the Dominion Bureau
{of Statistics, with 1913 levels taken as
base or parity. In October 1925 the
index stood at 156.0, whereas for last
month there was a loss in the year of
nearly five points to 151.1. The latter
figure is the lowest -which has been
reached on the present deflationary
movement and contrasts withr 152.6 in
! September, 153.9 in August and 156.2 in
July, since when the downward trend
has been rather more pronounced tham
!in earlier months. The greatest contri-
butory losses of the month were estab-
lished in the textile group of commodi-
ties, the index for the 28 items stand-
ing at 156.5, down from 169.4 in Sep-
tember, from 172.0 in August, from 173.0
in July and from 188.5 in October 1925.
Other commodity groupings maintain
their price positions quite well and
some showed slight gains, including
wood, wood products and paper; an-
imals and their products; iron and its
products, etc.

NEW LOCH ALVA
DAM NOW NEARS
COMPLETION

Larger Structure Re-
places that Damaged
Last Spring

The new dam of the New Bruns-
wick Electric Power Commuission, . to
replace the old wooden dam at Loch
Alva, is about completed, only a few
dey» more work being required to
fnish the job. Yesterday a represen-
tative of the Times-Star was give:
opportunity of accompanying the chief
eng.neer, S. F. Weston, on an inspec-
tion of the dam.

All that remains to be done is a
small embankment at the western
end of the dam, the removal of some
of the forms and placing of the foot
bridge and attachment of the hoists
and gates. Weather conditlons have
been very favorable for the work,
there having been very little freezing
weather.

REPLACES WOODEN DAM

The original wooden dam built by

the New Brunswick Electric Power
Commission across the outlet of Loch
Alva on the East branch of the Mus-
quash river held back a reservolir 19
lfeet deep at the dam with a water
surface of about 1700 acres and im-
| pounded 1,250,000,000 cubic feet of
water. .
\ The dam which has been alternate-
ly wet and dry according as the lake
| were full or drawn down, shows al-
| ready, signs of deterioration, and last
/spring a break occurred at one point
(in its face. This was temporarily re-
| paired so as not to lose the water stor-
led during the spring freshet.

It was however considered unsafe
!and the Commission decided during the
i past summer that the time had arriv-
jed to replace the wooden dam with a
more permanent and dependable struc-
ture.

|  BUILT BY LOCAL FIRM

Tenders were called for early in
]August and the contract was awarded
to Peter Saab & Company of Saint
Jobn. the lowest tendercis.
| Lne new concrete dam is approxi-
1mately parallel to the old one and im-
| mediateiy below it, so that the wood-
(en dam has been useful in holding
back the water during construction.

The new dam is of concrete gravity
type built on solid ledge rock. At is
maximum section it is 80 feet in
height. It is vertical on ine upstream
face throughout and 5% feet thick at
the spillway, with a down stream face
sloping one foot horizontal and two
vertical. For the length of the spill-
way section a concrete apron extends
a few feet down stream.

l 18 SPILLWAY OPENINGS
i

At the top of the dam are 16 piers
| placed with 15 feet clear, openings be-
tween. These piers ttogether with the
gate, platform and retaining walls at
|either end result in 18 spmway open-
ings each 15 feet in length and 5 feet
in height. Thus the total length of
the clear overflow section is 170 feet
as compared with the length of the
wooden dam—189 feet.

Provision has been made in the tops
of the piers for the insertion of string-
ers to carry a foot bridge 8. feet
wide, a hand railing on the lower side.

Gains have been provided in the
sides of the piers so that flash boards
can be inserted. By placing these
flash boards, on the decline of the
spring freshet an extra foot of water
can be retained.

THREE GATES,

In the centre of the stream three
gates have been built in the bottom
of the dam; each gate opening is three
feet high and five feet in width, with
a corresponding tunnel through the
concrete. The gates are of cast iron,
with bronze bearings that fit upon
similar bearings attached to the cast
iron gate frames fitted to the concrete
face of the dam. A low-geared seven-
ton hoist is placed on the platform
above for operating each of the gates.
The gate openings are six feet lower
than those in the original dam. The
purpose of this additional work is to
permit of the excavation of a canal for
-a distance of about 500 feet above the
dam where the water is much deeper in
the natural lake than at the dam.

