Paris, Aug. 8—Premier Herriot is

years of age she met a ymmgster{
named Robert Curtis, with whom she
fell in love. She was very unhappy
-and left her husband, and was adopted
! by Maurice Mendham, a wealthy friend
of the family and a business friend of
her father. This was with her parents’
consent, she said. In 1909 she divorced
her youthful husband. Later on she
was arried to Mr. Mendhai, her |
guardian, and lived with him till ho
died.

The next two years she was travel-
ing backwards and forwards between |
Europe and America, and on one of |
these journeys she met M. LeBaudy.
He appeared to be very interested and
told her he would very much like to
help her in her singing career. 'They
met frequently after that, alleged Mr.
Mendham. In 1918, she told him that
she must return to America to deal

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FIRE PREVENTION.

' The action of the Board of Educa-
tion in adding the subject of fire pre-
vention to the curriculum of the public
schools will be universally approved.
The annual loss to the province through
fire is so serious that the exercise of
every agency to prevent it is neces-
sary. By beginning in the schools, 1t
should be possible within 2 reasonable
period to create such a state of mind
regarding the danger from fire, and a
universal habit of taking every neces-
sary precaution to prevent fire, that
only the minimum of loss through that
agency would be sustained.

As the years pass, -our forest re-
sources, being reduced in area, will be
enhanced in value, and they will always
be necded as a source of revenue and
as the basis of industry. In spite of
all efforts by the Government to pro-
tect them, the annual fire loss is large.
1t is also true that fire which destroys
much other property of great value is
in most cases due to carelessness, which
would be overcome by a trained habit
of mind regarding fire prevention.

A CHEERING PREDICTION.

Sir Arthur Salter, chief of the fin-
ancial section of the League of Na-
tions, believes the settlement of the
reparations question will be reflected
in an immediate marked improvement
in world conditions. In a recent ad-
dress he said the world has now turn-
ed the corner, and that in the years
since the war the economic life of
Kurope has been steadily growing up
from below. Continuing, Sir Charles
makes this hopeful prediction:

“Once settle the German repara-
tions problem and the economic life
of the world will attain its new
equilibrium. It will not, perhaps, at
once, give all countries or all classes
the standard of life or the full sense
of security they enjoyed before the war.
But as reconstruction proceeds there
is no reason why previous standards
should not only be reached but passed.”

MEXICO’S NEW PRESIDENT

' The Obregon Government in Mexico

has acted with great promptness in
running down the assassins of Mrs.
Evans, and has shown a most earnesi
desire io have justice done and such an
example set as will discourage those
wh¢ would destroy the lives and prop-
srty of foreigners.

Obregon’s term as President of the
repriblic is drawing to a close, but his
successor, General Calles, the Presi-
dent-elect, gives every assurance that
during his regime sincere effort will be
ade to mainte’n law and order, '0
meet the financial obligations of the
country, and to maintain the most
friendly relations with other countries.
General Calles will sail for Europe in
a few days to make a survey of social,
lzbor and economic conditions in Great
Britain and France, and perhaps Ger-
1nany, with a desire to gain such in-
formation as will beneflt his own coun-
try. ‘Inan interview published in the
New Orleans Item General Calles said:

“Mexico has seen her last revolution.
She stands firmly committed to the
new constitution and its reforms. Mex-
jcans are going ahead economically and
spiritually. Homes, well-paid labor
and schools are going to be the portion
of the families of Mexico in the future.
The lands will continue to be restored
to the Indians who are their rightful
owners. There will be no more ex-
ploitation of the Indians of Mexico.
The rights of forcignerd and foreign
capital will be respected and both are
welcome in Mexico, when they come
there to observe our laws and co-oper-
ate for our mutual benefit. The inter-
national debt of the country must and
will be paid. It is a debt of honor.
Mexico will scrupulously respect the
integrity -of other nations as she de-
mands that other nations respect hers.
There will be absolute insistence that
all government in the republic function
for social justice. The rule of class
and the era of special benefits for spec-
ial classes is over in Mexico. All classes
and all groups will be accorded the
rights of the law, but no extra-legal

. privileges, whether they be religious,
financial or vested in their nature.”

If, in endeavoring to carry out the
policy thus outlined, the new President
is heartily supported by his govern-
ment, the improvement in Mexico,
which began when Obregon was elect-
ed to the presidency, will continue. In
that event, not only will the condition
of the peasant class be greatly im-
proved and education become more
widespread, but the development of
the wonderfully rich resources of the
country will bring prosperity to all
its people.

