TRAIN IN A WAVE OF FLAME.

New York Forest Fire That Travelled

Corning, N. Y., May 11.—News has
been received here of the destructive
work done by a peculiar forest fire near
Randolph, Cataraugas county, on the
western division of the Erie.

THE HARBOR OF ST. JOHR—NOT L 0AY TO
LOSE AT OTTAWA.

In 1878, the Hon. Isaac Burpee, at Ot-
tawa, received from B. L.. Peters, a let-
ter stating that the Common Council of Bt.
John, desired that an act be passed at that
session to organize the 8t. John harbor
commission, on a basis of six per cent.
interest on our debentures. For this in
the Common Council‘the vote was 12 for;
against 4; led by Alderman Coxetter, that
anciént defender of our rights. Four
years after, His Worship, Mayor Jones,
telegraphed Senator Boyd, at the close of
the session of 1882, urging the passage of
this bill ; when Sir 8, L. Tilley with the
aid of the premier, had the bill passed
three readings in ome day, and
Senator Boyd had it passed the
Senate’s three readings in one day, by
its leader, the Hon. Alex.Campbell. This,
after & report to the Board of Trade, by
the high sheriff and John McMillan, of
which T. W. Daniel was then president,
“ghat they had had interviews with Sir

_8. L.Tilley and Sir H. Langevin, in
Ottaws, who agreed to this bill, granting
the city to be paid $500,000 for city
wharves, and $250,000 for other impro-
vements ; at the yearly interest of 4 per
cent,” The bill carried, we had ‘Thoped
to have at once our wharvesand harbor
putin order for the ocean traffic, Short
Line, Furness, Beaver, Allan and
Dominion  steamship  lines,
looking to St. John as the winter
port for the Dominion, and a largely in-
creased trade also, in the summer. But
in this tenth year after the passage of
this bill, we had a meeting on Tuesday

. asking what we shall do with this pres-
ent vote of $250,000, which the tax col-
lector will soon call on us for,if we do not
at once fall back on the former scheme
of harbor commission. For our harbor
property in it, we have a standing offer
of $500,000, and another of $250,000 for
improvements.

On this let us ask for a million dollars.
Now when the private wharf property is
included as it ought to be, the rents will
more than pay interest; and not
one dollar taxes will have to
be paid by our people. The
harbor will be put into first class shape,
a wet dock will be built; and this perpetu-
al differerice, between differing authority
exercised by divided ownership, will be
merged into one; composed say, of five
citizens, two to be appointed by the gov-
ernment, which loans the money, two by
the corporation, and one by the Board of
Trade. Last week our representatives
at Ottawa, had an interview with the
Board of Works on thie subject, and we
believe Sir Hector is prepared to
grant us the million dollars  at
any time. The people should
talk to the Common Council, in
whose hands now resis the power, and
have this bill re-modelled to suit the
present wants ; and passed without de-
lay ; let not the full ten years go by un-
til this be passed. On the 17th. May,
1882, Sir Alex. Cambell in the senate
said :

« upderstand that the harbor of St.
John is not 8o good now-es it has been
in former years, and it requires consid-
erable attention to keep the necessary
draft of water there. There are also re-
quired two docks, one must be at Hali-
fax and one at St. John, where the bulk
of the shipping is.”

With our harbor thus provided for, St.
John will take the first place inthe cities
of Canada.

Mrs. Grimwood tells of the Horrors

Through Which She Passed—The

Most Awfal Event Since the Mutiny.
[London Times, April 29.]

We have been favored by Mrs. Grim-
wood with the following letter, received
yesterday morning from her sister-in-
law, Mrs. Grimwood, widow of the late
Mr. Frank St. Clair Grimwood, who was
mardered at Manipur :

LAKHEIPUR, CACHAR, April 2,1891.—Long
before this reaches you, you will have
heard from the newspapers of all that has
taken place in Manipur, and this is only
to give you particulars. Frank must
have told you about. the Chief coming
with 450 men of the 42nd Goorkbas.
They kept us in the dark as to their real
reasons for coming until they arrived on
the 22nd of March. The Chief then had
a consultation with Frank, and ;decided
to hold a durbar at once. Word was
sent to the Maharajh to tell him to come
and bring all the Princes with him.
Frank meanwhile told me what was

oing to hn&pen—viz., that the Govern-
ment of India had decided that the, ex-
Maharjah was not to be allowed to re-
turn, but that also the Jubraj, the Prince
whoti! him out in September, was
to be bani fora term of years to

I think
that was the worst moment of all, and I
felt as though I must break down utterly
but food and some brandy brought me
to my senses, and I was all right. We
had  still eight days mareh
before us to get to British
territory, but though we have been
FIRED ON ALL THE WAY
it has been'an easy time compared with
all we went through before; and yester-
day we reached the British territory,
and I took off my clothes for the first
time in ten days last night. I forgot to
say that before we had out of the
Residency an hour we looked back to
gee it in flames, and Iknew that every-
thing we had was lost, and my life was
the only thing left. ere is fearful ex-
citement here over it. People say no-
thing so awfal has happened since the
mutiny. Now it remains to be seen
what is to be done about getting back
the prisoners, and my anxiety on this
account I can’t’ express. People say
they will be all safe, but until I see
Frank again I shall not be content. of
course, all idea of going home i8 done
for. 1am going down to_ Calcutta to
get some ¢lothes, as I am literally desti-
tute, and then return either -here or to
Shillong to wait for news of Frank; but
it is simply awful livinf in_suspense
like this, and I almost wish I were a
prisoner too. Iam feeling terribly
worn out and ill, but have made an
effort to write this, and let you have as
full particulars as T know how.

The banana business in St. John is
getting to be quite a trade. Ten years
ago very few of our people indulged in
eating bananas for they were considered
quite an expensive luxury,and were sold
inonly a few of the largest grocery
stores. Now, however, the branches of
this yellow golden fruit hang temptingly
in almost every grocery store in
the city. The demand for them
is large and constantly increasing as the
fruit grows in favor, and where a few
years ago 500 bunches would supply the
city for perhaps a month, the import-
ations of the fruit now average in the
summer months over 1000 bunches a
week. One fruit dealer alone has con-
tracted for 500 bunches a week, and it is
thought that befcre August this year
the banana import to St. John will reach
as high as 1500 bunches a week. Most
of the fruit is shipped by the wholesale
doalers in Boston via the International
line steamers because it comes in
better condition by water, on account of
the coolness of the air, than it would be
if shipped by rail. §
