|3 BODIES FOUND;
50 STILL MISSING.

—

Awul Results of Building Wreck |

in Albany.

—

Only Half the Debris Has Been Cleared—
Many More Under Rulns—Some In-
Jured Have Died.

ALBANY, N. Y., Aug. 9.—This morn-
ing found 200 men still working on the
wreckage of the John C. Myers Co. de-
partmental store, where 24 hougs ago
occurred the sad catastrophe in the his-
tory of Albany. Eleven dead bodies,
many maimed almost beyond recogni-
tion, have been taken out of the ruins
thus far, and one woman, after being
carried to the hospital, died. In addi-
tion to these it is almost -certain that
15 or 20 bodies still remain in the twist-
ed mass of beams, wires, plaster, brick
and laths that was once the main por-
tion of one of the city’s largest stores,
laden with thousands of dollars worth
of goods. A day's work by skilled
hands has resulted in removing barely
half the debris.

Shortly after daybreak the searchers
found the twelfth body. It was that
of Miss Helen Malone, a young girl
who shared the cashier’s gallery in the
main floor with Mina Bullen and Miss
Sharp, and was crushed beneath ‘the
same iron girder with her companions.
Vietims of above list were carried out
of the ruins between the hours of 2
and 5 o’clock this morming.

The injured in the hospitals are do-
ing well, with two exceptions. Miss
Jonaho, who was one of the first sur-
vivors to be taken out of the wreck,
has several of her vertebrae fractured,
and it is said cannot live. Mrs, Wm.
Borst, of Windom, Man., who was one
of the shoppers injured, is also report-
ed to be in a critical condition.

It is not thought that any of those
now imprisoned in the debris can be
alive. Since midnight only disfigured
corpses have been taken out. Fifty
women employees are still unaccounted
for, and as the firm has a complete list
of these grave fears are expressed for
their safety.

LATER.

ALBANY, N. Y., Aug. 9—A thorough
search ¢arried on since early morning
has revealed the unexpected fact that
all the men and that all but one of the
women employed in the department
store of the John G. Myers Co., which
collapsed yesterday are accounted for.

These _facts lead to the belief that
the number. of, ~will prove con-
siderably less thhn was feared. The
dead found thus far number 13, and
there i8 hope that not smore than half
a dozen bodies are still in the wreck.
It is not thought possible that any of
those still imprisoned can be alive,

KING EDWARD REVIEWS
FRENCH AND BRITISH FLEETS.

PORTSMOUTH, Eng., Aug. 9.—King
Edward celebrated the anniversary of
his coronation today by reviewing the
combined French and British fleets,
aggregating fome 70 ships. As a spec-
tacle the event was somewhat marred
by gloomy and showery weather, but
the enthusiasm of the crowds occupy-
ing every vantage point was undimin-
ished. Masses of people thronged both
shores, and there was a fleet of excur-
sion boats filled to capacity.

The review lasted one hour. Later
the King proceeded to the battleship
Massena, the French flagship, where
he was the guest of Vice-Admiral Cail-
lard at luncheon. The Prince of Wales
and the Duke of Connaught accom-
panied his majesty. The French fleet
then weighed anchor and entered Ports-
mouth harbor.

PEACE CONFERENCE BEGAN

TODAY AT PORTSMOUTH.

Great |Interest in Ope

ning Proceedings---Japs

Won't Agree to Armistice Till Success of
Negotiations Is Assured. -

PORTSMOUTH, N. H., Aug. 9.—The
day which was to bring the initial
meeting of Russian and Japanese
peace plenipotentiaries at - the navy
vard here began delightfully as far as
the weather was concerned. The sun
rose in a clear sky and although there
was a prospect of the usual heat in Au-
gust there was promise of relief in the
cool breezes coming.

The members of both the Russian
and the Japanese missions were ready
about the hotel and with the exception
of M. Witte and Baron Rosen, break-
fasted in the main dining room. As
several of the Russians were coming
out of the dining room this morning
they met two of the Japanese entering.

BARON KOMURA,
Japanese minister of foreign affairs
and the chief of the delegation of
peace plenipetentiaries sent by the
Mikado's
siap-enveys in this eountry in an-affert
to arrange peace terms.

They exchanged profound salutations
but did not shake hands.

