Wlnthrop on Governor’s Island, upper 
Boston harbor, blew up shortly before 
5 o’clock this evening with a detona­
tion that was very forcibly apparent 
all over the city and which was heard 
at points 20 miles away. One man was 
killed, five badly injured »nt two are 
missing.

The powder that exploded consisted 
of about six tons and was stored in 
one of the numerous casemates that 
"were built underground around the 
citadel and which of late had been 
used as a powder magazine. The other 
casemates were empty. Each of ti>ese 
apartments was tmilt with granite 
walls 25 feet thick and covered with 
eartlj and masonry-to the depth of 35 
feet. . This leaves the cause of the ex­
plosion entirely unéxplkined.

It Is estimated tlyt during the after­
noon'there were three or four hundred 
pleasure seekers on the Island, and of 
that number fully 15» were within a 
radius of 200 yards of the fort. All 
were covered with dirt and other debris 
and many were thrown to the ground 
by the terrific concussion and that all 
of them were hot killed is considered 
almost miraculous.

Negotiations have been pending

The tremendous force of today’s 
plosion Is shown bf the fact that 
of these great blocks were hurled sev­
eral hundred yards, while one of the 
largest «fas sent Into the air and came 
dotfrn through the, citadel In the centre 
of the fort, making a hole large enough 
to drive a team of horses through. 
All over the island the efffects of the 
explosion are visible, while in East 
Boston, South Boston and in the city 
proper the concussion 1 was severe 
enough to break windows' and shake 
buildings to their foundations.

Up in Ontario the Live Stock Associa­
tion commenced in a humble way with 
a membership of fifteen and with an 
annual income of fifteen dollars. Plenty 
of people said that it would not 
ceed, but now after 
years of life the association has a 
membership of 2,009, and an annual in-' 
come of $20,000. The outcome of such 
associations as these was the founda­
tion of the maritime winter fair, and 
the interest in live stock is growing 
here. The next step is the introduction 
of auction sales, 
much to arouse enthusiasm in the 
northwest territories and in Ontario.

“The people of Canada ought to 
member that four-fifths of all the 
products of its fields goes as food to 
the cattle, and it is of interest to 
erybody, farmer, merchant, clergyman 
and all, that the price received from 
the stock should be a good

“For sheep growing these provinces 
offer a special field. In both cattle and 
sheep raising there is less labor than 
in dairying, and the question of labor 
is getting to be an important one. The 
pasturage here is splendid, the hay 
fields are the equal off any, and the 
root crop is very uniform; and further, 
these provinces are the nearest to the 
markets of the world than any other.

“So far as. pork raising is concerned, 
what is most needed 4s a packing es­
tablishment that should be situated in 
St. John. The co-operative system has 
not been found to work successfully. 
What is needed is to have some peo­
ple come in and' join with the local 
packers in making a big establish­
ment.

be best secured. This year, the late­
ness of the season seems still more un­
fortunate, as fruit is at least two or 
three weeks later than usual.

Notwithstanding the disadvantages 
referred to, the fruit gipwers of New 
Brunswick have made a creditable 
showing of fruit. Nova Scotia was 
also represented in the exhibit, but 
growers from there assured your judge 
that their fruit was too green tp put in 
exhibition, 
as good as the unfavorable conditions 
would lead one to expect. The exhibits 
pf Geo. McAlplne convinced me that 
New Brunswick can grow as fine fruit 
as Nova Scotia. In this case, the New 
Brunswick fruit was the better.

Several of the .country exhibits 
deserving of special mention. That 
Shown by Mr. McAlplne was especially 
good, containing a large variety of well 
grown fruit, including the small fruits. 
The exhibits easily won the highest 
prize, both in country and general ex­
hibits. Mr. Gorham also had a well 
arranged, creditable exhibit, 
the others were less extensive, they 
were gcpd; though your judge in one 
case felt It his duty to award second 
prize where there was no competition.

From what I learned, the exhibitors 
hardly realized the full meaning of the 
products called for, as there were pnly 
a few plates of apples and one plate 
of pears.

The idea of offering prizes for local 
(N. B.) products is an excellent one, 
and ypur judge hopes you may feel 
like continuing it in the future, until 
all the counties shall be well repre­
sented.

These bacteria attach themselves 
to the roots of the growing clover or 
other legume and form thereon nodules 
or tubercles. These nodules, swarming 
with their countless inhabitants, are to 
be found in sizes varying from a pin’s 

> head to a pea, and ferquently scatter­
ed in vast numbers of the roots of the 
legume.
clover, as regards its nitrogenous food, 
is in the same category as other plants. 
The nitrogen elaborated: by these mi­
crobes is passed on to the host plant, 
and it is there built up into the usual 
nitrogenous compounds of the tissues 
of the roots, stem and leaves. Thege 
facts represent the most important dis­
covery in agricultural science of the 
nineteenth century.

