between the two countries. In these
informal negotiations the German
representatives have abandoned the
contention which was the chief cause
of difterence between the two coun-
tries, nemely, that the products of
Germany should receive in Canada
the same treatment as the products
of the United Kingdom. In the meanh-
time the commercial relations of Can-
ade with forelgn countries have as.
sumed a new phase owing to the mak-
ing of the Franco-Canadian convention
\:glch has now gone into operation.
Germany naturally desires to be ad-
mitted to the bemefits of this conven-
tion on the same terms as France.
The moment appears to be an un-
favorable one for entering upon ne-
gotlations for a comprehensive com-
merclal treaty with Germany, It has,
however, been deemed expedient to
conduot negotiations with a view of
a partial arrangement which would
bring about a better understanding
between the two countries.

tain features of the public life of Can-
ada which do not seem gquite com-
patiblée with the democratic spirit of
this country., A Standard reporter
called on Mr, Agar yesterday with a/
request that he would amplify the
points he had in mind.

“Well,” answered the genial presi-
dent of the Canadian Club, “I did
make, not exactly an indictment, but
rather a mild protest against certain
aspects of our public life that seemh
to me to indicate a tendency to al-
low ourselves to be unduly influenced
by men of spectacular reputations,
especially those from other parts, and
no doubt I might have labored the
points I had in mind at more length.

“It seems to me that we people in
the Maritime Provinces do not have
as much faith in ourselves, and in
the possibilities of our part of the
country, &8 we ought to have, and,
though I will not say that we ought
to develop the bumptuous self-asser-
tion and self-importance that char-
acterizes the people of the west, still
1 think we ought to show more pride
in our people and our provinces. For
years all eyes have been turned to
the west; we have had its possibilities
drummed into our ears, until we have
come to think that our provinces were
& very humble heritage.

“Now I think we should not allow
ourselves to be dragooned into that
frame of mind. It makes us chary of|
embarking on progressive enterprises;
it is unworthy of our past history; it
overlooks the fact that we have con-
tributed largely to the development
of the west, not only by providing a
very large portion of the public mon-
eys expended in building the western
railways, deepening the St. Lawrence,
and constructing a chain of canals to
the head waters of Lake Superior, but
by sending out many of our people
to assist in the work of development.

Not Much in Return.

“And what have we got in return?
A railway that cost much less ‘than;
the canal system alone, and that is to
be rendered almost useless by a new
transcontinental, which is being built
largely at our expense, and is intend-
ed to serve the interests of the west.
Therefore, 1 think that we have small
reason to feel humble in the presence
of the pretentious west; on the con-
trary, the west, owing as it does so
much to the east,'has every reason to
be humbly grateful to us.

“The Maritime Provinces have pro-
duced a goodly number of men who
have played great parts in Canada,
in the United States and in other
countries. But like the prophets they
have seldom had any great honor in
their own country. Usually they had
to establish reputations elsewhere be-
fore we put faith in them. And why?
Largely I think because we have not
had sufficlent faith in ourselves.

“Having these and other considera-
tions in mind, I thought it my duty
to recommend that the Canadian Club
during the present year, should make
a point of securing speakers from
various parts of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, and endeavor, as it were, to
encourage local talent, and create a
feeling of faith, and even of pride in
our resources aand possibilities.

“Once we take hold of the problem
of developing the natural resources
of these provinces with the confidence
that characterizes the enterprise of
the people of the west, we will usher
in an era of prosperity such as the
west will never know.

Some Strong Arguments.

“That, at any rate, is my firm be-
lief, and it can be buttressed by
strong arguments. The people of the

great prairie lands must depend main-
on farming. Coal,ls dear, water
powers limited, and they cannot hope
to develop manufacturing industries of
any importance. That is to say, so
far as their wealth creating capacity
is concerned the pralrie people will
be idle more than half the year,

But here in New Brunswick and the
Maritime Provinces we have not only
good farm lands that could be made
very productive if we applied to the
farming problem the technical educa-
tion of the Danish or German farmer;
and moreover we have numerous oth-
er sources of wealth only waiting in-
telligent exploitation,

“Coal is cheap, waterpower unlimit-
ed, and there are other conditions fa-
vorable to the development of manu-
facturing industries. Then here in New
Brunswick we have in our forests a
source of wenlth, the, possibilities: of
which, as pointed out by the secretary
of the Canadian Forestry Assogiation,
fairly stagger the imagination. And
we can employ . ourselves in wealth
producing work the whole year round.”

Patriotism Begins at Home.

