Further, it is my 
thought that Jews in every part of 
the world, in proportion as they come 
under the holy influences of God’s 
promises through the prophets, will 
go to Palestine sympathetically—by 
encouraging those that can better go 
than themselves and by financial as­
sistance and the establishment there 
of great enterprises. Permit me to

It was Just ten minutes to five 
o'clock when the

driving one of the steam winches In 
hoisting deals from a lighter into No. 
6 hatch at the stern of the steamer. 
Just as a heavy sling of deals was be­
ing hoisted over the side of the ship 
a shackle, xyfotoh, held ‘the lead block, 
situated behind him gave way and In 
an Instant the heavy Iron block struck 
the unfortunate man on the head.

The blow killed him Instantly, and 
hie head was broken In. The force 
was so great that the man was hurled 
over the winch and down through the 
hatchway, alighting In the hold of 
the ship many feet below the deck. 
Fellow workmen were quick on reach­
ing the body, and It was seen in» an 
Instant that life was extinct.

Coroner D. E. Berryman and the 
ambulance was summoned, and on the 
coroner's arrival 
ed to the deck of the vessel and was 
removed to George Chamberlain’s 
undertaking rooms on Mill street.
