Profitable Orchards.

By means of these demonstration 
orchards It could now be shown what 
could he done in apple growing in New 
Brunswick. The Sunbury orchard 
showed net profits on the yield 
amounting to $57.69 an acre, or a re­
turn of 1* per cent. The York coun­
ty orchard showed net profits of $89 
an acre, or a return of 60 per cent, 
on the money Invested. The average 
cost of running ft bearing orchard 
would not exceed $40 an acre.

Premier Flemming following Mr. 
Turnev, met with a grand reception. 
He first alluded to the pleasure it 
gave him to address his constituents. 
He complimented Mr. Turney on his 
address. He thought that the prov­
ince did good work in connection with 
the three demonstration orchards dur­
ing the last two years. Mr. Turney 
had received communications from 
people outside the province who wish­
ed to go extensively Into apple grow­
ing in New Brunswick. One party 
wished to get possession of at least 
1,000 acres in this province to be used 
in apple growing.

The Kansas City Journal characterise# this as an in­
stance of bathos and comments that “the conviction Is 
Inevitable that any girl who it making a bona fide "fight 
for decency’ can certainly do better, in view of the Insist­
ent demand for domestics at good wages and under the 
best possible conditions as to environment, than work in 
a Greek restaurant and throw the responsibility upon the 
community as to her choice between that position and an 
evil life.”

There is another side to the question which Is well 
expressed by the New Bedford Standard. It says:

iA novel proposal for a “rational almanac” Is set forth 
by Mr. Moses B. Cotsworth of Victoria, B. C„ In a publi­
cation Issued by the Royal Society of Canada with an in­
troduction by Sir Sanford Fleming. As the father of the 
“standard time" system, Sir Sanford Fleming certainly 
lias a right to be listened to when he speaks about the 
accepted methods of measuring time, 
cndar he declares "inadequate for our modern require- 
“ meuts especially in many branches of industrial life, in 
*' business operations and various spheres of human ac­
tivity." He believes that the reformed calendar advo­
cated by Mr. Cotsworth can be brought into general use. 
It would mean thirteen months in the year, instead of 
twelve (Mr. Cotsworth suggests “Sol” as the name of the 
extra month), each month consisting of four weeks, with 
fixed quarter-years, and week-days recurring on the same 
dates every month. Mr. Cotsworth would insert Christ­
mas as an extra day, having no number. In December.

It is to be noted in this connection, says the Manitoba 
Free Press, in an interesting reference to Mr. Cotsworth's 
proposal, that the Swiss Government is so impressed with 
the desirability of having the year divided into twelve 
months of twenty-eight days each that it has invited all 
the leading Governments to send representatives to a 
conference to discuss that proposal. There is some dif­
ference as to details between the different proposals of 
calendar reform, but they coincide in their main lines. 
As having a certain connection with this general subject, 
it may be mentioned also that there have been persistent 
rumors in various European journals that the Pope is 
resolved on changing the Roman Catholic liturgical year 
by making Easter a fixed, instead of a movable, festival; 
and In connection with these rumors there is a turning 
back to the writers versed in ecclesiastical history and 
lore who are taking occasion to talk about the great 
division in the early Christian Church over the date on 
which Easter should be celebrated, a controversy which 
persisted for several hundred years and more than once 
seriously endangered Christian unity. The subject is a 
difficult and complex one—even more so than most of the 
intricate questions in connection wRh the calendar.

The first settlement of the dispute about Easter was 
made by the Council of Nlcaea. in the time of the Emper­
or Constantine Nicaea in A.D. 325. That decision, which 
was unanimous, was that Easter should be kept on Sun­
day, and on the same Sunday throughout the world, 
namely, the first Sunday after the full moon following the 
vernal equinox. The correct date of the Easter festival 
was to be calculated at Alexandria, the home of astron­
omical science, and the bishop of that see was to an­
nounce it yearly to the churches under his jurisdiction, 
and also to the bishop of the Roman see, by whom it was 
to be announced to the Western churches.

But a new controversy arose over the fact that the 
date of the full moon following the vernal equinox varies 
In different longitudes; and further difficulties 
occurred in the attempts to fix the correct 
time of Easter by means of cycles of years, when the 
changes of the sun and moon more or less exactly repeat 
themselves. In a year in the middle of the seventh 
century It is recorded that Queen Eanfllda, who had re­
ceived her instruction from a Kentish priest of the Ro­
man obedience, was fasting and keeping Palm Sunday on 
the same day that her husband, King Oswy, King of 
Northumbria, following the rule of the British Church, 
was celebrating the Easter festival.

