{Mulhall Tells Senate Commit-
tee His Story of Alleged
: Plot.

*HAD ONLY BEEN SHOWN
WHAT WAS TO BE DONE

Newspaper Clippings  Intro-
duced in Evidence to Show
That Gompers Had Made
Bribery Charge Before Court
In 1908.

Washington, July 18—Martin M.
Mullhall today gave the Senate lobby
investigating committée his story of
the alleged plot in 1907 or 1908 to
bribe Samuel Gompers to desert the
cause of labor and support the polities
advocated by the National Association
of Manufacturers. He admitted he
had no positive information that an
attempt to bribe Gompers had actually
been made, but he said Atherton
Brownall of New York had outlined
the plans to him and had told him of
what was to be done.

Mulhall was excused late this after-
noon until Monday morning on the
ground that he was tired after a week
of continuous testimony. The commit-
tee held a session togjght to hear the
testimony of 8. W. M cLave, of Pater-
gon, N. J., now a candidate for Con-
gress, and with whom Mulhall claimed
he worked throughout the campaign of
1910, when McLave was running
against Wm. Hughes.

The committee opened the Gompers
incident today when newspaper clip-
pings appeared showing that Gompers
had made the bribery charges before a
court in 1908, and that.President Van-
cleave of the Manufacturers Associa-
tion had denied all connection with
them. Mulhall said he had been re-
ferred by Vancleave and Swedtman to
Mr. Brownall in New York, who claim-
ed to be conducting & publicity bureau
for the association.

Brownalt told him he said that a
fman named Brandenburg was following
Gompers that they had & plan ﬂxle_d up
by which they expected to “get’ the
Jabor leader, and that they were posi-
tive they could not fail. Mulhall said
he warned them they would not suc-
ceed and later advised Vancleave to

same effect.

OFFICIALS ANNOUNCE

Questions to be Arbitrated
Should Be Left for Cincilia-
tion Board to Agree Upon—
Agreement Expected.

New York, July 18—The Eagtern
ranlroads engaged in a wage contro-
Versy with their 80,000 trainmen and
conductors indicated tonight their will-
ingness to leave with the board of
mediation and eonciliatibn appointed
by President Wilson, the decision
which questions are to be submitted
for arbitration under the Newlands
amendment to the Erdman act.

In a letter to the leaders of the
trainmen the conference committee
of managers said it seemed to them
“that the immediate difference of opin-
fon relating to the points to be sub-
mitted for arbitration is a matter to
be considered by the board of media-
tion and conciliation.”

The managers had reference to their

demand, that “‘all guestions of pay and
working conditions” be settled along
with. the men’s. demands for better
wages.
A definite statement that the roads
would ablde by the mediation board's
decigion, even if it ruled out all but
the trainmen's present demands, was
lacking in the managers’ letter to-
night, and no railroad official could be
found who would supplement the for-
mal utterance.

The roads have maintained that they
would insist upon “all questions” be-
ing arbitrated, but their letter this
evening wag o phrased as to lead the
trainmen’s leaders to believe that the
roads would abide by whatever de-
cision the mediation board might
make.

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REVOLUTION IN CHINA IS

BECOMING MORE SERIOUS

Great Battle Reported Between| UNIZ ED STATES EMBASSY. THREATENED."

Southern Rebels and Nor-
thern Loyalists.

EXTRAORDINARY STORY
COMES FROM KIU-KIANG

Chinese Official Insults British
Consul Saying “NoFacilities
For Britishers” — Rebellion
Hangs on One Decisive
Battle.

Peking, July 18.—Four thousand
Southern rebels from Nanking, Prov-
ince of Kiang-Su, who had crossed the
Yang-tse-Kiang to attack the north-
erners, met with defeat today at the
hands of 2,000 of the loyal troops
near Suchowfu, in the northwestern
part of Kiang-Su province and a
short distance across the northern|
border of Anhwei province.

Dr. Sun Yat Sen, former provision-
al president of the republic, finally
has taken sides in the revolt by open-
ly proceeding to Nanking, where th-e
southerners apparently are much dis-
heartenéd by their defeat.

