The Hudson River tunnel, though
not so ambitious a project as the one
under the British Channel, is much
farther advanced. All the machinery
for carrying on the work is in position,
and the contractors expect to finish
the Jersey City shaft in-a few days,
when the actual tunneling will be be-
gun. The tunnel will be two miles
in length, with a road bed twenty-
three feet wide. The grade on the
Jersey side will be two feet in a han-
dred, and on the New York side three
feet in a hundred. The depth of earth
over the masounry will at no point be
less than thirty five feet. The estimat-
ed cost of the tunnel is $15,000,000, of
which $10,000,000 has already been
subseribed.
