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Systematic Farming.

The one great want of the, present
is systematic farming. We need to
incorporate into our daily duties some
method by which we can know, when
the resulis are reached, what has been
the ‘measure of our success. In no
other way can weé make the farm a
souree of profit or know how to direct
our efforts aright, Day and weeks
are spent, yos, worso than wdsted,
apon labor that never yields the
slightest retarn. Toe know what«te do
and how to do it there must be syste-
matic work. The brain must direct

% |and the hands perform if the highest
b 4skill be realized. There is as much

call for the use of the brain in farm
work as in any other avocation. Farm-
ing is not all mechanical labor, there
most be the ‘intelligent, progressive
thonght bebind the plow in order that
th&"work be done in {Hd B8t ianner.
Everywhere the demand is felt for
more systematic work if wo would
realize profit.

Perhaps in no one direction is this
more apparent than in oar methods or
want of methods in feeding. Acting
on the principle that cattle eat only
what they need, abnormal appetites
bave been created, aid in feeding
these the stock bas been permaneutly
injured. It is a mistaken notion that
cows need all they will eat. They re-
quire only what can be thoroughly
digested and assimilated, more than
this, being a positive injury, both to
the health and productiveness of the
animal. Do not take this statement
for anything more than is intended.
There must ba no stinting or starving
of the stock, but there should be a
careful adjustment of quantity to the
best needs of the creature. Doing

‘|'this we sball find profit in feedirg.

The question to be considered is
bow to feed hay for tho best results.
The general practice is a good fodder-
ing as soon as the' farmer is up, this
to be followed by another at milking
time, then one at noon, another at
night, and the last thing before going
to bed a good fork full to keep the
cows warm and conteated through the
nigint. In this way our cows eat and
waste.abont twenty pounds a day. If
by weighing and feeding ten pounds
we may keep Lwo vows where now we
keep. ono, surely several questions of
importance are seliled. There will be
more profit from cach animal, in con
sequence not only of its better health,
but becanso the hay ration is fixed at
the needs of the system, bat by carry-
ing double the amount of stock the
manure supply is doubled and ‘the
fertility of the farm incroased. Hav-
ing this inoreased quantity of manure
the heaviest drain on the farm =414
be checked, Tnry which way we will,
ine question of systematic feeding de-
mand attention. Every pound given
over and above the necessities of the
system retards the flow of milk, de-
tracts form its butter making qualities,
prevents the making of beef and pro-
duces a diseased and unnatural con
dition. It will be time well spent to
study tho question of feeding.—Ex.

What an Egg will Do.

For burns apg scalds nothing is more
soothipg than the white of an egg,
which may be poured over the wound.
It is softer as a varnish for a burn than
collodion, and being always at hand
can be applied. It is also more cool-
ing than sweet oil and cotton which
was formerly suppbsed to be the surest
application to allay smarting paio.
It is the contact with the air which
gives the extreme discomfort experi-
enced from the ordinary accident of
this kind, and anything that excludes
the air and prevents inflammation is
the thing to be at onge applied. The
egg is considered one of the best of
remedies for dysentery. Beaten up
sligbtly, with or withoat sagar, and
swallowed at a gulp, it tends, by its
emollient qualities, to lessen the in-
flammation of the stomach and intes-
tines, and by forming a trunsient coat-
ing on these organs, to enable Nature
to resume her healthful sway over a
digeased body. Tiwo, or at most three,
eggs per day would be all that is re:
quired in ordinary cases; and since
egg is not merely medicine, but food as
well, the lighter the diet otberwise
and the quieter the patient is kept,
the more certaiu and rapid the recov-
ery.

Oanadian Horses for the British
Army.

The Britieh officers detailed to pur-
chasé Canadian horses for the British
army have commenced their labors in
Ountario, and though their first efforts
bave not proved as productive as
might be wished it is to be hoped that
before - they complete the tour of
Oontario better lnck may be met with.
While it is earnestly to be hoped that
4 rogular export of army horses from
Oatario may be established as the
resalt of tho visits of Col. Ravenhil,
Col. Phillips, Col. Goldie and Mr.
Mathews, V. 8., this Province ocan
bardly fail to benefit by what has al-
ready been done, even should the ex-
fort of our horses for many purposes
bo checked for a time. From the
vigits of the British officers our farm-
ers Bhould learn that there is at least

