in Chicago in chicago real estate has 
gone over to Colored users either by 
lease or sale within the last year. 
It is continueing to turn over now at 
an average rate of more than $100,000 
per week.

It is noticeable that business prop­
erty in Chicago is keeping pace with 
residential growth. In fact, the fu­
ture is bright with concrete demon­
strations of raciol business sagacity 
that should be an inspiration for col­
ored America everywhere. Here is 
an instonce or two: Chicago has the 
largest and finest hotels in the coun­
try owned and directed by the race. 
Is this satisfying? It would hardly 
seem so. A progressive business 
man has recently purchased one of 
the finest family hotels in the city on 
Grand Boulevard, and gets full pos­
session next spring when the lease 
expires. Mr. John W. Webb, of the 
Woodmen of the Union, with head­
quarters in Arkansas, recently in­
formed the A.N.P. that he contem- 
plates the construction of an office 
building for his orgonization in Chi­
cago, same to cost at least $150,000: 
two or three groups are considering 
the erection of a half-million dollar 
theatre on the South side. Strangely 
enough, while South Side Chicago 
has a number of very excellent the­
atres, all of them are under white

into his soup. That they will not 
smuggle an assassin’s knife in at the 
back door; that they will not tip off 
the murderer; that they will do their 
duty; that they will support their 
trust. And Walton wants to eat and 
sleep in peace for goodness’ sake.

O course, we “can’t use a Negro” 
in any good and comfortable place in 
time of peace and ease and plenty. 
The Negro is -“irresponsible” then. 
But as soon as there is a crisis and a 
danger, then the Negro is the only 
one whom we can trust.

In our attitude toward the Negro 
race in America, we are just a set 
of nasty hypocrites, and we ought to 
be amused to death at ourselves.

In the city of Richmond, Indiana, 
in a great steel industrial plant, dur­
ing the war they put many Negroes 
to work at skilled trades. But af­
ter the war they fired every Negro 
except one. And who do you tnink 
that one is? Why, the one who 
works in the office where the payroll 
and the other piles of money have to

Who was T. McCants Stewart?
T. McCants Stewart wa shorn in 

South Carolina in 1854. He studied 
law at Princeton University, and was 
admitted to the Bar of the State of 

• New York. He was the first Colored 
member of the Brooklyn, N.Y. School 
Board. Because of his ill health he 
move with his family to Honolulu, P.I. 
where he built up an extensive prac­
tice, later accepting an appointment 
in Liberia, in which country he be­
came deeply interested, lending all of 
his powers to its improvement, and 
finally becoming Associate Justice of 
its Supreme Court. Mr. Stewart af­
terward went to England, where he 
became the Liberian representative, 
and finally moved to St. Thomas, in 
the Virgin Islands, from whence he 
headed a commission, taking up the 
cause of the natives with the U.S. 
Government. On his return voyage 
he contracted pleurisy, and passed out 
not long after his arrival in St. 
Thomas, in 1921.

What happened in Boston, Mass., 
on the morning of April 19th, 1775?

On the morning of April 19, 1775, 
when the British re-inforcements 
were preparing to leave Boston for 
Lexington, a Negro soldier, who had 
served in the Frencli war, command­
ed a small body of West Cambridge 
“exempts” (unfits) and captured Lord 
Percy’s supply train with its military 
escort and the officer in command.

What reply to an objection to the 
use of the word “African” in refer­
ring to the Race was made by a Race 
Editor in 1843?

In 1843, Mr. Loveridge, Agent for 
Colored Schools of New York, wrote 
Rev. George Hogarth, founder and 
Editor of the African Methodist Mag­
azine .criticizing the use of the word 
“African” in his magazine, and in re­
ferring to the Race in general. In 
reply, Rev. Hogarth stated, in part: 
We are unable to see the reasonable­

ness of the remarks. It is true we 
are not Africans, or natives born upon 
the soil of Africa, yet, as the des­
cendents of that Race, how can we 
better manifest that respect due to 
our fathers who begat us, than by 
the adoption of the term in our in­
stitutions, and inscribing it upon our 
public places of resort?”
