Hon. J. P. Whitney Speaks Against It 
At Cornwall High School Centenary.
Cornwall, Oct. 25.—There was a 

large gathering of prominent citizens 
In Cornwall yesterday to celebrate the 
centenary of the Cornwall High 
School, and among those who- took 
part to the celebration were Hon. J. P.

London, Oct. 24.—The reassembling 
of Parliament yesterday drew large 
crowds to Westminster, despite the 
fact that the opening of the sessions 
was devoid of sumptuous ceremony or 
the appearance of royalty.

The formal opening of the House of 
Commons occurred during the after­
noon, and before the House of Lords, 
thus giving the throngs of spectators 
an opportunity to witness the assembl­
ing of both bodies. The public galler­
ies were overflowing with visitors. Mr. 
Balfour, the ex-Premier, unexpectedly 
appeared, and received a hearty greet­
ing from the Opposition ranks.

Women Cause Scene.
Unusual excitement was caused by 

the presence of,about 100 women suf- 
fragists, many of whom, despite the 
protests of the police, managed to find 
their way into the outer lobby of the 
House of Commons, with the Intention 
of buttonholing the members in sup­
port of their movement.

A number of the suffragettes, as they 
are termed here, mounted vacant 
chairs in the lobby and began to 
harangue the few members of Parlia­
ment present in that part of the House. 
The police, after being reinforced, 
made a strategic advance against the 
Invaders, taking the women singly, and 
gradually ejected them one by one, 
from the house.

Attempt to Break Into House.
During the height of the tumult a 

small band of the staunchest suffrag- 
ists determined to attempt to break into 
the House itself, and charged towards 
the entrance of the Inner lobby. For 
several minutes, the utmost disorder, 
almost a riot, prevailed, and the police 
had all they could do to eject the wo­
men, who resolutely refuse to leave 
without the sue of force.

They clung tenaciously to the stal­
wart policemen, the railings or other 
means of support, and offered strenu­
ous resistance to expulsion, while 
shouts of “We will have votes!” and 
“You cowardly men dare not give us 
justice!" resounded through the halls.

Finally, the police were forced to 
carry out several of the women bodily. 
So noisily demonstrative were they that 
the police arrested several of them and 
marched them off to the nearest police 
station.

THINGS TO DO NOW.

Make a tube of creton or canton 
flannel two and a half inches in 
diameter and thirty-two inches long. 
Sew up one end, and fill the tube 
with sand and sew up the other end. 
Keep it in the coat closet. On cold 
nights lay X snug against the bot­
tom of the front door till morning. 
It helps.

Next time the wind blows hard 
from the north, run the hand slow­
ly along the top and aides of the 
north windows. If a thin, knfe 
edge of cold air blows on the hand, 
mark the place and fix it. Absorbent 
cotton pressed into the crack is one 
good way, where the window is not 
opened every day.

B fore putting the biue-flame cook- 
stove away for the winter, pour out 
eve ry drop of oil. Wipe every part 
clean with an oily rag, and brush 
over the bright parts with a rag 
dipped in lard.

Tells Royal Insurance Commission It 
Prefers Traction Bonds to Munici­

pal Debentures For Investment.
Montreal, Oct. 24.—The Insurance 

Commission resumed here yesterday 
afternoon, the Sun Life being again’' 
the object of investigation, with Secre­
tary and Actuary T. B. Macaulay still 
on the stand.

The proceedings dealt almost entire­
ly with purchases by the Sun Life of 
Illinois Traction securities, so-called. 
In 1902 and 1903 the Sun Life decided 
to go into the underwriting and pur­
chase of bonds at first hand from com­
panies issuing them.

Traction companies were preferred. 
Circulars were sent out to many trac­
tion companies in Ohio, Indiana, Illi­
nois and Michigan, and the Sun Life 
got into communication with Hon. W. 
B. McKinley of Champagne, Illinois, 
who was deeply interested in several 
companies of the and in Illinois.

A scheme was proposed by the latter 
to amalgamate many utilities com­
panies in the neighborhood of Urbana, 
Champagne and Danville, under the 
head of the Illinois Railways and 
Light Co,

Half the Stock at Bonus.
The Sun Life was to buy two-thirds 

of the bonds issued and to get one- 
half the stock as a bonus. T. A. Mac- 
aulay went down to inspect the 
plants, etc., in Illinois. In 1903, the 
scheme was changed. It was decided 
to have the Dayton and Urbana Rail­
way buy other lines and issue bonds 
to be taken up by a holding company, 
the Illinois' Traction Co., which issued 
no bonds. In this the Sun Life had 
one-half the stock as a bonus.

The question will be further discuss­
ed to-day.

Of the $750,000 bonds of the latter 
company, the Sun Life got $406,000, Mr. 
McKinley $250,000, and persons in 
Montreal, some of whom were Sun Life 
directors, $94,000.

Investments of Directors.
The witness discussed with Mr. 

Shepley the advisability of the direc­
tors joining with insurance companies 
in any investment.

Mr. Macaulay declared that it was 
advisable, because, if the directors 
bought the same securities as the com­
pany, it showed they had confidence 
in the enterprises into which they were 
taking the company. It was an entire­
ly different state of affairs, when the 
company bought securities of com­
panies which were controlled by direc- 
tors.

Another statement made by the wit­
ness was that he would rather have 
a, company invest In traction bonds 
than municipal debentures, on the 
ground of safety.

SACRED CROCODILES.
The Famous Shrine and the "Laby­

rinth” in Egypt.
The crocodile, one of the most sacred 

animals of the east, has given Its name 
to several ancient sites. Of the various 
cities of crocodiles the names of which 
have been handed down to us by He­
rodotus, Pliny and Strabo, perhaps the 
most striking was the “Crocodilopolis” 
of the ancient Egyptian province of 
Fayum, which, according to tradition, 
was built by that pharaoh who “made 
the lives of the children of Israel bit­
ter with hard service.” This province 
lies within an almost complete circle of 
hills—a little oasis In the midst of the 
desert, where roses and grapes mingle 
with figs and olives and luxuriant palm 
trees grow almost into forests.

This lake held the 
sacred crocodiles, and as each died in 
turn It was burled In one of the 1,500 

underground sepulchers of the world 
famed “labyrinth" at hand, side by side 
with the embalmed bodies of succes­
sive pharaohs.
