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FT^J H K origin ami history of the church prior to the 
year 18(>0 is shrouded in the mists of obscurity. 
No records are extant. This much, however, is 

known. The Rev. John Gunne, missionary of the Church 
of England at Florence and parts adjacent, held services 
in Newbury and Wardsville. Those were the days when 
travelling was difficult; when the roads were in a prim

itive condition. 
The Rev. John 
Gunne invariably 
travelled on horse 
I Mick. He was a 
large man. Old 
settlers describe 
his picturesque 
and portly figure, 
as he travelled 
from place to 
place and was 
welcomed in 
every home and 
settlement. In 
addition to his 
clerical duties he 
held the import­
ant office of Gov­
ernment Inspec­
tor of Schools. 
He accomplished 
a great work and

won the lasting gratitude of the early settlers, by pro­
curing for them from the government, a clear deed and title 
to their farms and properties. Irrespective of creed or 
race, Mr. Gunne accomplished this useful and l>eneficent 
work on la-half of the early settlers, and his name and 
memory are honored to this day.

J. T. Wright, dates from the year 18(i I. He was 
a scholarly and energetic man. It was through 

his exertions mainly that the present Church Huilding 
was erected. It is a goodly type of Village Church and 
remains to this day an ornament to the village and a 
monument to Mr. Wright’s zeal ami Fidelity,

The church site is a portion of the Tucker survey and
was donated for 
church purposes 
by John Tucker.
It is not known 
who were ward­
ens at the time 
the church was 
built, but shortly 
after the name of 
William Mylne 
occurs. At the 
same time there 
were in the con­
gregation many 
whose descend­
ants are still in 
Newbury or its 
vicinity. The 
names of some of 
them are as fol­
lows : 8. J. Hall,

son, William
Sheppard, Henry Ross At cher, John Relford, Win. Hag­
gerty, Mrs. McReady, Mis. Geo. Smith, John Robinson, 
George Armstrong, Hugh Armstrong, Amos Fennell 8’r., 
the two last mentioned being still memliers of the con­
gregation. Miss Libbie Anderson was the first organist 
of the church.

The Rev. Geo. W. Wye’s 
Ineiimbency dates from 
September 187.'I to Faster 
1878. Both Mr. Wright 
and Mr. Wye were horn 
Controversialists and Log- 
ieians. They took prom­
inent parts in the Synod 
debates, especially ques­
tions relating to Church 
Finance, and things
lively at the Synod.

The ltev. Win. Hinde 
was Incumbent from June, 
1878 till October 1879.

He was followed by Rev. 
W.Taylor, in a long and 
useful Incumbency, extend­
ing from October 1879 till 
May 1888. Mr. Taylor 
was a good preacher and 
a diligent pastor.

He was distinguished for 
his horticultural tastes and 
love of flowers. The Rec­
tory grounds at Wardsville 
were a sight to see, during

In particular, the interior 
of the church at Newbury 
was painted and frescoed, 
the ceiling finished in oak, 
the seats rearranged. The 
handsome tower ami ves­
tibule were also added. 
The success of these un­
dertakings was due to the 
Rev. Mr. C and the 
wardens at that time, Mr. 
Chas. Tucker and Mr. 8. 
R. Armstrong. Mr. Col­
lins is still gratefully re­
mem he red.

He was followed by Rev. 
Wm. Johnson, from April 
1H93 till January 1897. 
Rev. Wm. Johnson was 
singularly devout and 
spiritually minded; a de­
voted Pastor. His in­
fluence remains to this day.

The Rev. 1). W. Collins 
was appointed March 1898 
and remained until July 
1902. Important repairs 
and improvements were 
made in both churches 
during his incumbency.

His xvas followed in 1902 
by Rev. H. M. Langford, 
from the Pro Cathedral, 
Calgary. He remained 
about three years. His 
name and ministry were 
much esteemed.

He was succeeded by 
Rev. Kenneth McGoun, 
whose short Incumbency 
was limited to sixteen 
months.

He was followed by 
Rev. H. A. Thomas from 
February 1907 till August 
1909. Rev. Mr. Thomas’ 
useful ministry was cut 
short by illness and con­
sequent retirement.

He was succeeded at 
Raster 1910 by the pres­
ent Incumbent Rev. J. 
Edmonds.
