An Act to incorporate the Wolfe Island Railway
and Canal Company.

W HEREAS an Act passed in the tenth year of Her Preambte.
lajesty's Reign, intituled, " 1n .1ct Io incorporate

The iVolfe Island, Kingston and Toronto Railroad
"'JCompany,"' has expired; and whereas another Com-

5 pany bas applied to the Legislature for a Charter to
construct a Railroad from Kingston to Toronto; and
whereas it is expedient to incorporate a Company to
construct a Railway and Canal, or one of them, across
Wolf e Island, in the County of Frontenac: Be it therefore

10 enacted, &c.,

any of them, together with ail such persons as shall
become shareholders of any share or shares in the under-
taking hereinafter mentioned and authorized to be carried

20 on, shall be, and are hereby ordained, constituted and
declared to be a body corporate and politic in fact, and
by the name of " The Wolfe Island Railway and Canal Corporate
Company," and by that name they and their successors nane and

shall and may have coninued succession, and by such P°w"
25 name shall be capable of contracting and being contracted

with, of suing and being sued, pleading and being im-
pleaded, answering and being answered unto, in all courts
and places whatsoever, and in ail manner of actions, suits,
complaints, matters and causes whatsoever; and that they

80 and their sudcessors may and shall have a common seal,
and may change and alter the same at their will and
pleasure; and also that they and their successors, by the
name aforesaid, shall be in law capable of purchasing,
having and holding, to them and their succes<ors, any
estate, real, personal or mixed, to and for the use of the

35 said Company; and of letting, conveying, or otherwise
departing therewith for the benefit and on account of the
said Company, from time to time as they shall deem
necessary an expedient.

I. And be it enacted, That the said Company, and cornpany
40 their agents, servants and workmen, are hereby author- !ny ettitinto aind takeised and empowered to enter into and upon the lands 1.&o.



and grounds of and belonging to Her Majesty the Queen,
her fleirs or Successors, or to any otherperson or persons,
bodies politic or corporate, on the consent of Her said
Majesty, ber Heirs or Successors, and of such other
person or persons, bodies politic or corporate, first being 5
obtained, and to survey and take levels of the same or
any part thereof, and to set out and ascertain such parts
thereof as they shall deem necessary and proper for
making the said Railway and Canal, or either of them,
and to take.and appropriate, have and hold, to and for 10
the use of the said Company and their successors, lands
sufficient for the construction of the said Railway and
Canal, or either of them, with all necessary locks, tow-
paths, basins, stations, warehouses and other erections, as
may be required by the said Company for the purposes 15

a Canal, of such dimensions as they may think proper; 20
and with full power to intersect or cross aniy road or
highway lying in the route of the said Railway or Canal,
and to construct their Railway or Canal across, upon or

ness; and also with full power and authority to carry for
hire and reward, in steam or other vessels, goods, wares,
merchandise and passengers, from the City of Kingston,

son, nominated and appointed by the party or parties so
disagreeing, shall elect a third, which three shall be the
Arbitrators between the Company and party or parties so
disagreeing, the award of the majority of whoi shall be

IV. And be it enacted, That if any person or.persons Penalty on
shall wilfully, maliciously, or to the prejudice of the said "
Company, break down, damage, or destroy any bank,
lock, gate, sluice or any works, machine or device to be

10 erected or made by virtue of this Act, or do any other
wilful act, hurt or mischief, to disturb or prevent he car-
rying into execution, or completing, supporting, or main-
faining the said Railway and Canal, or either of them, or
works hereinbefore referred to, every such person or per-

15 sons offending, shall forfeit and pay to the said Company
the value of the damages proved by the oath of one or
more credible witness or witnesses, such damages,
together with the costs of suit in that behalf incurred, to
be recovered by action in any Court of law in this Pro-

20 vince having jurisdiction competent to the same, and in
case of default of payment, such offender or offenders
may be committed to the Common Gaol for any time not
exceeding three months, at the discretion of the Court
before which such offender shall be convicted.

25 V. And be it enacted, That if any person or persons Andob-
shall in any manner obstruct the passage of any boat, ves- streuting
sel or raft passing on or through the said Canal, and shall Ecate,
not immediately, upon due notice given to such person or thereon.

30 same, shall forfeit and pay for every such offence the
sui of five pounds, which forfeiture shall be paid to the
said Company; and it shall and may be lawful for the
agents or servants of the Company to cause any boat,

45 and the said Company shall, annually if required, exhibit
an account to either branch of the Legislature of. the
tolls collected upon the said Railway and Canal, and of
the sums expended in keeping the saine in repair, and
also of the goods, wares and merchandise, transported in

of the said Company shall be managed and conducted by t" t°

seven Directors, who'shall be Shareholders each to the aac
amount of five shares, one of whoin shall be chosen Presi-

20 dent, who shall bold their office for one year ; and such
Directors shall be elected on the first Monday in June in
each and every year, at such lime of the day and at such
place as a majority of the Directors for the lime being
shall appoint, and public notice shall be given in the

25 usual manner, of such time and place of meeting; and
the said election shall be held and made by such of the
Shareholders of the said Company.as shall atter7d for
that purpose, in their own proper person or by proxy ;
and all elections for Directors shall be by ballot, and

30 the seven persons who shail have the greatest number of
votes at any election, shal be Directors, and the majority
of Directors shall elect the President. Each Shareholder
shall be entitled to a number of votes proportionable t otes.
thé number of shares he or she shall have held in bis or

35 her own name at least one month prior to the time of
voting.

And be it enacted, That in case it should happen corporation
that an election of Directors shall not be made on any ntrsole

deemed to be dissolved, but that it shall and may be lawful
on any other day to hold and make an election of Direct-
ors in such manner as shall have been-regulated by the
laws and ordinances of the said Corporation.

Public Act. XVI. And be it enacted, That this Act shall be taken 5
and deemed to be a public Act, and as such shall be judi-
cially noticed by ail Judges, Justices of the Peace, and
other persons, without being specially pleaded.
