Uniformity of Laws.

One of the most interesting and practical
dresses delivered at the recent annual meeting
the Canadian Bar Association was delivered by Eu-
gene Lafleur, K.C.. of the Montreal Bar, the subject
bheing “Uniformity of Laws”™ NMr. Lafleur urged
that there was no good reason why there should
not be uniformity so far as commercial laws of the
country are concerned, and many illustrations were

given by him of the inconveniences suffered under
the present system.
If the new C(anadian Bar Association can bring

about greater uniformity in our laws, great credit
will be due to Sir James Aikins and all those co-
operating with him in the founding of the new as-
sociation.

Charles Thaddeus Terry, of New York, President
of the Commissioners on Uniform State Laws, nakes
in his annual report for 1914, which has just been
issued, the following interesting reference his
visit to Canada last year to attend the organization
meeting of the Canadian Bar Association:

“It was an unprecedented opportunity to lay
the foundation of a very useful co-operation of the
work of securing a wide uniformity of law, and
the auspicious moment was grasped and utilized
to the utmost of the capacity of your oicer.
The warm hospitality and the liberal open-
mindedness of our brethren acrors our norinern
frontier flung wide the door for admission of
the sentiments which actuate us in our work
here, and the reception of them was so hearty
that it is certain that they have found a per-
manent lodgment. There was conveyed to that
strong body of lawyers our view that, whetler
the question arises between nations, or bhetween
the provinces, or states of a single nation the
principles of law should not be determined hy
diversities of climate or race or geographical
position and, if one may judge from the expres-
sions of our brethren of the Canadian Bar, there
will flow from the contact with them, thus es-
tablished, results which will be most
tant and most gratifying.”

A Cotton Seed.

A comparatively short time ago cotton seed, which
is now one of the most valuable by-products of the
cotton industry, was thrown away as worthless, To-
day cotton seed oil, salad and table oils, lard com-
pounds and other uses are made of the cotton seed
and its counstitucuts,

The United States cotton crop yields about eight
million tons of seed. Part of this is used for the
purposes mentioned above, while ano her part, al-
most equally fmportant, is the micai which is used
for the fattening of live stock. Fiperimental work
is now being carried on for the %y, e of making
it a fit food for man. It containe more digestible
protein than the best of witeat, and tiwe ention is
to blend it with wheat flour and make a wholesome
food. It is éexpected that the cotton cron =youid fur-
nish meal equal to thirty miillon barreis of flour,
or onesixth of the nations’ wheat crop. Thé by-
products of the cotton plant are almost as valuable
as the cotton itself.
