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FIGHT WHENEVER
PEACE IN DANGER

Proposal Put Up in United
States Senate.

In Difference Over League
of Nations.

Washington report The Senate
fight over the Lemgue of Natlons was
brought to a more direct {ssue to-day
with the introduction of a resolution
by Senator Knox, ol Pennsylvania,
proposing that the Senate give formal
notice to the Peace Conference of op-
position to be enacted should the
peace treaty be submitted for ratifica-
tion in its present form

Senator Knox, a member of the
Forelgn Relations Committee and for-
mer Secretary of State drafted the
resolution  after conferences with
other League opponents, and present-
ed it with the apparent support of
those who have led in criticism of the
Leageu covenant. He expected to
crystallize opposition sentiment as did
Benator Lodge, chairman of the For-
elgn Relations Committee, with the
eirculation of the round robin in the
closing hours of the last Senate.

While declaring for immediate con-
clusion of a treaty dealing with di-
rect issues of the war only, the resc;
lution contains a far-reaching pro-
posal which would lay it down as &
policy of the American Government
that whenever the freedom and peace
of Europe is threatened, the United
States will conisder it obligatory to
again co-operate in the removal of
that menace.

Decision es to the acceptance of
membership in the League of Nations
should be left witkout prejudice (o
each nation, the resolution declares,
for future separate cons!deration. It
also asserts the lack of authority by
the treaiy-making power of the Gov-
ernment to make a trealy which in
affect amends the American constitu-

tion. IR S

HUNGARY OBEYS
ALLY WARNINGS

Will Stop the Fighting
With the Czechs.

Bela Eun May Come to
Paris Himgelf.

Londen cable says:
Hungarian Communist Foreign Min-
ister, in reply to a message from
Premier Clemenceau, according to a

Bela Kun, the

wireless despatch from Budapest,
agrees to stop hostilities with the
Czecho-Slovaks, although he claims

the Czechs are to blame for the fight-
ing, because they disregarded the
frontier fixed by the allies.

The Hungarian leader suggests that
a commission be appointed to settle
the differences between the Czechs
and the Hungarians.

Bela Kun also expressed satisfac-
tion that the allles have invited Hun-
gary to the Peace Conference.

The Soviet Foreign Minister de-
clares the Hungarian Soviet Govern-
ment deslfes to llve at peace and in
friendship with the whole world;
that it hs always respected the
demarcation lines flxed by the allles
and only restored to arms when the
Czecho-8lovaks, violating the mifitary
convention of November 13, invaded
Hungarian territory.

“We note with satisfaction,” #ays
Bela Kun, “that the allies instructed
Csecho-Slovakia, Jugo-Slavia an&
Roumanis to cease their attacks
against us, but we must record that
the above-mentioned states disobeyed
the allles’ orders, and that their of-
fensive has only been stopped dy oux
counter-offensive, and that their troops

CANT DISRUPT
SOUTH AFRICA

Lloyd George's Answer to
the Nationalists.

Has Great Future in the
League.

Longon cable says:  Great Britain
cannot take any action which would
mean the disruption of the Union of
South Africa. ‘This, in effect, was the
answer given to the deputation of the
Nationalist party of South Africa by
Premier Lloyd George in Parls on
June &.

The Premier received the deputa-
tion, which included General J. B. M.
Hertzog and Judge F. W. Reitz, the
former Presideny of the Orange Free
State. It was explained that the chlef
object of the Nationalist party was to
obtain restitution of the national
status of the South African republics
existing hefore the Boer war.

Mr. Lloyd George, In his reply, sald
that the South African Unlon was
based on a fundamental agreement be-
tween the British and Dutch elements,
and cou'd not be dissolved by one ele-
ment without the consent of the other.
Great Britain therefore was unable to
take any action which meant the dis-
ruption of the union.

In his statement of the case Gen.
Hertzog sald that the deputation
represented the old populations of the
Transvaal and_ Orange Free State.
They were actated by no race antag-
onism, but were determined by con-
stitutional means to press their clatms
for independence

The Premlier made the point that
the deputation did not ¢'+im to speak
for the whole people of the Union, nor
even for the whole populations of the
Transvaal and the Orange Free State.
He was unable to see how the British
Government or the Imperial Parlia-
ment cou'!d reopen th reat settle-
ment forged out in the t and trials
of the last 20 years merely on account
of differences batween various sec-
tions of the South African people
themselves.

The principle of self-determination,
added the Premier, had been given
effect by the pecple of South Africa in
the fullest, freest and most solemn
manner, and to consent to any disrup-
tion of the Union would ruin South
Africa. He pointed out how danger-
ous and, in fact, impocsible {t was to
recognize mere sectional choice, whe-

ther of Dutchmen, natives or the Eng-

lish-speaking peoples without refer-

ence to the will of the whole.
Referring to the great place the

South Africen Unlon occupled in the
world, Mr. Lloyd George sald that in
the League of Nations it would have
the same membership and status as,
and far more influence than, any of
the other states outside the few great
powers, and he advised the Bouth
Africans as a friend not to endeavor
to undo the past, but look forward
confidently to the great futurs,

When the South African delegation
was in London and sent a request to
Promier Lloyd George for a hearing on
the subject of the independence of tha
union, It was understood the British
Government would he gulded in deal-
ing with this auestion by the advice
of Gen. Louis Botba, the South African
Premier, and his colleagues.

In the lesson there are three
prominent and permanent sugges-
tions: the necessity, the characteris-
tics and the excellence of love. Noth-
ing however desirable or useful can
be substituted. Not the possession of
gifts, benevolence or religlous zeal
avail anything apart from love. Its
manifestations accord with its charac-
ter. The writer declares it to he the
“greatest” of Christian essentials. It
cements and crowns the whole strue-
ture.

Love is the strongest and most un-
selfish impulse of which human nature
{s capable. ,What men will not do or
endure from fear of punishment or
hope of reward they will do and en-
dure from love. It always seeks the
good or glory of its object. Maternal
| atfection is the fairest “lossom which
springs from the degenerate soll of
fallen human nature. The objects of
affection are central tests of character,
That which awakens it must find a
chord which vibrates at its own pitch,
The objects of affection exert a trans-
forming power. If they are ahove us,
they will elevate; If below, they will
degrade. Goethe says: “We are nhu(?';g
1ifts te upward by the power of a
purified affection. Love is in ftself
the most excellent, and in its Influ-
ence the most benefieent grace.

Jesus recognizes three degrees of
love. “Love your enemies,” “his
