PRUNING OF TREES

It is generally conct;ded by both sci-
entific investigators and commercial
growers that fnfit trees should be prun-

eddurin.l;.theﬁmwoorthreeyeamﬁme

to produce a well gulanwd tree with
a strong framework capable of carry-
ing heavy crops as the tree older.
Experiments have shown that as a rule
unpruned trees come into bearing ear-
lier than those which are pruned. Fail-
ure to prune trees when they are small
however, ‘commonly results in serious
trouble in later years. Such trees fre-
quently develop t6o many main branch-
es, bad crotches are formed, and the
percentage - of breakage is heavy.

_When the tree has passed the forma-
tive period the necessity for pruning
is not quite so obvious, but most au-
thorities are' agreed that even after the
tree reaches bearing age it is still advis-
able to pay it an annual visit with the
pruning shears. The object of this is
to remove all interfering branches and
