London, July 19.—Despite strenuous 
efforts to secure a reprieve, including an 
appeal to the Queen, Mary Ann Ansell, 
who was convicted of murdering her sis­
ter, an inmate of an insane asylum, by 
sending her poisoned cake, was hanged 
to-day at St. Albans.

The crime for which the girl was exe­
cuted was committed for the purpose of 
securing the payment of life insurance 
money, the murderess having obtained a 
policy upon the life of her sister, giving 
a false description.

Winnipeg, July 10.—In the Legisla­
ture on Tuesday Premier Green way said 
it was not the intention of the1 govern­
ment to introduce this session any mea­
sure prohibiting the sale of intoxicating 
liquors. He said the measure would be 
introduced at the first session of the Leg­
islature.

Big Blaze atHalitax.

The Standard Oil Company’s steamer, 
Maverick, that put into Halifax Satur­
day, from New York, with five hundred 
thousand gallons of oil in her ten tanks, 
and with two thousand casks of oil, was 
burned last night. The fire broke eut at 
4.30 o’clock, and was caused by a burst 
in her pumping pipe. In five minutes 
the ship was in flames, an hour later one 
of the tanks exploded with terrific force. 
The ship was cut away from her wharf to 
save the tanks and warehouses on land. 
She drifted with the tide two hundred 
yards from the shore, a solid mass of 
flame. Then the Maverick touched bot­
tom and went over on her beam ends. 
The oil poured out on the surface of the 
harbor which became a sea of fire.

Minor explosions followed, the masts 
fell and the flames rose skywards from 
600,000 gallons of kerosene on fire. The 
conflagration had been caused by the 
bursting of the pumping pipe between 
decks. The oil from this deluged the 
room, coming in contact with the steam­
er’s furnaces. Michael Miehaelson, who 
was in the fire at the time, was badly 
burned and was removed to the hospital. 
The Maverick was valued at $200,000, 
and was insured. Her cargo was worth 
$30,000. One-third of the cargo had 
been pumped out when the burst oocur- 
ed.

Appalling Catastrophe

Victoria, B. C., July 18.—Particulars 
of an appalling catastrophe, which occur­
red at Toyokuni coal mine at Kyushu, 
Japan, on the morning of June 16th have 
just reached here. Two hundred men 
aud women were at work in the coal mine 
when the explosion of coal gas took place. 
People living in the region rushed to the 
mine and a party of them essayed to go
into the pit from a side entrance,, but
were driven back by the suffocating gas 
which tilled it. Prompt steps were taken 
to ventilate the gas laden pit, but it was 
some time before it was effected.

Severe Fight In Philippines.

Manila, July 21.—News has been re­
ceived here from General Smith, at Iloilo, 
Island of Panay, of a severe fight on 
Wednesday, at Bobong between Capt. 
Byrne, of the 16th infantry, with seventy 
men, and a force of 460 Babylonee, who 
surprised the American troops. One 
hundred and thirteen of the enemy were 
killed, as is shown by actual count, 
many were wounded, and one was taken 
prisoner. The (fighting was mostly st 
close quarters with bayonets and clubbed 
guns. A considerable stock of supplies 
and arms have been* captured by Capt. 
Byrne, who is in command of the battal­
ion operating at Lacarlota, in the district 
of Negros »

$260,000 Fire in Brooklyn.

New York, July 19.—A fire destroyed 
more than a quarter of a million dollars 
worth of property on the Brooklyn water 
front to-night. It started in the eight 
story grain elevator facing excelsior stores 
on Atlantic basin, and which also extend-* 
ed through to Buttermilk channel. The 
elevator was soon destroyed. The fire 
extended to buildings Nos 275 and 276 
of the stores, which are constructed of 
brick Hand are * six stories in height. 
These two buildings were gutted, and 
their contents, consisting of about 200, 
000 bushels of grain and valuable machi­
nery, were destroyed. The [stores and 
elevator were the property of the Brook­
lyn Wharf and Warehouse Company, and 
the grain belonged to various consignees.
The loss is estimated at from $260,000 to
$300,000.

Fatal Explosion.

New York, July 21.—Bob J. Inger- 
soll died of apoplexy at his home, Dobbs 
Ferry, N. Y., this afternoon.

London, July 21.—By an explosion on 
board the torpedo boat destroyer Bull­
finch, in the Solent, during her trial to 
day, nine men were killed and four in­
jured. it was the worst naval accident 
of this nature that has occurred in the 
British navy in twenty years. The ‘ vic­
tims were terribly injured, steam and 
boiling water filling the engine room.

All Eyes on the Gape.

