General Alvarez, the Anti-Government
Head was Capwured "When
Blanquet was. Killed—Exe-

_cution was Delayed

Vera Cruz, ‘April 23. — QGeneral
Francisco Alvarez of ttlxe anti govern-
ment forces was executed shortly be-
fore midnight Monday night. He met
death at the hands of a firifig squad
with the utmost bravery.

General Francisco Alvarez of the
anti government forces, was sentenc-
ed to death by a court martial here
on Monday. Alvarez was captured
here last Tuesday in the battle in
which  General - Aurelano Blanquet,
minister of war iin the Huerta cabin-
et, was killed.

Many thousands of persoms sur-

cution. took ‘place.

Alvarez had been' sentenced to die
at an earlier hour, but on orders
received from the supreme court, the
execution was held up. The war de-
partment, however, ordered compli-
ance with the sentence of the court-
martial and the prisoner was brought
out to face his executioners.

Two hours before the execution,
the correspondent of The Associated
Press visited Alvarez lin his cell. He
was absolutely calm gnd evinced no
fear and declared he wds prepared to
die.

“I congider the sentence of the
military court illegal,” said Alvarez
“a8 T ceased to be g soldier when the
federal army disbanded and I left
the country. If I am shot it will be
illegal. If I were still,a soldier, the
court’s . sentence - would _have been
just.

“My wife and children are in New
Orleans and perhaps at this hour do
not know of my impending fate. My
mother lives in Queretaro. I am ready
to die without fear, because I know
mahn is born eventuglly to die. I am
47 years old. My friends hgve visited
me in prison and their kind words
have helped me to face death brave-
ly. None of my old companions of the
federal army, however have come to
see me’

Dutch Socialist Leader Tells Congress
of Social Labor Party That the
Entente’s Enemies are
Being ' Annihilated.

Arnheim, Holland, April 23.— The
league of nations is a caricature, and
the Entente’s enemies are simply be-
ing ecaonomically -annihilgted,” said
Pieter J. Troelstra, the Dutch Social-
ist leader,' in addressing the con-
gress of the Socialist Labor party
here today.

“A vigorous protest must be made
against the trickery of the Entente
powers,” he
powers,’ he continued, “their peace
of violence is worse than if Germany
had won'the war. A strong movement
must be started against them if peace
is to b¢ made on a socialistic basis.

The speaker agbsolutely rejected the
idea of Bolshevism in Helland, say-
ing that if a revolution visited the
Netherlands, it must come without
the soldiers and horkmen’s council.

Good Combs the Beekeeper's Asset.

An -asset to the extracted honey
producer is combs, good combs and
plenty of combs. 'Ii is’ sometimes a
problem to obtain and maintain a
sufficient stock, especially if the-
apiary is being enlarged. Moreover,
there are several important problems
associated. Fundimentally, good
combs are obtainable only when "uilt
on full sheets of wire foundation.
Such combs will endure; naturally
built combs will not stand the wear
and tear of repeated honey extrac-
tion. Beside being weak and likely
to break out of the frames, natural-
ly o drawn combs usually contain
drone cells to some extent, if not in
excess. The presence of drone cells
in combs, used eitner in the brood
chamber or in extracting supers, is
a source of continued disadvantasge.
Drone cells in* combs are  always
costly. They may cost swarms; they

stincts '(been’are-adverse to the stors
ing of honey i{n dione cells, until
there is no other space available)

their-presence induces the queen to
leave ‘the brood ‘¢hamber. ‘It is a
maxim te have only combs of all
worker cells reinforced with wire; to
this end, full sheets of toundauon
are essential and economieal.

The best. combs -are always pro-
duced durmg a honey flow, yes, when
there is a surplus coming in; good
combs may be produced in the earher
part of the season, just prior 'to the
cropping season; yet, regardless of
season, the best of.combs are obtain-
able enly on strong colonies.

Conversely, weak colonies, without
the stimulation of the honey -flow,
fail to draw out the toundation even-
ly and fully: holes may even be
gnawed in the foundations, which
holes, when built in, will probably
be filled with drone cells. . With care,
frames . of full foundation, to. be
drawn out, may be supplied alter-
nately with combs ‘of brood or honey
Moreover, the téndency is for bees
to bulge the old combs, and to corre-
spond, only partially dfaw out the
foundation of the new comb, perhaps
leaving the corners open. The best
results are - usua! when several
frames Wwith foundation are groaped
in one side of the hive, or a full
super given. In order to induce the
attaching of the comb to the boftom
bar, new combs may be drawn out
in the super, over a powerfui colcny
and during a honey flow.

Having acquired new combs, good
care should be taken of them It
they are intended forextracted honey
production, they, should. be ‘kept
apart from the brood nest, not allow-
ing brood to be reared in them,
Combs darkened with brood reavinz
are not considered as wholesomt tor
honey production as are virgin (new)
combs. Furthermore it is considered
on good evidence-that dark combs
will darken and hence deteriorate
the light grades of honey. One gen-
eration of brood'in a comb may not
injure it fer light honey cropping: it
is thought by some to toughen and
strengthen the comb, yet the more
particular producers are equlpplnv
with virgin combs for the supers
These choice extracting combs are a
valuable asset. Preserved from year
to year, they should endure. Although
bee labor has not advanced in price,
all bee supplies are increasingly cost-
1y, hence good combs are to-day a
greater asset than ever.—Dr. Burion

Three Essentials in Cooling Ex=
| -plained.

