| CARTER HARRISON KILLED

Chicago’s Mayor Shot and Killed by an
Assassin.

Cuicaco, Oct. 28.— Another crazy crank
has done his deadly work,and Carter
Harrison, five times mayor of Chicago and
one of the best known men in the west,
lies dead in his home, 231 South Ashland-
houlevard. Three bullets entered his
body, two of them making wounds suffi-
cient to cause death. The murder was
committed by Eugene Patrick Prender-
gast, a paper carrier and an ex-member of
the Chicago police force, who declared
that Mayor Harrison had promised to
make him corporation counsel and had
kept his word. This, he said, was his
only reason for committing the crime.
The only person in the house at the time
besides Mr. Harrison was his son, William
Preston Harrison, twenty-five years of
age, and the servants. Shortly before 8
o’clock the door bell rang, and when
Mary Hansen, the domestic, opened the
door she was confronted by a man about
tive feet, five inches in height, smooth
shaven, his rather clean cut features lit
up by a pair of dark eyes.

“Is Mr. Harrison in ?” asked the man
in a quiet, pleasant voice.

*“Yes, sir,” responded the girl, as she
threw the door wider open to permit his

entrance.
EVERY BULLET HIT THE MARK.

“I would like to see him, please,” said
the man as he walked toward the back
end of the hall. Mr. Harrison was in the
dining-room, which opens into the rear
end of the hall. Hearing the man ask
for him he rose and, stepping into the
hall, walked toward Prendergast, who by
the time he caught sight of Mr. Harrison
had advanced about ten feet from the
doorway.

As the mayor had many callers, both
day and night, and the servants had
orders to admit them all, no matter how
poorly dressed, the maid thought nothing
of the vigitor, merely passing in the back
hallway to tell the mayor a man wanted
to see him. The mayor then went into
the dining-room a moment and passed
from there into the hall. The dining-
room ison the south side of the house,
the latter having a frontage to the east,
and is just behind the mayor’s library,
which: looks out upon Ashland Boulevard.
Seeing who it was the mayor said shortly :

“ WELL, MY MAN, WHAT I8 IT ?”

“You have not kept your promise to
me,” replied the man, “and I don’t like
that way of doing.” Pendergast then
drew his revolver and comtg
He pulled the trigger but thi#e times, and
every bullet hit the mark. ‘(e ball shat-
tered Mr. Harrison’s left hatd, another
passed into the right side of thje:abdomen,
making a wound that would‘have been
fatal in a few days;the third b¥llet en-
tered the chest, slightly above tHé heart.
This bullet was the immediate cause of
death.

As soon as Pendergast began to fire,
Mr. Harrison turned and walked rapidly
toward the dining room. He walked
through the door, across the dining room
and passed into a butler’s pantry opening
off the room, where, weakened by loss of
bloed; he fell to the floor.

Pendergast did not follow up his victim
or make any attempt to ascertain how
deadly his aim had been. He replaced
his revelver in his pocket with the same
deliberation that had marked all his act-
ions and started toward the door.

Just as he was passing through the
doorway, William Preston Harrison, the
mayor’s son, came tearing down the stairs
from the upper portion of the house, just
as the coachman came into the rear end
of the hall. The cries of Mary Hansen
directed theson to where his father lay,
but the coachman was after other game.
He bad a revolver of his own and as
quickly as he realized what had occurred,
he levelled his weapon and sent a bullet
after the disappearing form of the mur-
derer. A second time his revolver spoke,
but both bullets went wide.

Running to the door, the coachman was
prepared to continue hostilities, but sev-
eral people were entering to learn the
cause of shooting, and by the time the
coachman had reached the sidewalk, Pen-
dergast had disappeared.

Across Ashland boulevard, directly op-
posite the residence of Mr. Harrison, is
the home of W. J. Chalmers, the wealthy
maker of mining machinery. Mr. Chal-
mers was standing upon the front steps of
his residence when the shots were fired.
He bounded down the steps and dashing
across the street, hastened into the house.
He reached Mr. Harrison’s side almost at
the instant that William Preston Harri-
son had found where his father lay.

“Are you hurt?” asked Mr. Chalmers,
as he and the son of the dying man strove
to raise him.

“I've got my death, Chalmers,” re-
sponded the mayor. “It's through the
heart,” said the mayor again, his voice
now scarcely above a whisper. A mom-
ent later he sank into unconsciousness,
and in twenty minutes after receiving the
wounds, Mr. Harrison was dead.

Miss Sophia Harrison, the mayor’s
daughter, was also in the house when the
shooting took place. She wasin a rear
room upstairs, and, upon hearing the re-
ports of the revolvers, hurried down to
learn the cause. The last words uttered
by Mayor Harrison were, “Give me
water. Send for Annie. Give me water.”
Miss Annie Howard was the young wo-
man to whom the mayor was soon to
have been married. She took supper just
a short time before the tragedy at the
Harrison house, but had left immediately
after. While the mayor lay dying on the
parlor floor, surrounded by the doctors,
Miss Howard entered. She was almost
prostrated and was led from the room by
one of the family.-

< ,When young Mr. Harrison came run-
ning down stairs to learn the cause of the
shooting he passed a burglar alarm. He
reached out his hand and turned in an
alarm, and even before he had reached
his father's side a patrol wagon filled with
officers :from Lakestreet station, about a
third of, a mile distant, was dashing to-
wards the Mayor’s home. By the time
the officers arrived all traces of the mur-
derer had been lost.

