Never—even if I had to go 
next day to prison and trial, and stand 
before the world a convicted homicide. 
Nay, I believe I could have mounted the 
scaffold amid those gaping thousands who 
were once my terror, and die peacefully 
in spite of them, feeling no longer either 
guilty or afraid.

Theodora had wished to save me by 
herself explaining all to her father; but 
I would not allow this, and at length she 
yielded. However, things fell out differ­
ently from both our intentiena; he 
learned it first from his daughter Pene­
lope. The mement I entered his study 
I was certain Mr. Johnston knew.

From Temple Bar.
Godwin wrote ’Caleb Williams’ b ick- 

ward, beginning on principle with the 
last chapter and working up to the first. 
II is curious to note how many poets 
have clothed their thoughts first in prose. 
Thie, Donates tells us, was Virgil’s cus­
tom. The original form which the 
‘Æneid’ took was a prose narrative. 
This narrative was then gradually fersi- 
fied, the poet writing at first fluently, 
and then laboriously polishing his lines 
till he had brought them as near per­
fection as he could. Thus Goldsmith 
worked at ‘The Traveller’ and ‘Thé De­
serted Village.’ Thus Johnson com­
posed ‘Irene,’ Butler ‘Hudibras,’ Boileau 
his ‘Satires,’ Baeine and Ben Jonson 
their dramas, and Pope the ‘Essay on 
Man.’ When Balzac was engaged on 
his novels, he sent off the skeleton of the 
story to theprintereyith huge interstices 
for the introduetioo of eonvenations, de­
scriptions, and the like, and on receiving 
the printed sketch shut himself up in 
his room; drank nothing but water, ate 
nothing but fruit and bread, till he had 
completed the work by filling up thé 
blank spaces. Southey usually em­
ployed himself in passing three, or even 
four, works through the press at the 
same time, giving each its allotted space 
in the twenty-four hours. Richardson 
produced his romances by painfully work­
ing out different portions at different 
times, sometimes while engaged in hii 
shop, sometimes while sitting surround­
ed by friends in his snug parlor at Hamp­
stead.

Pope always carried a notebook with 
him, and never hesitated to jot down 
anything which struck him in conversa­
tion. A great duel of his “Homer" was 
executed, in bed on odd scraps of paper, 
and many of his beautiful couplets were 
roundedoffwhiletakingthe air inhiebath- 
chair or driving in hie little chariot. , 

Prideeux’s greet work was written to 
while away the time while the author 
was recovering from the effects of an 
agonising operation. Shelley composed 
the ‘Revolt of Islum’ while lying in a 
boat on the Thames at Marlow; Keats, 
hie ‘Ode to the Nightingale’ in a lane at 
Hampstead. Almost all Wordsworth’s 
poetry was meditated in the open air, 
and committed to paper on hi* return 
home Burns composed his magnificent 
lyric ‘Scots wha’ ha wi’ Wallace bled’ 
while galloping on horseback over a wild 
moor in Scotland, and ‘Tain O’Shanter’ 
in the woods overhanging the Doon. 
Washington Irving’s favorite studio was 
a stile in some pleasant meadow, where, 
with his portfolio on his knees, he used 
to mould his graceful periods. The 
greater part of Arnold’s ‘Roman History’ 
was written in his drawing-room with 
his children playing about him, and live­
ly conversation, in which he frequently 
joined, going on round the table on 
which his manuscript rested. Priestly 
and Beddoes were fond of writing under 
similar circumstances. What would to 
nine men out of ten be an intolerable 
distraction was te them a gentle and wel­
come stimulus. Johnson’s ‘Vanity of 
Human Wishes’ was composed as he 
trudged backward amd forward from 
Hampstead, and Tom Paine usually 
clothed his thoughts in expression while 
walking rapidly in the streets. Hooker 
often meditated the ‘Bcclesiaetical Poli­
ty’ when rocking the cradle of his child, 
and Spinoza his ‘Tracatus'* while grind 
ing glasses. Robert Stephens thought 
out many of his works on horseback 
Some of Fielding»' comedies'were scrawl­
ed in taverns. Descartes, Beroi, the 
Italian peet, and Boyae, the author of 
the once celebrated ‘Deity,’ usually wrote 
while lying in bed. Byron tells us that 
he composed the greater part of ‘Lars' 
at the toilet table, and the prologue on 
the opening of Drury Lane Theatre in a 
stage coach. Moore’» splendid Eastern 
l nuance, ‘Lallah Rookb,’ was written 
in a cottage blocked up by enow, with 
an English winter howling round. Tas­
so indited some of hie loveliest sonnets 
on the walls of the cell in. which he was 
confined as a lunatic; and Christopher

The raising of sheep ia of the greatest 
benefit to the land, because wherever 
they feed, new and sweet graeses grow 
andjflourieh.andthe weeds are destroyed 
Fanners should raise turnips and feed 
them to sheep.

