The mcving picture
show, without supervision, wne sireet
without control, the cheap, bad the-
atre and the dance hall, had a!ll prov
e mischief workers. These amuse-
ments were generally soughy because
no better were offered. There was not
a Sunday schooldn the province which
lacked tife equipment for providing in-
ncecent amusement for the chidre
its own community. And if the right
kind of amusement were provided the
bcys and girls would be atitracted and
drasyn away from the harmful kinl.

Mr. Chadwick depreciated the tead-
ency of many.Sunday scheols to nizk.

The records uf
juvenile crime, showed that a larczge
percentage of delingquent children
dealt with were from the Sunday
school and church. This was partizu-
larly true of large cities. So the Sun-
da; school had its responsikility. 1t
cculd not regard delinquent children
as thcoe who never went tu Sunaay
school. 3
Methods of l)caling,'r with Delinguents

Modern meth®ds of dealing with -de-
linguent children were briefly out-
lired by Mr. Chadwick in the course
of his address, He gave examples from
cases which had come under his ob-
servation. The penal laws had ‘ailed
absolutely in dealing with “juvenile
cz;!me. It was impossible tc catch
the right viewpoint of the child male-
factor in the police dourt where adult
criminals were dealt wit, It would
not be lohg before the trained psychol-
ogist would be deemed as necessary in
the juvenile court as the physician cr
the investigatcr, in order that justice
might he done to the child.

The Province is anead $90,000 p
ycar through one far-sighted action of
Premier Sifton. When in Decem)cf‘
last the Royal Bank refused to hand
over the $6,000,000 odd belonging
the Province, notice.was served on
them that in future the interest char3-
ed them for the use of the mecney
would be at thé rate of 5 per cent. per
apnum. Previous to that time rthe
bank had enjoycd the use of the
money at 3 1-2 per cent.—the ratc
agreed on between the bank and the
late government. The judgment of
M:. Justice Stuart awards the Province
interest at the higher rate from rthe
date on which notice was given the
bank. By that one strcke of prudent
forethought, the Premier secured for
the Province 1 1-2 per cent. on more
than six millions,, or in round figures,
$90,000 per year until the bank re-
leases the money.

The Province is now in the satisfac-
tory position that if the bank has not
vet handed cver the money the Pro-
vince does not stand to lose longer in
the interest bill. Formerly while we
got from the bank only 3 1-2 per cent.
—or $210,000 on the $6,000,000 we
had to pay 5 per cent. to the bond-
holders—or $300,000 per year. This
difference in the inccming and out-
going interest is wiped out by the |
judgment that for the use of ae
money since December 16th last :he
bank must pay not $210,000 but $300.-

1n Caigary,
the Chinése have ceievrated the :1c-
wories of their warring fellow.couniry-
mer with feasting, drinking and -be
eapiosion of hundreds cf dollars worrn
of boura.s, firecrackers and Hreworais,
put the Chinese of Edmonton, while
victories, have not
veen Lo demonstrative.

Jim-Mah Wah, the leading Chinese
merchant of the city, discussed the rc-
voluticm with the Bulletin yesterday
afternoon in his curio store on Jasaer
avenue west.

“Have the Chinese of Edmonion
celebrated the victories of the r<%el
forces in any way?’ Mah wah was
asked.

“No, we- have been too busy, and
there are only 150 of tus here. 13ut
w: have been glad that the Chinase
are -winning in their fight against the
Mancious. We want tc see a Chinese
pariiament. The Manchus havespron-
ised it, but they treak as many 9rom-
ises as they make.. They try to Keep
the Chinese in a state of ignorance
so that they can run everything their
own way. We tell them what we
want votes and a democratic govarn-
ment like that of Great Britain, Ger-
many, France, Canada or the Unized
States. We want more sclools butlt,
mcre factories established and the
caantry developed generaily,

‘““Weedo not want to drive the Man-
chus out of the country. We are will-
ins to let them stay if they will zov-
ern in a right way. But they do rot
want the Chinese to have votes or
any say in the government.”

“If a republic is established, who
will be the president, Dr. Sun Yat
Sen?”

Jim Mah Wah declares that the re-
bel forces are not at all hostile to tor-
eigners.

Chicago Judze Declares Untrained
and Careless Wives Are Culpable—

{ They Fail to Appreciate Respoa-i-

bilitics They Have Assumed.

Chicago, Nov. 10—Wives- that are
gadabouts and those that are slovenly
in their attire while at home are the
two greatest reasons
leave home,” according to Charles N.
Goodnow, judge of the court of dorhes-
tic relations, who addressed the Catho-
lic Women’s league recently in the
Fine Arts building. Judge Goodnow’s
subject was “Homes.”

