Writing home to his daughter from 
the Dardanelles, a member of the 
French Expeditionary Force de 
scribes in a letter, reproduced by the 
Matin, how he saw H.M.S. .Majestic 
go to her doom.

It was about 6.35 a.m., he says 
when the battleship was struck. As 
soon as she was torpedoed by the 
German submarine she heeled over in 
an alarming fashion till she had a 
'ist of about 45 degrees to port. 
Everything on deck fell or slid with 
a tremendous din and whatever was 
not attached was thrown into the sea. 
But I owe it to the truth to say that 
there was not a single instant of pan­
ic and that many of the seamen who, 
recognizing the imminence of the 
danger, had undressed waiting the 
critical instant with calm.

They had not to wait long, for four 
minutes after the explosion the Ma- 
iectic abandoned her inclined posi­
tion and turned completely over and 
went down, the forward keel alone 
emerging.

It was a terrible moment, but it 
was also sublime when six hundred 
men, facing death mute and strong, 
were thrown into the sea. covered and 
caught in the torpedo nets which en­
snared them like an immense cast- 
net among the gigantic eddies of their 
annihilated battleship.

From the Front.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 a m.
OFFICIAL.

LONDON, July 31. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

General French reports that an 
enemy bombardment of our trenches 
north and south of Hooge was fol­
lowed up by flame projectors. The 
enemy thus succeeded in penetrating 
our first line of trenches on a front 
of five hundred yards. Fighting is 
still in progress.

The French Government reports 
aeroplane bombardment of various 
enemy positions.

The Russian Government reports 
fighting with advance enemy detach­
ments which have crossed the Vis­
tula. Between the Vistula and the 
Bug the enemy were repulsed with 
great losses, but are advancing on the 
left bank of Wiéprz. The enemy ap­
pears to have reached the Lublin and 
Oholm railway. Near Sottal the Rus­
sians captured thousands of prisoners 
and four machine guns.

The Italian Government reports 
progress on Carso and at other points. 
An Austrian attempt to recapture the 
Island of Pelagosa in the Adriatic 
was repulsed with losses.

Russia greets 
her Allies, France, Great Britain, Bel­
gium, Serbia, Montenegro, Japan and 
Italy, All hail to their heroic and 
firm determination to stand by her to 
the end till light dispels gloom.”

NO COMPROMISE POSSIBLE.
LONDON, August 1.

Pope Benedict’s plea for an ar­
ranging of aspirations, finds no re­
sponse in the British press, which re­
jects, as the Westminster Gazette 
puts it, the implication by the Pope 
that we all equally are involved in 
thé fratricidal struggle, and that all, 
in equal degree, are responsible for 
the origin and outcome of the strife. 
We had no choice in the matter, in 
August, 1914, the newspaper says, 
and we hare no choice in the matter 
now. After citing examples of what 
it describes as terrorism and despot­
ism, perpetrated by Germany during 
the year of warfare, the Westminster 
Gazette says: “There is no conceiv­
able arranging of aspirations which 
can meet our viewpoint, short of an 
issue which will make any repetition 
of these events impossible in the fu­
ture.”

The Pall Mail Gazette, writing in 
similar vein, while not questioning 
the Pope’s sincerity or impartiality, 
remarks that until victory definitely 
rests on the banners of the Alliance, 
the Pope’s wish cannot be realized 
without the loss of the cause of Right, 
Liberty and Peace itself.

EMPEROR’S DECLARATION.
LONDON, August 1.

The German Emperor has issued a 
manifesto to the German people on 
the occasion of the anniversary of the 
outbreak of the war. In this mani­
festo the Emperor says: “Before God 
and history, my conscience is clear. 
I have not willed this war, and full 
of gratitude we can say tq-day, that 
God is with us.”

by the enemy which we lately reach­
ed. At the end of yesterday, after 
efficacious preparations, especially on 
the centre, we began the attack on a 
new line making some progress, es­
pecially in the centre where our 
troops captured some entrenchments 
and made 334 prisoners, of whom 15 
were officers. We took three machine 
guns, many guns and ammunition.

