Ladies Dressed in Tin.
Many of our lady readers may not 

be aware that when they are arrayed 
in their silk robes they are to a con­
siderable extent dressed in tin. Much 
of the silk used in America is manu­
factured in Pennsylvania where great 
coal fields insure cheap power and 
where so many women workers can 
be readily obtained from the multi­
tude of families whose male members 
are employed in the coal and iron 
works.

The raw silk, as it comes from 
Japan, China, or Italy, is first steam­
ed and degummed. This gum takes 
away about one-fifth of its weight. 
After this comes the dyeing and spin­
ning and usually the weighting. Here 
is where the tin comes in.

As a magazine says: “The weight­
ing process is very interesting, both 
from the standpoint of manufacture 
and wearing. In silk that may have 
cost eight or ten dollars a pound, the 
extraction of the gum represents a 
serious shrinkage. It happens that 
silk has a particular affinity for tin 
dissolved in hydrochloric acid. So 
the silk manufacturer proceeds to 
treat his degummed silk to a bath of 
liquid tin. It absorbs several ounces 
to the pound of silk. Then he washes 
it in a phosphate-of-soda preparation 
which increases its power of absorb­
ing tin, and gives it another bath. 
He may repeat the process until the 
pound of raw silk, which had shrunk 
to thirteen ounces by the degumming 
operation, takes, on enough tin to 
make it weigh at least twenty and 
perhaps forty or even sixty ounces.

This weighting is of advantage to 
the wearers. An ordinary 19-inch 
taffeta, that retails at, say $1.50 a 
yard, is composed, probably, of five- 
eights silk and three-eights tin. Yet 
it is satisfactory in its lustre and will 
ordinarily wear for two seasons which 
is alleged to be the longest any 
woman would want a silk dress or 
waist to last. If that taffeta were 
made from untinned silk it would 
cost $2.20 a yard and serve milady no 
better.

During the last year or two, under 
the stress of raw silk prices of 
unprecedented heights, weighting 
came to be dene in the woven goods 
as well as in the tram and organdine, 
so that the women of the country 
often wear as much tin as silk and 
frequently more.”—Ex.

BEST WISHES.
Undeterred* by the non suc­

cess of Hawker and Grieve in 
their tiny Sopwith machine, 
and undismayed by the disaster 
which befel the Martinsyde 
“Raymor,” the Handley-Page 
^nd Vickers-Vimy fliers are 
now in almost complete readi­
ness for their attempt to con­
quer the air and make the non­
stop flight over the Atlantic 
Ocean an accomplished fact. 
One advantage the present fliers 
have over the earlier com­
petitors is that both their ma­
chines are much larger than 
either Hawker’s or Raynham’s, 
and being more powerfully en­
gined have a greater capacity 
for fuel and oil supplies, abso­
lute essentials for the complete 
success of the journey through 
space.

Tragedy, in the case of the 
Sopwith and Martinsyde planes, 
was happily averted, for though 
the one made the greater half of 
the flight ere disaster overtook 
it and the other came to grief 
on making the start, there were 
no fatalities. Yet the danger is 
ever existent. The hazard of 
chance takes a prominent place 
in all such adventures, but it is 
that hazard which attracts red 
blooded men, and the possibili­
ties of death are ever an incite­
ment to human nature to throw 
dice with them for a win. There 
is furthermore the pride of race, 
which inclines men to take part 
in dangerous enterprises, and to 
hold life in light regard if they 
can but do something lasting, 
something immortal for the 
sake of country, with the eyes 
of a watching world full upon 
them. Of such is the physical 
and mental calibre of the men 
who are now about to venture 
forth into the uncharted, mys­
terious regions of the air. For 
them the voyage has no terrors, 
their one thought being a vic­
tory over the silent spaces, and 
a demonstration that the long 
flight can be made without a 
stop. They place the utmost 
dependence in their machines, 
which have been built as per­
fectly and strongly, but withal 
as lightly, as human skill can 
fashion and construct. Every 
strut and stay, every wire 
and bolt and nut has been 
tested and retested: operating 
levers have been adjusted to the 
finest fraction, engines have 
been tuned up, planes, tail and 
rudders have received the 
closest attention, compasses and 
air instruments have been cor­
rected and every minor detail 
carefully considered and in­
spected. When the planes fly 
all that could possibly be done, 
has been, but once in the air the 
aviators are up against the 
chances of accident from some 
unforeseen cause. Nothing 
daunted by such prospects, how­
ever, the charm of danger be­
ing always attractive to men 
engaging in new adventures, 
the conquerors of the air fly out 
on the way toward the great 
achievement, with hearts beat­
ing exultingly and hopes of the 
brightest that they will be the 
first to reach the farther shore 
and send the intelligence of suc­
cess' flashing over cables and 
wires to’a waiting and admiring 
and congratulatory world. And

