London, Nov. 1st, 6 a. m.—A special 
despatch from Sicily reports the volcano 
of Etna in a state of violent eruption. 
The outbreak is accompanied by fearful 
earthquakes, aid portions of the crater 
have fallen in. The mines of sulphur, 
whicji had been worked for years and 
were valued at £800,000, have been des­
troyed.

Rome, Oct. 31st.—The waters of the 
fiber are rising ; some streets are already 
overflowed, and a disastrous inundation 
is feared.

Pittsburgh, Pa., Nov. 1st.—A despatch 
says some of the leading bar and sheet 
iron manufacturers have firmly deter­
mined, in the event of general dissatisfac­
tion among the men, to fill what orders 
are now in their books, and then shut 
down until improvement in business ; 
wages have been cut down and many 
workmen discharged already. Glass 
business is dead ; men refused to work at 
reduced rates.

A Minister Clears Out Under 
Suspicions Circumstances.

An Old Charge Hanging Over Him.

Some little talk has been occasioned in 
Guelph and Eloia within the past week 
respecting a Methodist minister, who 
gave his name as Charles Warren, who 
for the last two or three months had 
been^seting as assistant in Elora, and 
who*eaehed in the Methodist Church, 
GueJph, a week ago last Sunday. Chief 
Constable Kelly has furnished us with 
some particulars, respecting this minister­
ial fraud, for fraud he evidently is, as the 
following facts will testify ; Two years 
ago last June onr Chief received a cir­
cular from the office of the Chief of Police 
Milwaukee, giving a photograph and dis­
cretion of a Methodist minister named 
Charles W. Copeland, who was charged 
with forgery, and who had left that city 
for parte unknown. A reward was offer­
ed for his apprehension. Mr. Kelly kept 
a sharp look out for the clerical scamp, 
but never came across any one resembl­
ing him till a week ago last Sunday .when 
Charles Warren, alias Charles W. Cope­
land, entered the pulpit of the Wesleyan 
Church, Guelph. He was at once satis­
fied that the preftcher was the man who 
was so badly wanted in May, 1871, in 
Milwaukee. He kept his own council, 
however, till Monday morning, and as 
soon as the telegraph office was open sent 
a despatch to the Chief of Police in Mil­
waukee, informing him of the facts and 
asking instructions, as he (Mr. Kelly) was 
aware that under the U.8. law a warrant 
only holds good for a certain time after 
being issued, and he was careful not to 
make any arrest without proper author­
ity. He shortly after received an an­
swer'saying that Copeland was not wanted 
on the charge of forgery or on any other 
charge. In that case he of course could 
do nothing, but in a day or two after lie 
informed tho Rev. Mr. Howard ef the 
circumstance. Warren happened to call 
on Mr. Howard some days after, when he 
was informed of Mr. Kelly's suspicions. 
He indignantly denied being the man, or 
knowing anything about the affair, but 
refused to go and see Mr. Kelly and satis­
fy that officer on the point. He returned 
to Elora, and on Tuesday night came to 
Guelph, and took the midnight train for 
Sarnia, and is now no doubt at large in 
Uncle Sam's Dominions. His sudden 
flight after the disclosure of the suspic­
ions resting on him is almost conclusive 
proof that he is the Chas. W. Copeland 
who fled from Milwaukee for fear of ar­
rest on a charge of forgery in May, 1871, 
and his ;onduct before he left Elora 
leaves no doubt that his character is bad, 
and that he is an unprincipled adventur­
er and hypocrite. The Elora News of t 
this week says :—

‘•Rev. Mr. Warren received a telegram 
on Tuesday, that his brother was dying. 
He started that night for Guelph, in or­
der to catch the midnight train for Chica­
go. Such was the story told tojthegentle­
man who drove his reverence to Guelph ; 
and who kindly lent him some of this 
world’s filthy lucre. Last night we heard 
on good authority, that a certain gentle­
man of the name of Kelly, of Guelph, has 
a forger’s portrait, and is very anxious to 
see the original. Our informant says 
that it has a striking resemblance to that 
dying man’s brother. This is a sad icar- 
rening to all and sundry in this locali­
ty.”