With a similar trench on the down
stream side of the river the commis-
sion will be permitted to draw an extra
five feet in depth off the low water
surface of Loch Alva.

Mayor Sees NecessityA if
More Terminals Are
Constructed

The question of the building of a
bridge across the harbor came in for
discussion yesterday afternoon at the
regular meeting of the Common Coun-
cil, caused by the necessity of voting
an additional $700 for repairs to the

ferry steamer Governor Carleton. It
was said that some solution to the
ferry problem would have to be arrived
at and a bridge seemed the only way
out.

Previous to the Council being called
to order, Commissioner Wigmore ex-
pressed his regret at the death of
James Keyes, which occurred on Mon-
day. Mr. Keyes had been caretaker
at Lake Robertson. He had been a
very valuable employe of the city, said
the Commissioner, and had always
done his duty in a thorough manner.

REPORT ADOPTED.

The report of the committee of the
whole was adopted with slight amend-
ments. It provided that the Commis-
sioner of Water and Sewerage be au-
thorized to have' the sewer om Saint
John street, west, from Albert street to
Union street, renewed with a 20-inch
terra cotta pipe, at an estimated cost
of $1,885; and that it he paid for
from the unexpended portion of the
Carleton Mill Pond sewerage construc-
tion account, provided that the city
solicitor gives his opinion that it can
legally be so charged.

It also recommended that a com-
munication  from Canadian Legion,
British Empire Service League, asking
that Malcolm A. Campbell, a member
of the said organization, be appointed
janitor of the Carleton Public Hall, be
referred to the Commissioner of Public
Safety.

It further recommended that His
Worship the Mayor, Commissioner of
Finance and Public Affairs, be au-
thorized to pass for.payment the pay-
roll for the call-men of the fire de-
partment for 1926, in lieu of the Com-
missioner of Public Safety.

POWER COMMISSION.

Roy A. Willet, secretary of the Civic
Power Commission, wrote that the
term of office of the members of the
Commission would: expire on Dec. 5.
The term was for two years. Commis-
sion.r Wigmore moved that the present
incumbents of office be re-appointed,
Commissioner Harding said that he
would be glad to second the motion
if he .48 not a membet. Commis-
sioner Frink thought that the matter
should be referred to the committee of
the whole, which was domie. The present
members of the Commission are F. S.
A. McMullin, Commissioner W. L.
Harding, J. N. Flood, James Lewis,
M.L.A., A. M. Rowan and G. H.
Simpson. The Mayor is a member ex-
officio.

A communication was received from
Edward P. Watson regarding a refund
of taxes due him and Commissioner
Wigmore moved that the valution of
$7,000, placed on the Watson property
by special valuators, be accepted and
that Mr. Watson be refunded $41.23
for taxes overpaid for 1925 and 1926.
The motion passed.

Commissioner Frink, as acting com-
missioner of ferries in the ahsence of
Commissioner Bullock, read a report
of the superintendent of ferries in
which was asked the additional $700
for the completion of repairs to the
ferry ©overnor Carleton. It was ex-
pected that she would be back in ser-
vice on Monday, Dec. 6, at noon. The
commissioner said that there was no
otker course open but to provide the
money and he moved that the $6,000
already voted be increased by $700, to
complete repairs as ordered by Do-
minion inspectors and to be charged to
next year’s revenue.

Commissioner Wigmore said that
first $1,000 had been asked, then $2,-
000. This was increased to $6,000 and
now $700 more was wanted.

Mayor White said that the owner of
a vessel was at the mercy of Dominion
government officials and it was the
same as repairing anything old. When
repairs came to be made, additional
weaknesses were revealed. The city
was fortunate in getting out so well
as it had, he said.