———

The very gratifying announcement
is made that sufficient storage facilities
for the initial hydro development at
Grand Falls have been found on the
Canadian side of the boundary. Prem-
jer Veniot adds the assurance that the
market for the power developed under
the initial plans will be available.

BRITAIN AND RUSSIA.

1t is perhaps worth while to review
the history of the negotfations leading
up to the English treaties with Soviet
Russia which have aroused so much
criticism in London. When the Labor
Governient came into power in Eng-
land it recognized the Soviet regime in
Russia, and the latter sent a delega-
tion to London to negotiate a treaty.

The first conference met in April

last. Its purpose was to settle out-
standing claims between the two coun-
tries, including Russian - debts con-
tracted before the war and others
growing out of the seizure by the So-
viet Government of property belonging
to British subjects. The conference
had no sooner begun than the Russians
asked that the British Government
guarantee a loan. To this Premier
MacDonald replied that British bank-
ers would not advance any money un-
less the Russian Government agreed
to recognize the pre-war debts. This
caused a deadlock.

Another difficulty arose in connection
with the claims for the property of
British citizens which was seized as a
part of the nationalization policy of
the Soviet Government. Russia set up
a large number of counter-claims for
damages resulting from foreign armed
intervention in Russia after the Revo-
lution. Britain did not so intervene,
but the Soviet delegation insisted that
these claims must be recognized if
there was to be a discussion of British
claims. The conference dragged along
month after month, and the parties
failed to come to an agreement. Final-
ly the chief Soviet delegate returned to
Moscow and came back with a new
set of proposals, which the Russians
hoped would satisfy the British holders
of old Russian bonds and enable the
Soviet Government to get a loan under
British guarantee.

The new proposals, however, did not
recognize the British claims for seized
property, -and so the deadlock con-
tinued, and it was finally announced
this week that the negotiations had
been broken off. Then within twenty-
four hours came the announcement that
another meeting had been held and an
agreement reached. This agreement
was bitterly attacked by Mr. Lloyd
George, and sharply criticized by most
of the newspapers. A bill was passed,
however, which yesterday’s cables said
would give the Government power to
conclude the treaties, and there the
matter rests. Since the terms of the
agreement have not yet been published
in full on this side of the Atlantic, it
is not possible to judge of the sound-
ness or otherwise- of the criticisms
which have been made.

Added to the previous reports of 2
shortage in the wheat crop of Sa-
skatchewan comes word that a hail
storm hag inflicted damage to the ex-
tent of half a million dollars. The un-
fortunate feature of the case is that
he storm raged in a district where
there was promise of a much better
crop than is found in some other parts
of the province. The uncertainty of
the crop yield causes the western
farmer, if he has only one crop, a great
deal of anxiety throughout the sum-
mer season. Sometimes he is amply
rewarded, and sometimes at the end of
the season he finds himself in financial
distress. After all, mixed farming in
the Maritime Provinces, if it does not
bring to the farmer sudden wealth, has
its compensations.

S ENTITLED T0 A
DOMINION STATUS

Speaker at Science Meeting
- Declares it Dominant
Factor in Life,

Toronto, Ont.,, Aug. 8.—Psychology
s rapidly becoming recognized both as
an important science, and a dominant
factor in all phases of modern life,

according to William McDougall, pro-
fessor of psychology at Harvard Uni-
versity, and formerly at the University
of Oxford, who delivered an address
as the president of the svecial section
in psychology at the British Associa-
tion today. “Although progress
Great Britain has been slow,” he said,
“in Canada and America, many oppor-
tunities are offered both for teachers
and research workers.

“Unfortunately there are many diffi-
culties to be met before the. method
and the field of psychology can be
vitoperly determined. There is still too
wmuch tendency to imitate methods
already in use. This is the reason why
so. many psychologists still accept
mechanical explanations of human ac-
tion. They have not the courage to
break away from the methods of other
sciences which are so well established.

“But in recent years, there has been
a strong tendency to moderate the
claims of mechanism.

“These considerations encoirage us
to claim autonomy for psychology, the
right to choose, shape and define 'its
own fundamental conceptions.

Wider View Needed.