It was arranged that the plenipoten-
tiaries should make the trip to the
navy yard in the two large automobiles
which had been sent for their use,. in-
stead of by ldunch which is expected
to be the usual method. They will be
accompanied by several secret service
men.

Upon their arrival at the yard a mar-
ine guard will meet them at the gate
and escort them to the navy general
store. Several men will stand on
watch outside the building throughout
the time the envoys are inside.

There were many people waiting on
the veranda of the hotel to witness the
departure of the envoys for navy yard,
a number having taken places before
the breakfast hour.

‘With the approach of the hour of
meeting the feeling became more pro-
nounced than before that an armistice
would not be agreed upon until the
success of the negotiations was assur-
red. The known opposition of Japan
to this formality and the hearty sup-
port which London is understood to
have given Toklo, it is believed has op-
erated to minimize the wish of the Rus-
sians for a signed truce. Another cause

for their willingness not to press for
an armistice at the first meeting is be-
lieved to be the recent opposition said
to have manifested itself among the
Russian forces at the front against
peace negotiations. It is felt that to
ask them to sign a truce might have
a bad effect upon their spirits and
serve to increase their opposition to the
ending of the war. .

Whether the meeting this. morning
was more than one of organization for

will probably not be known until the
plenipotentiaries return to their hotel.
Baron Komura and Mr. Witte reiter-
ated to third aseistant secretary Peirce
shortly before leaving for the yard to-
day a request that everyone be exclu-
ded from the yard throughout the
time the envoys are meeting. Even the
members of each mission to gain en-
trance will be required to show papers
signed by their chiefs and counter-
signed by the,K commandant of the
yard.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—The Times
quotes the London Times’ correspond-
ent as cabling from Portsmouth: The
day’s delay in assembling the peace en-
voys has been perhaps beneficial for
the difficulties as the hour of the con-
ference approaches. Today (Tuesday)
the Japanese and Russians submitted
themselves to the demands of cere-
mony, but even before the ceremonies
began the envoys began considering
their position.

The want of a Bismarck or a Roose-
velt, in these first days seems to be
felt. M. Witte is unfamiliar with
diplomatic procedure. His plans of the
meeting to be followed do not seem to
have crystalized. At any rate such
questions apear to be, so far as the
Russians are concerned open. What
language are these envoys to carry on
the discussion with? They have no
language in common.

It is suggested that the democratic
rule apply and that language which the
greatest number speak will be used,
which is the English. But if it is used
for oral discussion there is again diffi-
culty in drawing up protocals in Eng-
lish, for the Russian foreign office has
been trained in French.

M. Witte, I think, has a speech ready.
I+ will be a most interesting speech if
it is delivered for he proposes to revert
to the origin of the war, but if the Rus-
sians and Japanese are to debate the
circumstances which brought on the
war, till they are agreed, we shall be
here till next year.

The Japanese are not unlikely to take
the view that they are here not to
pursue historical inquiries, but to see
whether the war can be ended. They
may, therefore, politely object to a de-
bate which would be endless. To
which M. Witte, if no diplomat, as a
tectician may reply: “Pray lay your
terms on the table at once.”

This the Japanese are understood to
be ready to do, but in their own way
they may state them in the fairest in-
stance, as matter of principle.
other words, before specifying the
amount of the indemnity they may
desire to know whether Russia is pre-
pared to pay any indemnity. Before
stating their views they may ask
assurance that a demand for the ces-
sion of Russian territory or the com-
mercial cession of a fortifled port will
not be regarded as ending the nego-
tiations.

Plan to Federate Profestant
Churches of America,

—

Representatives of 24 Denominations Will
Mest in New York Nov. |5---Nation’s
Distinguished Men Will Attend.

NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—Twenty-four
religious denominations, containing 18,-
000,000 communicants, have each ap-
pointed from five to fifty delegates to
meet in this city on' November 15, to
take part in an inter-church conference
on Federation. The meeting will . be
held in Carnegie Hall for a week, the
object being the federation of the Pro-
testant forces in America.

President Roosevelt has expressed
his sympathy with the movement, and
it is expected that one or more mem-
bers of his cabinet will be able to take
part in the discussions of the confer-
ence.