The chief1 value of green manuring, 
or the system of ploughing-utider a 
growing crop of clover, lies in the ad­
dition of nitrogen otherwise unobtain­
able. By the subsequent decay in the 
soil of the turned-under clover this 
nitrogen is set free, and converted by 
nitrification into available food for fu­
ture crops or grain, fruit trees, roots, 
and the like. The growth and harvest­
ing of the nitrogen consumers leaves 
the soil poorer in nitrogen ; the growth 
of clover and other legumes, even when 
the crop has been harvested and the 
roots only left, leaves the soil invari­
ably richer in that constituent. There 
are other advantages, though of lesser 
importance, accruing from this methSd. 
Humus in large amounts is formed in 
the soil front the organic matter of the 
clover, to addition to the functions of 
manuring with clover, there is the me­
chanical as well as the chemical im­
provement of the soil, the addition of 
food materials, and the encouragement 
of microbic life within the soil. Then, 
too, considerable amounts of potash, 
phosphoric acid and lime are absorbed 
and built up intolts tissues during the 
growth of clover. These in part are 
obtained from1 depths of the soil not 
reached by the roots of other farm 
crops; therefore the turned-under clo­
ver crops can be considered as adding 
largely to the mineral supply of the 
superficial soil layer. The feature spe­
cially worthy of note, though, in this 
connection is that this .mineral food 
now offered as [humâtes for the use of 
succeeding crops is much more avail­
able than before the clover appropriat­
ed it; It has practically been already 
digested, and is, therefore, more easy 
of assimilation, To these benefits must 
be added the good work that clover 
does as a “catch” crop, preventing the 
loss of soluble nitrates and other plant 
food through the leaching action of fall 
rains.

On Thursday evening last at Port Wil­
liams, N. S., the annual meeting of the Dis­
ciples of Christ of Nova and New Brunswick 
opened in a large tent, as the fine new 
house of worship is not finished yet.

The exercises began with singing 
May God Preserve Thee, Canada, Prof. 
Cadwallader at the piano. Chancellor 
Harrison was called to the chair.

Dr. Crocket in opening his address 
expressed regret at the inability of the 
members of the board of education 
and of the superintendent of education 
to be present at the session. The prin­
cipal gave the statistics of the present 
enrollment at the school, given else­
where in this paper. He extended to 
the students a cordial welcome to the 
Normal School on behalf of the fac­
ulty, and spoke of the advantages they 
would have at their disposal while in 
attendance at the institution, 
spoke of and briefly commended .the 
introduction of manual training Into 
the course of Instruction. He believed 
that the introduction of the manual 
training system would, greatly Improve 
the whole method of teaching in the 
schools, and would also lead to In­
creased Interest in the school on the 
part of the parents. Dr. Crocket then 
spoke of the necessary qualifications 
of the successful teacher, and of the 
value of the professional training re­
ceived at the Normal School. He dis­
approved of the Glee Club and the 
Mock Parliament, but commended the 
Debating Society.

At the close of the principal’s ad­
dress Chancellor Harrison spoke.

After welcoming the students, Dr. 
Harrison said: If I were to utter a 
word of caution it would be concern­
ing the right use of your time. This is 
a distracting little town, full of youth­
ful pleasure seekers, and I often won­
der if it is possible under present con­
ditions to lay the foundation of deep 
and broad scholarship. “Time destroy­
ed is suicide where more than blood 
is spilt." Habits of industry and self- 
denial are necessary to the bringing out 
of mental powers. Man is defined to 
be a rational animal, but It often re­
quires a deal of strenuous effort to 
keep his rationality in the ascendant, 
for man too 's a social animal, with a 
hankering after pie. But pie socials 
are the foes of solitary study. To be­
come teachers you must scorn delights 
and live laborious days.

I Beg permission to tell you a bit of 
news. There is a new professor com­
ing to the university to take the place 
of Prof. Patten, who has been obliged 
to give up his appointment on account 
of ill health. I. W. Riley is his name 
and he has just been made a Dpctor 
of Philosophy in Yale University. His 
thesis on the Founder of Mormonlsm 
has just been published in book form 
at the expense pf Yale University. It 
has been favorably reviewed by so 
great an authority as the London 
Spectator. The dean of the Graduate 
School of Yale University, wrote tp

They talk freely with 
the men of things forbidden the decent 
and virtupus, that passing freely vis- 
a-vis or at table which means once 
excluded as unclean by gentlemen 
from the smoking room.