“You believe, then, Mr. Agar, that
provincialism Bhould be encouraged,
rather than decried—that patriotism
begins at home?”

“Precisely, though we must be on
guard lest we allow ourselves to be
carried away by petty considerations.
If I, as a citizen of ‘8t. John, am not
a good New Brunswicker, I'm not like-
ly to be a good Canadian, and if I am
not & good Canadian I cannot be a
good Britisher, :

“So when I advised the club to try
to develop & better informed spirit of
provincialism, I do not think I was
advising anything that would operate
against the development of a Wwhole-
some spirit of nationalism, or sane Im-
perialism. Of course I would not want
to see my advice followed to such an
extent as to exclude addresses or dis-
cussions upon those important topics.

“To my mind, it would be' a good
plan to invite our provincial profés-
sors and parliamentarians to give ad-
dresses on the various problems of
nationalism and Imperialism; they
would impart a new point of view into
the discussions if they did@ not throw
any new light upon it.

“Men of note who make a practice
of preaching Imperialism and often
assume the attitude that anybody who
dissents in any way from their views
are necessarily disloyal to the Empire.
That attitude is, of course, absurd.
Here in Canada, the great majority of
the people, though they may differ as
to the form our connection with the
British Empire will assume in future,
are evidently not worrying over the
question of the maintenance of the
connection itself. Our loyalty does not
need to be proclaimed—and still less
does it need to be questioned.

“‘But, since as Canada grows in pop-
ulation, the legal status of our con-
nection must change, it is obviously
our duty not to accept the cut-and-dried
programme of self-appointed Imperial-
ists on pain of being branded as
traitors, but to discuss the subject,
soberly and frankly, in the light of the
possibilities of the future and endeavor
to shape affairs against all contingen-
cies that may arise.”

Future Relation to the Empire. ..

Dr. Roche in oOpening commented
upon the unanimity with which the
Liberals had closed their ranks.

Disloyal Utterances.

Dr. Roche went on to deal with the
attacks made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and other speakers on the Liberal side,
reading once more several of the pre-
mier's disloyal utterances of the early
nineties.

Coming to a more recent date he
created a great deal of fun by reading
a number of extracts from speeches
dellvered last year. Senator Dom-
ville, Mr. Emmerson, Mr. Wraburton,
Mr. Roy (Dorchester), Mr. Turcotte
(Nicolet), and Mr. Cong ' ,u, all has ex-
pressed themselves in pultlic as being
absolutely opposed to a Canadian
navy.

Lavishly Entertained by Offi-
cers of Dreadnought---Ma-
rines at “ Present Arms *'--=
Wireless Explained.

London, Feb. 15.—The details have
Just leaked out of a hoax played on
the officers of the warship Dread-
nought by five young men and a girl,
all of high social position, one of them
belonging to a noble family. A well-
known firm of theatrical costumers
was engaged to farnish four of the
conspirators with costumes and make-
ups of Abyssinian princes, the girl
being one of them. The other two
men were rigged up as an attache and
an interpreter. No expense was spar-
ed. The details of the costumes were
correct to the minutest degree. Gold
chains, ornaments and real jewels of
great value were worn. The triumph
of the make-up was the thickened lips
of the “princes.” After days of care-
tul rehearsal, and when they felf that
no possible flaw had been overlooked,
the leader of the conspiracy last Mon-
day sent a telegram to the comman-
der-in‘chief of the Home fleet at
Portland, saying:—"Prince Makalin
and suite will arrive at Weymouth at
4.20." Kindly make all arrangements
to receive them.” The telegram was
ostensibly signed by a high official of
the Admiralty. Traveling in a special
saloon carriage, the party reached
Weymouth ,and were taken in state
to the Dreadnought, lying off Port-
land. They were received on board
with all honors, flags flying and ma-
rines standing at “present arms.” The
interpreter and attache, p wyed their
parts magnificiently. Wireless tele-
graphy, the big guns, and the torpe-
does were explained. Prince Maka-
Vn,” when the inspection of the ship
was finished, wished to confer a decor-
ation: on the officer conducting the
party, but the latter had to refuse, in
conformity with the naval regulations.

THE HIGH SCHOOL.