The change which the present Pope is credited with 
having decided to order made in the Roman Catholic 
ecclesiastical year, is that no more attention shall be 
paid to the moon and the vernal equinox, but that Easter, 
Instead of ranging as it does now from about March 23 to 
April 25, shall hereafter, beginning with 1913, be celebrat­
ed on the first Sunday of April. This, of course, will also 
determine the feasts of Ascension, Pentecost, Trinity and 
others, as also the season of Lent. It would mean a 
division between the Protestant churches and the Roman 
Catholic in regard to one matter about which they have 
been in unison, namely, the date of the festival which is 
the ,,key-date*’ of the church calendar. The church fes­
tivals affect the public convenience of the populations of 
Europe more than is the case on this continent, outside of 
Quebec. As there are certain matters in respect of 
which the law of this Dominion, as also the law of the 
different Provinces takes account of Easter, it is not hard 
to see that there might be some awkwardness, to say the 
least, if there were two Easters.

In regard to the scheme of changing our twelve 
months to thirteen, Sir Sanford Fleming asserts his 
confidence that the thing could be done without difficulty. 
He recalls the international conferences at Washington, 
which led to the adoption of “standard time,” and express­
es the hope that in duo time an international conference 
convention will assemble at Ottawa, as the result of 
which all civilized nations will have a “simplified and 
“greatly improved calendar for their common use and 

benefit in reckoning the days, the weeks, and the 
" months throughout each and every year." It is safe to 
predict, however, that this reform will not come in the 
tin mediate future.

and so on; but there is a sense in which the spirit is es­
sential to any person who would make a winning fight 
against the forces of evil within and without. With no 
reason whatever to question that the girl has a hard time 
in her fight for decency, do the best that can be done for 
her, and with entire realization that the social conditions 
which produce many of her difficulties are little short of 
abominable, it is still true that her fight has to be made, 
if made at all, from the position in which she finds her­
self. Whatever the shortcomings of other people may 
be, it is idle to think that she has any right to neglect the 
least help that la offered.

There is far too much of the disposition to shift re­
sponsibility for failure to make the fight for decent living 
upon someone else than the one who needs most to make 
the fight. Usually the scapegoat is society, an attempt 
which is essentially to make nobody responsible. You 
might as well place responsibility on a fog bank as on 
society, because each one of the individual units compos­
ing society will be as adept at shifting responsibility as 
you are. Of course every person who has a real soul of 
his own knows that he has his own Individual obligation 
to help the fighter for decency. For all that, the fighter 
must fight for himself it he would conquer, even if the 
fighting Is hard."

Signs are not wanting that the Asquith Government 
has misjudged the appetite of the British people by intro­
ducing one radical measure after another under the plea 
that they are much needed reforms. One reform in a 
decade is about the pace at which Great Britain has been 
generally supposed to be capable of assimilating 
great constitutional or social innovations, but Mr. Asquith 
proposes more momentous legislation In the course of 
one Parliament than the United Kingdom usually experi­
ences In a quarter of a century.

Hardly had the veto bill become law when Parliament 
was called upon to grapple with the complex and import­
ant insurance bill. By employing drastic measures of 
closure the Government forced the bill through the 
House of Commons, and the Lords, disclaiming all respon­
sibility for the matter, passed the bill, and it has become 
law.

We Can Repair 
That Watch

Cabes, Tunis, Jan. 24.—Details of 
the engagement between the Turks 
and Arabs and an Italian column near 
Ghirgarish, a small oasis about 10 
miles along the coast from Tripoli on 
Jan. 19, have reached here and show 
that at the time of the fighting the 
Italian destroyers had temporarily 
withdrawn. Boats laden with contra­
band approached the shore and open­
ed a heavy fire on the Italian forces. 
At the same time 1000 Turkish re­
gulars at Aisnara prepared to attack 
the Italians from the rear. The Itali­
ans would inevitably have been anni­
hilated if by chance an aeroplane 
coming out to try its motor had not 
been seen by the Turks who became 
so alarmed that they were unable to 
carry out the turning movement. They 
kept up their firing however, until 
nightfall. The Italians lost 50 killed 
and 30 wounded.