Wu-Chang, capital of the province
of Hu-Peh, remains loyal to the gov-|
ernment and indications are that
other centres which had declared in
favor of the southern revolutionists,
are preparing to renew their allegi-
ance. One big defeat of the revolters
practically would end the rebellion,
whil a substantial victory by them
would result in an unanimity of senti-
ment in their favor in many of the
southern provinces.

Britain Insulted,

Shanghai, July 18.—An  extraordi-
nary story has been brought here
from Kiu-Kiang, a treaty port in the
province of Kiang-Su. During the re-
cent fighting Mr. Duff, the storekeep-
er at Ku Ling, a mission station about
ten miles south of Kiu-Kiang, tried
to obtain a pass from the northern
general to send provisions to the for-
eign regidents. Duff presented a card
of intredyction from the British con:
sul,-'but. the general’s:secretary tore
it to pleces, saying there weére no
facilities there for Britishers. Subse-
quently Mr. Duff obtained a pass for
the provisions with the aid of an Am-
erican wcard of introduction to the
General.

BRINK OF NIRGARA FALLS

n Chapman Saved by
Going Over American Fall
Seething Waters—Splend

Niagara Falls, N.-Y,, July 1 True-
man Chapman, twenty-two years old,
of Hamilton, Ont., was rescued from
the very brink of American Falls to-
pight by four men, one of whom took

Although
the new broadcast bulletin distribu-
tion will be exclusively through the
two big radio stations, the other naval
radio stations will continue to send
out weather information and fore-
casts as they are at present doing.

EMERGENCY DEMONSTRATED.

The speech of Mr. Winston Churehill,
explanatory of the policy of the Bri-
tish Government in consequence of the
rejection of the Naval Aid Bill by the
Senate, confirms in detail the an-
nouncement he made on June 5th last
that “immediate action” was neces-
sary. “The rejection of the Canadian
Naval Aid Bill,” he states, “has, for
the time at least, deprived us of aid
upon which we had been depending,
and unless that gap is filled, by sacri-
fice of the British taxpayer, the gen-
eral defence of the Empire, apart alto-
gether from the defence of the United
Kingdom, would be three ships short
of the Admiralty requirements from
the end of 1915 onward.”

In the light of ti statement every
argument put forward by the Liberal
opposition that there is no condition of
emergency is shattered.. The British
Government were depending upon the
three Canadian battleships, Mr.
Churchill goes on to state how this
gap may be filled. There were two

SUCCESSFUL DAIRYING.

In the wide field covered by thé De-
partment of Agriculture special atten-
tion is being given to the subject of
©cow testing for the benefit of the farm-
ers. Much valuable information is
being sent out by the Department
showing what can be accomplished by
giving typical cases of better results
from better methods. The case of a
dairy farmer at Cedar Hill, in the
Gaspe Peninsula of Quebec, is cited.
In the first year of which record is
kept, eight cows gave him 33,511
pounds of milk, being an average of

14,188 pounds at a feed cost of $32.50,

netting a total profit of $76.82, an
average of $9.60 profit per cow. The
result of the year's observation was
that the good co were distinguished
and were fed better. The second yeur
eight cows gave 41,000 pounds of milk,
an average of 5,176 pounds, or an in
crease of 1,000 pounds per cow. The
feed bill amounted to $4.12 more per
as a result of the hetter feeding
of the good milkers, but the total prof-
it was $177.29, or an average of $22.16
per cow. The profits were thus in-
creased 100 per cent. The Depart
ment’s report in summarizing the re
sults states that the gross income from
milk from the same number of cows
increased by $133.43, and the profits
were far more than doubled. Such
cases as these—and there are plenty
of them—should be sufficient to estab
lish the value of the testing
movement which every dairy ex
pert in the country is working.

DIARY OF EVENTS

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

THE EARLY CANADIANS.

Giovanni da Vorrazzano, an Itallan
navigator who commanded the first
French expedition to America sent
out under royal auspices, arrived at
Dieppe on this date in the year 1524,
after a successful voyage in which he
traversed the coast of North Ameri-

ca from North Carolina to Nova
Scotia and Newfoundland. Upon his

return from the country which he cal-
led “New France,” Verrazzano wrote
a letter to his royal patron, Francis
I, in which he gave an interesting
description of the Canadiang of the
early sixteenth century.