-{oné..market in which cold-blooded,

coarse-boned, heavy -hinded, slack-
loined, flat-footed, hairy-legged horses
aro not wanted. During the stay ot
Col. Goldie and Mr. Mathews in To-
ronto, & very large proportion of the
snimals rejected were the result of a
cross of some imported draught
stallion upon an ordinary Canadian
mare. Such a cross will occasionally
produce a van or express horse that

will bring from $175 to $200, and
this is why so many farmers will per

sist in stinting all sorts of Canadian
mare, large and small, to big cart
stallions. Could the farmers only in-!
dace the British officers to believe
that undersized ‘ vanners”’ would
make good cavalry or artillery borses,
Col. Goldie would bave had little
difficalty securing 75 or 100 borses in
Toronto alone. As it happens, bow-
ever, Col. Goldie has seen a good
many cavalry and artillery borses,
and he does not believe that slow-
motioned, narrow-loined, ragged-bip-
ped, flat-foot, horses, long in canon
bones, short in pasteras, upright in
sboulders, aud having short, flabby
muscles are w0 be desired for such
purposes. He invariably rejects them,
and farmers will find it only a waate
of time to offer such animals.

Another reason why the British
officers bave nnt succeeded in securing
borses more rapidly is that those hav-
ing good half-breeds, the product of
thoroughbred stallions crossed upon
common mares, are generally able to
realise more money for them than
the prices offered by the agents of the
Imperial Government. If this proves
anythiog, it should prove tbat the
rearing of balf-bred horsea in this
conntry must be & good business. If
a farmer ecan, withoot 1, roalize
grom 8150 to 5175 for every sound
«our-year-old balf-bred colt that comes
up to the army standard (which he
generally will if the dam and sire be
of reasonable size), he can make more
money at it than ho can in growing
grain, hay, beef, or dairy produce.
Beside this, the superior value of
horse manure is universally acknow-
ledged, und this to a man who makes
a business of horse breeding is an
item not to be overlooked.

But there is another feature of tho
case that the Canadian farmers would
do well to consider. The British
officers who have visited Canada for
the purpose of buying army horses
bave again and again emphasised the
fact that the animals they wish to
secure are those having, at least, one
balf race horse blood in their veips.
Let the farmers breed their mares to
thoroughbred race horses having
plenty of size, bone and substance,
and the result is pretty sure to be at
least a good cavalry or artillery horse,
while the chances of his proving to be
a0 animaPbat will bring a figure con-
siderably above the price fixed for
army horses aro excellent. In breed-
ing for this parpose the farmer is
steadily building up instead of down,
and v long as he takes care to guard
against a tendency to weediness or
lightness of bone on the pari of the
stallion be employs, his horse prodact
will rapidly improve with every geo-
eration.

~We do not for a woment wish to
discourage the breeding of heavy
agricultural and cart horses im this
couptry, In this line there can be no
doubt that our farmers will in the
fatare as they haye in the past make
bandsome profits; bat In selecting
mares to wate with big draught
stallions 18t the farmer chose only
such dams as are ‘sufficiently large
and roomy for the purpose. In breed-
log & modeérate sized mare to a big

Is it Oruel ?

The practice of dishorning cattle is
gaining in favor. At first it was sup-
posed that the services of a veterina-
rian were required. The average
farmer now finds that he can perform
the task himself and with little or no
danger of loss. The objection on the
ground of cruelty is lese frequently
beard as the subject becomes better
understood. Advooates of the system
claim that the horns cause more psin
in the aggregate, when left on the
bead to gouge into other animals, and
perbaps their owner, than the saw
causes in taking them off.

A farmer in Minnesots, after suffer-
ing considerable loss from the horns
of his cattle, made up his mind that
they must come off. He posted bhim-
self as well as he conld, procured suit-
able tools and then waited, dreading
the job, for some time before be could
gel up courage to attempt it. At
length be nerved himself to commenocs
with a cow which had killed a fine
colt for bim. The work was so quick-
ly and easily done and the cow mind-
ed it 8o little when turned loose that
he tried another and then another
until he bad taken the horns from
thirty head at this first attempt. The
wounds soon healed and all bave done
well. [Instead of worrying and hook-
ing oue another, as formerly, when in
the yard, they now huddle together
like a flock of sheep. They will also
crowd around the trough to.drink
without fighting.