Petoria, July 17.—Mr. Chamberlain, 
the British Colonial Secretary, recently 
asked for a copy of the new Boer Fran­
chise bill, and an explanation of certain 
of the clauses. He also suggested that 
the debate on the measures in the Volks- 
raad be postponed until he had studied 
the bill. President Kruger has cabled to 
him that the debate is already proceeding 
and could not be stopped, but friendly 
suggestions would be received. This is 
regarded as disapproving Mr. Chamber­
lain’s alleged bellicose attitude, but it is 
impossible for him to make suggestions 
pending the receipt of a mailed copy of 
the bill, as he has admitted in the House
of Commons that he did not comprehend 
its provisional.

London, June 17.—The House of Com­
mons is becoming daily more divided over 
the Transvaal question. Yesterday the 
feeling ran.high during the question time, 
when the usual demand for information 
about troops and special officers going 
out to the Cape was made by Labouchere 
and Dillon. At last Arnold Foster asked 
whether the Under-Secretary of War in­
tended answering all these questions re­
garding the movements of the troops, 
which were evidently put in the interest 
of the Queen’s enemies. The Govern­
ment cheers caused a tremendous uproar 
among the Irish members, and cries of

Who are these enemies?” ft was some 
time before ordef was restored, and then 
the question remained unanswered.

Although the attitude of Labouchere 
and Dillon is hardly patriotic, the Gov­
ernment policy is obviously to make the 
movement of troops as public as possible, 
since the only hope of averting war de­
pends on convincing the Boer’s of the 
Government's serious intentions.

Mr. Chamberlain stated that the esti­
mate of the Uitlanders in the Transvaal 
today is 200,000. Of these, judging from 
the proportion in 1894, 159,000 are Brit­
ish subjects. In the gold fields English 
is theoretically allowed as a medium in 
instructing the children of Uitlanders, 
but more Dutch is being used daily, until 
practical Dutch is becoming the only me­
dium The Uitlanders were forced to 
subscribe $100,000 to get an English edu­
cation in the schools for children. Small 
changes have been made in the Customs 
tariff but the high taxes on food and 
other necessaries are virtually unaltered- 
The full despatches from the Bloemfon­
tein conference will be published imme­
diately.

A Fearful Night.
Machias, July 11.—The crew of the 

schooner Ida L. Hull, which was wreck­
ed Sunday night at Camp Island, came 
up from Roque Bluff today and left for 
Boston this afternoon. Their account 
of the 24 hours spent in an open boat 
in a dense fog and a terrific sen, show­
ed that their escape from death was al­
most miraculous.

Captain Gabrielson stated that he left 
Boston on Saturday, bound for Wind­
sor, N. S., for a load of plaster rock. 
The vessel had a good passage until 
reaching Mt. Dessert Rock, when a 
thick fog set in, and he decided not to
make the Bay ot Fundy that night. He 
ran up nearer the coast and, in doing 
so, mistook the fog whistle on Libby Is­
land for that on Seal Island, and before 
he realized it the schooner was in the 
breakers on Camp Island, one of a group 
of islands known as The Brothers, at 
the entrance to Machias bay. A heavy 
sea was running at the time from the 
southeast, and he decided to abandon 
the vessel, which he did at half-past five 
Sunday afternoon. The nine men spent 
a fearful night in the darkness, which 
was made blacker by the fog, for they 
did not know where they were and had 
every reason to believe that the little 
boat would be dashed to pieces on the 
rocks. The fog continued until yester­
day afternoon, when it lifted and land 
was sighted. The rowed hastily into the
bay before the fog shut in, and succeed­
ed in reaching Roque Bluff.

Washington, July 10.—Mr. Herbert 
H. D. Pierce, ' first secretary of the U. 
S. embassy to Russia, has been in 
Washington several days, on leave of ab­
sence from his post. Speaking to a re­
porter "of the Associated' Press of the 
trans-Siberian railway Mr. Pierce said: 
—The people outside of Russia hardly 
realize how nearly completed the trans- 
Siberian Railway is. I was told recent, 
ly by Prince HUkoff, minister of ways 
of communication, who has charge of 
this great work, -that he expected to 
make » trip round the world in forty 
daya during the coming Paris exposition, 
going by way of the trans-Siberian route. 
“The original purpose of Russia was to 
make the route one for military and 
strAtgetic purposes, linking the capital 
and other large centres with the naval 
rendezvous at Vladivostook.. But now 
commerce and travel over the road has 
quite overshadowed the strategic pur­
pose and Russia finds that she has open­
ed a highway which is to be one of the 
great channels of the world’s traffic.

Mr. Pierce was asked concerning the
recent reports of widespread famine in 
Russia and the appeal issued in London 
for relief. “There really is no cause for 
alarm,” said he, “I am familiar with 
this appeal for relief and while not w ish­
ing to queston any charitable or phil­
anthropic movement, I think it is only 
just to Rfissia that it should be known 
that the distress is confined to rather 
small and remote regions and that 
Russia herself has coped « ith the situation 
thoroughly and successfully.”