Make That Spring on Your Farm a
Profit Question — It Should Be
Enlarged, Cleaned Out Well and

‘ Cribbed In an Efficient Way.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

ACTERIA in larger or smaller
numbers are always present
in freshly drawn milk. At
temperatures between 80
deg. F. and 98 deg. F. (blood heat)
they grow and multiply rapidly,
causing the milk to become quickly
spoiled. As the temperature falls

below 60 deg. 9., the bacteria becqme
less active, the changes caused by
them are less' marked, so the milk
keeps sweet and in good condition
for a longer time.
Growth of badteria in milk in 24
hours (136,000 per c.c. when freshly
wn):
g o Bacteria Per C.C,

The above table shows how low
temperatures check bacterial multi-
plication in milk. This is the scien~
tific fact upon which the practice of
milk cooling is founded.

In practioe a dairyman should bear
ifn mind three things in connection
with the cooling of milk. First—
cool milk with as little delay as pos-
gsible after it ¢omes from the cow.
Second~——cool milk to as low a tem-
perature as possible, gay somewhere
between 40-deg. F. and 50‘ deg. F.
Third—ecool milk with as little con-
tamination as possihle from outside
sources, such as dust, dirty utensils,
water splashings, ete. If these three
points were regulariy attended to by
all dairies a marked improvement in
the general quality of our milk sup-

Temp. held.

The quickest way to cook milk is
to run it over some form of ‘tubular
or surface cooler, pail by pail, im-
mediately it is drawn from the cow.

cooled to within two or three degrees
of the temperature of the water used.
The objections to this method are
the extra work involved in washing
the cooler twice a day, the difficulty
of keeping it properly clean, and the
danger of contaminating the milk
with dust, barn odours, etc., unless
the cooler is used in a clean and

The other alternative s to place
the cans of milk in a tank of running
cold water at the earliest opportunity,
or in an insulated tank of water into
which some chopped-up ice is thrown.
If the milk is stirred once every len
minutes during the first hour, cool-
ing will take place more rapidly than
where milk is left unstirred. If cold
running water is: not .available. all
sumper, enough ice should be-put
up during the winter to ensure the
milk being brought to a sufficiently
low temperature during the warmer

Making the Farm Spring More
Serviceable.

Fortunately a great many farmers - & - °

of Canada can boast of a good spring
of water on ‘their farms. ‘In some
cases it is the only reliable and pe-
rennial source of water, and when
this is the'case it usually receives
proper care. Probably, however, in
‘general, the spring is a secondary
consideration as a water supply, par-
ticularly domestic, and consequently
is let “run wild”’ mopre or less, and
is ‘not, therefore, rendering the ser-
vice it t if it were properly
equipped:- The object of this short
artiele is to make a few suggestions
for the improvement of springs in
general.

In the first place the sprmg should
be enlargedy deepened and cleaned
out well and then cribbed up in some
efficient way. Probably the best
method is to get a large concrete or
sewer pipe tile or two, about 214
feet in diameter, and put them down
in the spring, cementing the joinis
well: Put an overflow pipe through
the wall of the upper tile close to
the high water mark of the spring,
and- connect the overflow pipe to a
tile drain that leads down to a good
outlet some distance away.- If it'is
not connected to a drain ‘the: open
end should be screened. If the spring
be in the pasture it should be fenc-
ed in and the overflow pipe referred
to extended horizontally to a trough
outside the femce. The top should
be provided with a tight cover made
of concrete or heavy plank.

The spring - becomes particularly
serviceable if it happens to be located
on an elevation considerably greater
than the house and barns, for then
the water can be piped down under
the first line to storage tanks in the
buildings. From the tanks the water
flows by gravity to the points  of
service, Or if the supply is great
enough and a fall of a few feet can
be secured within a short distance,
say 30 or 40 feet of the spring, a
hydraulic ram may be’ installed for
pumping the water of a sprmg to the
house and barns. Usually itis pump-
ed into a storage tank in the attic of
the house or loft of barp, and: from
these gravitates to the various plumb-
ing fixtures in the house and the
troughs d@nd drinking basins in the
stables. If you are particularly in-

While -olemargarine is compara-
tively a new food product, not hav-
ing 'been discovered until 1870, its
use has grown by leaps and bounds,
until it ig estimated at the present
time the world’s annual consumption
amounts to ' from - 1,500,000,000 to

Ever since its - introduction  its
manufacture and sale has been se-
riously  hampered on ‘the western
Hemisphere by legislative restrictions,
designed ostensibly to “protect the
public against fnpm because the
product was made so good it could
not be told from butter in some
cases, but in reality to give the but-
ter. industry  the monopoly on the
business of furnishing a spread for
bread. The very fact that thc sale of
oleomargarine has increased in the
face of these difficulties ig proof of its
merit and the faet that it is an econ-
omic necessity. Its enemies no longer
raise any question-as to its purity and
wholesomeness. - The factorfes in
which it is. produced are models of
cleanliness and sanitation and the man-
ufacturing process is handled under
the supervision /of government in-
spectors, whose business it is to see
the factory premises and utensils are
kept clean and the processes of man-
ufacture are sanitary and that only
wholesome and suitable materials
are used.

The materials are: Oleo oil (an oi

tal (a somewhat similar product
made from the leaf fat of the pig),
vegetable oil (either cottonseed ar
peanut oil refined to a-salad quality)
and milk products (comprising milk,
cream and sometimes butter, accord-

produced). Each of these materials
in some form or other is in use in
every household, every day, and nc
question is raised = regarding its
.wholesomeness or food value. Surely,
they are as wholesome and as good
food when combined as when separ-
ate. They are churnéd together to
form an emulsion which is erystal-
ized by contact with ice water—then
salted and worked the same as butter
is salted and worked.