TIHE MURDERER SURRENDERS,

Every possible effort was made to secure
medical attendance for Mr. Harrison, but
when Dr. Lyman, the first physician to
arrive at the house, reached the mayor’s
side he was a dead man. Drs, Thomas,
Foster and Washburn followed up in
quick succession, but they were unable to
do anything, and they soon left the houee’
About 25 minutes after the shooting
Sergeant Frank McDonald was standing
in the office of the Desplaines-street
station. Every available officer had al-
ready been hurried out to work on the
case, and Sergt. McDonald, who had just
come in from other works, was preparing
to follow. The door was pushed gently

open and in walked a small, smooth-

‘of New Orleans.

shaven man, poorly dressed, and carrying

arevolver in his hand. He shook like a

man with the palsy, his face was white

and drawn, great drops of perspiration
chased each other down his face, and his
tottering limbs seemed scarcely able to
hold him upright. He walked up to Mc-

Donald, who is a powerful fellow, six feet
tall, and looking him straight in the eyes,
said :

“T-did 1t

“You did it?” asked McDonald.

“Yes, I did it.”

“Did what?” said the officer, as he
laid one hand on the fellow’s arm and
quietly took the revolver.

“I shot Mayor Harrison, and that’s
what I shot him with,” was the reply as
Prendergast made a motion with his hand
toward the revolver.

“What made you do it?” asked Mec-
Donald.

“Hesaid he would make me corporation
coungel and he did notdo it. That’s what
I shot him for.” That was all there was
about it. Nothing dramatic, no bravado.
He spoke of his crime as though it was
nothing out of the ordinary and a matter
entirely to be expected.

He was trembling so that he could
scarcely stand, and the officer led him to
a chair and asked a few more questions,
to which Prendergast had but one reply :

“ He said he would nake'me corporation
counsel. He did not and I shot him. I
meant to shoot him and I went there to
do it.”

He said that after leaving the Harrison
house he had taken a street car and
started toward Desplaines-street station,
with the object of giving himself up.

“The car did not go very fast,” he said,
‘“or I would have been here sooner.”

As the station where he gave himself
up is just four blocks over one mile from
the Harrison residence he scarcely had
time to do otherwisc than he said.

THE MURDERER TELLS OF HIS CRIME.
The tidings of the murder swept like an
electric shock through the city. The
telephone wires fairly burned with ser-
vice a8 queries and confirmations flew
over the circuits. The city officials,
politicians 'and business men dropped
their evening papers as the startling news
came to their homes and hurried to the
centre of the city to swell the crowds
that clustered around the central station.
Bulleting were posted in prominent down
town places and about them eager throngs
surged and struggled. The newspaper
offices were besieged by eager questioners
and down town business was for a time
at a standstill. Before the prisoner had
reached the city hall news of his crime
had been communicated to the crowds
about the street and the place was sur-
rounded. The murderer was rushed
through the throng into the dark court-
yard between the county and city build-
ings and hurried through a private en-
trance into Chief of Detective Shay’s office.
The doors were barred, officers were
hurried from adjacent stations to guard
the windows, doors and corridors. A few
detectives and police officers were called
into the chief’s office and the examination
of Prendergast began. The prisoner, as
soon as he had reached the office, sank
exhausted into a chair, his head fell back
and “his livid face and staring eyes pre-
sented a ghastly picture. He is a slender
man, perhaps 24 years of age, with beard-
less and cadavereus face and a stupid, al-
most idiotic expression. His attire was
that of a laboring man and was not over
cleanly. For a time the man refused to
answer any questions that were addressed
to him. In a scarcely audible yoice he
said :

“T am sick. I am sick.”

Chief Shea at last reached over, placed
his finger on the man’s wrist and told
him that it was a doctor who questioned
him. -

“Why did you kill the mayor ? ” asked
the chief.

“Well,” the man responded, feebly,
“he told me he would make me corpora-
tion counsel and he did not do it,soI
shot him. I went to his door and rang,
and I went in and shot him. I just shot
him, that’s all. I shot him.”

“ What is your name ?” asked the de-
tective. : .

“ Prendergast, Patrick Eugene, or Eu-
gene Patrick. Makes do difference which.
The last name is Patrick.”

“ Where do you live ?”

“I don’t know. Don’t know where.
Around*here somewhere, I guess. But,”
and the man raised his head to make his
answer more emphatic, “ I don’t live at
the railway tracks, I'll tell you that,”
and no amount of enquiry could induce
him to give his place of residence.

Chief Shea asked him if he had ever
been a lawyer, and Prendergast responded
that he did not know. He did not be-
lieve he had.

“Then why did you expect to be made
corporation counsel ?” asked the officer.
“The mayor promised me. That’s all,”
was the answer. ?

In attempting to learn the man’s means
of livelihood the officers experienced great
difficulty. - His replies were incoherent
and rambling, but at last the examiners
became convinced that he had been a
newspaper carrier whose route was along
Ashland-boulevard and in the vicinity of
the mayor’s home.

HIS THIRD WIFE.

Two weeks from last Tuesday, had
Carter Harrison lived for that brief period,
he would have taken to himself a third
wife in the person of Miss Annie Howard,
It is less than two
months since his engagement to the only
daughter of the late Crescent city million-
aire and king bee of the Louisiana lpttery
was made public. At {irst the report was
received with incredulity, for even his
closest friends were loth to believe that,
in view of his advancing years and espec-
ially of his statement after the death of
his second wife that thereafter Chicago
would be his only bride, he contemplated
again entering the matrimonial state.
When questioned on the subject the
mayor was at first inclined to be reticent,
and gave humorous replies to his interro-
gators, but finally when concealment was
no longer possible,

HE OWNED UP TO THE BOFT IMPEACHMENT

with some light-hearted remark on the
power of love over grey-headed men, and
to some of his questioners put the pointed
question as to whether they did not think
he would not make a pretty bridegroom
for a man of his age. What his age was
he would not definitely say, and some
amusement was created among old resi-
dents by his suggestion that he had yet
to round his sixtieth year.