One of the best things in the world to 
give a horse after he has been driven is 
a quart of oatmeal stirred into a pail of 
water. It refreshes and strengthens 
him, nlieves his thirst, and prepares his 
stomach for more solid food.

Snow melts away upon drained land8 
sooner than on those untrained ; hence 
the drained soils are ready for plowing 
much sooner. In Scotland it is claimed 
that the harvest is from ten to fifteen 
days earlier oh drained than undrained 
lands.

Milk cools more rapidly in metal pans 
than in po rcclain ; but iron pans rust. 
Zinc is acted upon by sugar of milk and 
lasticacid. Copper produces verdigris. 
Tin costs too much, and so tin plate is 
used as the safest and at the same time 
least expensive.

Leached ashes are excellent applica­
tion on poor grass laud. They may be 
spread now or in the spring, as early as 
possible. It - would be well to run a 
harrow over the poAn spots and sow- 
some fresh grass-seed. Apply twenty to 
forty bushels per acre, or even ten bush­
els will be Useful.

Many farmers injure their farm imple­
ments more by exposure to the weather 
than by the use of the farm. An impie- 
mont which, with good care, would last 
twenty years, will, when exposed to the 
weather, become useless in 3ve years or 
even less. A farm cart,which with good 
usage, would last almost a lifetime, will 
last only a few years when exposed to 
weather.

Unless seed corn has been selected 
with care," it is useless to look for large 
yields. It is not a very costly matter 
for each farmer to procure half a dozen 
varieties of com which in other places 
he knows have yielded heavily. These 
may be planted on small plots 33 x 33 
feet square (one-fortieth of an acre), on 
different parts of the farm, and the 
most prolific kinds thus determined for 
future guidance.

Colts should be accustomed to the 
harness early in life. If well trained 
they will not need “breakin1'.” Gentle­
ness and kindness should always be 
shown a colt, and they will be found 
better tamers of horseflesh than whips 
and brutal treatment. In training a 
colt one should show him what ia want­
ed of him, and if the trainer fails in this 
he is to blame, and not the colt. It 
would be folly to abuse thefceolt because 
ho did not understand what an ignorant 
trainer wanted him to do.

The Farmers’ Advocate says:—It is our 
impression that the days of raising and 
depending on spring wheat, as a source 
of profit, in Ontario, are fast passing 
away, and those who abandon its culti­
vation first will lie the best off. Mani­
toba and tho Northwest Territory can 
raise spring wheat cheaper than we can. 
We can raise beef, mutton, wool, but­
ter, cheese, poultry, fruit, etc., cheaper 
and better than they can. Devote your 
attention to these, and let the farmers 
that say they caanot learn anything 
from agricultural papers stick to their 
spring wheat. Leave your land in grass, 
or sow com, barley or oats, and feed the 
produce to your sheep, cattle, horses or 
poultry, and you will find the profit in 
your favor.

Graham 
and Holmes, Brussels; Campbell, Sea- 
loith; Taylor, Goderich; McDonald, 
Wingham; Sloan, Blyth; Stewart, Bruce- 
field; and Williams and Worthington, 
Clinton ; Sloan, President, in the chair. 
Dr. McDonald read a paper on stretch­
ing the sciatic nerve, with a case success­
fully treated. Dr. Stewart also describ­
ed a case of the same kind successfully 
treated. The operation consists of cut­
ting down upon the nerve, taking it up 
with the forefinger, and lifting upon it 
two or three times to the extent of 30 
or 40 lbs weight, and closing the wound 
and allowing it to heal. This is a new 
operation. Dr. Campbell showed a case 
ef fibrous tumor with a rather interestini 
history. Dr. Graham showed a dilate, 
stomach three times larger than it should 
be, and read an interesting ac­
count of the treatment of the case. 
These cases are rare. The President 
gave the history of a fatal case of placen 
ta previa. The histories of several other 
similar cases were given by different 
members and the method of treatment. 
Dr. Graham also exhibited a specimen of 
impure blood under the microscope. Dr. 
Worthington showed a case of left lat- 
ural curvature of the spine treated by 
the plaster of Paris jacket and extension 
bars. These oases, which only a few 
years ago were incurable, sufferers there­
from dying alingeringand painful death, 
are now speedily and permanently cure- 
able, if properly treated. He also show­
ed a case of necrosis of the thigh bone. 
The meeting was a very successful one, 
and many matters of interest were 
brought out. The next meeting is to be 
in Exeter in July next.