Judge Goodnow believes that marri-
ages on short acquaintance result dis-
astrously, but holds to the theory that

when the acquaintance has been of
sufficient length to result in an engage-

ment there should be no time wasted |

at the license window, the judge says,
in hurrying to the license clerk. Once
there, there should be other considera-
tions attending the issuance of the do-
cument than a mere dollar bill, for
easily obtained licenses mean easily
obtained divorce decrees.

His Honor Lieutenant Governor Bul-
vea extended an official welcome to
visiting delegateg at the second session
of the Tenth Annual Convention of the
Alberta Sunday School Association in
the McDougall church this- morning.
Dr. A. M. Scott, superintendent of the
Calgary publie schools, made reply on
behalf of “the delegates. His Honor
pald a high tsfhute to the work of the
Supday School in the training of the
youth of the province for good citizen-
ship, and expressed the hope that the
deliberationg of the convention would
afford great inspiration to the assemb-
led Sunday School workers. The chair
was occupied at the session this morn-
ing by E. Mithener, M.L.A.,, of ~ Red
Deer, president of the Alberta Sunday
school Association.

“Seeing Truth Threugh Object Les-
sons” was the subject of the feature
address of the morning by Hugh Cork
of Chicago, the assistant general sec-
retary of the International Sunday
school Association.

In his introductory remarks, Mr.
Cork stated that in the last three years
$4,000 Sunday school conventiong had
been held in America, attended by
several million people. He had attend-
ed hundreds of conventions and as a
close student of them was prepared to
say that too much attention was given
to glittering generalities and not
“half enough to the specific thingg of
which teachers stood most in need.
More attention should be given to rur-
al schyvls. ¥

As things seen make, as a rule, a
greater impression on the mind than
things heard, the teacher should take
into account this important fact. The
truth could bé most easily taught by |
simple object lessons. Christ himself
time and again used the avenues of
sight in ‘order that He might teach
deep lessons of life.

Mr. Cork illustrated his subject by
showing how ohject lessons might be
given. He did not use a blaekboard.
The method of instruction had become
so common as to be of little interest.

His first lesson he taught with a
flower, a beautiful rose. Holding it up
before the audience he. pictured it in
its freshness, fragrance and beauty as
a symbol of the pure, young life. Then
pulling away the petals of the flower
one by one,-until nothing was left but
stalk and Stamen, told at the same
time how this wag the effect on the
once beautiful life of cruel outside in-

* fluences.

The same lésson was expanded in
another object lesson. A small phial
of clear, pure water, represented the
purity of the young life. The darken-
ing of the water by drops of another
fluid, tincture of iodine, represented
the corroding in‘]ue,nce of the world.
The cleansing power of the Saviour
was represented by the clearing of the
water magain by the introduction of
drops of another fluid, a solution of
hypo.

Other interesting object lessons were
given as examples of how through the
eye the significance of Ymportant
truthg might be conveyed where other
methods of interpretation might fail in
their purpose. In all these object les-
sons, Mr. Cork cautioned the teacher
not to carry the analogy too far as one
object lesson could mnot teach every-
thing.

Addresses . were algo given at the
morning session by the Rev. €. T. H_ol-
man, M.A., Wetaskiwin, teacher train-
ing superintendent of the Alberta Sun-
day school Association, on the subject
“pegcher Tralning in Alberta” and by
the Rev. J. P, :Westman, Methodist

and Alberta on the subject
Training: The Need and Remedy.”

NEGRO CLAIMS ATTEMPT

WAS MABE ON HIS LIFE

M. C. Harston, Boarding House Keeper, |
Queen’s Avenue, Says Negro Named |
Johngou Fired a Shot At Him and |

Then Hit Him With the Butt of His
Revolver.
’

Complaint that an attempt had been
made upon his life by a negro who
was indebted to him for board, was
made at the police court yesterday
by M. C. Harston, a colored man, who
runs a boarding house and, restaurant
at 313 Queen’s Avenue.

According to Harston’s story, as told
to the police, he was engaged in f:he
early - part of yesterday cuttidg
some felt which he was about to place
around the door of his restaurant on
Queen’s Avenue to keep out the cold
air. While he was at work a negro
named’ C. Johnson, who had boarded
with him for the five weeks following
the exhibition, entered the restaurant,
accompanied by Dick Battles, a third
negro with whom both men were ac-
quainted. According to Harston’s
story this was the first time he had
seen Johnson since he turned him out
of the house about two months ago
because he refused to pay his bobard.