DUNKIRK BOMBED.
PARIS, August 1.

Last night passed without infantry 
engagements. Some bombs were 
dropped on Dunkirk, but did no dam­
age.

AN ANSWER TO WILSON.
QUEENSTOWN, August 1. 

Four of the seven men killed when 
the Iberian was torpedoed, are said 
to have been Americans.

ONEFIRE CAUSES DEATH OF
MAN; 11 INJURED.

LONDON, August 1.
The British Official Press Bureau 

last night gave out the following: 
Fire broke out in one of the Depart­
ments of Ardeer Factory (Ardeer 
Iron Works) near Irvine, Scotland, 
late on Friday night, and was follow­
ed by several explosions. As far as 
can be ascertained one man was kill­
ed, and 11 ihjured.

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, August 1.

The anniversary of the outbreak of 
the war, passed without the Germans 
occupying Warsaw. However, news 
of this climax of the Austro-German 
offensive in the east is hourly expect­
ed. What little information that is 
allowed to leak through is in effect 
that Russia has for days been with­
drawing her great line and leaving 
small forces to fight rearguard ac­
tions, so that the main armies might 
make good their retreat. _ These rear­
guard actions have divided many 
places into fairly large battles, as the 
Russians, whose steadiness has been 
phenomenal in the face of defeat, are 
offering stubborn resistance to the 
German advances, and are delivering 
powerful counter-attacks. For ex­
ample, they have prevented Von Hin- 
denburg from throwing more of his 
troops across the Narew, have repul­
sed the German attacks northwest of 
Warsaw, and have driven back over 
the river some troops who crossed the 
Vistula at the south of Warsaw.

In the southeast, Field Marshal 
Von MacKenzen continues his vic­
torious advance. He has swept aside 
the resistance of the Russians and 
forced them to retreat along both 
banks of the Bug, and the Germans 
have already passed through Cholm 
in pursuit. Thus, on this front of re­
tirement, the Warsaw armies are 
seriously threatened. During the 
month of July, Berlin says that the 
Germans captured more than 95,000 
Russians between Pilicia River and 
the Baltic alone

The Russians, according to Petro­
grad, have stopped General Von Bue- 
Iow’s advance in Krovno Province to­
ward the Vilna-Petrograd railway. If 
the Grand Duke Nicholas is to hold 
his great line after his retirement 
from Warsaw, it is absolutely neces­
sary that Gen.eral Von Buelow should 
be arrested, for should he reach the 
railway, he wôuld interfere with the 
Russian movements. The appear­
ance of fresh troops also suggests 
that the German Staff will not be sat­
isfied with the capture of the city, or 
even the destruction of part of the 
Russian army, but should this he ac­
complished, they will attack its breast 
line and endeavor to finally crush the 
entire Russian forcé. Meanwhile the 
Germans, who appear to have an in- 
exhaustive supply of munitions, are 
fighting desperately to retain every 
position which they hold along the 
western front, and they have recap­
tured part of the trenches which they 
lost to the French.

An unconfirmed report comes from 
Rome to-night., that the Austrians are 
preparing for the evacuation of 
Trieste.

WARSAW IN THE BALANCE.
LONDON, August 1.

The fate of the Russian armies in 
the Polish salients still hangs in the 
balance. NO official confirmation has 
been received up till an early hour 
this morning , of the evacuation of 
Warsaw by Russian troops, but that 
they are withdrawing eastward is 
certain.

ITALIAN PROGRESS.
ROME, August 1.

Official issued last night: In the 
Upper Valley of Camenica during the 
night of the 30th of July, the enemy 
renewed their attack. They failed in 
their fifteenth sally against our posi­
tions near Refugio Garibaldi.