as they go let us all give them 
our benediction, and pray that 
the crowning glory of their high 
hopes may be won, and their 
niche in the temple of fame as­
sured. Newfoundlanders hold 
such men as have essayed and 
are essaying the long flight in 
the highest admiration, and will 
accord to the loser no less than 
the winner the meed of praise 
that springs spontaneous on wit­
nessing a deed well done or well 
tried. May the gods of the air 
smile kindly upon the intrepid 
adventurers and gentle winds 
bear them along until the goal 
of their desires is reached.
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Government
Commandeers

Steamships Portia and Prospéré.
At 3 p.m. yesterday Mr. T. A. Hall, 

Secretary to the Department of Ship­
ping, acting for the Government, 
commandeered the steamships Portia 
and Prospero under the War Meas­
ures Act for use in the coastal ser­
vice. This action was made neces­
sary by the urgent demand for steam­
ers to ply west and north and by the 
apparent unwillingness of the Bow­
ring Coastal Company to take up the 
contract even on the basis of their 
original tender. On Monday of last 
week the Government intimated to 
the company that they would accept 
their tender, but in the meanwhile 
the company withdrew the offer, and, 
it is reported, increased their de­
mands. The Government saw that it 
negotiations are to edntinue for any 
length of time it would create a hard­
ship on the trade and the people west 
and north, and took the only possible 
course of meeting the situation. The 
Coastal Co. have agreed to work the 
ships for the Government, and they 
will immediately take up their regu­
lar schedules. In the meantime the 
Government will be able to continue 
negotiations with the Bowrings, and 
if it is found impossible to come to 
a satisfactory arrangement with 
them, there will be ample time to 
seek elsewhere for ships.

HANDLEY-PAGE TRIAL FLIGHT.
A late wire was received from Hr. 

Grace yesterday advising that the 
Handley-Page aeroplane made a suc­
cessful take-oil for a trial flight at 
4.30 o’clck. At about 4.50 or perhaps 
a few minutes later the big machine j 
was observed over the city, the first ! 
intimation people had of its presence 
being the roar of the exhaust. The 
distance in a straight line from Hr.1 
Grace is some 23 miles, so that the 
machine had done the trip at a speed 
of something more than a mile a 
minute, easy flying. After circling the 
city the plane turned about and flew 
back over Conception Bay, passing 
over Beil Island and going inland for 
some distance on the other side of the 
Bay before returning to Harbor Grace 
where landing was made at 5.40.

VICKERS-VIMY.

of the Vickers-Vimy plane were busily 
engaged in swinging their compasses 
and making other necessary adjust­
ments and inspections, preparatory to 
their get-away. Many hundreds of 
people trekked to Lester’s Field last 
evening in the hope of seeing a start 
made. No definite information has 
teen given out by either Capt. Alcock 
or Lieut.

Arrangements have 
been made for notifying Atlantic 
steamships to keep a keen look out 
for the machine and also to promptly 
answer any wireless calls made. With 
both planes completely ready it will 
be a toss up for getting away honors, 
but in all probability the Vickers ma­
chine will be the first.

And 
the more one knows of every sort, 
the more interesting a place the world 
becomes and hence the less chance 
one has of being unhappy.

Since it is possible to buy new 
spring split herring in Newfoundland 
at $7 per barrel, f.o.b St. John’s, the 
market here has taken another view 

! of the situation, and whereas there 
was every indication of an advance 
in prices, it now appears that the 
average market for splits is $8.50 @ 
9.50, with few able to sell at the high­
er figure. There have been some 
small receipts of splits during the 
past few weeks, but sales of these 
are not reported. It is understood 
that one or two small lots were dis­
posed of at $8.60 during the week. 
In view of the depressed condition of 
the herring market generally, it 
could not be expected that split or 
round herring would have any special 
demand at this time. The export fea­
ture of the market has not developed 
as might have been expected, and 
this, too, has limited the movement 
of splits. Round herring continues 
to be quoted on the basis of $8.50, and 
is practically out of demand. Other 
grades of salt and pickled herring 
are out of demand, belly cuts being 
practically cleaned up.—N. Y. Fishing 
Gazette.