Warren, we understand, was sent up to 
this district by the President of the Con­
ference, and Mr. Howard sent him to 
Elora as assistant to Mr. Briggs. He is 
a man about 30 years of age, of good 
address, and possesses no ordinary talent 
as a preacher. It is a pity such ability 
is wasted on a rogue. We hear that in 
addition to his propensity for borrowing 
money in Elora. ho had received several 
sums contributed by the churches where 
he had preached for various schemes,aud 
had not paid them over to the proper 
authority. If this is true they are irre­
vocably lost now, for Charles Warren 
alias Charles W. Copeland, will never in 
all propability set his feet within the 
Guelph District again.

Notes from Ottuwn.
Ottawa, Oct. 31.

The position of the Opposition is un­
changed. They have a pledged majority 
of votes, aud are ready for a division at 
any time. Tho Government whips seek 
to detach tho independent members from 
the Opposition ranks, but their labors are 
fruitless.

The belief is that the debate will not 
close this week.

The evidence in the West Peterborough 
election case is advanced- a step, and no 
doubt is entertained of Mr. Bertram 
soon taking his seat, Mr. Hodgius is in­
defatigable in the interest of the petilion-

As the debate goes on the excitement 
inreases. It is impossible, üo evenly r.ru 
the parties divided, to say what the divis­
ion will be. It is known that the Gov­
ernment is offering from 82,000 to 85,000 
for votes, but the extent of its corrup­
tion is so flaring that it is defeating it­
self.

Carling is the origuator of all these 
telegrams, letters, aud other artifices, 
that have been sent West to injure Glass, 
who knows too much of that gentleman's 
share in the corruption of the Govern­
ment during the general elections. This 
matter will probably be brought up in the 
House during tho session.

Corruption in Welland.
The St. Catherines Times has tho fol­

lowing : — For a considerable time the 
lock and bridge tenders, who all held 
their positions by appointment of the 
Government, have been seeking an in­
crease in tneir salaries. There are about 
one hundred of these men, half of whom 
either live or are interested in "the Coun­
ty of Welland. Some time previous to 
the late election in Welland their salaries 
were raised from 826 to 830 a month, 
provided all who had votes in Welland 
would vote for Dr. King. They all did 
so except two—McCabe and McAuley. 
Within a reasonable time after the said 
election, those who refused to vote for 
King were dismissed. On his dismissal, 
McCabe waited on Mr. Richard Miller, 
who up to n short time ago was Canal 
Solicitor, and asked for the reason of 
tht said dismissal. Mr. Miller told him 
that he (Miller) thought that lie i Mc­
Cabe) haaboen properly dismissed, “ as 
it had been understood between him and 
the Government that if the salaries of 
any of tho employees on the canal were 
raised they would all vote for the Gov­
ernment candidate, but that he i Mc­
Cabe) had voted for Wm. A. Thomson,

Dominion Parliament.
Ottawa, Oct. 31.

Mr. Tilley, the Finance Minister, opened 
the adjourned debate. Ho remarked that 
ho would not base bis • defence upon 
acrimonious charges and personal impu­
tations against bis opponents. He denied 
that any improper attempt bad been 
made to secure the disallowance of the 
Oaths. Bill, quoting Lord Kimberley, 
whom ho had recently met in England,in 
support of his statement. He was grieved 
and disappointed at the refusal of the 
minority on the Committee to accept the 
Royal Commission offered to the Com­
mittee, and attributed their refusal, and 
the subsequent publication of the evi­
dence in the newspapers, to a deliberate 
intention to excite public feeling. He 
proceeded to justify his retention of office, 
against, as he admitted, the advice of 
many of his friends. He would not be 
the author of the Allan letters for all Sir 
Hugh’s wealth, but he had received from 
the Premier the most positive assurance 
that no corrupt bargain was made with 
Allan, and he held that the facts stated 
in evidence bore out that assertion. Al­
luding to the rejection by the Minister of 
Justice of the letter written by Sir George 
Cartier to Allan on the 30th of July,1871, 
containing the terms of an agreement, he 
argued that there was no evidence to 
show that Allan had received anything 
from the Government that could bo re­
garded as a consideration for his pecuni­
ary assistance. Heathen came to deal 
with the question of the acceptance of 
money by the Government for election 
purposes, and defended as right and 
necessary the hiring of teams and other 
Expenses on the part of candidates, imply­
ing it was thus the money might have 
been spent. He admitted that the ac­
ceptance of money for and its employ­
ment.in such a way was liable to create 
suspicion. He went so far as to say it 
was an indiscretion on the part of his 
colleagues, but he did not, on that ac­
count, feel it his duty to withdraw his 
support from them. He would rather fall 
with his leader if a majority of the 
House failed to sustain them.