“The greatest need at the present
time is the courage to take a wider
view of the meaning of science. If the
psychologist finds that character, will,
desire, purpose and the like are quanti-
ties which can be studied, he must
malke his science conform to these facts
and not abandon them because they
are not recognized in physics or chem-
istry.” Students of ‘“human nature”
should at any rate claim “Dominion
status” for their science, he urged.
"L hey should invoke and boldly apply
the principle of self determination.

Prof. McDougall appealed for fuller
recognition of “purposive striving,” not
only becatise without it, the problems
of personal development, social life,
and industrial organization, can never
be given a distinct or adequate ex-
planation.

“The life of man,” the speaker said,
“from birth to death is one long serics
of purposive strivings. Some times, as
when he plans his career and sets out
to build up a home and a family, his
goal is remote and somewhat vague,
defined in his mind in general terms
only. Some times ‘it is precisely and
exactly defined, as when he goes to
‘at his favorite dinner at his favorite
.able in his club. Sometimes it is near
and yet but vaguely defired, as when
with open mouth and feeble movements
of head and trunk, he seeks the nipple
of his mother’s breast.

“There is a vast range of differences

in respect of the nearest of remoteness|

of the goal; and in resvect also of the
clearness. and adeauacy with which he
thinks of his goal.”

“Yet, in spite of these wide differ-
cnces, the strivirg 1s always one aspect
of his waking life. And even. in his

what stfange and partial satisfaction
it may, to the buried thwarted and de-
nied tendencies of his nature.

“It may be that eventually men of
science will agree that there are in the
universe two ultimately different
kinds of process, the mechanistic and
the purposive, the strictly determined
and the creative, the physical and the
mental.”

“But,” Professor McDougall con-
cluded, “if I attempt to guess at the

future development of science, I incline

to follow the lead of the most power-
ful intellects of all ages, and to pre-
dict that, if a resolution, of the two
types of process into one shall ever

he achieved, the purposive type, which |

we regard as the expression of mind,
will be found to be more real than the
other.”

Disease In Plant Life.

The great importance to economic as
well as scientific interest, of a study
of the question of immunity to dis-
ease in plant life, was emphasized by
Professor V. H. Blackman. He pointed
out the especial importance to Canada
of scientific investigations concerning
plant diseases.

In the past, said Professor Blackman,
such studies have been largely con-
fined to the life histories of disease
prodiicing fungi and bacteria, and the
methods by which such parasites infect
the plant host. This line of attack, he
pointed out, is no longer sufficient, and
It is necessary to study the more diffi-
cult problem of the physiological dis-
turbances which are produced by these

diseases and the symptoms by which |

the plant indicates their presepce.

Question of Immunity.

In the case of men and animals, the
professor reminded his audience, it is
often possible to build up immunity to
a specific dicease by natural or arti-
ficial means, but it has not yet been
found possible to do this for plants,
| and it is unlikely that it can ever be
l achicved. Even if immunity to a dis:
ease cculd be conferred on certain tis-
sues, it would not benefit the remain-
der uf the plant because there is no
medium for the transmission of im-
munity producing substances through-
out the whole plant which corresponds
to the blcod stream of the animal
body. Then again, new and susceptible
tissues is constantly being formed at
points of growth.

The professor also directed attention
| to the fact that in those cases where

natural ‘immunity to a specific fungus
| has been found to occur in a plant,

there is no evidence to indicate the
| existence in the plant cells of anti-
| bodies, the poison neutralizors which
| scientists are often able to demonstrate
| in the animal body cells. It is for these
i reasons, he said, that there is little

hope that such anti-bodies can be pro-
1 duced in the plants by artificial means,
| as is often possiple in animals affected
' by disease.

The greatest success in the fight
| against the ruinous pests which attack
i plant life has been gained by breeding
| and selecting strains, as with rust re-
! sistant wheat, which are immune to
‘(the particular disease.

' Future of Hydro

|~ The hydro and its development was
| the subject of a paper by Mr. F. A.
Gaby before the engineering section of
the association today.
! Mr. Gaby first dealt with the early
| conditions which prompted the initia-