The speakers on the programme and
the presiding officers include five bis-
hops of the Protestant Episcopal
church, six bishops of the Methodist
Episcopal church, a bishop of the Re-
formed Episcopal church, leading cler-
gymen from Presbyterian, Baptist and
other denominations, two United States
supreme court judges, two Jjudges of
state courts, a. United Stat@s senator,
a congressman, a governor, several col-
lege presidents and professors, editors
and ministers.

Among the subjects to be brought be-
fore the conference are the religious
edvcation, the social order and foreign
missions, the fellowship of faith, the
national life and Christian -progress.
Besides declaring faith in the essential
unity of the Protestant churches, sev-
eral will appeal as to practical work-
ings of Protestants in districts, states
foreign lands and inter-denomination.

Denomination rallies, a platform
meeting devoted to young people’s
movements, and dinner to the delegates
at the Waldorf Astoria, given by the
half-dozen denominational social un-
jons in the city will be more popular
featureg of the convention.

ing. The results have ben so satisfac-
tory that it is now proposed to add in-
struction in nursing, cooking for the
sick, mending and sewing. The teach-
ers, who are graduates of the schools
of housework, and have passed govern-
ment examinations, carry with them
an outfit of the cooking stove and the
various utensils for cooking and iron-
ing. The classes are held in the school
houses, the term lastg six weeks, and
the cost of tuition is put so low as
practically to exciude no one.

NATIONS NOT MERCIFUL
T0 DEFEATED GENERALS.

LONDON, Aug. 2-—Russia has sever-
al beaten generals at the present time,
and the question is what will eventu-
ally become of them.

The land of the Great Bear has eel-
dom permitted the leaders of her
army and navy to long survive their
downfall, notwithstanding statements
to the contrary, and there are several
instances of Russians, once shining
lights in barrack rooms and naval
dockyards, who have taken leave of
life both obscurely and tragically.

It was not so very long ago that a
famous general, at one time honored
all over Russia, died by his own hand
at a German gambling spa. He had
erred during the Russo-Turkish war of
1877’78, and in consequence the troops
under his command had met with an
unexpected disaster.

After the war the general left St.
Petersburg in disgrace, and, under an
assumed name, took up his residence
in Germany. He dissipated his fortune
at gambling places, and When he had
come to his last periny he became a
“handy-man,” eking out a bare exis-
tence by running errands, doing odd
jobs, and distributing bills.

Being unable to recover his self-re-
spect and manhood, he sought release
by  suicide. He shot himself at a
gambling spa, and when his body was
searched not a coin was found upon
him, §

Again, a leader of the Russians dur-
ing the Crimean war died in abject
poverty in an attic in the Latin quar-
ter of Paris. He had lost 15,000 men at
Inkerman, and his commission was
taken from him.

He went to France and led a Bohe-
mian life for many years, making &
good income by composing musical
pieces. The money he earned he spent
in riotous living, and one morning he
was found dead in his attic after a
heavy drinking bout.

According to the Echo de Paris,
Capt. Klade, who was the chief Rus-
sian witness before the North sea
commission, has been deprived at St.
Petersburg of all his appointments and
functions, except that of professor at
the military academy.

It would be interesting to follow the
future fortunes of this gentleman, for
it is certainly doubtful whether his
colleagues at the military academy
will permit him to long survive his
downfall,

Japan {8 very harsh on her defeated
officers, both naval and military. Dur-
ing the present war in the far east a
naval lieutenant who failed to carry
out a task set him was politely told by
his chief to cover his disgrace by com-
mitting suieide.

A sheet was strung on the deck of
the lleutenant’s gunboat, and behind
this was placed an arm chair and a
table. On the latter was a sharp knife
wrapped in a piece of clean paper.
The lieutenant bowed to his comrades,
went behind the sheet, sat in the chair
and picked up the knife.

The official reports stated that the
lleutenant had died distinguishing
himself in  action, and the emperor
granted him a posthumous medal.

After our troope had entered Pekin
and sacked the summer palace of the
emperor, a Chinese general, known as

who allowed his troops to be badly
beaten, had his ocommission taken

For a long time his wretched figure
was to be seen in the streets of the |
capital, with gyves on his limbs and &
board round his neck as a punishment. i

For many Years a ah&b\bﬁy-droued;
elderly man wandered aimilessly about
Madrid. At one time he was one of the 3
most mighty of the French marshals,
and his tunie blaged with gold lace and ]
jewelled orders. !