“The woman of this ‘smart set’ no 
longer pretended tp recognize virtue 
even as a feminine accomplishment. 
Innocence is a badge of delinquency, a 
sfgn of the crude and raw, a deform­
ity, which, if tolerated at all, must 

• carry some promise of amendment. 
The only thing needful. Is to know it 
all.

“In London and Paris, at Monte 
Carlo in the summer, they make life 
one, unending debauch; their only lit­
erary provender, when they rea<I at 
all, the screeds of D’Annunzio and 
Bougret; their Mecca the ipulette 
table and the race course; their heav­
en the modern yacht, with its luxury 
and isolation. The ocean tells no tales, 
and as the ‘smart set’ knows no law, 
when in extremes it can go tp sea.

"Truly, we have come to a beautiful 
pass if the simpering Johnnies and the 
tough girls that makes Sherry’s and 
Delmonico’s hum;’ that irradiate the 
corridors of the Waldorf-Astoria with 
the exhalations of their unçlean lives 
and thoughts, emulating the demi- 
mondaines of the third empire, are to 
be accepted; even by inference as the 
'best society,’ while tfle good and virtu­
ous of the land, evem though quite able 
to pay their way at home and abroad, 
must be relegated to the .'middle class’ 
or dismissed as simple bourgeoisie.

“The Four Hundred are rotten 
through and through. They have not 
one redeeming feature. AH their ends 
are achieved by money, and largely by 
the unholy use of money.

“Must these unclean birds of gaudy 
and therefore of conspicuous plumage, 
fly from gilded bough to bough, fouling 
the very air as they twitter their affec­
tations of social supremacy with no one 
to йу a brick and to cry, ‘Seat, you 
devils.* "

TORONTO, Sept. 7,—Tare was the 
guest of honor at the directors' lun­
cheon of the Exhibitlpn yesterday. In 
his speech he said: The raising of the 
tariff in favor of manufacturers mere­
ly creates a market for farmers’ pro­
ducts. These centres of commerce 
make a market for all Canada. I am 
a gpod Canadian and I do not know 
why Canadians should buy from for­
eign countries. If we give Western 
Canada transportation facilities they 
wiU buy our manufactured goods. We 
have a gréât foreign immigratipn from 
the United' States, but I do not fear 
this. It means some difficulties but 
nothing serious. We must not look to 
the. markets pf the United States. If 
we go on spending a hundred and fifty 
millions annvaUy with our neighbors 
for manufactured products, we are not 
helping ourselves. I see no shame in 
changing one’s ppsitlon in these mat­
ters as conditions change. The truth 
is not dangerous. Time changes all 
things. I desire the privilege of chang­
ing my mind. We have the greatest 
natural resources, corn, coal, wheat 
land and fine harbors. Why have we 
not made гарте progress in the past 
than the United States, which has ad­
vanced so rapidly? Because they have 
transportation and protection for 
Xheir industries. Ouf prospects are 
bright and we have bright prospects, 
with our farms and manufactures 
side by side. Germany can take care 
pf herself. The United States can 
take care of herself. So can John Bull. 
The best way to help our country un­
der the British flag is to build up our 
own industries and our own trade. 
Why have we not proper transporta­
tion tariff laws and harbors? After 
all it is purely a question of home har­
bors. In discussing the question of 
fiscal policy let us discuss it in a broad 
Canadian spirit, look to the great 
researches • of our epuntry, and sink 
personal and party feelings. That Is 
the position I take and I am not 
ashamed of It. But other public men 
are entitled to their pplnions too, and 
after all the people are the Judges of 
the soundness of our ideas. This is 
the court pf last resort, to which these 
things must be submitted. The petty 
interests of party should never be per­
mitted to stan* in the why of the na­
tion’s progrès* Let us shpw all parts 
of Canada and all interests represent­
ed that we have a common purpose in 
the building of a nation and invite all 
to qontribute in the promotion of Can­
adian Industries.

IMPORTING COAL FOR PHILADEL­
PHIA.

Mise Carriethe absence of the
Thus Will Fuel Be Obtaned for the 

Schools at a Cost of $6.50 a Ton 
and Handling.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 4. — The 
board of education of this city has 
completed arrangements by which 
anthracite coal will be Imported from 
England to furnish fuel for ihe pub­
lic schools during the winter.

Owing to the mine workers’ strike 
the proposals of the board for fur­
nishing about 25,000 tons of hard coal 
brought no bids, two large operators 
announcing that they could not quote 
Prices.

The average price heretofore paid for 
coal for the city schools has been $5.50 
a ton, but under the arrangement just 
effected the cost of importation will be 
about $6.50. The work of transferring 
the fuel from the wharves to the 
schools will Involve an additional ex­
penditure.

The amount appropriated for coun­
cils for the current year Is $56,000, end 
an additional appropriation will be 
racked by the board to meet the In­
creased expense.