It will be a long time before the people of St.
John permit the High School to be dropped from

the public school system in this city. Such a course
would leave St. John in a worse position than any other
towne and many villages in this province, or in Nova
Scotia and Edward Island. A young person
who has passed with credit through the High School
eourse has a fair start on the road to good scholarship.
To that boy or girl who cannot go to college and has some
thirst for knowledge, the avenues of culture are open.
A good reader thereafter may become a highly cultivated
man or woman. Such a student may become a linguist
or a mathematician, a theologican, a scientist, an
authority in any branch of philosophy. The young High
Bchool graduate who, makes use of his advantages,
need never allow himself to be called an uneducated man.
So much the city of St. John, and the other cities
and towns offer freely to their youth. It is offered
to rich and poor alike, costing no.more than the time
given to school work. The High School is the poor
man’s college. Those who have means use private
schools at home or boarding schools, academies, and
colleges elsewhere.. It would not matter much to the
wealthy and exclusive if the High School was no longer
maintained. But if the chance is taken from the
son or daughter of the poor, there is no substitute,
Every year on the list of graduates of the High
School, and often among those who have taken the
post graduste grade, are the sons and daughters of
working men. The parents weré not able to get such
training, but they desire that their c¢hildren should have

My dear high church pastor is sure
that comestibles are withheld, or di-
minished in quantity proportionate to
the demand, by the dispensation of an
overruling beneficence, who (or which)
desires that mankind should learn to
mortify their appetites daily, to fast
weekly, and to praise God steadfastly,
especially for enforcing diseipline. The
Madame, and certain other notable
housekeepers, her associates, censure
the ineptitude and wastefulness of lat-
ter-day cooks for the scarcity of pro-
visions. A gentleman, who consumes
none but tenderest porterhouse steak
and choicest loin chops, bewails the in-
famous wickedness of highly paid
workingmen, who compete in the mar-
ket for these meats, just as if they
had a gentleman's right to pamper
preferences of palate. No need to
lengthen the list. If the theories be
all counsidered thoroughly they will be
found to fit one another pretty well.
They agree that necessaries are dear
ecause the demand for them outruns
the supply at previous prices,
Mr. J. J. Hill,

Has not the profound thing been
said, as usual, by Mr. J. J. Hill—“the
trouble does not come of the high
price of living, but of the price of
high living.” It is this that diverts
labor from the production of ordinary
necessities and comforts. The divert-
ed labor produces autocars, palaces,
balloons, aeroplanes, yachts, private
cars, gorgeous hotels, fine fabrics, pic-
tures, books, magazine articles, and
newspaper contributions—to mention
only a few of the superfluities. Some
have held intoxicants to be needless,
or even harmful, including beer. At
least ten cigars and - cigareites are
made to grow where one was ex-
traordinary when Plautus was consul.
In short, all manner of superfluities
and luxuries abound; they employ
millions of hands; multitudes of oth-
ers have become non-producing, ser-
vants of non-producers, All these
consume necessaries and ordinary
comforts as well as superfluities and
luxuries., Their ‘demand, paying high-
est cash rates, is supplied before that
of ithe producing consumers of neces-
garies. These have to pay ever more
and more for their just share of need-
ments, because of the continual aug-
mentation of the demand of non-produ-
cers. So the masses who really work
for one another are deprived in two
ways; their candle is burned at both
ends. Luxury lessens the production
of necessaries by diverting to its
gervice much labor that should serve
the masses, and luxury, to maintain
its satellites, cuts into the reduced
and actual production of general need-
ments. .

To hear some people talk, one
one might imagine that the great cap-
italists, and especially Mr. John
Rockefeller, are the causes of the har-
rowing prices we have to pay for
liver and bacon. Those men are about
as much to blame as Tenterden Stee-
ple for Goodwin Sands. True, the big
rich, in so far as they be luxurious,
in so far as commercial and social wor-
ship of them causes imitation of their
ostentation, do help to enhance the
cost of baked beans. But the degree
to which they so assist is in propor-
tion to their luxury or ostentation, and
not in proportion to their possession
of capital. 1f one man owned all the
capital, and if he could and did han-
dle it as productively as its present
multitude of owners, no economic
harm would be done. Very much the
contrary—let the second if it be re-
membered. One sole capitalist would
imply—and that not necessarily—only
one family living luxuriously, osten-
tatiously, with many servants, and