“The people,” he wrote, “were en-
tirely different from the others we
had seen, whom we had found kind
and gentle, but these were so rude and
barbarous that we were unable by any
signs we could make, to hold com-
munication with them. They clothe
themselves in the skins of bears,
lynxes, seals, and other animals. Their
food, as far as we could judge by sev-
eral visits to their dwellings, is ob-
tained by hunting and fishing, and
certain fruits, which are a sort of root
of spontaneous growth, They have no
pulse, and we saw no signs of cultl-
vation; the land appears sterile and
unfit for growing of fruit or grain of
any kind. If we wished at any time to
traffick with them, they came to the
sea shore and stood upon the rocks,
from which they lowered down by a
cord to our boats beneath whatever
they had to barter, continually crying
out to us, not to come nearer, and in-
stantly demanding from us that which
was to be given in exchange; they
took from us only knives, fish hooks
and sharpened steel. No regard was
paid to our courtesies; when we had
nothing left to exchange with them,
the men at our departure made the
most brutal signs of disdain and con-
tempt possible.”

FIRST THINGS

THE REVOLVER.

The first successful revolver, or pis
tol with a rotating chambered breech,
was the invention of Samuel Colt, who
was born at Hartford, Conn., ninety-
two years ago today Colt was the
son of a manufacturer, and his inven-
tive genius first found expression in
his father's shop. He was sent to
school at Amherst, Mass, but ran
away to sea and made a voyage to In-
dia. On returning he was apprentic-
ed to a chemist, after which, under
the name of “Dr. Colt,” he visited all
parts of the United States and Cana-
da, lecturing on chemistry. He earned
a considerable sum of money, which
he spent in perfecting his invention
of the revolver, the germ of which he
had devised while on his voyage to
Caleutta

He was only fifteen when he made
his first model in wood, which is still
in existence At twenty-one he pat-
ented his first revoling pistol in Eng-
land, France and the United States.
At this time he did not know that oth-
ers had conceived the idea of a re
volver, but, while such was the case,
they were far more likely to kill the
man who used them than the object
aimed at. Colt's first factory was es
tablished at Paterson, N. J., but failed.
Later he opened a plant in his native
city, and became wealthy from the
sale of his invention. Colt also laid
the first successful Submarine cable,
between Coney Island and New York,
in 1843,

THE PASSING DAY

DUKE OF SAXE-COBURG-GOTHA.

Saxe-Coburg-Gotha's quarter of a
million people will celebrate today the
twenty-ninth birthday of their ruler,
Duke Charles Edward, who is, with
the exception of King Alfonso of Spain
and Grand Duchess Marle of Luxem-
burg, the youngest of Europe's reign-
ing princes. The youthful monarch of
the little German state, rules by the
the grace of the Emperor William, in
the stead of the Duke of Connaught
now Governor-General of Canada, who
refused the throne, He is the only
son of the late Duke of Albany, fourth
son of Queen Victoria. His succession
was in this wise:

Duke Ernst I1, who was a brother of
Prince Albert, Queen Victoria's con-
sort, died in 1893, after a reign of
nearly half a century, and was suc-
ceeded by his nephew, Alfred, Duke of
Edinburgh, the second son of Queen
Victoria, He died in 1900. His only
son, Prince Alfred, had died the prev-
ious year, and the Duke of Connaught
thus became heir presumptive. The
prospect did not please him, and a few
months later both the Duke and his
son, Prince Arthur, remounced their
claims to the succession in favor of
the young Duke of Albany. He has
ruled since 1900.

Duke Charles Edward’s mother was
the Princess Helen, daughter of Prince
George of Waldeck, another German
state. The Duke's wife is Princess
Victoria Adelaide, eldest daughter of
the Duke of Sohleswig-Holstein. They
have three children, two sons and a
daughter.