Destroying Weeds,

There is no royal road to sucoess in
destroying weeds. The warfare pro-
mises ta be 8 perpetual warfare, cer-
tainly so far as'the present generation
is concerned. To the frequent ques-
tions bow to destroy this weed or that
weed we have but one reply that will
fill all eases. Let not a green thing
live. Witch grass will die if smotber-
ed under a perpetnal covering of eartb,
eo will thistles, dock, sorrel, daisy and
grass of all kipds. It is & good way
to plough in a witch grass sod with a
double mould broad plough, the first
running only & couple of inchsg deep,
the other as dﬁﬂ? a8 the team can
draw i*,  Dhis puts the thin turf con-
taining the live roots and leaves at
the bottom of the former, and buries
it under five or six inches of pulver-
ized soil. The grass, top and root,
will rot under such & covering 1pn
warm weather before it can ever find
its way to day light. The best time
to destroy most vegetation is in mid-
summer when tho heat is greatest
and growth moest luxuriant. A grass
soil in May will bear almost any
amount of turning over without being
killed. The sameis trne of many
other plants. In fighting weeds, as
in fighting insect pests, we should
learn their weak poiots.

Handling Oolts.

The proper time to begin bandling a
colt is before it is & month old, and it
should be handled from that time

at all times. DBefore it is three months
old it should be made to know what it
is to be haltered, and to lead by the
balter; This is the * proper thing,”
as all know, but for various reasons it
is, by a good number ot farmers, not
practiced, The next best thing is to
bandle the colts patiently as soon as it
can be done. A two-year old, three-
year old, or ollder, should first be
handled singly, bhaving a saccessive
experience with the halter, bridle,
barness, and following these, 4 smooth
log of wood for it to drag. It can’
first be led, then followed with & line
until it gradaally learns to be guided
by tbe line. It should become fully
tumiliar with the rattling of vebicles,
tbe sight of robes, etc., before ventur-
ing out in double team. From this
bint, the wise can follow out a com-
plete course in this work,

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The Bolters Return. ...

Advices from Ottawa indicate that
the Conservative bolters with possibly
one exception, have resolved to sup-
port the Government, which ~will
therefore, have & msjority of at least
forty-five. The chief of the bolters
wia Mr. Bergeéron; who in au inter-
view the other dsy said :—“I do not
think the issues of the last session will
come up sgain, and bave been in-
duced to take this atand, as it seems
to be the wish of my cobstituents to
sapport the Government. The Mon-
treal Witness a Grit paper, comment-
ing on Mr., Bergeron's declaration,
says that  this is the position of all
the ¢ bolters,’ except Col. Amyot, who
was elected as a distinot opponent of
the Government. While Mr. Bergeron
assured the Witness correspondent
tbat he spoke only for himself, it is
very evident from bis remarks that
Col. Amyot is the only one of the
¢ bolters’ who can now_ be depend-
ed upon to follow Mr. Blake to any
length. It was generally expeoted
that they would cast in their lot with
the winning side, and as the Govern-
ment is strong enough to do without
them, they generously decide to give
it their valuable assistance.”

The Montreal Star says, “ the Riel
agitation, according to present appear-
ances, is not likely to result in per-
manent loss to the Conservative party.
The dissidents are, one after another,
quietly falling into line under Sir
John A. Macdonald and it does not ap-
pear that the Opposition in the Domi-
nion Commons is to be strengthened
by the acquisition of one single Riel-
ite Conservative.”

We submit these remarks to our
Grit friends, who with the assistance
of the French Conservative bolters
anticipated defeating the Government.
The fact is, Sir John was strong enough
without the assistance of these gen-
tlemen, but he is doubly secure with
their votes.

Mr. Moffatt’s Death.

The sad news reached here Monday,
of the painfully sudden death of Mr.
Robert Moffatt, M. P., for Restigouche,
which occurred at Teeswater, Ontario,
where he bad been visiting friends.
He left orders Sunday night with the
botel people where he was stopping,
to call bim for the early train to Ot-
tawa, and on his being called, there
was no response. His room was then
opened, and Mr. Moffatt was found
lying dead in bis bed, life having been
extioot for some time before the dis-
covery was made. Mr. Moffatt had
retired apparently in good health.
The cause of his death is said to have
been apoplery. _

The deceased gentleman' was a son
of the late George Moffatt, M. P., for
Restigovche, and was born at Camp-
beliton, March 5th, 1844. He was
educated in Sootland, and married
Oct. 20th, 1876, Margaret, youngest
daughter of Mr. David Sadler, Crown
LandSurveyor. Mr. Moffatt did a large
mercantile and lumbering business at
Dalbousie. He was first returned to
the House of Commons at the general
election of June 20th, 1882, when
he defeated Jobn McAllister, Conser-
vative, Geo. Haddow, Liberal, and
D. Ritchie, Conservative, polling 48
more votes than all his opponents com-
bined. Mr. Moffatt was re-elected in
February last, when he polled 421
vutes, defeating George Haddow with
299 votes, and Jobn MoAllister with
277. The deceased was an amiable,
companionable gentleman, popular
with his associates, and warm in his
friendship. He was an enthusiastic
Conservative, and as such gave an

‘unswerving support to Sir John A.