In the rear of this room 
billiard and pool tables were placed. A 
barber shop was also introduced under 
the sitting room. But these additions 
and changes are insignificant indeed 
when compared with the recent exten- 
tion and improvements made. Some 
months since the proprietors of the Roy­
al purchased the Anning building, which 
is situated between the old Royal and 
Germain street. A story was added 
which brought the addition up to the 
same height as the main building, six 
stories, The corner building has been 
finished on the outside like the old one, 
and the two combined make a large and 
imposing structure. All of the new build­
ing is utilized by Messrs. Raymond 
& Doherty except two stores on the 
ground floor which are occupied by the 
C. P. R. and S. McDarmid druggist. 
The extention of the premises has en­
abled the management of the hotel to en­
large their dining hall, which is now the 
largest room of the " kind in the pro­
vinces. It is 54x45 feet, and will seat 
comfortably 150 people. The room has 
been beautifully painted. The walls and 
ceiling are done in robin’s egg blue with 
very attractive decorations. It is well 
lighted, and one who does nob feel at 
home in it with its well arranged tables 
and unexcelled menu is indeed a difficult 
one to satisfy. A clock has been placed 
in the room which is run by electricity.
It is claimed that this timepiece will not 
require any attention for a year at least. 
The gentlemen’s parlor is on the same 
floor as the dining hall, and is a home­
like apartment.

The electric elevator, of course, takes 
guests to and from all the floors in the 
house. It can be entered front the hall­
ways in the addition as easily as in the 
old house. •

The ladies’ parlor is in the new portion 
and occupies a large space at the corner 
of King and Germain streets. From its 
immense plate glass windows an excellent
view is had. The walls of the parlor are 
finished in green with decorations of a 
very elaborate character. The wood 
work is done in white and gold. On the 
eastern side of the room there is a white 
enamelled mantel, the lanrest mantel to 
be found in St. John. It is an immense
tEing and of a handsome design. Citi­
zens and visitors who have seen it declare 
that it is the grandest one they have ever 
seen. Mirrors and painting by artists of 
note occupy positions on the wall. The 
furniture is sumptuously upholstered. A 
new Hallett & Davis piano has been put 
in. There are several sleeping apart­
ments on this floor and a ladies telephone 
room. The remainder of the new build­
ing is given up to sleeping rooms, of 
which there are 24 in afi. They are 
large, well lighted and finished in mag­
nificent style. The carpets are Brussels, 
Axminister and Wilton of a very pretty 
design. Every room is provided with 
hot and cold water. Fourteen of the 
rooms have bath rooms attached. The 
furniture is of mahogany, with brass bed­
steads imported expressly for the hotel 
by Messrs. Macaulay Bros. & Co. The 
rooms are so arranged that they can be 
used Jin suits, in which ^event the 
largest rooms can be converted into par­
lors. In addition to the bath rooms con­
nected with the sleeping appartments 
there are also baths and closets for the 
use of guests generally.

The ladies’ entrance is on Germain 
street. The large circular fanlight over 
the door and the lights on either side of 
it are of art glass made by the Lyons 
Glass C<*, of Toronto. The stairs are of 
white marble, and the landing of Mosaic 
tiles. The walls are finished in crazy 
white wood panelling to a height of ten 
feet, and above that they are elegantly 
painted in terra 'cotta, with appropriate 
bordering. The ceiling, which is steel, 
is prettily decorated, green and gold be­
ing the prominent colors. The elevator 
cai be taken within a few feet of the 
head of the stairs.

The Royal is heated throughout by hot
water and lighted by electric lights and 
gas. It now contains 115 sleeping rooms, 
and is fitted with everything calculated
to make a stay in the house pleasant.

Every precaution has been taken for 
protection against fire. A large pipe

On the front of the house are the 
words “RoyaifHotel,” in immense block 
letters. ThtVother letters are 30 inches 
long aîNNHmi four and a half to five feet 
in width, and the H seven and a half feet 
in length and eight feet in width. The 
sign was made by A. J. Charlton, and 
has been admired by all who have seen 
it.

Those who have had to do with the re­
cent extention to the house have done
their work in a manner which reflects 
credit on themselves and their employes. 
G. E. Fairweather was the architect, and 
E, Bates, the carpenter, the contractor 
for the improvements on the building. 
John Flood did the mason work, G. &. 
E. Blake the plumbing, J. E. Wilson the 
copper work, and A. Hunter put in the 
electric bells. The furniture was made 
by the Lordly Manufacturing Company, 
and Messrs. Manchester, Robinson & 
Allison and A. 0. Skinner supplied the 
carpets. The painting was done by Geo. 
E. Partelow and Hugh Beck.