At this time the prospective bride was
the guest of some local relatives residing
on the south side of the city, about half
way to the world’s fair grounds, and it
was the daily visits of the mayor to this
residence that first gave the cue to the re-
ports of his engagement. At this date no
definite date had been fixed for the wed-
ding. It was only on Friday morning

that the Times, the mayor’s own paper,

announced that the wedding day had
been fixed for November 7, and that it
would be celebrated in the bride’s native
city. Apparently all concerned had over-
looked the fact that Tuesday week was
election day, and that if the programme
were carried out, mayor Harrison would
miss the opportunity of casting his vote
in a municipal election in which he had
taken a decidedly lively interest. At any
rate later in the day the word went out
that
THE DATE OF THE WEDDING

had been changed to a week later, Nov-
ember 14. According to the plans, so far
as they had been whispered in the may-
or’s inner circle, the wedding was to have
been a decidedly swell affair. The invi-
tations were to have run up into the
thousands, ranging from president and
Mrs. Cleveland down to the governors of
half a dozen states and the mayors of a
gcore of cities, whose intimate acquantance
mayor Harrison had enjoyed for years.
The wedding dejeuner was to have been
on a scale of unprecedented magnificence,
even for the Crescent city, where expend-
iture is a secondary thought in society
matrimonial fanctions.

WARRIOR ANTS ON THE MARCH.

Insects and Reptiles Fleeing For Life
From the Advancing Horde.

It was in Honduras, near the Carribean
coast, while on a government survey, that
I first saw the warrior ants, those strange
insects which march through the tropical
forests in armes, attacking every living
creature in their path. One intensely
hot day, as I sat in a hammock under the
thatched roof of my bamboo hut, a nat-
ive came running in, and with excited
gestures, bade me follow him. I did so
wonderingly, and, going out into the open
looked in the direction he pointed.

There on the rolling savannah stretched
a wide, black belt extending far back into
the shadows of the adjacent forest. Itrose
and fell with every formation of the
ground, and, like a huge snake, slowly
crept toward the village. “The warrior
ants,” explained the native in a strange
patois of English and Spanish, which I
shall not attempt to imitate. “They will
soon be here,” he continued. “You had
better untie your dogs or the ants will
kill them.” Acting up>n his advice, I
loosed my dogs, and, retiring to a safe
distance, watched the approach of the
warriors. In countless numbers they
swarmed over the plain, marching ih
compact order, like a well-drilled army.
Before them scurried a heterogzeneous
mass of lizards, grasshoppers, frogs, beetles
and other manner of insects and reptiles,
in a wild scamper to reach a place of
safety.

Presently the advance guard reached
my huot and disappeared within, then the
main column appeared, and soon the roof,
floor, walle and rafters were black with
them. Like the soft rastle of dried grass,
stirred by the wind, came the sound of
their presence in the leaves of my thatched
roof. The sound increased in loudness
as the rats, mice, lizards, cockroaches,
centipedes, and others of their ilk, who
had made the roof their home, tried vain-
ly to escape.

With every switch of
his tail the snake killed a score of his tor-
mentors, but their places were soon filled
by the black swarm which swept unceas-
ingly on. Finally the writhings of the
snake became fainter and fainter and at
last ceased entirely, and not until then
did the ants relinquish their attack. All
day long they marched through the
house, until at sundown, the end of the
column had passed and waslost to view
in the thickness of the forest.

WINTER DAIRYING.

By the Secretary of the Dairymen’s As-
sociation of Western Ontario.

One of the most interesting topics dis-
cussed at many of our dairy meetings last
winter was “ Winter Dairying.” Farmers
and dairymen are anxious to get informa-
tion concerning this feature of dairying.
They are beginning to realize the import-
ance of giving more attention té dairying
as a branch of farming that will return a
handsome profit, if carried out intelli-
gently and systematically. Hence any
feature that will make their business
more remunerative will be received with
interest.

The Dominion government, under the
direction of the dairy commissioner, es-
tablished two experimental dairy stations
in 1891-92, at Mt. Elgin and Woodstock.
At these stations butter was made ¢ ring
the winter months from milk supplied by
the farmers in the neighborhood. These
farmers had been supplying milk to the
cheese factory during the summer, and
continued to milk their cows during the
winter and have it made into butter. The
experiment was a very successful one ; the
farmers were well satisfied with the re-
sults, and the staticns were continued
during last winter and will be continued
during the coming winter. Last winter
also a few of the larger cheese factories
put in apparatus for making butter, and
kept: their factories running all winter.
These factories also gave satisfaction, and
were able to make the business a profit-
able one. The business of winter dairy-
ing is therefore an established fact in
Canada, and the sooner our farmers and
dairymen understand its workings, and
prepare themselves to operate it, the
sooner will they place themselves in a
position to realize the highest possible
profit out of dairying, and be able to make
money out of their cows all the year
round.