ADDRESS TO THS GRAND JURY.
His Lordship, on rising to address the 

Grand Jury, said he was sorry to have to 
inform them that nine criminal cares 
would call for their attention. Unfor­
tunately there were two of rape, which 
if proved against the prisoners charged, 
were liable to the penalty of death, but 
discretion was given the judge in such 
cares not to enforce that penalty, but to 
award other punishment to those found 
guilty. One of the cases which would 
come before them was, independent of 
tape, the atrocious crime of incest, but 
on that point he would trust them to 
their own judgment With regard to the 
second cue, it was alleged that the young 
woman interested was of infirm mind.
In cure of this kind » greet deal de­
pended on the evidence of the witness.
It was a crime which was not committed 
in the light of day, but was generally 
done in secret, with no witness of the 
act but the victim of the outrage. In 
the first instance the crime charged was 
a diabolical one, even if thegirl wereacon- 
aenting party; for incest was a gross out- ■ 
rage in itself. In any care if the at­
tempt had been made and failed, a crime 
had been committed. Rape wai A pecu­
liar crime and at times strange circum­
stances were connected with it U the 
woman does not at once lodpe informa­
tion, but leaves it off for a time, double 
are liable to be thrown upon her testi­
mony. If the woman is of mature years, 
and the dew not tell her friends, there 
may be a qneetion as te her action, but 
if the victim ia ef tender years or not 
clothed in her right mind, there may be 
reasons for her coquet, such refear, ner- 
vouaaex| m ignorance of hew to pro­
ceed in the matter. Mature years and 
judgment would induce an immediate 
Information being given.

51y there was but one witness in a 
> of rape, but an outcry and dic­
ed apparel would be corroborative 
testimony. In the second case before 

you, if it was found that the woman was 
a consenting party, the case should not 
be allowed to ge to the jury for the ex­
amination of such cases before the courts 
had a demoralizing tendency ; but on the 
other hand if the case was positively 
sworn to, and the jury believed she was 
not a consenting party, even although 
the person laying the information was a 
prostitute, the testimony should not be 
thrown out, but the case should be sent 
for trial. Another case which would 
appear was one for forgery of a promis 
sory note. Formerly this crime was 
considered a very serious one, but latter 
ly it had dropped in the scale of criminal 
charges. Then there was a case of per­
jury, a crime which was becoming more 
common than formerly, On this case it 
would be for the gentlemen of the jury 
to consider whether the crime had been 
maliciously committed, and if so, to send 
it for trial, but the mere fact of a man 
telling a lie in the witness box, if he did 
not knowingly do sp, did not constitute 
perjury. ft would require to prove 
perjury, at least two witnesses in addi­
tion to the prosecutor’s oath, or instead 
of two additional witnesses, one witness 
and corroborative testimony equal to that 
of another witness. There were two 
cases of aggravated assault. If the party 
accused in either case was acting in 
self-defence, the offence could hardly be 
characterized as an assault. Two other 
cases of indecent sssault would also come 
before them. The Legislature had taken 
action on this point, so as to distinguish 
it from assault with intent to commit 
rape. Then there was a case of fraud, 
and in this matter the law was very wide.
If a man owes another money it did not 
constitute fraud unless the per­
son who obtained it was proved to 
have been guilty of a fraudulent act in 
the getting of it Generally speaking, 
grand juries had to depend on their com­
mon sense in determining questions of 
tlii» kind.

A subscriber asks if there is any law 
to protect trees planted by a farmer, in 
front of hie farm. The Act to encour­
age the planting of trees along highways 
enacts as follows :—An7 person owning 
land adjacent to any highway may plant 
trees, shrubs or saplings on the portion 
thereofcontageousto his land; but no 
tree, shrub or sapling shall be so plant- 
that the same is or may become a nui- 
aence in the highway or obstruct the 
fair and reasonable use of the same.

Every tree, shrub or sapling so plant­
ed in the highway shall for the purposes 
of this Act be deemed to be the property 
of the owner who planted the same.