Johnson addréssed him ‘threateningly
saying that he had heard that Harston
had been talking about him.”

This Harston denied, and observing
his threatening manner moved towards
the ‘Téar of the store. Harston gays
that Johnson drew a revolver from his
hip pocket and pointing it at him told

him to drop his knife with which he |
had been working and which he held in |
his hand.  Harston backed into a bed- |

room at the redr of the shop. followed
by Johnson, with whom he pleaded not
to shoot.

by, to take the gun from Johnson.
Johnson fired, the bullet missing Har-
ston’s head, striking the wall behind
him ahd leaving 4 mark which Harston
pointed out to the reporters. “I'm
shot” cried@ Harston, and Johnson, in-
.stead of firing again struck him over
the head with the butt of the revolver.
In ysupport of his story Harston indi-
cates a braise ‘on the back of his head.
Continuing his story he said
when JohnsSon striick him he closed
with him, ealling the while ‘on Battles
to seize the gun. This Battles did not
do for several mindtes, and Harston
forced Johngon out of the room and to-
wards the store.
the gun from Johmson’s hand, and
Johnson, breaking loose from Harston,
ran from the store into the street, fol-
lowea shortly afterwards by Battles.
Harston immediately proceeded to
the poltce station fo lay a complaint,
and the police are engaged at the pre-
gent time jp.,,’inv_estigating the charge.

SURVEYED PORTION OF
PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN

A, W. Ponton Returns From Eight
Months’ Work North of Manitoba
in . Country Tributary to Hudson
Bay Railway Route—Much of
Land is Muskeg.

(From Thursday's  Daily

A. W. Ponton, D.L.S.,, has returned
to Edmonton after spending the last
eight months in survey work in the
all but unknown country north of the
province of Manitoba. Mr. Ponton
was engaged with a party of men in
running the principal meridian across
Lake Winnipeg, a distance of eighty
miles, and eighty milés further north
on the east side of the lake as far as
the Nelson river. The line was ex-
tended across the fake on the ice last
March as far as Big Black river.
Then in the summer. it was produced
to the Nelson river. Another sum-
mer’'s work “will complete the exten-
sion of the line to the Hudson's Bay |
railway survey. The extension o of;
this meridian was advised by the Hon.
Frank Oliver, in view of the pro-
bable occupation of land along the
route of the Hudson’s Bay railway in
advance of railway construction.

As Mr. Ponton last year extended
the fifth meridian from a point north
of the Athabasca at Moose Lake to a
point beyond the Peace River, he has
an extensive acquaintance of the

character of the country to the northy

of the present line of settlement. He
makes the genefal observation that
the northern  portion- of Aberta is
geologically of the same formation
as the south’ and the land ‘just as
zood for agricultural purposes. In |
this Alberta is unique among the!
three provinces. The northern por-:
tion of Saskatchewan is not so good |
as the south of that province, and the
northern portion of Manitoba is al-|
together inferior to the land of the
south.

The land to the north-east of Lake
Winnipeg traversed by Mr. Ponton’s
party last summer was covered for
the most part with muskesg. The:
forest growth was very light. Great |
hay meadows were passed, on which
tens of thousands of tons of hay,
could be cut.

Along the'line of the principal
meridian, iron posts were erected on
mounds at half mile intervals. As
160 of these posts would be used in
80 miles and as the men of the party
had to pack everything on their
backs, the load to be carried was not|
a light one. The posts weigh 68 |
pounds to a bundle of 25.

The meridian/ extended by
Ponton will form the basis of any
surveys that may be made in the
event of the extension of the boun-
daries of Mhanitoba province.

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30 MINERS QUIT WORK
IN MINES AT CARDIFF

Alberta Coal Company’s Mine Clised
Down—Men Retuse to Submit Did-
ierences w0 Board of Conciliation—
Company’s Manager Wifling to iet-
tic tne Differences,

(From Thursday’s Daily

The miners employed by the Al-
beria Coal Mine,. at Cardiff, quit work
at five o'clock Wednesday afternocn.
This morning the mine was closed.
Eighty men are affected, and an out-
but or coal varying from 360 to 400
tons per day is .cut off from the sup-
ply of the Edmonton district.

Geo., 8. Montgomery, managing
director of the company, was inter-
viewed by the Bulletin and asked re-
garding the situation.

*The situation is simply this,” he|
faid. “A month ago the miners
presented awseries of demands to the
company for increased wages. The
company believed these demands teo
be unjustified, and immediately ap-
plied for a board of conciliation
under, the Lemieux Act. We ap-
pointed our representative. on the
board and the Minfigter of} Labor’
requested. the men to name their re-
presentative. This they refused to
do, and yesterday quit work. In |
my opinion, the men are breaking
the law and must suffer for it.