Jellicoe at SdfoeL
The Canadian Magazine contains an 

interesting sketch from the pen of 
Prefessor MacNaughton in which the 
reader gets a glimpse of the school 
days of the man Who is Admiral of 
the Grand Fleet and in no small mea­
sure holds British destinies in his 
hands. The writer was at Rotting- 
dean School; and recounts the follow­
ing reminiscences : —

I have seen it stated that “Sir John 
Jellicoe is a silent man—as silent as 
Nelson was loquacious and Beresford 
was talkative.” This is certainly not 
my recollection of his character when 
a boy. I should on the contrary say 
that at that period he possessed a 
large capacity for fun, and he was 
certainly distinguished beyond any 
of my contemporaries at school with 
a fund or originality of which I re­
member one particularly striking in­
cident. It is curious how certain tri­
vial incidents remain fast in the me­
mory after a lapse of many years. I 
remember as clearly as If it had oc­
curred to-day an incident which must 
save struck me at the time and which 
in the light of his subsequent career 
seems to be characteristic Of his abil­
ity to utilise the occasion. Young 
Jellicoe had just entered the school, 
and being a new boy he had to make 
his way in the world of school life. 
He proceeded in an eminently origin­
al way. There was a boy in the 
school, whose name I think was In­
gram, but in any case he was one of 
the leading boys; and there was some­
thing about his personality which 
evidently attracted young Jellicoe’s 
attention. Now, those who know any­
thing about the school life in Great 
Britain will know that it is hedged 
about with all sorts of rules and 
points of etiquette, and that it is ex­
tremely difficult for a new boy, es­
pecially his first coming,, to gain the 
friendship and confidence of one who 
has already an established place in 
the school. But John Jellicoe had de­
termined that it was worth while to 
cultivate the friendship of this senior 
boy; and he set about it in the fol­
lowing very original way. A game of 
football was being played in the after­
noon on the small playing field which 
lay within the school precincts. On 
one occasion the ball went out of 
bounds, and Jellicoe went to fetch it. 
Instead of throwing it back in the 
ordinary manner, he ran back with 
the ball in his hand, and on coming 
dose to Ingram made a neat drop 
kick so that the ball bounded against 
him with some force. There was a 
shout of laughter and applause, and 
away ran Jellicoe, pursued by Ingram 
to a corner of the field, where they in­
dulged for some moments in a friend­
ly tussle before resuming the game. 
From that day Jellicoe and Ingram 
became bosom friends, and though 
this trivial incident occurred more 
than forty years ago, it has always 
remained in my memory. I do not 
indeed remember, either at this or at 
any of the other schools where I was 
educated, anv instance of equally suc­
cessful and original boyish diplom­
acy.

That Jellicoe was a hard worker 
even at that time is certain not only 
from my own recollection, but from 
the fact that he successfully passed 
the very difficult examination which 
was necessary in those days to secure 
admission to the ‘Britannia.’ He was 
'-«■rtainly also a boy of exceptionally 
high character. I cannot remember 
a single instance or a single occasion 
during the year or two when we 
were at school together when his con­
duct was marked by anything but the 
highest possible standard ; a state­
ment which would certainly not be 
true in regard to some other of my 
contemporaries.

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Wnat Will America Do?
In some quarters the last Note from 

Washington to Berlin was regarded 
as tantamount to an Ultimatum. 
Whether it was intended as such 
should soon be made clear. The con­
cluding words of the Note were clear. 
They contained a warning to Germany 
if any German commander of a sub­
marine repeated the act complained 
of, the action would be held by the 
Government at Washington as “de­
liberately unfriendly.” The warning 
has been disregarded. The German 
Press has openly flouted it and de­
clared their would be no modification 
of the submarine warfare against 
mercantile vessels. A German com­
mander of a submarine has set the 
warning at naught, fully a week after 
the Note was received by the German 
Foreign Office. He sunk the S. S. 
Iberian, and did to death among 
others, three American citizens. An 
official .statement issued at Queens­
town declares that three of the vic­
tims were American citizens. Acts 
speak louder than words. Germany 
by murdering American citizens on 

■the high seas when pursuing their or­
dinary peaceful avocation of travel­
ling on the seas in a non-warlike ves­
sel has defied the Government of the 
United States, after receiving a posi­
tive, clear and unequivocal warning 
that by doing so they would commit 
an act, which the American Govern­
ment would regard as “deliberately 
unfriendly.” This is an open defiance, 
"’hat will President Wilson do now? 
He has been warning the Kaiser re­
peatedly for the past six months. The 
time for expostulation and words of 
friendly warning has passed. It is up 
to President Wilson and his associates 
in the Cabinet to take action. The 
world awaits that action.