Nfld. Scotch
Cured Herring.

The failure of the spring fishery in 
Alaska places this grade of Scotch 
style herring in a more advantageous 
position in the New York market, and 
there are other circumstances which 
are very likely to contribute to the 
success of Newfoundland herring here 
during the remainder of the season. 
These developments come at a time 
when the market is laboring under 
unfavorable conditions. It is report­
ed from Norway that over a million 
barrels of herring of the old pack, and 
perhaps as much of the new pack are 
about to be sold to Germany and oth­
er nations of Central Europe. From 
other sources comes the advice that 
the European demand is assuming un­
heard of proportions. This would in­
dicate that if the Peace Treaty is 
signed within the next few weeks that 
a great movement of herring from 
Scotland and. Holland will be under­
taken, These outside conditions have 
a direct bearing on the herring mark-, 
et in New York, and factors in the 
trade doubtless will recognize their 
importance. It is estimated that there 
are about 25,000 barrels of Newfound­
land Scotch cured herring available 
for distribution in the American 
market, the bulk of it in first or sec­
ond hands in Newfoundland or Can-' 
ada. The stock in New York is not 
as heavy as many have estimated, and 
since this grade is the only satisfao 
tory Scotch style hqrring on the spot, 
it may be expected that the demand 
will improve rather than grow worse 
as the summer season passes and the 
fall demand begins. Holders have 
been selling stocks of ordinary qual­
ity Newfoundland Scotch style her­
ring here at a range between $18@20 
per barrel. In isolated cases sales 
of fancy quality have been made at 
$24 and even $26 for small lots. Those 
who have taken an optimistic view of 
conditions and have not urged the sale 
of their stocks when the market was 
not prepared to absorb it will probab­
ly fare.better from now on. It is not 
likely that there will be heavy stocks 
of Scotch herring this summer, ac­
cording to reliable advices, and it is 
no trick for the New York market to 
distribute 25,000 barrels of Newfound­
land herring when conditions are fav­
orable. It would appear from the 
present state of tûe herring industry, 
both at home and abroad, that there 
would be a much firmer market dur­
ing the summer months than now, and 
that the early fall wiil see a return 
of the strong demand.—N. Y. Fishing 
Gazette, May 31.

! to enable the pilot to talk is supplied 
by means of a little propeller, which 
is driven round by the air as the aero­
plane is flying^

From the aeroplane hangs a long 
copper wire, about two hundred feet 
in length, and it is from this wire 
that the messages are sent out or re­
ceived when the pilot is telephoning.

The pilot has to wear a special hel­
met, which is muffled and padded as 
to be practically soundproof; other­
wise the roar of the engine is so ten- 
rifle that it would be quite impossible 
for him to hear anything else. The 
telephone itself is so made that it 
takes no notice ot^any sounds but the 
human voice, and this is one of the 
most remarkable things about the in­
vention.

Only two things have completely 
disappeared in Belgium during the 
war. These are pepper and mustard. 
As a matter of fact, there is hardly 
any mustard anywhere ,and east coun­
ty farmers are preparing to grow a 
very large crop this year.

There are three kinds of mustard 
grown in England, and all three con­
tribute their seeds to the mustard 
pot. But, as a rule, mustard is made 
of the seeds of the brown and white 
mustard mixed together in a certain 
proportion.

The third variety, which is the wild 
mustard commonly known as char­
lock, and * Vst pestilential weed, 
does not Aunt for much with the 
manufacturer.

The husk is separated after the 
first crushing, and is squeezed in hy­
draulic presses. A quantity of oil is 
produced which is invaluable for dif­
ferent purposes, while the cake that 
remains over is either given to catttle 
as a condiment or used for fertilising 
purposes.

The mustard you find in your mus­
tard pot is not made of pure mustard, 
but is usually a mixture of mustard 
flour with wheaten or com flour. In 
its pure state mustard flour is too 
sharp for most palates.

’ LONDON, May 17. 1919.
A NEW FIELD-MARSHAL.