Mr. Laflamme followed. Although 
this is his second session in the House, 
and he is one of the ablest advocates of 
tho Montreal Bar, it. w&s Mr. Laflatnme’s 
maiden speech. He attributed Mr. Til­
ley’s speech to a confusion a*- to right 
and wrong, occasiond by a long abuse of 
power. It was most extraordinary that 
the Ministers and their friends seemed 
to see nothing wrong in using money 
to any amount and for any purpose. The 
proposition was narrowed do /n to the 
question, Did not tho Government take 
some $1(10,000 from Sir Hugh Allan, and 
spend it in corrupting the electiors ? 
What would be thought of a Judge who 
took money from a suitor in .i case be­
fore him ? yet ttie Government—the na­
tional trustees—admitted that they had 
done this by taking money from a. man 
who was a suitor for their favours. It 
was no answer to this that some one else 
had spent money improperly. If pri 
vato members of the Opposition had done 
so, they at all events had not in their 
hands the destinies of the country. The 
House had now to decide whether they 
would consecrate corruption. He ans­
wered Mr. Tilley’s complaint as to the 
publication of evidence in the papers, re­
minding him that Mr. Huntington had 
desired to read the Allan letters to the 
House, but withhold tnem at the earnest 
intercession of the Premier. He alluded 
t ) the opinion of the English press, al­
ways hitherto friendly to the present 
Government of Canada. He referred to 
Mr. McMullen’s allegation that to eompen- 
s ite Hugh Allan for his corruption fund, 
over a million of dollars hadjbeen allowed 
to lie at deposit without interest in the 
Merchants’ Bank, of which Sir Hugh was 
president ; whereas Sir John Macdonald 
alleged it did not exceed $300,000. Mr. 
Lxttiimme read from the Canada Ga­
zette to show that the deposits in the 
bank had, from $345,000 in January, 
1873, been increased to $1,900,000 in the 
month of September.

Mr. Tilley said the deposits did not ex­
ceed $245,000.

Mr. Laflamme pointed out that tie; 
authority he quo.el was indisputable 
nor was any further explanatiort given. 
He also referred to the fact that the Me­
tropolitan Bank, with a capital not ex­
ceeding a million, held Government de­
posits of nearly $3,00,000, at this bank 
a son of tho late Finance Minister was 
chief cashier, and Mr. Starnes, treasurer 
of the central election fund, was man­
aging director.

Mr. Carter, member for Broome de­
ft n ted the Government.

Mr. Burpee (St. John) expressed his 
conviction that the evidence taken beforq 
the Commission hrd to a very large ex­
tent proved the truth of the allegations 
against tho Ministry. Uo regretted 
differ from Messrs. Palmer and Tilley, 
but was prepared to accept the verdict of 
his constituents, and to act independently 
according to his honest convictions.

Mr. Domville said be would sustain 
the Government. He read some verses, 
the subject of which was corruption, as 
in fact wos tho whole speech, amid a 
great deal of merriment ; and onojof the 
members asked him for a song.

Mr. Pickard explained his reasons for 
supporting Mr. Mackenzie’s amendment.

Mr. Ouimet, the.new member for Laval, 
took thd other side.