wells, and quarries, he pointed out that
there are huge areas of economic sig-
nificance about which little is known,
and that elaborate sampling, new
methods of testing, and the recognition
of new. varieties, as for example in
the case of coal, will have to be put
in practice before it can be said that
we are making a justifiable and econo-
mic use of the capital reserves stored
up for our benefit in the rocks.
Criticizing the administration of oil-
fields, he said: “While we blame our
forefathers for the destructive and
wasteful handling of the coal-fields, it
is ourselves and our own generation
that we must blame for the serious
waste of oil and the destructive ex-
ploitation of oilfields. 'There is no
economic subject to which geology has |
a more direct relation than the occur-|
rence and exploration of oilfields.” Re-
minding his audience that the develop-
ment of fuel oil on a large scale has
revolutionized many branches of in-
dustry, and has had a marked effect on
civilization in general, Prof. Watts sug-
gested that energetic measures will
have to be taken if mankind is to con-
tinue to enjoy the advantages of this
convenient fuel. *Although there prob-
ably still remains a recoverable per-
centage in the oil-producing areas,” he
said, “there are already signs that the
high oil-mark has been reached, if not
passed.
“But it is no small comfort that al-
though our supply of native oil, easily
won, easily refined and applied, cannot
last very much longer, there are abun-
dant supplies of oil-shale still left, suf-
ficient to take its place for many de-
cades to come.” In addition to pushing
the exploration of new fields, geolo-
gists should consider it a part of their
duty to see thal economy is practised
in the use of pres‘f‘tnt supplies.

CERTIFIED MILK
TO BE SOLD SOON

In ten days or a fortnight the city
will have a supply of certified milk and
those citizens who are now receiving
unpasteurized milk by special permit
from the Sub-district Board of Health
will be required to take the certified
product. There are about 50 quarts of
unpasteurized milk being sold under
permit and it 1¢ estimated that the
certified milk will have a sale of about
60 quarts to start with. The certified
milk will cost the consumer 20 cents
a quart or six cents more than the
present pasteurized product. The certi-
fied milk will be produced at a farm
on the Ashburn Road and will be
delivered to customers through one of
the city pasteurizing plants.
In Ottawa certified milk sells at 26
cents and in Toronto at 28 cents. In
cites of the United States from 28 to
85 cents is the price of certified milk,
the 85 cent rate being asked in New
York State, where about 90 per cent.
of the certified milk is pasteurized also.
F. J. Tilley, milk inspector, who has
had supervision of the premises at the

farm where certified milk is to be
produced, said yesterday that the condi-
tions there were extremely favorable.
The owners had already spent $2,000
in improvements to their stock barn,
although the barn had been an entirely
satisfactory one for the production of
milk which was to be taken to the
pasteuriziation plant. The herd of cat-
tle will be composed of Ayrshires and
Jerseys.

London, Aug.-8.—For the entry of
the marriage of Col. Francis Compton
Seymour to Lonora or Eleanora Hud-
son, which took place between Sep-
tember, 1787, and June, 1795, a reward
of $1,000 is offered by a firm of soli-
citors, who have sent a circilar to that
effect to parish clerks and others.

The bride was the widow of a sea-
man, and the groom one of the Sey-
mours, Dean of Wells, and grandson
of Sir Fdward Seymour, the baronet
who claimed the Dukedomn of Somerset
on the death of his kinsman, the sev-
enth duke, and succeeded in establish-
ing his claim.

Leonora Perkins was the daughter of
George Perkins, of Woolwich, and in
1768 married John Hudson, a seaman
on an East Indiaman. Hudson sailed
for Calcutta in 1885. At Calcutta half
the crew deserted, and the ship’s regis-
ter shows that John Hudson died on
Sept. 27, 1786, and was buried in Cal-
cutta. His wife, describing herself as a
widow, married, on Sept. 8, 1787, Col.
Francis SeymouI.

The questionhas arisen whether the
body buried in Calcutta was John Hud-
son’s. There is reason to suppose that
at an unknown date he returned home,
like another Enoch Arden. In 1790 he
was returned as paying land tax in
respect of No. 13 Peddington street,
Marylebone. Two years later his widow
took his place as a land-tax payer in
the name of “Leonora Hudson.”

It is believed that Col. Francis Sey-
mour and his wife discovered that the
sailor from Cxcutta had returned, and
that when Hudson died they were re-
married. It is this second certifiicate
which is required. The date must be
between September, 1787, and June; 16,
1795, for on the latter dale Leorora
Seymour died. T

SCIENTISTS AFAR

Noted Workers Engaged in|
Investigations of Interest
in Many Places.