He had risen from the ranks, but |
misfortune came to him when he !
started out to meet the Germans as |
leader of half a million men. Accom- |
panying him to the front were innum- i
erable valets, grooms, and secretaries,™’
yet he came back to Paris, not as i
a mighty conqueror, but as a broken, ’
friendless man. H

He had, in the eyes of the republic, |
disgraced himself, and popular preju- |
dice drove him from his native :
country. He went to Madeid and fell .
lower and lower down the social
ecale until he became practically a
beggar, both in language and habits.

Not a touch of former greatness was
shown by the ex-marshal as he wad-
dled in a purposeless way about Ma-
drid.

A French journalist met the broken
man once, and in reply to a question
he said sadly: “When I was a French
marshal I was the republic’s slave, !
now I am a free man; but the price
of freedom is vermin and a crust of
bread!"

Several of the brilllant generals of
the southern states of America during
the civil-war were driven into humble
retirement when lasting fame was the
incentive ahead. One died in a New
York garret some time since a broken-
down and hopelessly intemperate old
man, while another came to this
country and set up in business as a
barber.

Another general who became a bar-
ber was the leader of the Persians,
whom Sir James Outram crushed just
before the Indian mutiny broke out. *
The shah degraded him, and after
several more or less exciting adven-
tures he came down to be a barber at
Bagdad.

Numbers of wandering Eritons allow-
ed the fallen “giant” to shave them,
and as he wielded the razor he related
his many exploits. 4

Admiral Villeneuve, who was beaten
by Nelson at Trafalgar, was never for-
given by Napoleon, and he became a
homeless wanderer, living at cheap
and even disreputable hotels. .

His income, after his disgrace, waas
said to be under one hundred pounds a
year, and when he died he was
heavily in debt.

LIBERALS AND LIBERALISM,

e 3

In connection with the commission
which is to investigate Canadian trade
conditions this summer with a view
to revising the tariff, a leading Liber-
al journal prints without comment
the tariff plank from the memorable
1893 platform which declares emphati-
cally for a lower schedule of duties
based on the requirements of the pub-
lic service.

If the idea is to remind the Liberal
government of Liberal principles why
is this one plank only put forward?
There were several other things in
that famoue document which have ap-
parently slipped the minds of those
who won to power by it.

' For instance there was plank No. 3,
deploring Conservative corruption and
pledging purity of administration.
Considering the G. T. P. deal, the

Ontario bogus ballot boxes, the distor-
tion of the Manitoba voters lists, the
half-breed ecrip scandals and the var-
ious grafts which have been unearthed
in every department, the time seems
opportune for a revival of this declar-
ation.

Then the printed record tells of an-
other plank (No. 4) which demanded
economy and decreased expenditure.
The taxpayers whose burden hasg in-
creased from forty to eighty millions
since 1896 would have no objection if
the attention of the powers that be
and spend were again called to this.

In view of recent appointments of
members of parliament to high official
positions and of the new schedule of

prices for senatoria] seats, the ' time
seems also ripe for a gentle reminder
as to pledges with reference to the in-
dependence of parliament and the re-
form of the senate,

The
next day Miss Maxwell appeared and
said she had left him in Boston.

MORE PAY FOR MILITIA OFFICERS,

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—A militia order
provides that the principal veterinary
offices attached to the higher commands
belonged to the permanent force will
receive $4 per diem on appointment and
after four years in rank, $5.50 per diem.
The above rate of pay will apply from
May 1, 1995, to those officers who have
already been appointed.

The rates of engineers’ pay author-
ized for officers of the permanent force
are: Lieutcnant-colonel, $1.50 per diem;
major, $1; captain, seventy-five; lieu-
tenant, fifty. The above rates will ap-
ply to all appointments and promotions
made subsequent to June 30, 1905.

Officers now belonging to the corps
who are now in receipt of the higher
rate of engineers’ pay, will be given
the option of continuing the higher rate
of engineers’ pay while holding their
permanent rank without having any
claim to a soldier servant or allowance
in lieu, or to draw engineer pay accord-
ing to the new scale, with the privilege
of having a soldier servant.