Success in Six Ordinarily

ADDICTION.TO ALCOHOL
' IS NO BARRIER

—-—

New York, Feb. 16/=A record of six
cases of pneumonia ordinarily fatal,
in which, after a treatment of innocu-
lation with a vaceine of killed pneu-
mococcl, there was @ complete recov-
ery is announced by Dr. Henry A.
Crajg, assistant physician at the Sai-
lors’ Snug Harbor Hospital, New
Brighton, Staten Island, in the cur-
rent issue of the Medical Record.
In these cases the ages of the pa-
tients were from sixty-six to eighty-
seven years, and, as is well known,
pneumonia is fatal in almost all cases
at that age. What is perhaps more
important is that all the patients had
a marked alcoholic history and all
showed - marked arteriosolerosis.
Millions of the germs, obtained from
the blood when possible and from the
sputum, are made into a vaccine, the

ber of the p occi being 50,
000,000 in a cuble eentimetre. They
are killed by keeping in a hot air
sterilizer for three quarters of an
hour at a temperature of from fifty-
five to sixty degrees centigrade. The
vacelne is then ready for use and the
patient is usually vaccinated with
from twenty to thirty million of the
bdcteria at one time, the treatment
being repeated every two days until
the patient is on the road to recovery,
Dr. Craig sald last night that he had
now used the treatment in seven ca-
ses—one case since the article was
written—and that there had been a
recovery in every case. Before the
present method of treatment the mor-
tality from pneumonia was 66 2-3 per
cent, One reason for the high per-
centage is that all the inmates of the
institution are more than sixty years
old and nearly all have an alcoholic
history, that being a combination that
is ordinarily fatal in cases of the dis-
ease.

MEN HAVE WON

One of These is King
Edward, the Other the
Earl of Roseberry.

His Majesty’s Turf Rec-
ord An Enviable One—
Only Oaks Left.

.

London, Feb. 16~But two men,
King Bdward of England and Lord
Rosebery, have won the blue ribbon
of the turf, the Derby, thrice.

It is 38 years since the rayol colors
—purple, gold braided, scarlet sleeves
black velvet cap with gold fringe—
made their appearance, and in this
time King Edward has enjoyed a cer-
eer any lover of the thoroughbreds
might be proud of.

He has had many ups and downs and
is the only reigning monarch to win
the Derby.

Once his majesty annexted the Liv-
erpool Grand National, the blue rib-
bon of the timber toppers, and he has
always been a liberal supporter of the
steeplechase. Many classics have
been won by horses from the royal
stable, but, strange to say, the entry
never won the Oaks.

The royal colors were registered
with the Jockey club in 1873, but it
was four years later before they ap-
peared in a steeplechase, when Capt.
W. Hope Johnstone rode the famed
Leonidas, without showing, however.

The next favorite was the horse
Hohenlinden, which won the naval
and military steeplechase in 1886,
when for the first time the prince fig-
ured among the winning owners, his
total being $1484. In 1887 he had a
few horses, chief being Loyalist, half
brother to Paradox, winner of the
Two Thousand Guineas in 1885, and
the filly Counterpane.

Counterpane started second choice
in the Stockbridge cup and when she
had thegﬂce in hand stopped in the
stretch and fell dead.

In 1890 the purple, scarlet and gold
did better and came home in front in
four races that netted $3470, and in
1891 the total was run up to $20,740.

In 1893 the prince shipped his stable
to Newmarket, where Richard Marsh
took charge. The stable won $1660.
In 1894 the total reached $17,495, and
next year, thanks to the colt Persim-
mon, $41,905 was credited to the royal
colors.™

Persimmon made his debut at As-
cot in the Coventry stakes, and can-

This victory was followed
by winning the Richmond stakes at
Goodwood. it was this same year that
Pergimmon and Rothschild’s famed St.
Frusquin met in the Middle Park
Plate, regarded as the 2 year old Der-
by.

Early in his third year Persimmon
horrified Marsh by failing to show any-
thing. A veterinary discovered an ul-
cerated tooth, which responded to
treatment, although Persimmon had to
remain out of the Two Thousand Guin-
eas, which was won by the Rothschild
entry.

The impressive victory of St. Frus-
quin made him favorite in the Derby
at 13 to 8, while [ to 1 was offered on

Persimmon. The finish is still recalled.
Persimmon won by a neck, thanks
to the riding of Watts. Persimmon
won the St. Leger and Jockey Club
stakes as a 4 year old, s well as the
Ascot cup. In 1896 Persimmon’s Derby
year, the prince headed the list of
winning owr s for the first time,
with $134,465.

Diamond Jubilee was another win-
ner carrying the royal colors. He fin-
ished fourth in the Coventry stakes at
Ascot on his first appearance, and
in the July stakes at Newmarket was
a crazy horse. Watts could do nothing
to him. Mornington Cannon was given
the leg on Diamond Jubliee, and finish-
ed second in the Prince of Wales stake

Cannon won the Boscawen stakes
with the colt, but had to drive him,
which made them enemies, and Marsh
again switched riders.The third choice
was Herbert Jones, who, although
practically inexperienced, was on good
terms with the bad actor. Jones won
the Two Thousand Guineas and
brought the colt home in front in the
Derby. After his retirement Diamond
Jubilee was sold to a South African
for $150,000.