In size Sachsen-Koburg-Gotha, to
give it its German name, stands four-
teenth among the twenty-six states
comprising the German Empire, with
an area of 756 square miles. Coburg
and Gotha were formerly separate
duchies, and are situated in Thuringia
about fourteen miles from each other,
The territories of the young Duke also
include eight scattered exclaves strew-
ed promiscuously about the map.

* Montreal, July 18.—~The stock mar-
kets as a 'whole have shown a much
better tone during the past week than
for a considerable time previous. The
Balkan situation has not alteréd much
for the better and may even be some-
what -worse. This, however, does not
seem to be a sufficiently bearish influ-
ence to drive prices down any further
and at the end of the present week
advices from Paris, Berlin and London
are of quite an encouraging character.
This does not mean that there is very
much promise of an advance but sim-
ply that the decline seems to at last
be checked.

C. P. R. for'instance has shown a
very strong tone during the past few
days. Some time ago advances in C.
P, R. were short lived and generally
gave way to yet lower prices. A con-
trary disposition seeéms to be develop-
ing now and the weak turns seem to
be immediately followed by advances.
A similar disposftion shows itself also
in other stocks, Everything consid-
ered, the shorts seem to be getting the
worst of the argument just now and
their demonstration of anxiety brings
about sudden advances, first in one
stock and then in another. These ad-
vances are only about sufficient to jus.
tify the term a firm market. The
most discouraging factor in the local
market during the past week was the
break which took place in Laurentide,
following the announcement of the
new stock issue. When it is remem-
bered that Laurentide sold up to 240
last eyar, and that at the time of the

understood how discouraging it must
have been to shareholders to find the
stock fade away to 162 before the
rights came off at all.

Jordan Memorial Sanatorium,” said
Dr. Townsend, “is mnot a hospital

where incurable cases are treated, but
a place where those with the dis-
ease in incipient stages are taken in,
treated and cured. There is a vast
difference, and the sooner the treat-
ment is commenced the sooner will
the victim be returned to his home
in perfect health.”

The institution is situated five
miles from River Glade Station on
the line of the Intercolonial, rail-
road, on the banks of the Pollet
river. From a scenic viewpoint it is
all that could be desired, as the group
of buildings occupy a gquiet glade,
surrounded by hills elad with spruce,
fir and other trees. Away on the
outskirts of civilization it is blessed
with the most modern conveniences
necessary to the work, all of which
are taken advantage of.

In quiet harmony with the scenery
are the buildings themselves, . the
three pavilions, or bungalows, the
administration building, the free-ward
building, which has mnot yet been
opened, the neat barn and the site
of the power house are arranged to
fit with their surroundings in a man
ner to convey to the {ll a sense of
being home and to appeal to the imag
ination of those who are nearing re-
covery.

Can Accommodate Thirty.

The sanatorium has accommodation
for thirty patients, and when the
work is well underway additional ac-
commodations will be added. Each
pavilion is fitted for ten patients and
is supplied with conveniences rang-
ing from acetylene light to shower
baths.

In each ward are three beds, with
hard rubber wheels, so as to make
it easy for the patient to roll his
bed onto the broad, screened veran-
das, where indeed most of the twenty-
four hours are spent. Each patient
has a chiffonier, a large rocking chair

and a small chaft for his private use,
while about the veiranda are other
large and comfortable chairs.

Each pavilion is equipped with a

The recreation room in one of the
wings of the building tells at a glance
the thoughtful care taken to provide
entertainment for the patients. Large
comfortable looking chairs, a big fire-
place, heaps of reading matter, includ-
ing all the latest books, and last but
not least a grand piano with a mechan-
ical player. Here those attending the
Sanatorium are at liberty to spend the
time from after the supper nap unti!
half past eight, in any manner they
see fit. Needless under the quiet su-
perwision of Dr. Townsend a jolly time
is enjoyed and it does much to cheer
up the sufferers. At half past eight
the patients prepare for bed and all
must be asleep by nine o’clock.

Adjoining the administration build-
ing in the rear is the refrigerator
plant where the foodstuffs are kept
wholesome and clean during the hot-
test weather. The ice is placed in
the same manner as in the largest
refrigerators and indeed the plant is
a model one in every way.