Macdonsld. He was in Fredericton
during the recent legislative session,
and appeared in his usual good health
and spirits. His very sad and unex-

pected death is a great shock and sor-
row to his large circle of friends in

this Province. The repregentation of
Restigouche in the Commons is vacat-
ed by his demise. His successor we
presume, will be Mr. McAllister, who
single handed, will be able to defeat
any nominee of the Liberal party.

The total Dominion revenue on ace
count of the consolidated fand to April
10th of the current fiscal year has
been $26,004,160, and the total pay-
ments $24,698,270, leaving a surplus
of $1,405,890. At the same date last
year the revenue was $25,992,448 and
the expenditure $27.553.076, the de-
ficit then reaching $1,559,628, which
by June bad grown to nearly $6,000,
000. The accounts at this time show
an improvement of $3,000,000 over
last year. The expenditare to date
this year is some $3,000,000 less, pria-
cipally by reason of the reduction of
payments on ascount of the rebellion,
which were $2,834,884 in 1885 6 and
only $210,260 this year. The total
estimated revenue of Lhe current year
is $34.500,000 and the expenditure
$34,212,600.

Lord Lansdowne has offered fresh
terms to all his tenante, and they are
considering the matter, and as a con-
sequence, O'Brien of United Ireland,
has postponed his visit to Canada to
stir up a feeling against the Governor
General, because of recent evictions
on the latter’s estate.

IRISK TENANTS.

Their Privileges Greater Than Those of
any Tenants in the World.

The following is an extract from a speech
recently delivered by Mr. Chamberlain, M. P.,
at Warwick :—

% The Irish tenant is in a position which is
more favorable than that of any agricultural
‘tenant throughout the whole of Europe.
{Hear.) I will say in any civilized country
on the face of the globe. (Cheers.) Now,
just remember what his advantages are—in
the first place the Irish tenant bas absolute
security in his holding. He cannot be dis-
turbed as long as he fulfils the statutory con-
ditions—conditions imposed, not by his land-
lord, but by Parlisment. He has the fullest
property in all his improvements, and so much
does that amount to that actually in recent
years, even in these bad times, the interest
of the tenant—the right to take the land
which he gives up—has been sold sgain and
sgain for more than the whole value of the
freebold of the land. (Hear, hear.) He
bas the right to make this sale in the open
market. He haes in addition the right to go
to a judicial and disinterested tribunal to fix
the rent, entirely without regard to the value
which competition would give to the land.

*“ Well, but that is not all. In the subse-
quent Act which Lord Ashbourne passed in
the last seesion of Parliament, the tenant in
Ireland, if he can agree with bis landlord,
if he desires to become the owner of his land,
can do so at the end of 49 years by paying—
bow much do you imagine? How much
more than his rent? What rent do you
imagine that he bas to pay in order to be-
come the owner of his land at the end of 49
years, instead of tenant ? By paying 26 per
cent, less than the fair rent, which has been
fixed for him by an impartial tribunal. Well,
gentlemen, really when we hear ot the fright-
ful injustice committed by England on Ire-
land ; when we hear of the miseries which are
endured by the Irish tenaot in consequence of
our feudal tenure ; at least let us haye the
common fairness to admit that there are
thousands and tens of thousands of tenants
throughout Scotland and England who would
receive as an inestimable boon those oppor-
tunities which the Irish tenant so scurnfully
rejects.”

Smith, Joseph Luff and Gower T. Griffiths,
unto the oftice of apostles, that the quorum
may be more perfectly prepared to act before
me. I bave still other men in my choice
who shall be designated in their time if they
still continue faithful unto me and in the
work whereunto they are now called.

Men of God who bear the vessels of the
Lord, be ye clean in your bodies and in your
clothing. Let your garments be of a sober
character and free from excess of ornamen-
tation. Avoid the use of tobacco and be not
addicted to strong drink in any form, that
your counsel to be umrento may be made
effectual by your example.

The elders must cesse to be over eareful
concerning the return of those who were
once of the faith, but were overcome in the
dark and cloudy day, fearing lest they should
bring in hidden heresies. Let him that par-
taketh (of the sacrament) and him that
refraineth cease to contend with his brother.

Let all strife and contention cencerning
song service cease.

Until further revelation is received the
Saints are to observe the first day of the
week, commonly called the Lord’s day, as a
day of rest and worship. )

Prosecute the missionsry work in this land
and abroad eo far and so widely as you may.