Messrs. Raymond & Doherty are de> 
serving of a liberal share of patronage at 
the hands of the travelling public. With 
the house no fault can be found, and as 
for the proprietors themselves, those who- 
know them best know that they are ai 
ways ready to do anything that will add 
to the e"i'-vr\pnt. of their guests.—Sun.

A Big Fire in Quebec.

Quebec, July 18.—Quebec has again 
been visited by a disastrous fire, destroy­
ing over sixty houses. About three 
o’clock this forenoon fire broke out in the 
first storey of a house occupied by the 
family of a_ mao named Nadeau, corner 
Richardson street and the Boulevard 
Langelier. The upper part was occupied 
by the proprietor, a man oained Barbeau. 
Before the firemen got to work the fire 
had made considerable progress. The 
woodwork in the vicinity was very dry, 
igniting like tinder. Next to the build­
ing where the fire originated was a shop 
full of inflammable material, varnish, oils, 
etc., belonging to Barbeau. Unfortun­
ately there was a break in the water main 
and the supply of water by the old 
pipes was very poor. A strong north­
east wind was blowing and the fire spread 
rapidly notwithstanding the firemen’s ef­
forts. A detachment of the Royal Cana­
dian artillery was called from the citadel 
and set to work pulling down two houses 
m order to stop the progress of the . fire. 
At five o’clock twenty houses had been 
destroyed and the fire was still raging 
fiercely, threatening to spread to thetlarge 
congregational church (Roman Catholic) 
at the corner of St. Joseph and Caron 
streets. Shortly after eight o’clock, when 
under control, the fire covered three 
block, of sixty houses, in the area from 
Richardson street and the Boulevard 
Langelier to St. Francis street, destroy­
ing houses on King street and both sides 
of the street between St. Anselme and 
boulevard Langelier. The loss approxi­
mately is «125,000, insurance about $50,- 
000.

Dreyfus' Degradation.

I was in Paris in 1895 and was one of 
the multitude on the Camp de Mars who 
witnessed the public degradation of Capt. 
Dreyfus.

I shall never forget the scene. No one 
who did not see it can form any concep­
tion of the intense excitement of it all. 
The Dreyfus court martial had shaken all 
France to its very centre and this was 
its culmination.

Teeming thousands packed themselves 
around the outskirts of the great field 
and waited impatiently for the prisoner. 
There was some delay, and the ciowd 
kept getting more impatient every min­
ute.

At last the measured tread of soldiers 
were heard keeping time to a solemn 
dirge and Dreyfus was led out into an 
open space. The mob grew furious at 
sight of him. Only restraint of the sol­
diers kept them from killing him then 
and there.

I craned my neck for a better view of 
him. I knew him from the thousands of 
photographs scattered all over Paris. I 
expected to see him hesitate and halt, 
but I was mistaken in my man.

I had never seen him before, and 
whether he bore himself on all occasions 
as a soldier I know not. I only know 
that at this supreme moment he was every 
inch the soldier, and there was something 
about the man, an indeecrible something, 
that said over and over again, “He is in­
nocent.”

And this was confirmed when the supe­
rior officer gave order to divest him of 
his iank as officer and soldier. Bike a 
flash Dreyfus’ hand flew to his cap in 
military sahite, which in recognition only 
received a sneer. As his stripes wer* 
torn from him and his sword broken and 
trampled under feet, the victim stood 
erect, with flashing eyes and not a tremor 
or quiver in his strong face.

Not a word came from his lips, except
the clear, proud ring of “Vive Larmiet
Vive la Française?”

After his degradation the condemned 
qian walked from the field to the prison 
van that stood in waiting. As he did so 
an excited Frenchman broke between the 
lines of guards and before he could be
stopped, lifted his hand and struck the 
prisoner a hard slap in the face. Drey­
fus only flashed his eyes upon the man 
and stiffened himself the more. He said 
nothing. Since then the world knows 
what Dreyfus must have suffered.

But his liberation is at hand. Those 
of his accusers who have not fled or killed
themselves are demoralized and a new

1 trial means a speedy acquital.—Clyde W. 
Shropshire.

ST. JOHN LETTER.

A good deal of feeling has been created 
in Rt. John of late on the subject of Sab­
bath deeecration. The tobacconists, 
most of whom are Jews, keep their places 
open for business on Sunday and a strong 
but ineffectual effort has been made to re­
strain them from doing so, while some of 
the druggists decline to sell anything but 
drugs on that day. It is difficult to un­
derstand why the tobacco stores should 
be kept open seven days in the week 
while the grocery stores and butcher shops 
are open only sir; it. certainly can be no 
greater hardship for a man to be compel­
led to lay in his Sunday supply of tobac­
co and cigare on Saturday than the pota 
to and beef that are required for his 
Sunday dinner. Judge Churchill of Bos. 
ton recently made a very equitable de­
cision in a case of this kind. He said 
that when a person could not do business 
on Saturday on account of his religion, 
he could'carry on his business on Sunday 
provided he did not disturb his neigh­
bors by doing so. Our - Jews, 
however, do not appear to have any re 
ligious scruples whatever for they do 
business on both Saturday and Sunday, 
and therefore Judge Churchill would 
close their places of business on the latter 
day.