The larger number of the patrons of
our cheese factories, who are generally
lcoked upon as making a specialty of
dairying, milk their cows on an average
seven or at most eight months of the
year. It will cost $28 or $30 to keep a
cow properly per year, and there are few
cows kept by the dairymen of this country
which will give more than enough milk
during the milking season of seven or
eight month than will pay off this $30.
This being the case, the larger number of
our farmers are keeping cows just for the
fun of taking care of them, as they are
not returning a profit, while a great many
of them are keeping cows ata loss. It may
seem strange that such a condition of
things exists in a country where dairying
is made a specialty, but nevertheless the
fact remains. The chief reason is that
farmers do not keep an accurate account
of the cost of keeping a cow, or the cost of
producing a certain quantity of milk. If
they did they would only keep cows that
would return a profit. A prominent dairy-
man has well said that the cow is a board-
er, and should pay for her board week by
week the year round. If our farmers
would go into winter dairying, butter
could be made when it commands the
highest price, and cheese during the sum-
mer. .
By this plan the dairyman will be able
to raise his calves during the winter
months. To do this his cows should
come in during October. The skim milk
may be returned from the creamery the
same day that it is taken in perfectly
sweet condition. By heating this skim
milk to the normal temperature of milk
(98°), and supplying a little linseed or oil
cake to take the place of the butterfat, an
excellent food for calves is secured. Thus
better calves can be raised during the
winter months by this method than are
usually raised during summer. During
the winter the farmer has more time to
look after his stock, and consequently the
calves receive more attention and are not
allowed to fish for themselves, as is fre-
quently the  case when raised during the
busy summer season. A calf that is born
in the autumn and fed properly during
the winter will be able to forage for itself
when grass appears. Then if the heifer
is properly looked after during the first
three years of her life, the well developed
cow is assured.

By adopting winter dairying farmers
will be able to give employment to more
men during the winter. An advantage to
be gained by winter dairying is that the
cows will be kept in better condition, and
consequently will be in better trim when
the spring opens up to give milk during
the summer months. In proof of this,
one of the leading patrons of the Mount
Elgin Creamery states that during the
summer of 1892 his cows gave more milk
than in the summer of 1891, when his
cows had been put dry quite early in the
winter.

It is claimed that the returns from
winter dairying will not pay for the ex-
tra food and extra care expended upon
the cows. We have only to refer to the
experience of those who have tried it.
The butter made in the winter dairies
last scason brought, on an average,
from twenty-three to twenty-five cents
per pound, and he would receive from
eighty-five to ninety cents per one hun-
dred pounds for milk, and have the skim
milk to the good.

There are a few requisites that are
necessary to the successful working of
winter dairying. An abundant supply of
good, succulent food is neccessary, and the
cheapest and best way to get it is through
the silo. By feeding a little chopped
grain with ensilage, a complete food for
cows is secured, and cows can be fed just
as cheaply during the winter as during
the summer on tke grass. Good, warm,
comfortable stables need to be provided.
A cow kept in a cold stable requires more
food to keep up her vitality than one
kept in comfortable quarters.

The serious drought of the past few
months in Ontario will doubtless prove a
serious drawback to winter dairying this
season. The dearth of good pasturage

cows to lessen their flow of milk very
early in the season, making it difficult to
keep up to their usual amount at this
time of the year, and consequently many
of the farmers will not have the milk to
supply for making butter this winter. It
is difficult also, though good food is sup-
plied, to get cows back to their usual flow
of milk if they have shrunk considerably
for any length of time.

However, the winter creamery is of
considerable interest to the dairymen,
and when it is possible to secure sufticient
milk, arrangements will be made in many
localities for manufacturing butter during
the winter months. Thorough prepara-
tion is necessary for every new line of
work, and until the farmer has provided
himself with the proper cows, and has the
right kind of food for them, the highest
measure of success cannot be obtained in
operating the winter dairy.—Farmer’s

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PENDING BYE ELECTIONS.

Within the next few weeks there will
be three dominion bye elections. One of
the seats for Ottawa is vacated by the ap-
pointment of C. H. MacIntosh to the
north west governorship; Hugh J. Mac-
donald, M. P. for Winnipeg, has resigned,
and R.S. White, M. P. for Cardwell and
editor of the Montreal Gazette, is to be
appointed collector of customs at Montreal.
All three seats are held by conservatives,
and the government do not think they
risk anything in opening them. The
tory majority in Ottawa is always large,
ranging from 1,000 to 1,500. The horde
of government officials resident there
cling tenaciously to their present masters,
and the immense ‘amount of patronmage
distributed at the capital makes it is easy
ground for the administration. In Winni-
peg the government majority last election
was over 500; and in Cardwell Mr. White
was elected by over 200 majority. These
three constituencies therefore will scarcely
furnish a fair field for a trial of strength
between the parties, but the government,
anxious Lo impress the country with the
idea that they are strong with people, and
to make a show of success to influence
the electors that a general election will
continue them in power, have selected
three tory strongholds. Whatever the
result in these constituencies, the liberals
should not be discouraged. Let the gov-
ermmment open any county where the
parties are at all evenly balanced, and
they will promptly be shown that the
people are tired of the high protection,
anti-reciprocity policy of the adminis-
tration. The verdict of a tory hive will
not be accepted as indicating the true
feeling of the country, and if, in Ottawa,
Winnipeg, and Cardwell other govern-
ment majorities run up to 1,000, Sir John
Thompson and his colleagues need not
flatter themselves that they represent the
honest opinion of Canada, or that a gen-
eral election will sustain their maladmin-
istration of public affairs.

ELECTION TALK.

Some election rumors have cropped up
during the past few days with especial
reference to York county, and there has
been speculation as to who might succeed
Mr. Temple in the tory nomination, pro-
vided that gentleman secures the senator-
ship, as is his desire. To judge from the
talk of our tory friends all that is neces-
sary is for their man to get a nomination
and the rest will be easy. But the people
have something to say in the matter, and
the people of York will have a good deal
to say not to the liking of the tory man-
agers, should the government open this
constituency. York has had about all
the tory rule it can stand, and if the gov-
ernment think they can count with con-
fidence on the electors further sustaining
them in their policy of high taxation for
the enrichment of the monopolists and
the pauperizing of the masses, we think
they will wake up some fine morning
very much surprised. The methods em-
ployed to elect Mr. Temple on every oc-
casion are notorious. We do not hesi-
tate to say that the great majority of the
electors of York are liberal, but the free
choice of a representative has not been
left to them. Bribery and corruption
have prevailed to an alarming extent in
every contest in which the tory candidate
has been elected. But it is hoped that
the end of that condition has been
reached, and that, should an election be
sprung on this constituency, the untram-
melled voice of the electorate will be
heard in a most unmistakable manner,
protesting against the extravagance, the
unjust policy, and the boodleism which
have characterized tory rule for the past
fifteen years.