Any person who ties or fastens any 
animals to any such tree, shrub or sap­
ling so growing, or who injures or des­
troys, or suffers or permits any animal in 
his charge t# injure or destroy, or who 
removes any such shrub, tree or sapling, 
or receives the same knowing it to be so 
removed, shall, upon conviction thereof 
before a Justice of the Peace, forfeit and 
pay such sum of money not exceeding 
twenty five dollars, besides costs, as such 
Justice may award, and in default of 
payment, the same may bo levied of the 
goods and chattels ef the pejiton offend­
ing, or such person may be imprisoned il

Atehsbol sad the Brain.

The Rev. Joseph Cook, when in Edin­
burgh last month, delivered a lecture on 
the above subject in the Free Assembly 
Hall. The Rev. Professor Ualderwood 
presided, and the lecturer was supported 
by a number of clergymen and other 
well-known temperance advocates. The 
meeting having been opened with prayer 
by the*Rev. J. G. Cunningham, the lec­
turer began by stating that Germany, 
Great Britain, and America, the three 
most intelligent nations in the world, 
were those which suffered most from the 
swinishness and savagery f intemper­
ance. Mr. Gladstone had once said— 
that the three three great historic scour­
ges—war, pestilence, and famine-—had 
not injured the English-speaking nations 
of the world as much as intemperance. 
It appeared to be beyond controversy 
that Germans, Englishmen, and Ameri­
cans, so far as they belonged to the great 
Teutonic stock, had inherited a certain 
tendency to yield to this coarse fokin of 
pleasure-, up to this hour they appeared 
to be Pagans still in contrast with other 
nations on this old point. The powerful 
passions which were awakening to con- 
teract this temptation were two—love of 
liberty, and love of home.

Having pointed eut that in America 
the temperance cause had been promoted 
more from political than religious reas­
ons, Mr. Cook drew a contrast between 
Thomas Guthrie and Robert Burns, ask­
ing which was the man to send down 
into the Cowgate to persuade men to be 
temperate. Thomas Guthrie had said 
that, for the sake of drawing up his 
brother, he would abstain; Burns, 
powerful in intellect, was yet not power­
ful enough to know his own danger, the 
very force of his nature adding to his 
temptation, and at last, in a cold taken 
after a carousal, passed out of the world, j 
The lecturer proceeded to illustrate, by 
pouring alcohol upon the white of an | 
egg, the effect of drinking upon the i 
albumen in the system. By h ardening j 
the albuminous substances in the body 
alcohol left scars on the brain and ner- i 
ves which could not wash or grow out, 
any more than scars in the skin, and 
alcohol had a notorious affinity for the 
brain. The chemical effects of alcohol 
on the brain and nerves were dwelt on 
at considerable length. In concluding, 
the lectnrer said ho blamed three parties 
for the amount of drinking that still 
prevailed—the parents who d!d not 
reach their daughters to refuse in mar­
nage men who were given to their cups; 
next, the pulpits which carried the Bible 
in the une hand and the wine-gh^s in 
the other and. lastly, public law. for 
not being abreast of the beat sentiment» 
of the people.

Island. She came up yesterday with a 
large number of passengers, considerable 
freight and 4» cords of wood from Leam­
ington for Detroit. Capt. Laframhoise 
reports the north passage clear of ice. 
The Dresden goes down again to-day.—[

river. It then passes the Cough Valley, 
lying between the Lowree and Asaini- 
boine rivera This route will give an 
easy grade, and the roads will pass 

through many settlements which are 
Jalresdy amongst the first in the North- 
lwsst. Reservations have also been 
■made along the route for the purposes of 
phe Gompatry.

There are not many of our readers 

who were not more or lose acquainted 
with Mr. Charles Scobie, of this town, 
and all will alike regret to hear of his 
demise, which sad event took place at 
his residence on Monday evening last 
Mr. Scobie was an unusually smart, 
active man, whose years seemed to sit 
lightly upon him, but evidences of frailty 
and natural decay were becoming quite 
manifest during the last two years. His 
friends could not fail to notice the 
change, although he was always cheer­
ful as usual. He attended church on the 
Sabbath before last, but he had not been 
feeling so well as usual for some days 
previously. On his return from church 
he was so much fatigued that he had to 
take to bed, and from that time continu­
ed growing worse until Monday night, 
when he peacefully passed away. A very 
severe^attack of inflammation of the 
lungs was the cause of his death, and 
from the very first his medical attend­
ant had no hope of his recovery. Mr. 
Soobie was in his seventy-seventh year. 
He was a native of Perthshire, Scotland. 
He came to this country in the year of 
1842, and settled in Toronto, where he 
worked for a year at hia trade as a miU- 