“Our company is ready and willing
at any time to place the case belore
a board of conciliation, and, if we
are shown to be in the wrong, to at
once remedy the grievance. At the
present time our mine pays as high,
if not higher, wages than any other |
mine in the province, and the work- |
ing conditions are much above the |
average. The increase in wages de- |
manded by the men is out of all rea-
son. No man in the mine is at the
present time earning less than $4 per
day, and some run as high as $6 and
$8 per day.”

Mr, Montgomery has just returned
from a trip through Montana, Sask-
atchewan and Southern Alberta,
where he has investigated the mining
condition. He states that he found,
without exception, that the wages be-
ing paid by his company are higher|
than in any of these places, and fur-
ther, that the working conditions at
Cardiff are superior.

The miners say they are willing to |
arbitrate their differences with the’|
company and have asked for a con-
ference with the manager, but they
are not willing that the dispute should
be referred to a board of concilia-
tion. The ground they take is that
the last time there was difficulty be-
tween the company and the men the
board of conciliation remained in|
session from December 30th until |
March 24th, at which time the busy
season was over, and the operators‘
were in a position to refuse to grant|
increases.

TAXES SAVE LAND TAX

City Council Will Apply to Legisla-
ture for Amendmpiénts to Chartéer
Abolisning Business and. Poll Tax
—To Make Land T#x Sole Source
of Revenue,

The establishment of the land tax
as the sole source of revenue to the
<ity will be oue-of the abjects which
the city council will seek in applying
to the provincial Legislature at the
forthcoming session for amendments
to the city charter. This will be ac-
complished, subject to the approval
of the Legislature, by the abolition
of the business tax and also the much-
hated poll tax,

During last year the taxes levied on
business assessment amounted to ne
more than one-tenth of the total of
the taxes levied on land and busi-
ness. The raté of the assessment for
business was appreciably reduced this
year. This tax, however, has never
been regarded with general approval,
and the news of its abolition will pro-
bably be welecomed.

The poll tax in this city has had a
chequered history., URtil two years
ago it was customary to make more
or less abportive efforts to collect it.
In . 1901, by the general consent of
the council, no effort was made to
collect this tax. At the beginning of
the present year the city. assessor
made the discovery that the require-
ment. of the charter was—not that
the poll tax “may” be cellected, but
that it “must” be collected. An
effort has therefore been made to col-
lect the tax during this year. The
task, however, is attended by so
many difficulties and by such great
expense of time and energy that it is
very generally agreed that the total
amount of the tax, when levied, is
not worth the trouble and expense
involved-in getting it.

L0ST IN THE NORTH
IN-ZERO WEATHER

Harrowing Experience of Three M :a
on Their Way, to Athabasca Landing
¥From Fort McKay—Spent Ihree
Nizhts and Two Days Wanderin; n

- the Woods.

(From, Friday’'s Daily)

Lest in the.woods between the Cal-
ling river and Athabasca Landing on
their way south from Fori McKay,
Jcseph Violétte, Frank Violette and
Henry Gibb spent two days and three
nights last week, in 2zero weather,
without food or sleep. The three msn
left Fort McKay, two weeks ago, tO
walk three ‘hundred miles to Atha-
basca. Landing. They reached the
Lending at midnight on Saturday and
came on to Edmonton, arriving in the
city last night. Frank Violette was
in the north all summer superintend-
ing the installation of machinery and
bering operations on the claims of the
Fort McKay Oil and Asphalt com-
pany. His brother Jcsepnh went north
about six wéeks ago. The third m2.n-
ber of their southbound party which
narrowly escaped death was Henry
Gibb, a member of Blanchard’s sur-
vey party which spent the summer
working in the vicinity of Fort Mc-
Kay.

“We had given up all hope of ever
getting out alive,” said Joseph Violette
to the Bulletin yesterday. “And
when.we came out of the woods and
struck the river, we felt happier than
ever in our lives before.

“When we got to Calling river on
our way south we decided to strike
across country by an old Indian trail
through the weods, instead of follow-
ing the river. We had about sixty
miles to go, and to lighten our load,
left our sleeping blankets at Calling
river and took ‘with us just provisious
er.cugh for one day. The trail led s
astray. The sky was clouded and we
gol turned around to ‘the nmorth. We
had no compass and did not know
whefe we were.