How to Sink
Submarines.

Veteran Whaling Captain Says Bomb 
Guns Would do it.

Boston, Mass., July 28.—“A sub­
marine ought to be an easier mark 
than a Whale,” says Captain John A. 
Cook, of Provincetown, a veteran 
whaler, who is a recognized authority 
on that subject,

“I have often thought," said the 
Captain, “that if I were in one of my 
old whaling vessels and found my­
self in the danger zone, I would put 
out my six boats, with a bomb gun in 
each of them, and would feel certain 
that if a submarine came within 
striking distance she would be sunk 
before she could do any damage.”

The bomb used in whaling, the 
captain points out, must penetrate 
the tough skin and sixteen or more 
inches of blubber, and it is desired 
to have it pass through or between 
the ribs and explode in the vitals of a 
whale. Such an explosion, he thinks, 
would be sufficient to destroy a sub­
marine, and the misile, he says, 
would penetrate the shell of the un­
dersea craft.

“Can one shoot accurately with one 
of these guns?” he was asked.

“Yes.” said he. “A submarine 
ought to make an easier mark than a 
whale. There is only a small part of 
the whale’s body that is really vul­
nerable. It is no use to shoot it near 
the tail or the head. There is really 
about thirty feet in even the biggest 
whale where it is worth while to 
place a harpoon or a bomb. Aim lust 
back of the fin and below the bark 
bone, so the projectile will go 
through or near the heart, and that 
means death to the whale.

“But can you shoot under water 
with one of these guns?”

“Yes, we always have to shoot un­
der water. The projectile is pointed 
so it is very slightly deflected by the 
water. It does not ricochet on strik­
ing a surface as a round shot is likely 
to do, but keeps on its course. It 
will vary slightly; it is not so accur­
ate as shooting in the air. but the 
variation is too slight to he of con- 
senuence when the mark is so large. 
We find that when three or four shots 
a^e fired, as sometimes happens, they 
all strike within a space not larger 
than the head of a barrel. There is 
no trouble at all about shooting un­
der water."

Kaiser Planned
to Change Map.

OF SOUTH AFRICA.
London, July 26.—A Times special 

from Cape Town says: Gen. Botha, 
speaking at a hanonet in his honor, 
laid stress on the far-reaching char­
acter of the German designs in South 
Africa. He said maps had been dis­
covered re-casting the chart of Africa 
on the basis of a peace to be con­
cluded at Rome in 1916.

The whole of Africa south of the 
equator was marked “Greater Ger­
many" except for a minute fragment 
of territory labelled “Boer reserve.” 
At the outbreak of the war, Col. 
Maritz inquired how far the indepen­
dence of the new Republic was guar­
anteed. The Kaiser replied:

“I shall not only acknowledge the 
independence of South Africa, but 
even guarantee it. provided the rebel­
lion starts immediately.”

GERMAN SHIPS WARNED BEFORE 
WAR WAS DECLARED.

London, July 26.—Godfrey Isaacs, 
head of the Marconi Company, at a 
meeting to-day declared that on Au­
gust 4 last the German Government 
sent the following wireless to all 
German ships at 5 p.m.

“War declared against England;
make neutral ports quickly."
As a matter of fact, the formal de­

claration of war was not made until 
seven hours later.