It is understood that the King pro­
poses to return to the former prac­
tice of creating one new Field-Mar­
shal upon the occasion of the Royal 
Birthday1 (June 3rd) each year. This 
year it is anticipated that the choice 
of the King will rest between Sir Ian 
Hamilton and Sir Herbert Plumer. 
The former is much the senior offi­
cer, and had it not been for the war 
it is certain that he would have re­
ceived the baton of a Field-Marshal 
two or three years ago. General Plu­
mer, however, rendered such distin­
guished service during the war on 
both the'Western front and in Italy 
that his claims to promotion to the 
highest rank in the Army are very 
strong. In face of this fact, it is pos­
sible that . His Majesty may ultimate­
ly decide that both these Generals 
shall become Field-Marshals in June. 
There is a precedent for this, as Sir 
Evelyn Wood and the late Sir George 
White wére promoted Field-Marshals 
on the same day by the late King 
Edward. Sir Douglas Haig is the only 
Field-Marshal created during the war, 
while, three have died since 1911— 
Earl Roberts, Lord Kitchener and 
Lord Nicholson. The present list of 
Field-Marshals is thus smaller than 
has been the case for many years 
put.

DOLING OUT THE MEDALS.
The 1914 Star is being issued by 

the War Ofllce in instalments, and 
another batch of halt a dozen regi­
ments have been informed that their 
supply is now ready. It is to be 
Loped that by the time the peace 
celebrations take, place every officer 
and man who has earned the coveted 
distinction will have received it. The 
public is singularly unfamiliar with 
the shape and design of the medal, al­
though the red, white, and blue rib­
bon is well known. Londoners have 
for many months had an opportunity 
of seeing the Star if they knew where 
to look for it The gorgeous Guards­
men in Whitehall were said to be the 
only soldiers in the country at one 
time to whom it had been issued, and 
f jp a long period prior to the Armis­
tice the “Mons” Medal, as it is often 
erroneously called, tinkled against 
the steel breast plates.

BRITISH EIGHT FOB KING’S CUP.
Great Britain will be represented 

after all in the race for the King’s 
Cup, the new Henley event, which is 
open to eights of amateurs who have 
served in any of the forces of the Al­

lies. For the past few evenings an 
eight composed of Leander Club men 
and captained by A F. R. Wiggins, 
the Oxford president, who rowed fur 
his university against Cambridge in- 
the last three contests before the war, 
has been afloat, and Is to practice 
regularly for the Services event at the 
Henley Royal Regatta. Wiggins went 
to France with the Grenadiers, and his 
crew have all fought in the war. 
There Is a possibility of the Royal 
Air Force entering, but up to the 
present they have not put in an ap­
pearance at Putney (the portion of 
the Thames neat London which is 
usually favored, by training crews), | 
■where the Australians, New Zealand-1 

ers, and Canadians are now training 
for the King’s Cup.

AUTHORS IN COUNCIL.
The authors, playwrights, and com­

posers, who held the annual meeting 
of their combined society on May 13th, 
have not come to the end of their 
war-time troubles. The authors are 
naturally worried by the uncertainty 
of the prices of novels to-day. The 
chairman, said that morning he" had 
received for review seven navels of 
equal length, by novelists of equal 
popularity, which were priced vari­
ously at six, seven, eight, and nine 
shillings. Royalties, It seems, do not 
always Increase with the price. In­
deed, when prices began to go up cer­
tain publishers informed their novel­
ists that unless they consented to 
take the old royalty without increase 
the books would be withdrawn from 
sale. The society wants Parliament 
to recognize the existence of authors, 
and the chairman pointed out that in 
matters specifically affecting, them 
they were ignored. Bernard Shaw 
wanted a Ministry of Fine Arts, not 
because a Fine Arts Minister was 
likely to be appointed, but because 
there was no one in Parliament at 
whom the dissatisfied authors could 
shy sticks, and a Minister of Fine 
Arts, the sillier the better, would 
make a fine Aunt Sally. Sir Rider 
Haggard vehemently dissented from 
this view. He said that if once lit­
erature got into the hands of a Minis­
try, anything might happen. The au­
thors would certainly be rationed, and 
on'the slightest pretext they might 
be suppressed.

The British soldier cannot help being 
naturally good-natured, and shows 
more friendliness to villagers, es­
pecially to children. But among our 
men also there is little conversation 
with the English-speaking German, 
and the small kindnesses which sol­
diers may do to simple folk do not 
lead to much exchange of phrases. 
One young British officer writes, “We 
don’t get much chance of learning 
Boche, as the authorities are very 
strict against fraternisation, and 
rightly so. German phrases are not 
being formed into slang words by our 
men as French words were, ‘Kaput’— 
meaning ‘burst’—I am told, is about 
the only imported word from the Hun 
language, and takes the place of ‘na­
poo’ in some cases.” He adds whim­
sically, “We have a Brigadier as com­
manding officer in this battalion, and 
another as second in command. I 
don’t think I shall stay in the Army."