Mr. Prévost, in French, eloquently 
called upon the House, to overthrow a 
G >vornmtn‘ lost to all honour and

Mr. Mathieu defended (lie Governin' lit. 
Mr. J.angevin moved the adjournment 

of the debate, au.I will therefore have 
the floor on Monday.

The House rose at midnight.

The Erin Farmers’ Association.
An important meeting of the farmers 

of the township of Erin was convened 
at Mr. John Fielding’s Hotel, Osprjnge, 
on the evening of Friday, Oct. 24. Mr. 
Langhîan Carrie was chairman, and Mr. 
Bob:. Bolt Secretary. Several topics of 
considerable interest to the township 
were'discussed, but the chief topic before 
the meeting was the Grouping Act in 
reference to railways. The following re­
solutions were passed in relation to this 
matter :— %

Moved by Mr. Bobt. Bott, seconded by 
Mr. Thos. Tolton, that this meeting with­
out delay petition the Legislature for the 
repeal of the Municipalities Grouping 
Act, deeming it obnoxious to and bane­
ful to the interests of the general public.

Moved by Mr. Edwd. Tolton, seconded 
by Mr. John Webb, that for the purpose 
of effectually carrying into effect the for­
mer resolution, different municipalities 
objecting to the coercion exercised by 
railroad companies, in compelling ob­
jecting parties to pay bonuses, be soli­
cited to co-operate with and aid the 
nrojectors of this meeting, and would 
suggest that a meeting be held at some 
central point of the county where dele­
gates can meet with mutual convenience 
and more fully discuss the subject ; and 
that the Secretary write to influential 
persons in each township to facilitate 
arrangements for developing plans for 
systematic and universal action.

'lht Secretary writes as follows in rela­
tion to this question : “ The law gives 
power to railway companies to group 
municipalities for the purpose of extort­
ing bonuses in furtherance of their plans. 
The gross iniquity of this law ie now at­
tracting grave consideration. Mr.French 
ably elucidated the injustice perpetrated 
on the public by its existence, and strong­
ly depreciated the ci'Ude legislation in 
connection with it; substantiating his as­
sertions that the people were unfairly 
handled, and that unprecedented privile­
ges were being conferred on railway com­
panies, by quotations from the unparal­
leled number of railway acts passed dur­
ing the last few years.

••Admitting that railroad enterprises are 
immensely practical, and essential to the 
prosperity of our rapidly developing 
country ; this fact, important as it is, 
does not justify our law-makers in sanc­
tioning acts that detract from the liberty 
of the masses, placing them in the 
clutches of a few wealthy speculators. 
Such being the case, it devolves on every 
intelligent individual to offer a consistent 
opposition to such infringements on our 
rights. Not satisfied with conceding 
power to companies to class together 
various townships likely to carry a major­
ity in favor of their schemes, (which in 
some cases does not produce the desired 
effect) additional influence was extended 
them, by allowing them to cut and sub­
divide townships. It is pleaded that this 
system excludes more people opposed to 
the different plans submitted to them. 
But what have we to thank for this leni­
ency and “ disinterestedness ?” Simply 
the fact that v ithout this cutting and 
slicing it would be morally impossible for 
some of the minor branches to succeed in 
obtaining a bonus at all. Another and 
aii insuperably objection is that in ca 
where it would be quite possible to ex­
clude all sections manifestedly opposed 
to giving a bonus, numbers arc retained 
and compelled to pay their quota, being 
unable to help themselves in the face of 
the majority so adroitly arranged to over­
whelm them^ The township of Erin is 
peculiarly situated in this respect at the 
présent time ; a large number of its rate­
payers being only relieved from compul­
sory payment of an exorbitant amount to 
the C. V. B. by the County Council of 
Wellington refusing to submit an illegal 
by-law. From the foregoing resolutions, 
the- course they purpose taking is clearly 
indicated. Other parts of the county 
will shortly,be requested to coalesce with 
them, and it is to be hoped that all in­
dividuals sympathizing with their laud­
able efforts will, without hesitancy, lend 
their aid towards arranging a meeting at 
which the whole county may be repre­
sented.”