Washington, Aug. 8—Summer is the
open season for scientists, and several
of the most noted members of the
Smithsonian Institution here are tak-

ing advantage of it Their expedi-
tions into the field of science cover a
variety of subjects and are conducted,
for the most part, by men bearing the
degree of doctor of philosophy,. =

Doctor Charles D. \Valcott,,s\cq‘*c-
tary of the institution, and - his owife,
have recently left for a tour of geo- |
logical field work in the Canadian
Rocky Mountains. Investigation into
the complicated geological formations
of that region and the collection”of
fossils for laboratory study during the
winter are Doctor Walcott’s quarry.
Mrs. Walcott specializes in sketching
in water colors the species of wi'd
fcwers of the northland. ‘This work
will extend 'into.the fall.

The measurement of the heat of 'he
spectra of the stars, with an esluna-
tion of their temperature and deter-
mining their diameter, fs the goal of
Doctor C. G. Abbot, assistant sceretary
of the institution. A “solar cooker,”
which he is trying to perfect, in which
the heat of the sun is used for fuei In
cooking, is part of his equipment.
Mount Wilson in California will be the
scene of Doctor Abbot’s labors. He
has paid a visit also to the Smithaon-
jan Institution’s solar observiug sia-
tion at Mount Harqua Hala, Arizona.
This is one of the most cloudless re-
gions #n the world, and observallons
of the radiatipn from the sun are made
tliere every flay in the year.

Doctor Paul Bartsch came back early
in July from Cuba and the Florida
Keys, where he conducted experlments
in heredity with land shells, known as
cerions, and observed the effect of
verious environments on them. He
works in co-operation with the Car-
negie Institute. Doctor Bartsch re-
cently “shot” 1,200 feet of moving
pictures of marine life, with_his un-
derwater camera, making an interest'ng
record of fish and coral life,

The mapping of geology and the
collecting of fossils in the Cumberiand
River area of Teunnessee is the special
work of Doctor R. S. Bassler, carator
of the division of paleontolozy, this
‘season. in conjunction with the State
Geological Survey of Tennessec.
Doctor J. M. Aldrich, curator of the
division of insects, is on a trip through
the west, collecting insects. Neil M.
Judd, a Smithsonian man, temporarily
director of the National Geographic
Society’s Pueblo Bonito expedition 1m
New Mexico, is overseeing excavailon
of one of the largest prehistoric com-
munal Indian dwellings in the United
States.

John L. Baer, representing the
Smithsonian Institution on the Marsh
expedition into the Darien region of
Panama of “white Indian” fame, died |
in the Isthmus, without making &
formal report, before the expedition
came back to this country.

Doctor J. Walker Fewkes, chief of
the Bureau of American KEthnology,
will soon leave for Carlsbad, New
Mexico, to explore a number of caves.
It is reported that remains of Indian
habitation have been found there.
Doctor John R. Swanton is in Okla-
homa, studying the language of the
Chickasaw and Creeks, Indian tribes.

J. N. B. Hewitt,, ethnologist, has
just returned from New York state
and Canada, after studying the league
of the Iroquois Indians. Doctor T'ru-
man Michelson has recently completed
studies at Tama, Iowa, in the langu-
age of the Sauk and.JFox Indians.

A number of othé members of the
scientific staff of the Smithsonian In-
stitution and its branches are out on
short trips, engaged In field work in
various branches of science.

“cashing In” on the showing he made,
and apparently is at the zenith of his
ring career.

For his fight with Georges Carpen-
tier at Michigan City, last May, he re-
ceived his largest purse, $62,000. Pre-
viously, his top had been $12,500 for &
match with Harry Greb.

Vancouyer, B. C.,, Aug. 8—Increase
in the value of the British Columbia
fisheries is shown in the returns for
1923 issued by the Dominion Bureau
of Statistice. The value of all fish
marketed last year, fresh and canned,
was $20,808,726, a gain of 10 per cent.
over the 1922 value and 49 per cent.
higher than 1921.

The principal increase was in halibut,
which was valued at $6,271,998. The
salmon pack reached a value of $9,233,-

148 and the total salmon catch, fresh
and canned, was worth $11,936,668, ac-
cording to the report.

The number of whales caught in 1923
was 445, compared with 187 in 1922.
The value increased from $158,814 to
$882,781. -In 1928, 706,514 gallons of
whale oil were obtained.

Capital invested in the fishing indus-
try in 1928 totaled $5,754,272. One
hundred and twenty-eight plants were
in operation, comprising 60 salinon
canneries, 55 fish curing establish-
ments, four clam canneries and eight
whale oil and fish oil factories. Men
employed in the industry numbered
8,669.