Colonel McBrine responded briefly
for the Massachusetts regiment, and
W. T. Ramsdell, grand chancellor of
the Pythian order in Massachugetts,
made a rousing speech expressive of
the appreciation and kindly sentiment
of the visitors.

EVENING SESSION.

A supplementary report from the fin-
ance and credit committee recommend-
ed that $200 be appropriated for the re-
and or-
ganizing new ones.

The report was received and adopted.

The committee appointed to consider
the amendments of the supreme lodge
to the constitution reported that in
their opinion, the grand lodge should
deal with the matter in regular session.

The report of the grand
keeper of the records and seals, James
Moulson, of St. John, was also very
favorable. ¢

ing this report show receipis of $1,013.55
from the subordinate lodges, which was
turned over to the treasurer. The
membership report shows 1,898 mem-
bers at June 30, 1904; 1,981 at June 30,
1905.

Every sort of fan is smaller this year
~—geven and a half inches is the favorite

size—if you except the Fastern-looking,
golid-color fans, shaped something like
palm-leaf fans, but strongly woven.
And some are almost playthings, not
more than three inches long, carved and
painted like a Christmas card. They
make a good little breeze — ‘“‘powerful
strong for its size,”” as the Irishman
safd—but are really meant to dangle
from a jeweled chain, more by way of
ornament than anything else.

Another ivory fan—a little longer than
that other, but tiny, for all that—is
ct]trved and apparently inlaid with span-
gles.

Flower fans are wonderfully pretty
with summer evening gowns. They fold
up in a peculiar way, the flowers form-
ing into bunches at the end of green
stems. June roses, the tiny pink kind;
violets, orchids and poppies, red or yel-
low, make the most effective of these
flower fans.
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Medallion effects — miniature effects,
you might better call them—are in evi-
dence upon most of the new fans, got at
in unusual ways by lace inserts, or by
the heavier material being cut away,
with gauze inset, painted with quaint
scenes. Colonjal figures, beautitul child
heads, Spanish scenes or demure little
Japanese maidens decorate the various

types.

Dutch fans—of gauze or paper, Du
Barry shape—have stolid little Dutch
figures, with heavy wooden boots and
flapping caps painted against the inevi-
table background of a windmill. And
another Dutch fan—one that would set
a child wild with delight—is made ot
miniature paddle-blades of a windmill,
painted, of course, with the funny little

figures.

Celluloid makes another set of fans;
but it is celluloid masquerading as some-
thing else—something too heavy in the
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original, and that is amber and tortoise-
shell. Flat sticks of it are made, carved
and stamped with silver or gilt, and
make rich-looking, interesting fans. And,
unlike the shell, they are as light as
they are pretty.

Lace plays an important part in the
make-up of costly and inexpensive allke.
Whole fans are made of it, and some
have just an edge of it or medallions
set in, framed llke miniatures by the
foundation. One of the airiest has but-
terflies of lace poised above handpainted
flowers.

Handpainted fans, which were out so
long, are coming back, the prettiest,
richest example being a fan of gauze,
mounted on carved sandalwood sticks,
both sticks and fan proper decorated
with flowers done in pale, shadowy col-
ors.

Pale and deep colors alike are dis-
played in Japanese fans, perhaps both

on the same fan. But out of the ap-
parently hopeless medley of colors a set
design invariably reveals itself, of flow-
ers, in the weird, impossible-to-nature
colors the Japanese so delight in; or into
groups of figures, Some of the Japanese
fans—a new trick—are made on a net
foundation, with the paper, or gauze, of
which they are made, cut away to show
the lacy background—a way of getting
at the medallion effects so popular this
year.

Watteau scenes and
drinkings; fans in delicate gray and
white, and others as involve and mi-
nutely detailed (both in color and de-
sign) as a Satsuma vase; mourning fans
and the sheer, little, white, spangled
tulle fans that mark the girls who've
just graduated—both old and new ideas
have been jumbled together in a bewil-
dering way in the creating of new fans
for the summer girl's delectation.