Last year King Edward won the
Derby with Minoru and was second in
the list of winning owners, piling up
purses and stakes valued at more than
$100,000,

PYCHOLOGY OF
NEXT BIG FIGHT

Question is Raised as to John-
son’s Ability to Weather
Comments of Jeffries’ Ad-
mirers.

Extending beyond the lines usually
bounding interest in a championship
fight, the Jeffries-Johnson battle has
already been made the deep study of
eager scientists. Behind the test of
racial power is a problem for the ob-
servation of the most learned. College
professors of anatomy have seen the
fighters stripped for gymnasinm tests,
followers of the rival camps have had
their say, each expression of opinion
being what an employer would expect
from a loyal workman, but the psycho-
logist now treads into publicity.

An eminent naturalist recently de-
clared that two tigers thrust suddenly
into the same cage snarl before they
fight. It often happens that one of the
animals realizes that his growl is not
deep rooted. Then he cows and quits.
But tigers do not have the human plea-
sure of pawing even the loser’'s end
of a $101,000 purse or the “ half in-
terest in the pictures” that is making
the Jeffries-Johnson bout the greatest
financial splurge in prize ring history.
The fighting heart is the issue. Even
animals have it.

On battlefields the courage of the ne-
gro has been tested and found unfal-
tering. When negro troops made a
gallant stand at San Juan hill they
were officered by white men in whom
they had faith. On July 4, when John-
son faces Jeffries in the ring, the ne-
gro champion will not be surrounded
by well wishers. “The hope of the
white race,” as Jeffries has been term-
ed, will have his own power as an as-
set and will be able to display it un-
der conditions favorable to him.

Jeffries as He Really is.

Few of the thousands who have
trooped behind Jeffries, applauded him
or shaken his hand know Jeffries the
man., An inclination to shrink from
publicity which Jeffries has often dis-
played is as near surliness as it is
modesty. He is not an entertaining
conversationalist. All his eloquence is
in his fists. Most of his notable ring
successes have been gained by over-
powering strength,

Nothing bores Jeffries more than
the attentions of fight fans who try
to get the big Californian to talk shop.
Jeffries is not a fighter who loves to
battle. He has confessed that he would
never have attempted to succeed in
the ring if he could have been con-
vinced that there was as much mon
ey to be gained in any other line that
was open to him.

Wide Search In Interesting

Mr. W. H. Mowatt lectured last
evening in the popular course of the
Natural History .Socilety on “The
Drug Collector at Work.” He spoke
of the wide area in which the collector
works, embracing all quarters of the
globe. Some of the drugs used are
obtained in Canada, from such plants
as_gold thread, green hellibore, win-
ter green, blood root, male fern, dande-
lion and others.

The lecturer led his hearers on an
interesting collecting tour to South
America for Peruvian bark, to Suma-
tra for cubeb, to India for rhubarb
root, sciena, nux vomica and many
others. From India the callector
traveled into Afghainstan for asafoe
tida, to Persia for tragicantta, to
Arabia for myrrh, to Asia Minor for
opium, nutgals, liguorice root, Scam-
mony, & relative of our morning glory.

Numerous drugs come from Africa,
chief of which is the gum arabic.
Hrgot is from Russia, saffron from
Spain, aconite, belladonna and arnica
from Germany. Londom 4s the hub
to which in the crude state drugs are
imported from all parts of the world.
Many of the important drugs which
come from South America and Cen-
tral America were referred to by the
lecturer, and many specimens of plants
were thrown upon the screen, much
to the pleasure amd instruction of the
audience.' .

Treated Free Of Charge At
Board Of Health Rooms.

Final arrangements have been made
for the opening of the di y in
the Board of Health rooms, Princess
street, at 4 o'clock. Thursday after-
noon, under the auspices of the St.
John Association for the Prevention
of Tuberculosis. A

Dr. Stewart Skinner will attend and
can be consulted by any tuberculosis
patient who has not secured the ser-
vices of a regular physician, or any
persons who suspect they have a trace
of tuberculosis in their system and
wish to have a diagnosis made. Ad-
vice will be given free and literature
telling how cases should be treated
to prevent contagion will be handed
out by the Board of Health.