The Free Ward,

The frée ward when completed will
prove a great boon to those who are
unable to afford the smail fec required
to assist the upkeep of the institution.
The building is large and airy and pre-
sents an excellent appearance, both
from a useful and scenic standpoint.

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If Japan and States Would
Lay Basis of Peace and
Good Will,

ANCESTOR WORSHIP
HURTS JAPS' CAUSE

Must Adopt Cosmopolitan
Faith Abroad, Says Dr.
Ebna. Japanese Editor —
Unity of Thought Be-
tween East and West.

Tokio, July 18.—The negotiations
between the United States and Japan
over the California land bill stirred
up in Japan widespread discussion
by publicists and preachers of the
broad subject of the future of Japan
in her relations with the countries of
the West.

This discussion showed an earnest
effort to seek the causes of the dis-
crimination against- Japanese in Cal-
ifornia and in other places, includ-
ing Canada and Australia. ome con-
gervative newspapers criticised what

they claimed to be the practice of
the Japanese authorities in California
in encouraging the registration of

children born of Japanese parents as
future subjects of the Japanese Em-
pire, instead of allowing them to be-

come as they would, citizens of the
United ates.

Consid ble publicity is given here
to an article by Rev, Danjo Ebina, a
Christian pastor and editor-in-chiet of
the Shinjin magazine. The clergy-
man argued that the question be-
tween Japan and the United States,
was not one that would end with
those two countries, but one that
would develop eventually between
Japan and Canasda, between .Japan
and. the countries of South America,

indeed, anywhere where the Jap-
anese might flourish He declared
that the great cause of Japanese iso-
lation was the insistence upon ances-
tor-worship and contended that the
great solution of the whole qtlt't-i!lnn!
was a patient campaign to obtain the
right of naturalization in America

“Must the Japanese live every-
where as sojourners,” Dr. Ebina ask-
ed, “live everywhere as strangers and
foreigners, everywhere except where
they have conquered? The develop-

ment of our race demands that this
should not be so.”
The abandonment of ancestor-wor-

ship and the adoption of a cosmopoli-

tan faith were needed to enable the
Japanese to assimilate abroad and
thus open up a new universe for the

Japanese race throughout the world.
Unity of thought between East and

West is aded for in the
first annual report of the Associa-
tion Concordia of Japan, which in-
cludes some of the leading men of
the Emp educational, scientific
and busin fields. The Assoclation
declares that, although in its more

superficial aspects the intercourse be-
tween the East and the West is grow-
ing increasingly intimate and their
scientfic interests are becoming wid-
er, there is still a sad failure on each
side to appreciate the deeper things
of the spirit which underlie the life
of the other. Without any doubt the
removal of causes of irratation as re-
gards political and commercial affairs
is an imperative duty, but the crea-
tion of a reciprocal sympathy is equal-
ly urgent if Japan and the United
States would lay secure foundations
for international peace and good-will.

The report contends that henceforth
no nation can majntain its life apart
from the onwar® movement of the
world's thought and that the world’'s
civilization will hereafter flow in one
strong current.

Inasmuch as such problems as im-
migration and colonization complicate
relations and endanger the peace and
progress of the world by unduly em-

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phasizing national and racial differ-
ence, the Association holds that it is
imperative to foster mutual sympathy
and a sense of common interest. It
will strive therefore to promote &
deeper sympathy and respect between
the two great civilizations.

This work will take the practical
form of the publication of a-review,
with the object of guiding the current
thought, the establishment of lecture
courses, the interchange of visits of
distinguished scholars representing
the best thought of the East and the
West, and finally of international con-
gresses. The association will also
co-operate with various international
bodies of similar kind in facilitating
investigations and in accelerating
friendly intercourse among nations.
Mr, Soroku Ebara, who was sent
to California by the governmental
party of Japan, sent home a report in
which he declares that despite num-
erous strong points in favor of th»
Japanese abroad, they still retain
their peculiar traits which prevent
them from. associating with people
among whom they live. He strongly
urges the Japanese to pay more heed
to this point, as otherwise he fears
for the future of Japanese in foreign
lands.