Bear the burdens of the body which
the spirit of healing from the Lord in faith
or the nse of that which wisdom directs does
oot relieve op remove, l.lld in cheerfulness do
whatever may be permitted you to perform,
that the blessing of peace may be upon sll.
Amen.

On Incidents of the recent Elsctions,

The Premier on the Defensive.

After the business on the order paper bad
been disposed of in the House of Commons
at Ottawa, Wednesday, Mr. Mills ross to s
anution of privilexe, and moved that the

lerk of the Srown in Cbancery be forth-
with called with sll papers and correspon-
dence and returns of the returning officers of
membere elscted. His object was to ascer-
tain the cause of delay in gazetting Liberals
vlected, which he more than binted was de-
liberately :Imnad by the Government and
stigmatised as an improper sod uofair pro-
ceeding. There was much amusement as Mr,
Mills read out the Ontario batch of members
with the date of their gazetting. * Sir Jobhn
Macdonald, Carleton, Tory,” read the Sage of
Bothwell, and a cheer went up over the
house. ** Montague, Haldimand,” and the
cheering was renewed. At ‘ Blake, West
Durbam, Reformer,” ¢ No, no,” was the
shout, while “ Sir Richard Cartwright, South
Oxford, Reformer,” raised & general laugh at
the description of the most inveterate Tory
io Canada.

BIR JOHN A, MACDONALD

said that the motion brought up was of that
character which under the arbitrary rules of
procedure, would require notice to bave been
given, Cases in which exception is allowed
are usually those wherein the element of
urgency exists. In this case thers was|
nothing of that character. No one had been
deprived of bis seat through the action of the
Clerk of the Orown in Obancery, but if any
irregularities had occurred it was within
the competence of the House to in
into it.

He had abused the re-
vising offieers, the returning officers and the
Clerk of the Crown in Chancery. Sir John
said he was not surprised at this, for
if there has ever been a body of men disap-

BURPRISED AND DISSATISFIED

in regard to the public opinion of them it
was the gentleman opposite. (Obeers.)
There was not among them either a man
more dissppointed in being relegated to the
cool atmosphere he now occupies than the
hon, gentleman ¥ho bad just spoken. When-
ever a sailor was tied up to the gangway to
be flogged, he was allowed to say snything
he liked to the captain in consideration of
the lashes thas were being laid on. The hon.
gentleman was iow smarting uader the lashes
which the public bad laid on, and he was
thersfore privileged to talk as he pleased.
With reference to the alleged abuse of the
election law, in that sheriffs and registrars
were formerly sppointed as returning officers,
the right hon. gentleman pointed out that
such officers had not been responsible to the
Government of the Dominion nor to the
House. It was true that in Eogland sheriffe
and registrars usually acted but they were
gentlemen ot given office by bodies

HOSTILE TO THE GOVERNMENT,

(Hear, hear.) It was denied that before the
alteration of the law no complaints were
heard, When sherifis aud registrars bad
acted they were reepontible to the local Gov-
ernment, and under such circumstances no
member was secure, if the provincial adminis
tration bappened to be op, to him i-
politics. He bad no hesita in saying than
the most bostile epirit bad been shown, bot
it was most marked in the recent contestt
Kvery individaal compoeing the Provincial.
Leyislature worked as they never had worked
before to secure the defeat of the Dominion
Government, It would have been as much
as any sheriff or registrar’s office was worth
if he had dared to be impartial. The most
open threats had been made against every
official in Ontario if they refused to work
locally for the return of candidates.

FAVORABLE TO THAT GOVERNMENT

and work equally hard to defeat the candi-
datas of the Coneervative party in the Domi-
nion house, This had been notoriously so,
from the Premier down to the bailiff and
license commissioner. A conservative inn-
keeper could not get a license or was threat-
ened with its loes anless he voted against the
present Government. (Hear, hear) A
change to the present system became neces-
eary. The Government was responsible to
Parliament for the appointment of these
officers, and they had been a body of most
respectable men. He believed they had
rrlormod their duties impartislly.

referred to the visit of the late Minister of
Finance and Marine and the present Minister
of the Interior to Nova Scotia to interfere in
the Provincial elections. The reference was
an unbappy one, as Mr. Charlie Tupper, as
he is familjarly called, not mere to dis-
tinguish himself from bhis father than be-
csuse of his popularity with the boys, was
quick to poiot out, for it was long before the
local elections of June last that these gentle-
men went down to Nova Scotia. .

MR. KENNY, OF HALIFAX,

who though be is the collesgue of Mr. Jones,
differs with him in politics and sits on the
Ministerial side, aleo touk occasion to set the
ex-Minister right and to defend the visit of
Megers.