SAD ACCIDENT.

Drowning Accident on the Creek 
Sunday Afternoon.

The visit to Gagetown of the Royal 
Kennebeccasis Yacht Club was brought 
to a sad termination on Sunday afternoon 
by the drowning of Robert Ferguson, of 
St. John, in the Gagetown Creek.

Mr. Ferguson came up here- on the 
Stmr. Victoria and waa out visiting the 
yacht Windward of which he was part 
owner and while returning met with the 
fatal accident. The following is the ac­
count of the accident as published in the 
St. John Sun of Monday:

Mr. Ferguson who was one of the most 
popular young men of the city, aud head 
bookkeejier in the establishment of Em­
erson & Fisher, left yesterday morning 
on the Victoria for Gagetown, where he 
intended to join the yacht Windward 
of which he was part owner, and with his 
friends aboard her to finish the annual 
cruise. Arriving at Gagetown about one 
o'clock he with others boarded the Wind­
ward.

The remainder of the afternoon until 
the hour for service in connection with 
the annual sermon preached before the 
Yacht Club, was spent in practicing the 
hymns which were to be sung on that 
occasion.

About three o’clock the ladies of the 
yacht were taken ashore. They were 
followed by two boats, the first having on 
board Leslie White, W. W. White, the 
Windward’s steward, and George Hamm. 
The second contained Robert Ferguson, 
who was rowing. Thoe. Hay, Frank Wat­
son, John McFarlane and George Boyd. 
The boat was one of the light cedar skiffs 
which are used by the yachts as tenders.

Rowing to the shore, the boat contain­
ing these five ran cloee to the yacht Kath­
leen, which was lying in the stream. As 
the row boat passed the bow of the yacht, 
the occupants of the fotmer reached out 
and pushed themselves off. The boat 
thus shoved from the larger craft ran for­
cibly against her anchor ropes and was 
upset, and its five occupants were thrown 
into the water. Of the five Mr. Ferguson 
was the only swimmer.

The boat in which were seated Leslie 
White and the others turned and rowed 
to the spot. Four of the men were seen. 
Of these Messrs. Hay and Watson clurig 
to the anchor line of the Kathleen and 
were taken aboard, while Mr. McFarlane 
was pulled into Mr. White's boat and 
Mr. Boyd was supported until a boat, 
from the Vulcan reached the spot, and 
he was taken aboard. Mr. McFarlane 
was badly exhausted, but the others had 
received only a slight shock and a duck­
ing, -which in the case of Messrs. Hay 
and Watson was very slight, their head 
having never gone under water.

But during this time constant watch 
was kept for Mr. Ferguson’s reappear­
ance, which, his powers of swimming be­
ing known, was confidently expected. 
VV. W. White, William Harton and an­
other gentleman from the city dove and 
began a search under water for the mis­
sing man. The stream at this place is 
about thirty feet deep and has an exceed­
ingly muddy bottom, a fact which placed 
the divers at a great disadvantage, but 
they pluckily continued their efforts until 
exhausted.

The news of the accident quickly spread 
and reached the crowd gathered to hear 
the sermon just as they were singing the 
second hymn, Rock ot Ages. Nearly 
everyone hurried to the shore, and Mr. 
Parker quickly closed the service.

Messengers were sent in different dir­
ections for grappling instruments. A set 
were sent from the Sunol, two sets 
were quickly manufactured aboard the 
Victoria and two at a neighboring black­
smith shop. Armed with these the

searchers dragged the bottom of the river 
in the vicinity of the accident. For neat­
ly half an hour their work jras without 
result, but at four o’clock, V "
warning whistle of the Victoria was 
heard, Henry McIntyre caught the body 
with his grappling iron and brought it 
partly to the surface. But the hooks 
lost the» hold, and the body sank back 
to the bottom. It was only for an instant. 
The location was now obtained, and 
Howard Holder caught the body with his 
irons and brought it safely up.

Permission was obtained to keep the 
Victoria waiting for a few minutes, and 
search was made for'» coroner. No one 
was. to be found, but a prominent resi­
dent of the place shouldered the respon­
sibility of allowing the body to be taken 
to St. John.

It was a sad party on board the excur­
sion steamer, and it was a sad ending of 
th# happy yachting cruise. As the Vic­
toria steamed down the river the flags on 
all the yachts were floated at half-mast 
and the sound of music and singing, 
which had before the accident been borne 
across the unrippled surface of the river, 
was now hushed and still. On board the 
steamer the one attempt of a party to 
lighten the gloom by music waa s dismal 
failure.