Tre HEerALD i not a prophet, but it
believes the government will hesitate be-
fore precipitating a bye-election in York,
even to satisfy the craving and unsatiable
ambition of Mr. Temple. However let it
come, but let the liberals be aroused and
ready to wipe out the defeats of the past.

OUR POPULAR RULERS.

Lord Aberdeen is rapidly becoming
popular in the upper provinces, and his
clever wife stands side by side with him
in the bid for public enthusiasm. The
other night at Montreal the governor
general appeared at a Scoftish concert in
full highland costume, even to the bare
knees, and completely captured the
brawny sons of the heather. He is al-
ready .the favorite of Irishmen from his
popularity in the old lands, and what
suits Scotchmen and Irishmen is not going
to be critized by Englishmen. Mr. Glad-
stone made a rare choice when he sent
Aberdeen with his talented wife to Cana-
da; and possibly he treated us well in
that respect, because we sent Edward
Blake over to help the G. 0. M. with his
home rule bill. Lord and Lady Aberdeen
will vigit New Brunswick next summer,
and they may be sure of a hearty wel-
come. They ought to make a tour of this
province hitched on to governor Boyd
and his lady, and the combination would
arouse a large degree of enthusiasm among
the people. Lord Aberdeen is full of
Scottish humor which he utilizes with
good effect in his public addresses, and
the man is yet to be discovered who can
rival governor Boyd in the narration of
Irish wit. With such distinguished end
men, an Aberdeen-Boyd starring tour
would tickle the people immensely.

ANOTHER EX-PREMIER DEAD.

Sir John Abbott, ex-premier of Canada,
whe died at Montreal, Monday night, was
a life long friend of the late Sir John
Macdonald. While a gentleman highly
respected, socially and as a lawyer, his
political reputation suffered by the un-
enviable prominence he attained during
the Pacific scandal enquiry. Mr. Abbott
was the treasurer of the tory corruption
fund, raised by the sale of the Pacific
railway contract, and it was to him those
now historical appeals, “send me another
ten thousand,” were addressed by Sir
John Macdonald. But now that Mr.
Abbott is dead, it is better to remember
only his good qualities, and the service he
rendered the country in many public
capacities.

Tuae Montreal Star (independent con-
servative) says that many self-respecting
Canadians would rather be in gaol with
John V. Ellis than in the company of the
people who are responsible for putting
him there and keeping him there.
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LOBENGULA’S DEFEAT.

The general public are not very deeply
interested in Lobengula, the irascible

{ warrior of Mashonaland, but they will be

pleased to learn that he is being licked
into decency, and submission to British
authority. A despatch announces the
capture of Buluwayo, the capital of
Lobengula, and it is only a question of a
few days when the fight will be over.
These African warriors have probably
never heard of British valor, but they
will have to learn of it by practical ex-
perience, as the Zulus did. The time
seems to be approaching when the busi-
ness part of the dark continent will be en-
tirely under English subjection, and it
can come none to soon, for christianity
and civilization follow in the wake of
British conquest.

Lag 2o d

It 18 announced in the government
presg, that Sir John Thompson, and Sir
Tupper the younger, are coming to the
maritime provinces this month to address
a series of political meetings. Both
gentlemen are attractive speakers, the
premier of the heavy order, and Mr.
Tupper somewhat flippant. Their visit
will be timely, for at the present time our
tory friends are quite at sea as to the
party platform. Whether straight na-
tional policy, tariff reform, or what not,
they cannot tell. Mr. Foster told us that
if necessary to retain the principle of
protection a fifty per cent duty would be
levied, while the premier promises an all
round reduction in the tariff and to lop
away the mouldering branches of the
national, policy tree. The situation is de-
cidedly mixed.

It 18 quite true that Sheriff Sterling
had an enquiry from Ottawa as to the
condition of the ballot boxes in York, but
it does not follow that an election is im-
minent. The condition of the boxes after
the ballots are dropped in, is what the
government is most anxious about, and
their enquiries on the close of the poll
will be more feverish than the simple in-
formation asked for just now by the clerk
of the crown in chancery.

TaE prohibition commissioners are get-
ting every variety of evidence at Toronto.
On Wednesday Dr. Atkins stated that he
knew over twenty Toronto physicians
who had died through the effects of in-
temperance. Alcohol was a poisonous
drug and should only be so regarded by
the legislatures, and its sale for beverage
purposes be totally prohibited. This
witness was one after Dr. McLeod’s own
heart.

Our tory friends who were rather con-
gratulating themselves that sir Richard
Cartwright was sulking in his tent, and
had not assisted Mr. Laurier in his Ontario
campaign, will be disappointed in learn-
ing that the gallant knight has recently
been on the stump in hie own county,
and made effective onslaughts on the
tory policy and administration.

Hon. MackeNziE BowELL is reported as
having arrived in Australia to confer with
the governments of that colony on trade
questions. Mr. Bowell and his fellow
ministers would probably be more profit-
ably employed if they went to Washington
and arranged reciprocal trade relations
with the United States, Canada’s natural
market.