ht and engineer. He also worked 
dt, Brantford and several other 

places until the year 1860, when he came 
to the township of Stanley in this county, 
and erected a grist and saw mill on the 
Parr line, near the village of Varna. 
These mille he continued to work until 
about twelve years ago, when he retired 
from active business, and came to live in 
Seaforth. He leaves behind his aged 
partner and two sons and three daugh­
ters, all comfortably settled in life. His 
-congest daughter is Mrs. John McAl­
ister, of the township of Hay; his eldest 

son William is a resident of Ripley, in 
the county of Bruce, and John, his 
youngest son, is proprietor of the Star 
Salt Works in Seaforth and Goderich. 
In hie younger days he was considerable 
of a sportsman and used to take great 
delight in fishing and hunting. Even in 
later years he was accustomed to spend 
several weeks each summer scouring the 
various trout streams in the county, and 
nothing delighted him more than to cap­
ture a large speckled trout, and there 
were not many good trout holes r in any 
of the surrounding streams that were 
not known to Mr. Scobie. He was also 
considerable of a musician, and was a 
beautiful player on the flute, and was 
wont in olden times to enliven the pro­
ceedings at the social gatherings in his 
neighborhood by his sweet strains on 
that instrument. In his younger days 
he was an active and energetic politician, 
and was a valued member of the Liberal 
party. He was ever a cheerful, genial, 
whole souled man, and hie many virtues 
and eminent sc cial qualities will long be 
cherished in affectionate remembrance 
by a host of warm personal friends.

Careless, unreasoning, uninveetigat- 
ing, indescriminate giving by an almoner 
or society, is not charity—it is mere im­
pulse. Charity is a principal, and seeks 
not only the relief of the individual,’ but 
the welfare of society. There should be 
the utmost discrimination, which con­
sists neither in wholesale pity and lavish 
giving, nor in wholesale condemnation 
and refusal to give; but in the exercise 
of a duty, under the instruction of ex­
perience, and under the inspiration of a 
sincere love for God and man. We be­
lieve that the must beneficent charity to 
the destitute poor is to find and secure 
work for them, and help them to be 
self-supporting; that in the dispensation 
of public charities nothing should be 
given as simple alms where another way 
of assisting can be practiced consistent­
ly witliXhe dictates of humanity and 
Christian duty; that the able-bodied, 
habitual, and professional beggars, 
whether located in our midst or tramp­
ing through the country, should receive 
nothing wliich they do not earn; that 
the needy should be discouraged from 
crowding into the city ; and that, so far 
as possible, those applying for assistance 
should be provided with work in the 
country, and, as between the city and 
the country, always in the country, and 
that simple alms should be given in a 
single instance only, after full and ex­
haustive investigation, and continuously 
only upon repeated observation and in­
quiry. ___________________

The Supreme Court of Canada has 
had to consider a peculiar case arising out 
the destruction by a telegraph company 
of ornamental shade trees. It appears 
that the Dominion Telegraph Comps» 
in erecting wires through Norton, King s 
County, New Brunswick, cut down a 
number of ornamental trees en the pro­
perty of a Dr. Gilchrist, claiming the 
right to do so under their Act of Incor­
poration. The Dr. thereupon brought 
an action of trespass, in which he obtain­
ed a verdict for $836 damages, which 
verdict was afterwards upset by the 
Supreme Court of Canada, contending 
among other things that it had the right 
to cut ornamental or shade trees when 
necessary for the erection, use or safety 
of its lines, and that they, the Company, 
were the judges of that necessity. Fur­
ther, that the plaintiff’s remedy was 
under the clause fn the Company s Act 
providing for an arbitration to assess the 
injury done, and that consequently the 
Court had no jurisdiction over the mat' 
ter. These and all the other objections 
taken were overruled. The Court con­
sidered that the Company should be 
held te a strict construction of the Act 

1 of Incorporation, and held it bound to 
prove to the satisfaction of the Court 
that the destruction of the trees in quee 
tion was necessary fortheerection, use or 
safety ef their line. Having failed to 
do this, the Company was held liable in 
an action for damages

masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

L A postmaster is required te giv 
notice fcy letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment

2. If any person orders hie paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken bom 
the office or not There can be no legal 
discontinuance Until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to hi» 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

A If e subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if hen 
it out of the poet-office. This proc

labors.