“On the second day we made our
way to the top of a high hill. I climb-
ed a tree to look around. I could see
the country for miles arcund but no-
thing was visible but trees and cloud-
ed sky. The earth seemed Jlike #
great, silent tomb.

“It was so cold that we dared not
liec down to sleep. For three nights
we rested by sitting and standing
arcund a fire. When we got drowsy
we would get up and walk around. Fur
three days running the sky was cloud-
el so heavily that we could not sce
the sun, and So had no sense of Zi-
rection.

“We struck a poplar bush and tbe
poplar trees gsaved our lives. We
could tell the south by the white sides
of the trees. -Kncwing we were west
of the river e struck east and reach-
ed the Athabasca when we were al-
mcst completely exhausted.

“Eighteen miles out of the Land-
ing we mret a party of three men gc-
ing in to Pelican rapids with a Can-
acian-American oil drilling outfit.
Frem : them we got out first meal :n
twd days, We then went on to the

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" SUPREMACY OF COUNGIL

Acting Mayor in Statement to Press
Advanyes Arguments Dealing With
Relative Powers of Councii aad
Commissioners—Will Not Be a Can-
didate Next Year. )

(From Thursday's Daily

That he will not be & candidate ror
the mayoraity or for a position on the
ccuncil board in the forthcoming
municipal election is the statement®
made, by. Ald. Bellamy in the follow-
ing communicaticn’ addressed to :the
public through the press. Ald. Bel-
lamy also sets forth his reasons for
ii.sisting upon the subservience of the
commissioners to the city council. Iiis
statement is as follows:—

“Of late it appears to me that the
newspapers have heen manufacturing
ideas for me. They infer that I wculd
wisk. to destroy the usefulness of the
city commissioners by curtailing their
arbitrary authority, and, acecording to
their limited light on the question,
tt'at may be’ partially correct,

“l imagine that our citizens genar-
ally think a democrati¢c form of :ov-
errment is preferable to an ongarchy,
end as our commissioners, exceptiag
t;:e mayor, are appointed by the coun-
cil and not elected by the people, they
shouwld bhe subject to the legislative
ccntro. of the body that appoints them,
for if they are not, to whom are they
recponsible ? Certainly not to the
electors, Jor they have no control over
ttem, and if they are not to cbey the
oi1ders of the council they must ot
necessily arrogate to themselves di:
taturial powers which they apparantly
have done in refusing to depariment-
alize the waterworks urtility.

“The preSs by their articles would
lcad the public to think that the coun-
cil wanted this legislation carried out
simply for the benefit of Mr. McLean,
mis-named superintendent of water-
werks., New this supposition is. er-
reneous. ' What the council is endeav-
oring to do is to thoroughly depart-
mentalize this utility so that when the |
service fails to supply this very peces- ;
sary commodity we will not be in the:
same positicn as we were in somo}
time since, when we attempted to in- |
vestigate the water shortage.

“If this were done and Mr. McLean
shculd prove himsell incapable of
prcperly managing this  utility we
would at once look for a waterworks
superintendent who was competent te
du So. The council are alsu of the
orinion that there are a numbér of
other utilities that need much better
organization than at present. We
simply took the water propasition first
because we thought it the most urg-
ent.

“Now, to show that the city charter
did not intend the commissioners to
hiave arbitrary powers it provides that
they shall report to the ccuncil re-
commending work to be done and the
ccuncil shall approve or reject their
recommendation. Tnis being the case,
is it not reasonable 10 expect that they
should act on a unanimcus vote of the
ccuncil recommending a specified line
of action? ‘As to the vote by the
council of $6,000 for investigation for
future. and permanent water supply,
we. had in mind what is known as
the Gibbons property, naw belonging
to the” city, we being of the opinion
that the formier test for coal on this
property was very imperfectly done,
and we wished a further full and
thorough examination to be made. We
did nat contemplate the city purchas-
ing other property if further tests
proved this to be what we required.
And it is for this reason we wish a
pregress report.

“We have also requested from the
city engineer a list of the construction,
repair and. maintenance work now
contrclled by this department. Not
by any means to find fault, but be-
cause we believe he is altogether too
heavily overburdened with detail work,
we believe that he should not have
to look after trivia; matters that take
his time away from larger and more
important affairs.

“I think our citizens will agree with
me that we need a thcrough reorgan-
ization of our various works, and a
better system established. I also fav-
Oor a commissioner system to handle
the city’s business, and they should
advise with and, if necessary, be con-
trclled by the people’s representatives,
who are the council, cr otherwise be

elected by the people and directly re- E.

spensible to them, and I will not be
a candidate for either mayor or ald-
erman.”