London, July 10.—Lucien Wolf, a 
writer on foreign politics, says in an 
article published by the Chronicle:

“Some months ago Professor Dr. 
Ludwig Stein contributed to the Vos- 
sische Zeitung a jubilant article on 
what he was pleased to discover as 
the swing-round of opinion (stim- 
mungsumschlag) in America, the said 
swing-round being of course in favor 
of Germany.

“In his native way he claimed it as 
‘chiefly if not entirely’ the work of 
German guile, that is to say of the 
German Ambassador in Washington. 
Count Von Bernstorff, it appears, is 
a master of the art of ‘manipulating 
the press,’ which we are frankly told 
is ‘the most delicate problem of Ger­
man diplomacy.’ Hence it was ap 
parently quite easy for him to cap­
ture the American newspaper mag­
nate, Mr. Hearst, and through him and 
his newspaper and cinema ramifica­
tions to contrive the aforesaid ‘stim 
mungsumschlag.’

“To any Englishman who knows 
Von Bernstorff, and more especially 
his methods of manipulating the press, 
the achievement attributed to him by 
Dr. Stein can only provoke amuse­
ment. Von Bernstorff was for some 
years Counsellor of the German Em- 

| bassy in London, and in that capa­
city I frequently had occasion to meet 

j him and to study his methods. On 
offie occasion he^ did me the honor of 
trying to capture me. as he is alleged 
to have captured Hearst, but he failed 
in the attempt, and the only result was 
that he brought down upon himself 
some very disagreeable home truths 
from me and got himself thoroughly 
discredited, in his official relations.

“The story is perhaps worth telling, 
if not for the instruction of our Am­
erican friends, whose eyes are now 
wide open, at any rate, as showing 
how real arc the danger of the press 
intrigues of German diplomacy, of 
which Dr. Stein has so unwisely 
boasted.

‘“One day in February, 1904, when 
the newspapers were full of rumors 
of the coming entente with France, I 
received by hand a bulky packet from 
Von Bernstorff. It contained the draft 
of an article attacking the proposed 
entente, and was ostensibly written 
from, a British poing of view.^ ^t y- 
gued very ingeniously that British and 
French interests and ambitions were 
bound to conflict and that in any case 
France was not to be trusted. A cov­
ering letter asked me to ‘make use of 
the inclosed,' or, in the event of my 
not being able to do so, to ‘send it 
back in a few days.’

“I need not say that I was as in­
dignant as I was astonished, but I 
recognized the importance of the in­
cident as shedding light not only on 
Von Bcrnstorff’s extra-diplomatic ac­
tivities, but also on the attitude of 
Wilhelmstrasse toward the entente.

“A few days later I called on Bern­
storff and spoke to him plainly about 
the impropriety of his conduct. He 
was very embarrassed and protested 
that his sole concern was for the wel­
fare of Great Britain, and asked me 
for the return of his manuscript.

“On February 22, 1904, Von Bern­
storff in a letter acknowledging the 
receipt of the returned manuscript, 
said:

“ ‘I should never have sent you the 
article if I had not thought that in 
this question German and English in­
terests were identical and it would 
be a good thing for both countries to 
maintain the status quo.’ ”

Commenting upon this Mr. Wolf re­
fers to it as “a cynical avowal that 
Germany was really endeavoring at 
the time to frustrate Lord Lans- 
downe’s efforts for an Anglo-French 
conciliation,”

“It is the accident of events that 
has made Mr. Asquith the pilot dur­
ing the most stormy period of British 
politics for, certainly, a century,” 
writes Mr. A. G. Gardiner in the At­
lantic.

African soldiers. They live in an ex 
tremely rocky country, and are at 
cu-stomed to enduring long fatiguing 
climbs from the very earliest infancy. 
They are able, in fact, to outmarch 
any European troops, and to do it on 
very much less food.

All able-bodied men in A.lgeria are 
compelled to serve three years in the 
French active army, and seven in the 
reserve. At war strength the Alger­
ian troons number over a hundred 
thousand.

Although a baby under two years 
should not be given a sea bath, a word 
of caution about sea bathing may not 
be amiss.