Look to Comfort in Choosing Chairs

NE of the qualities most neces-
sary in the choosing of chairs
is to see that they are comfort-
able, which is a harder thing

than at first thought appears. There's
nothing much more unpleasant than go-
ing to a card party or a porch party—
any sort of an affair where you sit for
a couple of hours—and finding yourself
in an uncomfortable chair.

Everybody has them—the prettiest
chairs ‘are often uncomfortable one way
or another. The seat may be too high,
or the back awkwardly curved so that
e corner or & roll of the wood seems
to run into your back; or the arms may
be badly placed, so that you can neither
rest your arms on them nor escape
them for comfortable moving.

The trouble usually is that chalirs are
more frequenty bought from the way
they look, instead of a combination of
;hol way they look with the way they
eel.

Those tiny chairs, high and narrow,
are the most uncomfortable things im-
aginable. But big chairs may be quite
a8 ungomfortable—even the great, roomy

looking kinds that look as if they were

_the very incarnation of comfort.

Try every chair you buy, and take
some one of normal size along with you
if you're an “odd size’ individual. Have
some low enough for the small mortals
who visit you to sit back in and plant
thelr feet firmly on the floor at the same
time, instead of dangling over the edge.
Have some deep-seated, big chairs, with
backs well curved, with nothing {n the
way of cross supports to press against
your spine. Have a chair or two with
a back high enough to rest your head
against; afd if you've rockers, see that
they’re not the treacherous kind that
give an extra tilt backward suddenly,
seriously disturbing your equanimity, if
not your centre of equilibrium.

Try every chair two or three ways—
every sort of chair, from the stiff leath-
er covered dining room chairs (which
may be perfectly comfortable in spite of
their apparent stiffness) to the perilous-
ly delicate little things with the spidery
legs which appear here and there in
drawing rooms and parlors. .. -

Simplicity in Summer Furnishings

set a wonderful model for the whole

world to copy in summertime in

their idea of simplicity. Our ideas
over here of the simple life consist in
doing things with an eftect of simplicity,
but accomplishing them by the most
elaborate efforts, and when it is neces-
sary to employ swenuous means to a
simple end—tne end has lost all right
te the qualification of simple.

Imagine a typical Japanese house and
the way it is*kept. There's no useless
lot of bric-a-brac around, no cumber-
some furniture, very 1little decoration,
and only the things necessary for given
occasions are brought out on those oc-
casions, and as instantly cleared away
when the occasion for their use hasa
passed. And over ard around back of
everything is absolute eleanliness, such
cleanliness as we, who fill our houses
to overflowing with mere things and
then squeeze ourselves in whatever
space is left, never can know.

In summertime you don’t want a lot
of ‘“‘fuss and fixings” around, and you
do want as absolute cleanliness as it's

ossible to get. Take- the Japanese
gouses for a model, and clear out every-
thing you don’t absolutely need. Put
it out of sight so thoroughly that you
can forget it instead of worrying about
the care of it. Reducing the number of
things around necessarily lightens the
amount of work; or, with the wame
amount of energy expended, makes your
house just that much more spick and
span.

1f you've a house in the country, fur-
nish it Japanese fashion, which means
very sparsely; and, above all, have
very little in the way of pictures and
vases—the kind for effect’ only. You
can't have too many of the flower-hold-
ing kind. Copy the Japanese method of
displaying one or two exquisite bits at a
time and putting the rest of your be-
longings out of mind for a while, let-
ting each in turn come out from its hid-
ing place for a couple of weeks at a
time.

Try the same method with the chil-
dren’'s toys. As they neglect one after
another for outdoor delights, slip them
away into a closet, and then bring them
out again when & ralny spell has taxed

JAPANESE methods of housekeeping

their (and ycur) ingenulty for amusing
themselves.

Keep your grounds -— no matter if
they're small enough to better suit the
word “yard”—spick and span, too, ac-
complishing it the more easily by hav-
ing them arranged in the simplest sort
of ‘flan. And don’t have a pile of twigs
and flower clippings and cut grass over
in an unused corner—you wouldn’t sweep
all the dust and dirt of a room up into
the corners, and this is on the same
principle,

Xeep flowers about the house—every-
where, but not too many in any one
vase, and none &t _all unless they are
absolutely fresh. Your true Japanese
housckeeper never lets a flower die in
her vase, yet she always has them
about, arranged with the most artistic
simplicity.