The Japanese, he asserts, enjoy
high repute in labor circles in Hawall
and give satisfaction to their employ-
ers in general, but even in Hawali
some signs are already visible of the
exclusion of the Japanese in the fu-
ture. For instance, the land owners
in Hawali every year send over for
laborers from Portugal and Spain and
give them higher wages than the Jap-
anese:

Mr. Ebara cites the. report of the
Hawaiian Chamber of Commerce, in
which it is alleged that the Japanese
do not care to fraternize with the
Hawailans and cling too much to their
own customs and habits. The report
claims that the Japanese settlers do
not take any interest in the welfare
of Hawaii, and it would be better for
Hawaii to replace them by Spaniards,
Portuguese and Filipinoes,

Between Man and The
Omnipotent.

SPIRITUAL GIFTS ARE
WAITING FOR US
To be Transmitters of the
Divine Power we Must
Have Sense of Forgive-
ness and Victory Over
Sin, 3

Brooklyn, July 12.

Last evening's service was the clot-
ing one of the successful conventiya,
A song service by the convention choir
was led by Willlam J. Shrimplin, fol-
lowed by a testimony service on
“What the Convention Has Given Me,”
participated in by many of the dele-
gates. The address of the evening
was made by the Rev. Dr. J. Weslay
Conley, of Fresno, (al. At the close
of this address a coronation service,
most impressive, was led by the Rev.
Dr. W, 8, Abernethy, of Missouri. . Dr.
Conley’'s subject was *“The Vision
From the Mountain Top.” He eaid:

There were at least six significant
mountain experiences in the life of
Christ. There was the Mountain of
Temptation, where He saw all the king-
doms of the world and the glory of
them and heard the alluring call of a
worldly ambition. There was the
Mountain of Instruction, where He saw
‘the blindnees and gropings of the peo-
ple and gave them th's wonderful ex-
position of the principlés of the king-
dom in the Sermon on the Mount,
There was the Mountain of Prayer,
where He had heart longings ard
poured out His soul in all-night plead-
ings for humanity. There was the
Mountain of Transfiguration, where
His soul was refreshed with a vision
of glory and He was girded for the
awful ordeal which lay just before
Him. There was Mount Calvary,
where He tasted death for every maa,
the Mountain of Divine Sacrifice for
human redemption, and finally there
was the Mountain of the Great Com-
misslon, There was a wonderful vis-
jon from this mountain top, “‘all pow-
er,” “all nations,” “all things"” and “all
the days.”

Bach one ‘of those mountain tops
might suggest a fitting theme for this
ciosing session of this gracious and in-
epiring convention. But the last is the
one that comes with special appeal at
this time. The vigion of that mount-
ain top was two-fold. It was first a
vision of power. °‘All power is given
unto me in heaven and in earth,” and
then it was a vision of the transmis-
sion of that power, the utilization of
it, for the saving of the world.

Let us go in imagination to one of
the lofty peaks of the Sierra Nevada
Mountains, and from that eminence on
a beautiful: summer’s. day we look
down upon the far extending San
Josquin Valley, in the center of which
is my home, All about us as we stand
on that mountain top, are vast and
inexhaustible supplies of ice and snow,
It was asked of Job, “Hast thou enter-
ed into the treasures of the snow?”
Yes, out there in the Sierras we have
found them. From these treasures
water continually flows down into the
valley, and by means of irrigating
canals and ditches this water, conduct-
ed for miles and miles, is bdought into
contact with an exceedingly rich soil,
and what was formerly a barren waste
has come to be one of the most pro-
ductive regions of the world. But this
water before it leaves the mountains
is gathered into reservoirs and made
to operate vast power plants, from
which electric cables conduct power
into all parts of the valley to ald in
the wonderful work of transformation.
You get my thought, From our moun-
tain top in this convention we have
a wonderful vision of power. I like
the old rendering of Psalm cxxi: “I
will lift mine eyes unto the hills,
whence cometh my help.” Our Lelp
cometh from thee everlasting hills of

God. They are filled with infinite
power. There is power enough to
transform all the desert places of

earth and cause them to blgssom like
the rose. The one great problem fis
the transmitting and applying of this
power. Jesus said, “All power is giv-
en unto me.” And then ‘Go ve.” His
power must find expression through
His followers.