At the Indiantown wharf the people 
began to gather shortly before seven 
o’clock to hear the sad details. For 
about an hour they . waited, and many 
were the surmises and stories told. At 
about 8 o’clock the Victoria reached her 
berth, and after her passengers had been 
discharged. Coroner Berryman, who was 
in attendance, went on board and viewed 
the remains.

There were no braises found on the 
body which would of themselves account 
for the fatal consequences of theaooident. 
The left eye was badly cut and the lid 
nearly torn off by one of the hooks of 
the grappling irons. It was evident that 
the body had first been caught there but 
hiyd broken away and slipped to the
water.

Coroner Berryman, after viewing the 
tho body, gave permission to have it 
taken to the undertakers, where it will 
be prepared for burial.

There ate ef course many surmises 
as to the reason why Mr. Fergusop never 
rose from the water until his body was 
brought to the surface by the grapplers. 
The fart that he was a magnificent swim­
mer makes the fact appear more strange. 
It is generally held that he came up, but 
in doing so struck his head either against 
the upturned rowboat or against the keel 
of the Kathleen with sufficient force to 
render him helplees and an easy victim 
to the water. , ,

Acting on the supposition that he 
might have been entangled in the row-: 
boat' the first act of one of the divers* 
was to upturn it. It was evident to all 
that such could not have been the case*.

Mr. Ferguson was the son of the late 
John Ferguson, carpenter, of Wri"ht 
street, who died last year, and he leaves 
a mother and one sister, Mrs. Chas. 
Drury. . He was about thirty-one years 
of age, and had been for some time in the
employ of Emerson & Fisher, by whom 
he was held in the highest esteem. He 
was a member of the B. and A. club, the 
Rod and Gun club, and of Union Lodge, 
Nix 2, Knights of Pythias. He was 
well known throughout the city and 
liked by all.

The Reason He Changed Situa­
tions.

“Did you hear the reason why I left 
my old employers,” said a drummer the 
other day to a few friends.

Unfortunate Gold Seekers.

Seattle, Wash., July 22.—From a 
steamer just arrived here from Alaska it 
is learned that a passenger is on his way 
from Kotzebue bound to Washington in 
behalf of one thousand miners said to be 
stranded in the Kotzebue district. He 
will ask the government to send revenue 
cutters "to Kotzebue Sound and is provid­
ed with proof that unless the government 
help is given many lives will be loet. 
Twelve hundred people went into the 
Kotzebue country well outfitted for the 
search of gold. Two hundred succeeded 
in getting over the enow last winter 
Many died en route. There aie no* 
1,000 people on the shore of the Sound, 
waiting for a chance to come home. No 
merchant vessels will run to that district 
Inis year, and the whalers which call in 
there for fresh water will not take passen­
gers. If the miners had the means of 
getting home it is doubtful if thev could 
buy. their passage. Many of them have 
been sick with scurvy and are going to 
float down the several streams running 
into the Sound with the intention of 
waiting for government help.

San Francisco, July 13.—Advices re­
ceived by the transport Newport from 
Manila, (dated June 11, are as follows: 
The volunteers are greatly debilitated in 
consequence of their hard campaigning 
through three months of tropical weather. 
Since the middle of May no volunteer re­
giment has a sick list of less than twenty 
per cent. Most of them at present have 
twenty-five per cent ill, and few of the 
regiments have* less than one third of 
their number off duty. The Nebraska 
regiment has suffered the worst. It came 
in from San Fernando a few days ago with 
less than two hundred men. The South 
Dakota followed yesterday with 275 men 
on duty. The Montana and Kansas re­
giments at San Fernandino have not 
more than 260 available men each. The 
morning after the Washington troops 
took Morong a week ago only 363 men 
responded to roll call The Washing­
ton men have been engaged since March 
12 in preventing the insurgents armies of 
the north and south from forming a junc­
tion on Laguna Bay a id they engaged at 
the same time with the enemy in opposite 
directions. Twenty-four of the Nebraska 
officers are on the sick list and the Mon­
tana, Washington and the South Dakota 
regiments show 20 or more officers in the 
hospitals or sick in their quarters. These 
regiments have borne the brunt of the 
fighting. Their losses in killed and 
wounded ranged from 136 in the Monta­
na regiment to 360 in the Nebraska re­
giment. The loss in tho Kansas regi­
ment is second to that of the Nebraska, 
while the Washington and South Dakota 
regiments follow closely with losses of 
about two hundred. The Oregon regi­
ment suffered severely. Of the regulars, 
the third artillery is the heaviest loosers, 
its killed and wounded numbering 532.

Cook's Penetrating Plasters.
Fatal Fire.