PresipENT CLEVELAND ought to be rea-
sonably happy. He has a new baby, and
Congress has repealed the silver bill. If
some crank does not blow his head off in
the meantime, the president will sit
down to his Christmas dinner with the
feeling that there are worse places than
the White House.

TaE world’s fair closed, Monday, and in
all respects it is regarded as a success.
The grand total of paid admissions from
first to last, was 21,477,212, and it is ex-
pected that another million tickets will be
sold during the dismantling of the white
city. There were also 2,052,188 admis-
sions on passes.

ATt A recent Nova Scotia wedding the
officiating clergyman is represented as
having forestalled the bridegroom by
“gracefully and gently kissing the bride
on her sweet young lips.” . It was a snap
for the parson, but he should have al-
lowed the other fellow a first chance.

Senatorial Timber.

Halifax Echo.

Reports have been current for some time
that Mr. Temple, M. P. for York Co., N. B.,
was to be elevated to the senate. Conser-
vative papers do not seem to attach much
importance to the rumors, and the Freder-
icton Farmer, canservative, goes so far as to
say that Mr. Temple would be of no service
there. It asks: “ Of what use would Mr.
Temple be in the senate? That body 1s
supposed to be made up of gentlemen fitted
to revise and perfect the sometimes hasty
legislation of the lower chamber, but what
does Mr. Temple know about legislation,
except to get through a railway or bridge
subsidy bill.”” It is not known that Mr.
Temple was ever of much service in the
commons as a representative of the people.
He was, however, of great service to him-
self, judging from the success which he
achieved in getting large subsidies of public
money for his railway bridge across the St.
John river at Fredericton ; and that prob-
ably is what the Farmer refers to in its
remark quoted above. The St. John Globe
thinks the Farmer is probably correct as to
Mr. Temple’s qualification, but does not see
why that should prevent him receiving the
appointment. According to the precedents
usually set by the present government in
making appointments to the senate, the
Globe points out ‘that * ability is not the
test for senatorial honor; party hacks, men
who could be depended on to vote as they
are directed ; political turncoats, men who
deserted the liberal party at a critical
moment; playedout politicians, who have
been rejected by the people or who are
afraid to trust themselves to the tender
mrercies of the electors again —these are
the classes of men who have been receiving
appointment to the senate for some time
past.” Judged from that standpoint Mr.
Temple is eminently well qualified for pro-
motion to the senate.

THE CHICAGO TRAGEDY.

Echoes of The Terrible Affalr That
Shocked America.

The details of the tragedy at Chicago by
which Mayor Harrison of that city was
shot down in cold blood, will be found on
the first page of Tne HERALD, and the fol
lowing additional particulars will he read
with interest.

At the inquest on his father’s dead body
Preston Harrison, son of the Mayor des-
cribed briefly his knowledge of the tragic
affair. He testified that Mayor Harrison
was sixty-eight years old and a native of
Lexington, Ky. : 5

“The last time I saw him alive,” con-
tinued the witness was about a quarter to
eight o’clock on Sunday night. Abouttwo
minutes past eight o’clock I found him
lying on the floor having been shot. I
heard shots fired, but was in an upper
room, and did not see any one shooting.
I hurried down to my father and spoke to
him and asked him what the matter was.
He eaid he was shot and dying. ‘Get
Annie at once,” was his on]y reply. He
lay on the floor where I found him about
seventeen minutes and then died. Some
one called a physician, and others came
in before he died.”

Dr. G. Laidlaw, the family physician of
the Prendergasts said :

“I have been the family physician for
years, and discovered no traces of insanity
in the family. If there is anything it has
recently develoyed in Patrick Prendergast,
and I am confident that his brother J. W.
Prendergast, whom I recently examined,
is not affected by it in the least.”

Asked if he had ever examined Patrick
Dr. Laidlaw replied :

“I have not, because there has never
been necessity for so doing. The boy
was never sick a day in his life.”

None of Prendergast’s family believe
him insane. They have always regarded
him as quite a model young man.

HIS HABITS WERE GOOD,
and he has never exhibited a lack of in-
dustry. Since he was a mere boy he has
cared for himself, and by his relatives is
thought to have saved a snug sum of
money. He had one hobby, however.
Upon this hobby be spent much of his
leisure time. This hobby is single tax.
Nothing that has ever come from the pen
of Henry George has escaped his notice,
and there is scarcely a statement or a
proposition in “Progress or Poverty”
with which he is not familiar. His mother
lives in a comfortable brick cottage at No.
609 Jane street, with her son, John W,
who is a mail assorter in the government
building. Eugene, however, has not lived
at home for nearly two years.

“Eugene was just as sensible as he could
be in everything,” said Mrs. Prendergast,
*“and has done well for himself. I never
had a fault to find with him outside of
his belief in single tax. I always thought
that he paid too much attention to worth-
less theories. He believed everything
that Henry George wrote and no one
could persuade him that he was wrong.”

MISS HOWARD PRISTRATED.

Miss Annie Howard, who on Nov. 16,
was to have become the bride of Mayor
Harrison, is dangerously ill, and there are
grave fears that she will never fully re-
cover from the dreadful shock she sus-
tained. Never robust in health, nor strong
in nerve, she was completely prostrated.
When the mayor lay wounded his first
cry was for ‘Annie’ She came and on
his torn and dying body threw herself in
an agony of grief. As her lover died .she
fainted. Gentle hands took her from his
side and placed on a couch. When she
recovered she cried oat against fate and
begged that she too might die and go down
into darkness with him. It required time
and an opiate to soothe’her passionate
grief, but even after consciousness had de-
parted it could be seen that she suffering
the most poignant physical anguish. At
present she is calmer, but there is too
much reason to believe that she will never
be the woman she was before the tragedy

THE MAYOR'S FUNERAL.