Things Outdooars

ITH summer well under way,
and the ‘‘south wind and the
sun’” both calling to you to

play truant and come out into
the open with them, it's time to bethink
yourself whether or not you are ‘“‘seeing
things outdoors.”

There's s0 much to see, and so much
to be gained by it, both in interest and
in improved health that it's worth while
to spend every moment you have in the
open with your mind's eyes watching
for new things.

‘Wild roses are over—long ago, now—
and yellow flowers have already begun
to increase until in September highway
and byway alike will be bordered with
the yellow flowers of fall.

THE VOGUE OF OLD JEWELRY
AND OF NEW BEADS

HE girl whose grandmother was

obliging enough to have saved

all her ol bits of Jewelry is a

mortal much to be envied these

days; for there’'s a positive craze for

old things, and the dealers in antiques

of every description are being besieged
for odd pieces.

The craze for these old things and
that for the bead necklaces of every
color and description rage about equal-
ly. Although bead chains have had their
turn (and a long turn it was, too), bead
necklaces have taken their place and
are being greeted with all the enthusi-
asm the longer chains had.

In old things, every sort of thing that
is odd in shape or in style is good. The
loveliest necklaces are to be had,
amethyst or turquoise or jude, perhaps
the stones strung in a simple style, or

erhaps each set in dull silver, moulded
nto fantastic form, the stones, where
they are turquoise or its matrix, mel-
lowed by time to beautiful! greenish
tints impossible either to produce or
to describe. Amethysts set in silver
take on gray lights, making a most un-
usual effect, and jade is the loveliest of
them all. ‘‘The very word jade is a
name to conjure with,”” one enthusiast
said; and, indeed, it is a stone used in
Eastern countries for all sorts of
charms and witcheries and for quaint
small carvings of an occasional god
picked for his very ugliness froin a mii-
lion or so of hideous fellow-gods.

OLD-FASHIONED STORILS

Jade is at its prettlest set in silver in
pendants of varying sizes and shapes—
the sort of necklace that might easily
be a duplicate of one around some grin-
ning idol’s neck; or just the heavy beads
strung on cords and graduated, 4 single
large one hanging, by virtue of its
weight, directly in front.

But curious charms-——old ones, 100—
are to be found, only they must be hunt-
ed for, which makes them all the more
valuable in the eyes of the curio seeler
and the dzme of fashlon alike. Hearts
and crosses, and an occasional horn-
shaped bit (to carry to ward off the
dreaded evil eye!), and plain round pol-
ished balls, which show off the beauty
of the mysterious stone by the very
simplicity of its cut. And the ‘‘swas-
tika”’ in jade is stunning.

Old-fashioned brooches of garnets are
heing worn as belt ¢ s, and the ll(mg
drop earrings, being converted into
pendants, which dangle from gold chains
so fine and slim that they are but a
glint of gold, instead of an actual band.
Yet they are strong for all their del-
fcacy of style.

The necllaces made of finsa chains,

caught together in front in latiice work,
which is punctuated with, jewels, are
copled in new jewelry, .and even in
«“paris jewelry,” which is worn so
frankly as imitation that it has ceased
to offend. Old and new are very like,
yet your true curio lover will point out
differences that give the old an added
charm.
Old watch fobs are hard to find, and
for that reason they are in great de-
mand. The prettiest are of jade or of
agate, or its sister—sardonyx.

Amethyst necklaces, with gold crosses
as pendants, are too reminiscent of ro-
caries and, at the same time, too world-
ly in their jeweled form to be very pop-
ular; yet they ave woyn by the occa-
eional  womun for their vers beauty.

The crosses are engraved—perhaps with
the old English form of engraving,
which has come back into fashion th
year, or with a still older form, some-
thing like delicate ‘chasing” when it
was at its best.

Old brooches have tiny Jeweled bits
hanging from a great central jewel, the
pendants hung so lcosely that they
quiver with the slightest motion of the
wearer. Topas and turquoise, ame=
thyst and jade—these are the favor-
ite stones used for making them.

POLICE COURT.

A Free Fight in a Bar Room—Englishman
Warns Judge That $8 Fines Will
~ Restrict Immigration,

Two drunks were fined $4 each with