Primitijve man was surroundea by
nature's forces, but he did not know
how to use them. But when he began
to utilize these forces, then modern
material and physical progress was
{raugurated. There are in the gospe:
of Jesus Christ innumerable and inex-
baustible spiritual forces waiting to
be utilized for the good of man and
the glory of God. And redeemed men
and women are the channels,  the
agencies through which these forces
are to find expression.

There is no other way, “All power,”
“go ve,” “Lo I am with you always.”
With this mountain-top vision before
ug, let us ask the very practical ques-
tion, What is needful on our part in
order that the power of God may find
large expression through us? It is not
primarily a question of the increase of
our powers—often a mistake is made
at this point—but it is a question of
how we can become a better agency
for the outworking of the Divine pow-

er.

No question could be more practical
or more vital than this. There ¢an be
po higher calling or ambition than to
be meet for the Master's use, a good
channel for the Divine power. I shall
indicate some of the things needful
for such a use,

There is, first of all, a call for de
liverance from sin. *“Who shall ascend
Into the hill of the Lord?” Who ghall
come into the place of power? “He that
hath clean hands and & pune heart.”
And Isalah writes, “Be ye clean that
bear the vessels of the Lord.” The
power of God cannot flow through a
channel that is all choked up with
sin.

Two things are needful in reference
to sin if we are to be transmitters of

i

h @ he

holy energy; guilt short circuits the
current vf Divine power, and there is
no spark explosion to give effective-
ness, The burd d
must be lifted befote the head gates
can be opened for the inflow of the
waters of life. There must, be a gense
of forgiveness before th'ere can be any
consciousness of power.

Tien there must also be victory ov-
er sin if one I8 to betome an agency
of power. “If I regard iniquity in my
heart, the Lord will not hear me.” To
regard means to see. If I see it and
want it there, if I see it and leave it
there, the Lord will not hear me, the
Lord will not uge me. “To him that
overcometh and keepeth My word unto
the end will I give power over the na-
tions.” We must, by the grace of God,
put away sin if we would be used by
Him, Many are failing to communi-
cate the Divine power in the world
because of sin in their lives. I am
not saying that perfection is needed
tefore we can be used of God, but I
am insisting that every sin cherished
in the hleart or life stands directly in
the way of the large expression of the
Divine power through that life.

But a second mneed if we would be
the transmitters of the Divine Pow'er
is the indwelling of' the word of God.
“If ye abide in me and my wordle
abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will
and it shall be done unto you.” This
is wonderful promise of power, this
indwelling of the word of God is re-
lated to the gift of power in several
ways.

Job declared: “I have esteemed
the words of His mouth more than
my necessary food.” The word of
God is food for my soul. To bemeet
for the Master's use we need to be
strong and vigorous spiritually. A
strong body is necessary for the ex-
pression of physical forces so a vig-
orous spiritual life is needed in ord-
er that God's higher forces may be
made effective. But to have such
vigor one must feed upon the word
of God. It is indeed of more import-
ance than the necessary physical
food, Make the spiritual first, feed
upon the truth, and the power of God
will rest upon you. ‘“Man shall not
live by bread alone, but by every
word that proceedeth out: of the
mouth of God.”

Another thought, the Word of God
is the sword of the Spirit. But this
sword of the Spirit {8 in the hand of
the bellever. We are to take the
sword of the Spirit. He wields it
through us, That is laying) aside the
figure of the sword. When we study
and know the Word of God we make
it possible for the Holy Spirit to use
us in aggressive and effective war-
fare against the powers of darkness.

There is still another thought, in
a number of instances the Word of
God is spoken of as living. It is the
living Word that has power. Peter
speaks of “the word of God which
liveth and abideth forever." The
abiding Word is the living Word. In
Hebrews we read “for the word of
God is quick and powerful.” The
Word of God is living and powerful.
The living Word is the powerful
Word. The Word of God lives when
it is received and inwrought into re-
newed character. It lives in the
souls of the redeemed. If, then, we
are filled with the Word of God, his
Spirit and power will rest upon us
and find expression through us.