New York, July II.—Twenty-six per­
sons, some of whom will die, were injur­
ed in a fire in a tenement house on Mon­
roe street with 125 occupants at 3 o’clock 
this morning. The fire started on the 
fourth floor and when the Bremen reached 
the floors above they found the occupants 
lying about unconscious and burned. 
Harris Busch, his wife and five children, 
aged three to seventeen, were taken out 
burned and asphyxiated.

Rosie Silver, six years old, one of the 
victims of the fire, died this afternoon.

The breeding of fine horses, which has 
been largely neglected for a number of 
years, is receiving a wonderful impetus 
this season. Farmers have commenced 
to realize that the world of commerce 
cannot be moved without good horses, 
and the increasing domestic consumption
and foreign demand must advance the
price of horses suitable for the markets. 
Many communities are commencing to 
take active interest in the subject, and 
in many local organizations arejformed for
the purpose of purchasing .prime breed- 
ding animals. This is a movement in 
the right direction, as the day for a 
scrub stock is past.

Give the Boy a Chance.

The farmer should certainly have bet­
ter judgment than the inexperienced boy 
of the budding mustache. Which should 
then order affairs on the farm? This is 
not so easily answered as might appear 
on the surface. Considering simply as‘a 
money making enterprise, an experienced 
brain at the helm is certainly a proper 
thing. What should we think of the 
pilot who turns over the helm to an in-
experienced boy? Or to a lawyer who 
gives our case no personal attention and 
lets his inexperienced bo£ plan for our
defence. We hire an expert to fix up 
our machinery, and he sends someone 
who is not posted in the matter. We 
kick. So when there is a difference of 
opinion between the farmer and his boy, 
the farmer naturally insists upon his own 
plans, for he has tested them, has longer 
experience and must suffer if things turn 
wrong, for there are bills to be met and 
taking ill-advised risks is wrong and 
adopting plans which his judgement dis­
approves looks foolish to him.

For all that we hold that the boy 
shoulcfhave his own way part of the tiuiç. 
Raising boys is one pant of it. Producing 
beef and bread and butter is farm work,
but the " reason of producing beef Ind 
bread and butter is to produce brain and
brawn from it. Tbe boy is of more con­
sequence than all the other stock. As a 
colt needs training, so does the boy. 
Tying a colt behind a wagon is a poor 
way to train him. Tying the boy behind 
the wheels in bis father’s head is a poor 
way to train the boy. Both boy and colt 
need to understand that there are prop­
er things to observe and improper things 
to get clear of, but neither can be educa­
ted without giving him the use of his own 
head. The boy’s judgment needs exer­
cising in order to develop it. Let him do 
some things as he thinks best, even if 
you feel positive you know a better way.
The boy trill learn in this way, and better 
than you can teach him by holding him 
in your well- worn rut. And then again'
the boy may beat you and improve upon 
your own methods. Such things are not 
infrequent. Divide responsibility and 
honors with the boy. This is fair and it 
is part of wisdom.—E. B. Bennett in 
Hoard’s Dairyman.

The Turnip Fly.

Butter Making.

The keynote of success in dairy butter 
making is cleanliness. Cleanliness not 
only in the utensils which come in con­
tact with the milk, cream and butter, 
but cleanliness in the water that the cow 
drinks, the food that she eats aud the 
stable in which she is kept, cleanliness 
all along the line from the start to the 
time the butter leaves the dairy, includ­
ing the place where the butter salt is
kept and the place where the butter is 
held awaiting marketing. Cows, milk, 
cream, butter, water and butter salt are 
all susceptible to bad odors, and if any 
one of them comes in contact with of­
fensive odors the result will be seen in 
the finished butter.

The Mark Lane Express speaks as fol­
lows from an English standpoint upon 
this question:

Some advise the use of forcing man­
ures, such as nitrate of soda and soot,
but it is doubtful whethEr these have any 
effect at the time when wanted, unless 
applied along with the seed. The chief 
objection to applying nitrate in that way 
is the great danger that it may be wash­
ed out of the soil before the turnips come 
up, hut much regard need not be had to 
this consideration, for the application 
should be very limited quantity, and if 
much rain falls and continues long, the 
turnips will come up, even though the
nitrate vanishes. Soot is an admirable 
turnip manure, and it is said that it heljw 
to deter the tiy, even if sown with the 
seed. If any topdressing is applied to
force growth, soot is, perhaps, the best
that can be used, but it should be ap­
plied in the early morning before the 
dew is off. A very good dressing' is 
that known as “Hobb’s Mixture," con­
sisting of one bushel fresh gas-lime, one 
bushel fresh ordinary lime, six pounds 
sulphur, and ten pounds soot, well mixed 
together and reduced to powder. This 
should he applied in the early morning 
while the dew is on the young plants, 
and it may be broadcasted or sprinkled 
down the drills. The quantity named 
will do two acres. A dressing of soot, as 
already stated, is also very useful, but 
probably it will ultimately be found that 
the best remedy is a light spraying with 
paratine by pneumatic action, by means 
of the Strawsoniser or some similar 
machine. At the present time use might 
be made of the machinery employed in
the charlock spraying experiments, and 
probably with at least equally good re­
sults.