With pomp and wealth of honors the
remains of Chicago’s late mayor were laid
to rest Wednesday in Graceland cemetery.
Over 50,000 men rode or marched in the
funeral procession. Probably 500,000 men
and women lined the streets.

People thronged to see the remains as
they lay in state in the city hall corridor.
Almost 100 people in a minute passed the
bier during the early hours of Wednesday
morning. The thoroughfares around the
city hall were so packed with people that
vehicular traffic was impossible. Every
window was filled in the neighborhood.
Hundreds of persons sat upon the copings
of the building far above the street. There
was no getting out of the crowd, once
caught in it. A number of women faint-
ed. The police could do nothing but
carry them to the steps of the city hall,
which had been kept clear.

At about ten o’clock a magnificent
funeral car, drawn by four coal black
horses covered with heavy funeral drap-
ings of black silk, rolled up to the en-
trance. The car was of black wood, in-
closing heavy French plate glass. Sur-
mounted by life-like images of mourning,
great golden carriage lamps, magnificent
drapings of rich black, the woodwork
touched up georgeously with gold, the
hearse was an impressive object. Behind
it was led the late mayor’s favorite horse
saddled and bridled. A single bit of crape
fell from the bridle.

As the casket was placed on the car a
chorus of fifty children sang a funeral
hymn. Mounted huzzars took position
in front and rear of the hearse. Ahead
marched a band of 125 pieces. The
funeral procession consisted of city and
ex-city officials, army officers on duty at
the world’s fair, the 15th United States
infantry, local military organizations,
police and firemen, and an innumerable
number of political, trade, beneficial and
social organizations.

The procession proceeded to Epiphany
Episcopal church, into which the casket
was carried. Rev. Dr. Morrison read the
service for the dead, and there was music
by the boy choristers. Then the line of
march was again resumed to Graceland

cemetery. Here services were conducted
by Rev. T. N. Morrison, Jr., and also by
several lodges of which Mr. Harrison had
been a member.

Owing to the magnitude of the proces-
sion it did not reach Graceland cemetery
until 5 o’clock. The services were con-
cluded twenty minutes later. The re-
mains were placed in a vault in Mortuary
Chapel.

On Monday night snow fell at Aulac,
and about two inches fell the same night
at Quebec.

The Aroostook Valley starch factory
at Fort Fairfield was closed last week,
after manufacturing 45,000 bushels of po-
tatoes into starch.

The well at St. Andrews in which some
persons drowned an infant was pumped
out Wednesday and two dead cats found
at the bottom of it.

Abe Redmond, one of the most desperate
outlaws in Virginia, was taken from jail
in Charlotte county, Tuesday night by a
mob and hanged to a tree.

At Brockville, Ont., yesterday, Charles
Luckey on trial for the murder of his
stepmother, was convicted and sentenced
to be hanged December 14. :

While fording the river about, gix miles
above Campbellton, Wednesday, Frank
Thibeau, of Tobique road, was thrown
from his wagon and drowned.

There are ten new cases of yellow fever
in Brunswick, Ga. Among those who
were buried Tuesday was ‘W. A, Ennis,
assistant manager of the Western Union.

A large section of the coal pigr of the
Providence coal company at Providence,
R. I., caved in on Monday and $10,000
worth of coal was dumped into the river.

On the cow-catcher of the Quebec ex-
press which arrived in St. John one morn-
ing this week, was found a live hen. It
is not known when the hen was picked
up. :

Some 1100 pounds valued at $220
was shipped from Charlottetown via Sum-

Benj. Abbott, of Marshalltown, N. 8.,
has suddenly disappeared from his home
and grave fears are entertained for his
safety. Abbott has been a sufferer from
heart tronble for some years.

The New York Sun says Clareilcé King,
formerly director of the U. S. geologieal
survey, and a member of many scientific
societies in America and Europe, has been
committed to an insane asylum.

A Mrs. Wm. Cook, at Richmond, Ken-
tucky, has given birth to a ten-pound boy.
This fact is not go remarkable until it is
considered that the mother is sixty-eight
and the father seventy-two years old.

A dog near Chatham, a few days ago,
saw a large salmon going over the bar in
the river, and plunging in seized it and.
after a hard struggle succeeded in land-
ing it. The fish weighed twenty-one
pounds.

James Bailey, of Bridgewater, Conn.,
proprietor of the Forepaugh show, has
been robbed of between $50,000 and
$100,000 by his employes. There was a
conspiracy among the employes. The
show will not be sent out again.

It is stated that Pendergast, the mur-
derer of Carter Harrison, mayor of Chi-
cago, removed from Kingston, Ont., to
Chicago twenty years ago. Old residents
say the Pendergast family removed from
Kingston Mills, and that the murderer is
one of them.

Andrew Spicer of Welsford, says the
Berwick Register, has put up ‘fourteen
barrels of shipping apples from one tree
of the Baldwin variety, besides some three
barrels of windfalls. The fourtéen bar-
rels have realized to Mr. Spicer thirty-one
dollars, making this a profitable tree.

Two Sioux bucks, whose ‘complaint
might have been written on a post card,
followed Hayter Reed, the new superin-
terdant of Indian affairs, from Regina to
Ottawa, where they aired their little
grievances. It cost the government two
hundred dollars in railway fares and in-
cidental bills for the Indians’ visit.

A little girl named Campbell, 14 years
of age, wishing to get off a train before it
reached the station, jumped off & car on
the Buctouche and Moncton railway near
Irishtown, Tuesday, when the train was
going twenty-five miles an hour. She was
picked up unconscious, badly cut about
the head, and it is feared is injured in-
ternally.