But again, faith is necessary in
order that the mountain-top power
may find expression through us
There was plenty of power at the
top of the Mount of Transfiguration,
but the disciples were failing at the
foot of the mount for lack of faith.
I sometimes wonder if we have real-
ly begun to grasp the marvelous sig-
nificance of faith.

Think for a moment of some of
the promises in connection with faith.
They are startling in their greatness
and positiveness. “If ye have faith
as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall
say unto this mountain, remove hence
to yonder place, and it shall remove
and nothing shall be impossible unto

you,” Notice the statement, “nothing
shall be impossible unto you.” Take
this, “Whatsoever things ye desire

when ye pray, believe that ye receive
them and ye shall have them.” All
things are possible to him that be-
lieveth.” And then in harmony with
all this we read Paul's triumphant
statement, “I can do all things
through Christ who strengtheneth
mee,” »

These are wonderful promises. We
can hardly grasp their full signifi-
cance. Perhaps if we would cease
trying to explain them and simply
accept and act upon them, we would
find untold blessings in them.

Possibly the emphasizing of & sin-
gle thought here may help us in this
matter of faith. As Jesus stood with
His disciples by the withered fig tree
he said, “Have faith in God.” Faith
is not primarily in a creed or in a
system or in an organization, but in
God. Let us put together two re-
markable passages of Scripture,
“With God all things are possible,”
and the other passage, “All things
are possible to him that believeth.”
That is, belief or faith connects hu-
manity with Divine Omnipotence.
Here is the explanation of the mus-
tard seed faith. It is not the size of
the faith, but the object of It
that tells. It is not the size of a trol-
ley pole that is of prime importance,
but the connection it has with the
sources of power. So Jesus says any
faith at all that is connected with
Omnipotence can remove a mountain.
The power is not in the faith, but in
God. Have faith in God. Lay hold
of Him; rest in Him; exalt Him, and
His omnipotence will rest upon you
and flow through you for the bless-
ing of the world.

Of just one thing more I would
speak: It has already been implied,
but calls for special mention. There
must be submission tp God in Christ
if His power is to find expression
through us.

Possibly in comparing the power of
God with physical forces I have seem-
ed to imply that we are dealing with
an impersonal energy of which we
are to make use, but no thought
could be further from my conception
than this. *“Ye shall receilve power
after that the Holy Spirit is come
upon you.” This higher power with
which we are dealing is personal; it
is the Holy Spirit. We are not to
use this power, but this power is to
use us. “For it is God that worketh

it, then He can work out through us
His gracious purposes.
There are two thoughts in this mat-
ter of submission-—one is passive, the
other.is active, one is surrender, the
other is purpose. Let us tarry for
a few moments upon this tliought.
By surrender we mean the giving
up of self. If any man will be my
disciple, let him deny himeelf, that is
the first step. You recall the hymn
we sometimes sing; the first verse
sets forth a soul in rebellion against
Christ, “All of self and none of Thee.”
The next verse is compromise, “Some
of self and all of Thee.” Here is the
last verse there is surrender, “None
of self and of Thee.” Here is the
giving up of self-will and simply rest-
ing in the arms of Infinite love, ‘‘Not
my will but Thine be done.” That
is surrender.
But in true submission there is also
a purpose to do God’'s will. It is not
only to give up self, but to take up
the cross. It is not merely to say:
I surrender all.

but also

I'll go where you want me to go, dear
Lord.

O'er mountain or plain or sea,

Il say what you want me to say,
dear Lord.

I'll be what you want me to be.

I was in a young people’s conven-
tion recently when a strong appeal
was made to surrender all to Christ,
and then the appeal was for a defin-
ite purpose to give the life entirely
to specific service as the Lord might
open the way.

After they have become fully grown,
they change to the chrysalis stage in
the ground and in early summer the
moths appear, mahy of them making
their presence known in our houses
by their attraction to light. Before
very long another brood of caterpii-
lars comes upon the scene, often more
numerois and more destructive than
the first. Some of thém elimb up into