Parsnips for Cows

There is no better root for cows than 
parsnip. It has the advantage that part 
of the crop may. if need be, be wintered 
in the ground where it has grown. The 
parsnip,’ unlike the beet, makes a rich 
milk. It is equal to the carrot in this re­
spect and undoubtedly, like that root, 
helps to color winter made butter. Pars­
nips are a favorite winter feed of Jersey 
and Guernsey farmers, who by its use 
have been able to breed cows whose high 
butter color has become hereditary in 
these breeds. No doubt the | parsnip 
feeding is in part responsible for the 
color of Jersey butter.

COOK’S ANODYNE UNIMENT.

Dairy Notes.

Increased attention must now be given 
to the aeration and cooling of the milk 
intended for the cheese factory and 
creamery. Dog days will soon be here 
and with them must come especial care 
in the dairy department. Keep every­
thing scrupulously clean and don't be 
afraid to spend a few minutes in airing 
and cooling the milk.

Now that the pools in the pasture are
filled with rain water you will have to be
careful in a few days that it does not get 
stagnant and unfit for the cows. The 
only thing to do is to either tence off
those pools or give the cows all the good 
water you can get them to drink before 
you turn them out. These stagnant pools 
will positively ruin milk for cheese mak­
ing.

A private’ letter from Boston says: 
This has been an exceptionally raneless 
season in New England, hardly has there 
been a shower of beneficial duration aince 
the advent of April, and lawns and grass 
plots are turning brown; flowers, robbed 
of their wonted fragrance, drooping and 
withered on the stalk by the parching 
drought. Farmers all over the country 
are complaining of the baneful effect Ôn 
the crops, and the prayers and faith of 
the olden time prophet are much needed. 
With the temperature hovering about the 
nineties, it is no wonder that hundreds 
are daily turning their backs on the stifl­
ing, stagnait air of Boston and betaking 
themselves to seaside cottages and shady 
woods. The exodus to Europe continues 
unabated and the steadship service to the 
provinces, is taxed beyond the ordinary. 
—Montreal Exporter.

A Great Queen.

Mrs. Mary Wright Sewall, the Ameri­
can lady president of the International 
Woman’s Association, who was with the 
Queeivit Windsor Castle last week, said:

’The Queen looked 10 years younger 
than when I saw her 10 years ago. Every 
line in her face displayed serenity, sweet­
ness and pleasure. She looked us each 
full in the eyes with a quick, keen glance. 
Her voice is melodious, and there is a 
total absence o&certain lines of the mouth 
shown in most photographs of her, indi­
cating disdain. The whole bearing of her 
majesty was a symbol that she, who has 
governed the mightiest of empires for 63 
years, has finally recognized intuitively 
that she crowns her work in recognizing 
the claims of her sex to equal rights with 
man. With what won.only pride we 
joined in the anthem *God Save the 
Queen.” The impression we all carried 
away of the greatest woman of the cen­
tury was of strong intellect governing fine 
and womanly sentiment.”

Pineapple Juice —Grate ripe pine­
apples and press out the juice; measure 
and to each pint allow half a pound of 
sugar. - Heat the juice; add sugar, boil a 
moment, bottle, seal and keep in a dark 
place.

Almond Icing.—Cover a fruit cake
with almond paste, then cover over with 
royal icing, made by stirring into the un­
beaten whites of eggs confectioner’s sugar,
using about half a pound to each white. 
Beat very hard.

Silver Drip Syrup.—The best and 
cheapest syrup for cakes is made at home. 
To make A gallon of syrup take tive 
pounds of sugar, add one quart of hot 
water. Set on the back of the stove and 
melt slowly. When thoroughly melted, 
pull the kettle forward where it will boil.
After the syrup has boiled ten minutes 
rapidly, remove it from the fire, and 
when cool pur in a demijohn for use. A 
proportion of maple syrup may be added 
if desired.

COOK’S SURE COUGH CURE.
Great Copper Discovery.

Toronto, July 10.—The World this 
morning announces that copper of almost 
incredible richness has been found with­
in two miles of Parry Sound and within
a mile of the Ottawa and Parry Sound 
Railway. The deposit has been known 
for years, but its extent and richness 
were only recently discovered by the
American Mining Expert Forbes. He 
formed a company of St. Paul capital­
ists and from six carloads of ore they 
have cleared $7,000. Another company 
of Americans and Canadians has been 
formed which has purchased all the 
claims not held by the first. It is pre­
dicted the operations of these two com­
panies will prove as rich as the great 
Anaconda itself.