The fact that prince Ferdinand of
Bourbon is still missing -at Melilla, has
caused the Infanta Isabel much anxiety.
He was last seen close to his battery out-
side of Fort Cabrerizas, and it was sup-
posed that he .had succeeded in reaching
one of the blockaded forts which had
just been relieved. The minister of war
has ordered that enquiries be made in re-
gard to the prince.

The supreme court has ‘decided that
judgment in the Manitoba school case,
shall be given during the first Febru-
ary term. It is thought that this will
bring on a discussion in parliament, but
the best informed politicians believe that
neither party will let it come up if they
can help it. It is stated that, no matter
which way the decision goes, the case will
be appealed to the privy council for final
judgement. .

Chicago railroads are figuring up their
World’s fair traffic. So far as the figures
at hand go they show that the number of
people brought into Chicago by the
twenty-one passenger lines here during
the fair period were, in round numbers
3,335,000. Allowing each of these passen-
gers to have visited the fair five times
would account for an attendance of 16,-

of outside visitors. It would leave a little
over 5,000,000 visits from Chicageans.,

Cranks are numerous in New York,
Thomas J. Reilly, who demanded $25,000
from superintendent Byrnes, alleged to be
due ; John Greitholtz, a demented Swede
who claimed $5000 from the chief of police
at the east thirty-fifth station; Henry
Frank, who said that Pendergast had
forestalled him in killing Carter Harrison
and that he was going to kill New York’s
Cuban consul; a cigar box sent to supt.
Byrnes, containing a revolver, powder;
cartridges and a letter —these were the
“crank manifestations” in New York on
Thursday. All the men were locked up.

Lord Derby, late governor general of
Canada, addressing a representative meet-
ing of Lancashire agriculturists at Pres-
ton, England, on Saturday, said that he
believed the county councils ought to
imitate Canada’s policy of establishing
experimental farms. He testified to the
very great benefits accruing to the domin-
ion from these farms and institutions con
nected with them, instancing the fact of
their testing value of their soils and of
recommending the best kinds of manure
for improving them. The meeting
unanimously passed resolutions in favor
of lord Derby’s advice.

Mr. Hatt feels his position the more keenly
because so many of his relatives and friends
are involved in the wreck. An effort is
being made to secure his appointment to
the’ofce of the late E. C. Freeze.

A New Fiem.—The Pioneer says the
Restigouche lumber operators have had a
mine sprung on them by an Ontario firm
calling themselves the Muskoka mill and
lumber company, who have applied for 225
miles of the Kedgwick, all the available
lands not already occupied. This will be a
serious business for the smaller operators
who will be completely shut in on all sides.
The sale will take place the 8th of Novem-
ber.

The firm of
George Hatt & Sons, retail groters, sus-
pended, Wednesday, assigning to J. J.Wed-
dall and J. A. VanWart, and brought down
with them, Elijah Clark, dealer in boots and
shoes, who has assigned to Charles S.
Ingraham. It was known “on the street”
for some weeks that the Messrs. Hatt were
having difficulty in keeping their business
going, collections being slow, and margins
very slim. No definite estimate of their
liabilities is yet public, but they are stated
as being something over $30,000, with assets
probably half that amount. Mr. Weddall,
W. B. Coulthard and J. A. VanWart are
said to be preferred creditors. A number of
Fredericton people will 1ose by the failure,
but none will be affected seriously by it,
except Mr. Clark. The latter’s name is
said to be on Hatt & Sons’ paper for some-
thing over $2,000. It is hoped that both
of the unfortunate firms will be able to get
on their feet again.

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A TOUCHING EULOGY

Pronouneed by Rev. Mr, Weddall at the
Funeral of Geo. Hatt, Sr.

Those who were present at the funeral
services of the late George Hatt, sr., at the
Methodist church last S8aturday afternoon,
were much impressed with the appro-
priateness of the brief but deserved eulogy
pronounced on the life and character of the
deceased by Rev. R. W. Weddall, pastor of
the church. The rev. gentleman spoke as
follows :

‘“Sixty-one years ago, a young man of
nineteen arrived in this city from the old
land, and began his career in the employ of
the late Thomas Pickard, until in course of
time he entered upon business on his own
account. Recognizing the claims of God
upon him, at the age of twenty-three, while
in the full strength and: vigor of his youth-
ful manhood, he sought and found the
pardoning mercy of the most high, and was
washed in the Blood of the Lamb. No un-
certainty marked his religious experience,
for down to his closing hours, both time
and place, when and where, the loving voice
divine spake peace to his troubled heart,
were never forgotten. In the year 1836 the
name of George Hatt first appeared upon
our list of membership in this church; it
has been there for fifty-seven years, until it
is now transferred to the triumphant ones
who stand crowned before the throne of
God. During those years, to the number of
nearly three score, the most responsible
positions in the gift of the church were his,
in every one of which he faithfully fulfilled
the duties of the office, as a member of the
trust board of the quarterly meeting, asa
fellow laborer in the Sabbath school, and in
the choir. So that teday we mourn the
death of our oldest member, save one, faith-
ful to the church, truthful to his God.

It is but a few weeks since his place in
this house became vacant; they were weeks
of suffering sometimes most severe, but of
quiet submission to the will divine, and
firm trustin the finished work of his Re-
deemer, until at the Master’s call he gladly
went home. We are not here to pronounce
a eulogy upon the dead. For rore than |
sixty years Mr. Hatt lived among you.
What he was as a citizen, a business man,
a christian, you know better than I can
tell. Of him it is enough to say, ‘A good
name is rather to be chosen than great
riches, and loving favor rather than silver
and gold,’ and ‘ A good man leaveth an in-
heritance to his children.’ ”
