Londok, Oct. 13.—Mr. J. Bennett Stan­
ford, who has just returned from taking 
part in an expedition to Somaliland, 
brings news of the annihilation about 
the end of June of an Abyssinian army 
of 3,000 men under th? famous general 
Ras Makonnen. Only 60 men escaped, 
Mr. Stanford said to-day :

“ While in the interior we came across 
a powerful Somali chief who had jnet re­
turned from the fight. He told me that 
the Abyssinian force had been raiding 
down the Webb-shebeyli river nearly as 
far as the 45th parallel. The Somalis 
then overwhelmed them with large num­
bers, allowing 60 men to go back with 
the news of tne defeat. Ras Makonnen 
was killed during the battle. The affair 
occurred about one hundred miles from 
where we were.

“ The whole neighborhood is still 
greatly excited, and the possession of so 
many Italian rifles by the Somalis is 
evidence that the story told of the Abys­
sinian defeat is true. The latest news 
from Harrar was that an Abyssinian 
army was being despatched against the 
Somalia, who were eagerly anticipating 
another fight.”

In regard to the reported massacre of 
the-Cavendish expedition, Mr. Stanford 
said: “There are no expeditions in 
Somaliland to massacre. Peel, who was 
with me, is away to the South. Lord 
Delamere is at Lake Rudolph; Major

— Information 
received at the treasury ■ department 
from Captain Tattle, of the U. S. reve­
nue cutter Bear, now cruising in Alaskan 
waters, does not present a very rosy de­
scription of scenes and prospects in the 
Klondyke region. Writing from St. 
Michael’s, Sept. 16, Captain Tuttle Says :

“ There are in port six or seven sea 
going vessels and six river steamers, 
with one large steamer and one large 
barge in process of construction on the 
beach. About 300 people are encamped 
on the beach awaiting the completion of 
these vessels. At leas^ seven vessels are 
expected to arrive, many of them with 
passengers.

“ There is no possible chance of these 
people reaching the upper Yukon this 
season, and they mast winter here or at 
some point inside the mouth of the Yu­
kon. While there will be an abundance 
of provisions, the trading companies 
have their main depots here, and trouble 
is expected to arise from those who have 
no provisions and no means to p 
them. This is, however, a small matter 
when taken in consideration with mat­
ters above Fort Yukon on the Yukon 
river.

“ On Sept. 13 the river steamer Hamil­
ton returned from its up river trip, hav­
ing been unable to reach Circle City. 
Captain Hill -reported the river so low 
as to prevent his reaching hie destina­
tion. His cargo was landed on the river 
bank. The steamers J. J. Healy, P. B. 
Weare, Alice, Bella and Marguerite are 
now up the river, but the prospects are 
that they will not be able to reach Daw-

A GHASTLY EXHIBIT. MORE SEALERS HOME. IHONS FOR FARMERS. BORNE TO GOD’S ACRE.
Impressive Services in Connection With the 

Interment of Victorians Recently 
Passed Away.

Very impressive were the services with 
which the mortal remains of Ludwig 
Emil Erb were yesterday committed to 
their last resting place in Rosa Bay 
cemetery, and very, very many were the 
friends of the departed business man 
who took occasion to express their re­
gret at his demise by accompanying the 
sorrowing family to the city of the dead. 
The late Mr. Erb, while best known per­
haps in his capacity of an upright busi­
ness man, was also prominently identi­
fied with the work of several of the 
benevolent societies, and the funeral 
was accordingly taken charge of by his 
brethren of the I.O.O.F., while the 
njembers of the Ancient Order of Fores­
ters and the British Columbia Pioneers 
also turned out in unusual numbers.

At. St. Andrew’s church, where the 
cortege halted en route to the cemeterv, 
the pulpit, organ, choir screens and pew 
of the deceased were draped in black, 
and impressive services were conducted 
by the pastor, Rev. VV, Leslie Clay, 
while Mr. Burnett at the organ, and the 
choir of the church assisted in the ser­
vile, the former playing Chopin’s funeral 
march as a prelude to the exercises, and 
Handel’s Dead March, upon their con­
clusion. At the graveside the services 
were taken charge of by Columbia lodge, 
No. 2, 1.0 O.F., Rev. W. D. Barber, the 
lodge chaplain, officiating.

The late Mr. Erb’s career is one which 
young men may study with profit. He 
was born in Fulda, Prussia, in 1835, and 
made hie home in his native town until 
he reached the age of sixteen, when he 
removed to Bavaria. Thus early in life 
he had solved the great problem of boy­
hood as to his calling in life, and had de­
cided to embark in the brewery busi­
ness. He accordingly determined to fa­
miliarize himself with its requirements 
from the ground np, and for this pur­
pose became a student at Liebig’s col­
lege in Munich, and there perfected his 
knowledge of the theory of brewing.

Practical experience he afterwards ob­
tained in the largest breweries of Bav­
aria, Austria and Hungary. His first 
independent business experience was 
gained as manager of a large brewery 
establishment in Warsaw, and after­
wards be filled similar positions in Con­
stantinople and Bucharest (Roumania), 
befor* making up his mind to try his 
fortunes in America, and coming to this 
continent to assume the control of one 
of the largest brewing concerns of New 
York. San Francisco next claimed him 
as a resident and representative busi­
ness man, and after becoming accus­
tomed to western conditions as prevail­
ing in California during the golden 
years, he came north to this province 
with the followers of gold.

At the time of the Big Bend excite­
ment the late Mr. Erb was in Lillooet, 
the proprietor of a thriving business in 
Seymour City, at the head of Shuswap 
lake. Then Cariboo became the cry, 
and Mr. Erb followed the throng and 
established himself in Barkerville, 
where be remained until the procession 
of gold-seekers passed on to Mosquito 
creek—his brewery being a feature of 
the industry of that place, where its 
proprietor remained until the mines 
were deserted by the miners on the con­
clusion that they had been worked out.

Then Mr. Erb came here in 1870, and 
associating himself in partnership with 
Mr. Joseph Loewen, acquired the 
brewery interests of Vogel, Loertz & 
Himmen, whose brewery the firm of 
Loewen & Erb continued to operate 
til the formation of the Victoria Brewery 
Company, and its absorption of other 
interests a lew 
toria-Phoenix Brewing Co., in which 
Mr. Erb at the time of his disease held 
large interests, and of which he was 
vice-presidept.

A skilful business man, Mr. Erb was 
also during his long career a model of 
commercial integrity, according to the 
testimony of all a ho have had dealings 
with him. His word was good when­
ever given, aad his liberality was as gen- 

his heart was large. For sev­
eral years past his health had been 
graduallyjfailing, and, forewarned by his 
medical advisers, their bereavement did 
not come all unexpectedly to the sur­
viving family. It includes the widow, 
two sons and two daughters, one of the 
latter being Mrs. Joseph Wilson of this 
city.

Here goes 
a good direction—50 lbs. of best beef, no 
fat, ent in thin slices, thoroughly dried 
in ovens or over fire, when dried, the 
whole passed though a meat chopper ; 
20 lbs. of snet, melted, 10 lbs. of currants, 
the whole well mixed and put into a 
square bag made out of green sheepskin, 
well scraped—canvas might answer for 
the sack, if well painted. This will not 
altogether take the place of bacon and 
flour, but it is the best substitute and 
goes well as a change of diet.

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Much difficulty was experienced for a 
few years in securing a firm footing in 
Ontario. Farmers were at first disposed 
to think they were a political institution 
to be need in the interest of the party 
which first attempted their organization, 
but as time passed political prejudice 
gradually died, receiving its death blow 
in 1895, when the Liberal minister of 
agriculture.

He 
and Professor Panton of the same insti­
tution held their first twelve meetings 
in 1885 ; since then the annual growth 
has been remarkable. In 1886, 26 meet­
ings were held, in 1887, 40; in 1888, 60; 
in 1889, 60; in 1890, 75; in 1891, 95; in 

'1893, 112; in 1893, 119; in 1694, 113; in 
1895, 303; in 1896, 666 meetings 
held, and many requests for assistance 
were received which could not be 
granted.

In 1895 there was an attendance of 
11,033 at the various sessions of the 303 
meetings held under the auspices of the 
local institutes. In the year ending 
June, 1896, the attendance waa 102,461, 
while in 1897 there has been daring the 
expired time a much larger attendance 
than in any previous year during the 
same period.

OBJECTS OP INSTITUTES.

The objects of Farmers’ Institutes, as 
stated in the act respecting the estab­
lishment of Farmers’ Institutes in the 
province of British Columbia, recently 
passed by the legislature of this pro­
vince, dissemination of information in 
regard to agriculture, horticulture, ar­
boriculture, manufacture and the useful 
arts :

(a) By holding meetings for the dis­
cussion uf and hearing lectures on sub­
jects in connection with the theory and 
practice of improved husbandry or other 
industrial purpose.

(b) By promoting the circulation of 
agricultural, horticultural, arboricul- 
tural, and mechanical periodicals.

(c) By importing and otherwise pro­
curing and distributing seeds, plants and 
animals of new and valuable kinds.

(d) By offering prizes for essays and 
questions of scientific inquiries relating 
to agriculture, horticulture, arboricul­
ture, manufactures and the useful arts.

(e) For disseminating information re­
garding agriculture.

If) By co operation for carrying on any 
industry, or for any purpose 
agriculture within the distri 
vided for in the act.

All institutes organized under the act 
ehall be strictly non-partizan and non- 
sectarian, and no institute ehall operate 
in the direct interest of any party, sect 
or society, but for the equal good of all 
citizens of the farming fcommunity, and 
no subject shall be presented at any in­
stitute or any discussion allowed of a po­
litical or sectarian nature, nor shall any 
speaker be allowed in his lecture, essay 
or speech, or in any discussion, to adver­
tise shares or schemes in which he has 
direct or indirect pecuniary interest.

r as the Vic-minister of ADVICE TO YUKON TRAVELLERS.

To the Editor:—Mostly all news­
papers are doing their utmost to pre­
vent people going up the Yukon this 
autumn, by showing that starvation is 
sure to occm there. It is no doubt go d 
advice to giro, but I believe there is a 
danger ahead more threatening than the 
lack of provisions at Dawson. This dan­
ger has been brought about by the greed 
or ignorance of some newspapers, and it 
should be the duty of the part 
press that is more honest and better in­
formed, to try to prevent some of the 
catastrophes sure to happen. Towns 
have been doing their utmost to show 
their advantage in position as an outfit­
ting point for parties going to the 
Yukon. To prove their superiority in 
position nothing has been neglected by 
them. In some cases they have drawn 
on their imagination to an extent al­
most beyond belief. Attracted by the 
brilliant colors and by the imaginary 
facts, in many instances parties have 
been induced o undertake the irip by 
routes almost unknown. From some of 
these parties we will hear sad tales later 
on—ruin, hardship, starvation, broken 
hopes and death. The ones responsible 
for each results will be the newspapers 
guilty of ignorance of the geography of 
the country, bat still giving advice right 
and left, for the sake of bringing trade to 
their advertisers.

A paper from Calgary has published a 
special number showing up the different 
routes thought to be practicable from 
that town, [n a way it is well got up.
It would be hard to take any portion of 
the road and accuse the editor of telling 
an untruth ; but the matter is painted 
in such a way that it makes the whole 
route appear very attractive, when in 
reality in one case there is no route at 
all, in a second case It is very doubtful 
if the route is possible, and in a third, 
though possible, the route is completely 
impracticable by its length and disad­
vantages.

The road by the McKenzie to the 
Delta and across to Yukon and up to 
Dawson is so far too long that few people 
would ever think of advocating it; be­
sides it is a difficult work to get over the 
Yukon watershed. But, after all, this 
route is possible.

The route down the McKenzie to Fort 
Simpson and up the Liard and across to 
the head of Peliy river is a very doubtful 
one to undertake. It cannot be done all 
the way by boats, and there is no road 
for horses.

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OFFICERS OF LOCAL INSTITUTES.

The officers shall consist of a presi­
dent, vice-president, secretary-treasurer 
and a board of directors. There shall be 
one director for every ten members up 
to fifty, the number of directors, how­
ever, in no case to exceed five until the 
membership shall reach one hundred, 
after which there may be an additional 
director for every additional twenty 
members. All officers except the secre­
tary-treasurer are elected by ballot and 
remain in office for one year. The offi­
cers and directors elect from among 
themselves after the annual meeting, 
and when afterwards necessary, a secre­
tary-treasurer, who shall remain in 
office during pleasure.

The duties of each officer is stated 
minutely in the rules and regulations in 
the Farmers’ Institutes and Co-opera­
tion Act, 1897, a copy of which will be 
supplied to all officers of each institute. 
The secretary-treasurer is supplied by 
the superintendent with necessary books 
for recording the proceedings of each in­
stitute and making his annual report.

the Jubilee hospital board meeting last 
evening was a letter from Messrs. Crease 
& Crease, Mr. W. M. Chudley’s legal ad­
visers, in which they said, after protest­
ing against the publication of Mr. Yates’ 
letter seeming to reflect upon their 
client :

“ If you are not satisfied of onr client’s 
entire innocence he wishes that you 
should be, and calls upon you to decide 
this point either by clearing him or 
making a definite charge against him. 
He has nothing to conceal, and therefore 
courte inquiry into his past conduct, so 
long as the inquiry is conducted by the 
proper persons. At the same time he 
will not rest until his character ia clear­
ed of every doubt, even if it is necessary 
to bring an action to obtain this result.”

Hia solicitors in thia letter alao re­
quested particulars aa to the balance 
claimed to be due by their client.

Mr. Hayward moved that the letter be 
received and filed, for if the board con­
tinued this correspondence with the 
solicitors it would lead to no end of 
trouble. Mr. Chudley couid no doubt 
find some other way of vindicating him­
self if he desired without troubling the 
board.

The 
locomotive, instead of a s mokestack in 
front in the usual way, has a funnel rak­
ing aft in the centre of the car, as in a 
steamship. It has a headlight, too, and 
a cowcatcher, but the front of the engine 
is rounded in, and the engineer appears 
in a conning tower above. The engine 
wheels, roughed on the tire edge, seem 
to be intended to catch in the ice and 
snow and so furnish the motive power 
for the train, the engine and cars each 
resting on what apparently are ordinary 
sleigh runners. The inventor claims 
that by means of his locomotive he will 
be able to make the trip from the mouth 
of the Yukon to Dawson City in from 
three to five days. •

The New Horseshoe Bay Light Will

which left Victoria a month ago laden 
with hay and provisions for Skagway 
will never see Victoria again, for she wat 
burned to the water’s edge when almost 
within sight of her northern destination. 
Captain Fred Hackett, Second Mate 
Stafford and one of the crew named John 
Curren returned on the Topeka yester­
day and brought the news of the mishap.

It was at midnight on October 1 
that Captain Hackett was awakened by 
a rush of smoke into his cabin. He at 
once jumped up and alarmed the crew, 
but it was seen in a few minutes that 
it was hopeless to try to save 
the vessel, as the whole interior 
seemed ablaze. The schooner was 
then some 40 miles from Skagway and 
a mile and a half from shore. There 
were ten men aboard, and the captain, 
when he saw the dangerous condition cf 
his vessel, sent the crew ashore. He 
and the first mate remained until the 
boat came back for them, and the con­
dition of things became decidedly seri­
ous for awhile for those two men, as it 
seemed every moment that the lower 
part of the mast would be burned 
through and the whole of the spars and 
rigging would crash down on the deck. 
However everyone was got safely away, 
and as Captain Hackett said yesterday, 
he was a very sad man as he stood on 
the shore watching his vessel burn to 
the water’s edge.

“ She was tea good a boat to go that 
way,” he observed regretfully.

It is intended 
as an aid to vessels in finding the en­
trance to Horse Shoe bay, where the 
Victoria Lumber Company’s mills are 
situated. The lighthouse building which 
is a square structure building painted 
white, of the usual lighthouse type, 
stands on the extreme point, twenty- 
four feet above the water. The lantern 
is thirty-six feet above the water and 
the fixed light is expected to be visible 
for thirteen miles from all points of 
approach by water.

To the Editor.—I was surprised by 
the statement in your issue of the 4th 
instant, that “Liberalism has 
log in connection with Canadian pol­
itics,” for, if that is true, I have been 
will-a-wisping for the past quarter of a 
century.

It is an historical fact that the idea of 
the equality of the Dominion and Pro­
vincial governments respectively, is 
dominant in the Liberal theory of 
constitution—as it ostensibly was in the 
minds of the authors of the Confedera­
tion Act cf 1867—and that th e contrary 
idea of at least some degree of "provincial 
subordination became prevalent among 
the Conservatives and was expanded and 
formulated again and again bv the Con­
servative government, before ’the courts 
in well known cases. Perhaps, a simil­
arity, instead of an equality of powers, 
would be a fitter expression—each gov­
ernment remaining supreme within its 
own sphere. I need not go into details, 
because the course of events and succes­
sive judgments of * the highest Imperial 
Court, indirectly interpreting the Con­
federation Act in a sense different from 
a series of judgments by the Supreme 
Court of Canada, have so favored the 
above theory of the Liberals, that many 
Conservatives now agree with them on 
this point, and are no longer enamoured 
of the centralising policy of their great 
leader Sir John A. Macdonald, in his 
later years, with its menace of an ulti­
mate legislative union.

The non-interference of Dominion Lib­
erals as a party with provincial elections 
is a necessary part of the above Liberal 
policy, for the reason that snch interfer- 

proposes, practically, to create a 
single directive political organization or 
autbority over two separate powers— 
namely the Dominion and the Province, 
whose vigilant and jealous oppos­
ition, in a constitutional sense, is vital 
to the proper working of our institu­
tions, both federal and provincial.

Other political doctrines, most of 
which are peculiarly Liberal, such as 
a tariff based on the requirements of the 
public service, the amendment of the 

Senate, the creation of all 
voters by the provinces, the veto power 
as an act of executive not legislative 
authority, ân honest, thrifty govern­
ment for an honest, thrifty people, the 
accordance of political action and 
sanctions with social conditions, appear 
to me to be not unremotely “ connected 
with Canadian politics.” They are, 
from my point of view, the main con­
stituents of a policy not one-tnird ac­
complished, and to be pursued by the 
Liberal party along the line of what is 
considered the straightest to secure re­
quired adjustments in the Canadian 
political experiment. Yon may object 
to the word “ experiment,” but it ex­
presses a fact. The principle of govern­
ment in the* slow-moving, aristocratic 
republic immediately south of us is that 
rulers, though popularly elected, require 
vigilant control, and can be trusted 
with powers only under effective checks 
and for a short period. The whole frame­
work of the state is interposed between 
the local community and the general 
government. There is no snch person as 
a United States voter ; the voter is 
created bv the state. A similar bul­
wark against centralizing tendencies is 
raised in England, under a different and 
more democratic government, mainly by 
historic and social influences and by 
publicity among a compact population, 
with free Means of intercourse and, 
comparatively regarded, common inter­
ests. But with respect to Canada, it is 
not easy to classify, or appreciate, its 
singular constitution, working within a 
loose federal framework, which itself 
exists under a limited monarchy, and 
presenting, superficially, curious in­
congruities in certain old-country 
formalities and apings that are not 
in consonance with the social 
conditions, and therefore may be ex­
pected to disappear. Briefly, the Con­
servatives accept, and are prepared to 
defend, things as they are ; the Liberals, 
though not always consistent, are re­
solved to make the constitution of their 
country presentable among the historic 
confederations. This is not the work of 
years, but decades. The Tanneries af­
fair took place in 1874. It has taken the 
Liberals over twenty years to obtain 
recognition of the rightful status of the 
provinces—a certain definite something 
in the formative growth of a constitu­
tion, the ultimate character of which 
none of us can as yet foresee. Even as 
to this, the point of vantage cannot be 
left unguarded, safely, because, apart 
from party theories, the political forces 
of the federal government will always 
tend to manifest themselves along the 
line of centralisation.

I am not concerned with provincial 
politics or with the circumstances of the 
moment.

The hay and sup­
plies which formed the cargo were 
shipped by the Brackman & Ker Milling 
Co., of this city.

The Annie C. Moore was one of the 
best known Victoria sealing schooners. 
She was built in Nova Scotia and joined 
the Victoria sealing fleet in 1888, Capt. 
Charles Hackett bringing her round 
from the Eastern coast.

building of the Crow’s Nest Pass railway, 
combined with the depression in the 
price of silver, has made it a trifle quiet 
in and about Slocan City during the past 
few months, Mr. D. R. Young, editor of 
the News of that thriving up-country 
town, is quite satisfied with its pros­
pects for the future.

While conservative in hie views and 
not easily led away by the flash and glit­
ter of a mining excitement, Mr. Carlyle 
expresses himself as highly pleased with 
the mining development he has seen in 
the Slocan and Rossland districts. The 
froth and bubble has gone now, he says, 
and with it the extravagant values that 
men were at first inclined to place on 
mere prospects. In its place has come 
steady, legitimate mining districts, that 
will be worth far more to the province 
than any Klondyke. Mr. Carlyle does 
not attempt to conceal his admiration 
and praise for the great mines of the 
Rossland and Slocan districts with their 
great ore bodies that steady mining have 
brought to light.

Of the Boundary Creek country, Mr.

The well known sealing schooner Mary 
Taylor, which has just returned from her 
annual cruise in Behring sea, was Yes­
terday libelled at the instance of the 
Canadian Pacific Navigation Company, 
and placed in charge of a marshal of the 
Admiralty court. The libellants’ claim 
is for $1,000 in behalf of the steamer 
Willapa, to whose services on the 4th of 
the present month it is alleged the 
schooner owes her life. She was at the 
time homeward bound from her sealing 
voyage, and while rounding Heequoit 
point in a dense fog got in a dangerous 
position inside Sunday rock. Several 
attempts were made to tow her to safe 
water with the canot s, but all these it is 
said proved ineffectual, the schooner be­
ing brought nearer and nearer ashore 
when the Willapa appeared on the scene 
and towed her out. Bonds for the 
amount of the claim will probably be 
furnished to-day until the" claim has 
been formally adjusted in the courts.

HEADING THEM OFF.
A sealing man spoke in complimentary 

terms yesterday of the means British 
Consul Lavard at Hakodate has taken to 
put a stop to the practice of an undesir­
able class of men deserting from the 
sealers in Japan, or by shamming sick­
ness, getting sent back to Victoria free 
of cost to themselves. Mr. Layard, 
when a man has been caught deserting, 
first has him punished by imprisonment 
and then instead 6f shioping him home 
has him shipped on a deep sea vessel to 
finish out his time as much in accord­
ance as possible with thé agreement the 
man entered into when leaving Victoria. 
The same rule is followed now in the 
case of men who have received hospital 
treatment at Hakodate. By this means 
a stop is put to the practice of men who 
ship from Victoria and then, when they 
receive advances that pnt them in a ves­
sel’s debt, evading the serving of their 
full time. The respectable class of seal­
ers who enter in good faith are not hurt 
by this, but it will certainly serve to 
weed out the undesirable men when 
they find they no longer can get passage 
home free. The owners of sealing ves­
sels also appreciate this plan, as they 
have hitherto suffered considerable loss 
by desertions and men shamming sick.

THE TEES IN POET.
The C. P. N. steamer Tees returned 

from her northern trip last night, after a 
pleasant and uneventful voyage. Her 
return cargo was chiefly canned salmon, 
of which she brought 7,295 eases from 
the Federation cannery ; 1,045 from the 
Inverness ; 2,487 from Victoria cannery 
at Rivers Inlet and 1,349 from the 
Windsor cannery on the Skeena.

Among the passengers of whom there 
were over 20, were Mr. A. 8. Spencer, 
the well-known canner; Miss Fraser 
and Miss Draney of Namoo ; Mr. Wil- 
liscroft, manager of thy Georgetown 
sawmills, Mrs. Williscroft; Mr. Wil­
liams, manager of the Federation can­
nery ; Mr. E. A. Bird, of Alert Bay; Mr. 
A. Stewart Robertson and his little 
daughter from Olaxton, and Mr. Clay­
ton, the storekeeper at Bella Coola.

SEALERS RETURN.
Two more sealers pat in an appear­

ance yesterday, the Enterprise, Capt. J. 
W, Todd, and the Favorite, Capt. L. Mc­
Lean. The Enterprise had as her sea­
son’s catch 653 skins, of which 615 were 
from Behring sea and 38 from the coa t. 
The Favorite was not out on the coast, 
her catch being confined to the Behring 
sea and the skins taken numbering 553. 
Both sealers were alongside the wharves 
yesterday unloading at a lively rate. 
The Enterprise reports having sighted 
the steamer Danube on the way north 
on September 22 at Unimak pass, all 
apparently well.

The Council of the British Columbia 
Board of Trade had a somewhat pro­
tracted meeting yesterday afternoon, at 
which a number of important subjects 
received consideration including the 
discnesion of an address to be presented 
to Hon. Clifford Sifton, minister of the 
interior, when he returns to Victoria 
from Dyea. A resolution of condo­
lence was also passed to the 
family of the late Mr. L. E. Erb, 
who had been for a number of years a 
member of the board. The president 
stated that tin following letter had been 
sent to the boards of trade throughout 
the Dominion :

Dear Sib: — The British Columbia 
Board of Trade is of opinion that the 
Boards of Trade throughout the Domin­
ion should take immediate steps for 
securing to Canada the immense trade 
which has resulted from the rash to the 
Klondyke gold fields. This trade is at 
present almost entirely in the hands of 
United States merchants on the Pacific 
Coast, and is estimated by the press to 
have amounted to at least $3,000,000 
during the past few months, 
merchants of British Columbia have 
made strenuous efforts to divert it into 
Canadian channels. Direct lines of 
steamships have been established be­
tween the Coast cities and the Lynn 
canal and Stickeen river, and large spins 
of money have been expended in adver­
tising that the Klondyke gold fields are 
in Canada, and that goods therefor if 
purchased in the United States are duti­
able. In the meantime some of the 
United States newspapers have and are 
still grossly misrepresenting facts, and 
have succeeded in almost nullifying 
these efforts of British Columbia mer­
chants. Much disappointment is felt 
here that so many of the Eastern Cana­
dian newspapers continue to refer to the 
Klondyke as being in Alaska, and also 
frequently mention Seattle or San Fran­
cisco as tne outfitting and starting point. 
As miners’ supplies, are manufactured in 
Canada, it is obviously to the advantage 
of the whole Dominion that the outfit­
ting should be done in British Columbia. 
Eastern manufacturers, transportation 
companies and Western retailers would 
all benefit by the diversion of the Klon­
dyke outfitting trade from its present 
channels. Iam therefore instructed to ask 
your board to unite with this board and 
the other boards of trade throughout 
Canada in capturing it before the spring 
rash commences. To this end will you 
kindly make as widely known as pos­
sible :

1. That the Klondyke gold fields are 
in Canada.

2. That steamers leave the principal 
cities of British Columbia for Lynn Can­
al and the Stickeen river every few 
days.

3. That outfits of every deecri ption 
put up by merchants experienced in the 
outfitting trade, from knowledge ac­
quired in Cariboo in early days in many 
cases, can be purchased in British Col­
umbia On the shortest notice and at 
lower prices than on the United States 
side of the line.

4. That such goods can be used in the 
Klondyke gold fields free of duty, and 
that all goods from United States and 
other foreign countries are dutiable.

Replies to this communication had 
been received, the president stated, 
from several Eastern boards of trade, 
promising co-operation in this matter 
with the British Columbia Board of 
Trade.

President Kirk also stated in reference 
to the report in the press that the West­
ern Union were seeking entrance for 
their wires to Victoria, that Mr. Frank 
Jaynes, the superintendent of the West­
ern Union Co., had written that nothing 
definite had yet been decided upon.

A brief letter signed by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier acknowledged the receipt of the 
resolution passed by the board asking 
for cabinet representation for British 
Columbia in the Dominion. The matter 
would, he said, receive the best attention 
of the government at the proper time.

The secretary .commenced to read the 
letter from Mr. Mulkey, the inventor of 
the Yukon ice locomotive, but was frozen 
up at the second line, the members of 
the board not placing any confidence in 
the Los Angeles i-ventor.

In reference tv a letter sent to the 
pilotage hoard, a reply was received from 
Mr. E. Crow Baker, the secretary, to the 
effect that E-quimalt has been and is 
now free to vessels as desired by the 
board, unless services are eng 
rendered, the intention of the commis­
sioners being to make shipping charges 
as light as possible in order to encourage 
vessels to come to Briiish Columbia.

Theeouncil adjourned after instructing 
Mr. Elworthy, the secretary, to draft an 
address to be preeenltd to Hon. Clifford 
Sifton.

Few Hints on Fruit Packing.

There is little change to be noted in 
the retail markets this week. Prices for 
the staples remain practically the same, 
but in local fruits such as apples and 
pears, the supply ie larger and prices are 
a little lower. While the farmers are 
showing they have at last begun to un­
derstand that neatness in packing ie 
needed, they have still much to learn in 
the preparation of fruit for the market. 
Apples must be graded and packed pro­
perly with a view to an attractive 
appearance, and the temptation mnst be 
resisted to slip in on occasional small 
one to fill up. A box of fruit that is 
evenly packed and looks well will sell 
far better than when all sizes are 
crammed into a box, and the sooner the 
fruit growers realize this the better. It 
may be noted this week that the Brack- 
man & Ker Milling Co. have commeal 
of their own milling now on the market.

They have gone to considerable ex­
pense to pnt in proper machinery for 
this local industry, and no doubt will 
reap the reward of their enterprise. At 
the Fruit Growers’ stall, City Market, 
quotations are as follows:

Hallet Bailey, the young man who 
received two bullet wounds from Thomas 
Cummings’ revolver on Saturday after­
noon last, is making famous progress 
towards recovery, and will no doubt be 
able to leave the hospital and give his 
evidence from the witness box when the 
preliminary hearing is called in the 
police court next Monday morning.

ing the Effects ot His Missing 

Partner. -Aes
William A. Gordon, who is held on a 

charge of stealing the outfit of his part­
ner, Isaac Jones, who disappeared so 
mysteriously above Hazelton, and who 
Gordon is suspected of having pnt out of 
the way, had the first day of his pre­
liminary hearing yesterday. The pris­
oner was defended by Mr. Gordon Hun­
ter, of Hunter & Oliver, and it is prob­
able that the hearing will be finished 
to-day.

Mr. F. S. Hussey, superintendent of 
provincial police, opened the case by 
giving bis evidence as to the statement 
made to him by the prisoner since the ar­
rest, Gordon bad declared that
his partner Isaac Jones had
been drowned by failing over­
board from a raft on the Omineca 
river on July 12. Gordon in his state­
ment had said that he took possession 
of the clothing, money and other effects 
after bis partner’s drowning; he had dis­
posed of some to the Indians and had in­
tended to bring the rest of the outfit 
from Hazelton to Victoria to deliver to 
the authorities. At the same time Gor- 
dan had admitted that he had told peo­
ple in Hazelton that his partner had 
gone back by way of Quesnelle, and had 
given him the clothes and outfit to sell.

The only other witness examined yes­
terday was Joshua Joseph Chapman, 
who as special constable had arrested 
Gordon and brought him to Victoria. 
He had met Gordon and hie partner on 
Manson creek some time previous to 
Jones’ disappearing. Afterwards he 
had seen Gordon alone and was told by 
the prisoner that Jones had gone ont 
by way of Quesnelle. Chapman recog­
nized the watch found on Gordon at his 
arrest as the one formerly worn by 
Jones. The prisoner had written 
ont a long statement partly be­
fore and

Forestry preservation and restoration 
are very good things, but the people of 
British Columbia will hardly divide 
into hostile political camps over them.

Royal commissions to investigate the 
manner in which the land laws 
administered are among the things 
demanded. There is nothing to 
rant such a plank, If there were, it is 
inconceivable that session after session 
could pass without a motion being made 
in the house for such a commission. We 
therefore style this plank the production 
of a demagogue.

The desirability of legislation to pre­
venting the locking up of large areas of 
wild land will be admitted. This is 
of those questions which have lately 
forced themselves to the front. It is 
chiefly of local interest, but will, we 
think, have to be dealt with.

The other three planks, one condemn­
ing sectional issues, the other declaring 
for the taxation of coal, and the third 
favoring non-sectarian education call for 
no special comment. Everyone favors 
the first and the last. The second is in­
tended as a sectional appeal to Koote­
nay.

KOOTENAY.

Occasionally one finds in a Kootenay 
paper an article written in an apologetic 
tone in regard to the prospects of that 
portion of the province. Quite frequently 
some of the Interior papers complain 
that the Coast dailies do not give 
great prominence to the prospects of 
that portion of the province as they de­
serve. The apology and the complaint 
are alike needless. Kootenay is on a 
solid foundation and progressing as 
rapidly as can be expected, and the 
Coast papers recognize that he time has 
gone by when the great advantages 
which it offers for the investment of 
capital need to be exploited in their 
editorial columns. Mining in Kootenay 
has reached the status of a firm and 
solid business, and will hereafter be 
dealt with by the public like any other 
business matter. At the banquet to Sir 
Charles Tapper and Sir Mackenzie 
Bowell, Captain Hall, superintendent of 
the Le Roi mine, expressed his belief 
that within a few years Rossland would 
have a population of 38,000 people. He 
based this opinion upon his examin­
ation of the mines in that vicinity 
and from a comparison between 
them and other mines, saying he 
had visited and studied the greatest 
mining regions on the American conti­
nent. He stated that the Rossland mines 
made a better showing than any others 
for the development done. There are 
hundreds of thousands of tons of good 
ore in sight, which only await capital, 
and millions of tons of low grade ore 
that only require cheaper rates for 
freight and treatment. He expressed 
the opinion that mining in the vicinity 
of Rossland was attended with less risk 
than elsewhere.

Rossland is not all Kootenay by any 
means, and a city of 30,000 people and a 
long pay roll is by no means the limit of 
the prospects of this splendid region. 
The mines of the Slocan will support at 
least as large a population as those of 
Trail Creek. Northward of Slocan and 
extending up as far as the Great Bend of 
the Columbia is a region that is rapidly 
forcing itself to the front. Revelstoke 
has metropolitan ambitions, and its 
people will probably not assent to Capt. 
Hall’s claim that Rossland will be the 
“ hub of British Columbia.” Of East 
Kootenay, with its wealth of coal and 
metallifirous ores, it is impossible 
to speak too highly. Take Kootenay as 
a whole: It is at least 220 miles long 
with an average breadth of 100 miles. 
This gives an area of 22,000 square miles. 
In other words, it is as large as Nova 
Scotia and Prince Edward’s Island put 
together. Of this great area no one can 
layoff a section ten miles sq nare and 
affirm with confidence that it is not min­
eralized highly enough to be valuable 
from a miner’s standpoint. There is a 
very considerable area of good farming 
land in the river valleys.

In view of these facts, it is impossible 
not to grow enthusiastic when speaking 
of the prospects of this portion of the 
province. In spite of the tone of disap­
pointment in which some of its papers 
speak, we maintain that the progress of 
Kootenay has been and is very rapid. 
True, the Klondyke and other Yukon 
discoveries have given people something 
else to talk about. Last year we heard 
of nothing but Kootenay. This year we 
hear more of the mines of the Far North. 
But, so far as the Colonist can observe, 
if there has been less talk of Kootenay 
than hitherto, and less of the fever of 
speculation, there never was a time 
when more enduring progress was being 
made, and when the prospects were 
brighter in that part of the province 
than now.

New Brunswick has seven ministers, 
six receiving salaries, namely, the At­
torney-General, the Provincial Secre­
tary, the Commissioner of Works, the 
Surveyor-General, the Solicitor-General, 
and the Commissioner for Agriculture.

Manitoba has five ministers, all re­
ceiving salaries, namely, the Minister of 
Agriculture and Immigration and Rail­
way Commissioner, the Minister of Pub­
lic Works, the Attorney-General, the 
Provincial Treasurer and the Provincial 
Secretary.

British Columbia has five ministers, 
four receiving salary, namely, the Min­
ister of Finance and Agriculture, the 
Attoruey-General, the Provincial Secre­
tary, who is also Minister of Mines, of 
Education and Immigration and Clerk 
of the Council, and the Chief Commis­
sioner of Lands and Works.

Prince Edward’s Island has eight 
ministers, three receiving salary, name­
ly, the Attorney-General, the Commis­
sioner of Public Works, and the Provin­
cial Secretary, who is also Treasurer and 
Commissioner of Public Lands.

This list shows the absurdity of the 
Star’s general proposition in regard to 
the reduction of the provincial cabinets.

Biennial sessions of the local legisla­
tures are incompatible with the work­
ings of responsible government.

The union of the three Maritime Prov­
inces is a matter that can be best left to 
the people of the provinces directly 
interested to decide, and the same is 
true about the reduction of the member­
ship of the local legislatures.

As for the reduction of the member­
ship of parliament one-half, it is useless 
to discuss a proposition which would 
leave British Columbia and P.E. Island 
with three members each, Manitoba 
with two and a half, and the Northwest 
Territories with two.

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Too much etress cannot be laid upcn 

the advantage of having pure-bred stock. 
It may be explained that the word 
“ thoroughbred” is not properly applied 
to any animals but horses which are reg­
istered or may be entitled to registry in 
the English or American racing stud 
book. There is no such thing 
thoroughbred Clydesdale horse, or Short­
horn bull, or Southdown sheep. The 
pure-bred stocks are the result of careful 
selection and breeding of animals typi­
cal of a certain class. The Jersey, for 
example, is the product of careful breed­
ing under the peculiar conditions exist­
ing in the island of that name, and so 
strong have its characteristics become 
that they are marked in animals having 
very little of the Jersey blood in them 
and bred under conditions far different 
from those existing in their original hab­
itat. This is true of other stock, but not 
in the same degree, much depending up­
on the antiquity of the breed. Thus the 
qualities of the Ayrshire will show them­
selves in remote out-crosses, for this is 
an ancient breed; but the Shorthorns, 
the Herefords, the Red Polls, the Polled 
Angus are comparatively modern, their 
characteristics are not so strongly in- 
bred, and therefore it is necessary to 
strengthen the herds with new pure bred 
stock in order that they may be at their 
best. We incline to the idea that for 
the Lower Fraser valley the Shorthorn, 
or Durham, is the best breed of cattle. 
They are fair milkers and they are 
ceptionally good beef animals.

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BOTTLE OF1THE NEW WEST-
■ MINSTER CATECHISM. 

'tow —
With all respect to our Liberal friends, 

we cannot congratulate them upon their 
platform, as prepared by the New West­
minster convention. Whatever may be 
the truth in regard to what is called 
“ Liberalism,” it cannot be denied that 
the Liberal party in Canada is an ex­
ceedingly powerful combination, or that 
it is attempting to grapple with great 

* problems.. The leading newspaper of 
the party, the Toronto Globe, very 
properly pleads for a higher standard in 
political discussion, for higher aims by 
political leaders, for broader views of 
public life. When, therefore, we read 
the outlines of the forthcoming platform 
which the Liberal party in this province 
is expected to adopt, and find it con­
fined to trumpery matters worthy of 
Little Pedlington, without the affirma­
tion of a single proposition of a national 
character, we are forced to the conclu­
sion that if this is Liberalism in British 
Columbia it is a brand of the article 
whicb.will.[not commend itself to the 
Liberals in the East.

According to the published draft, the 
first plank in the new platform, the first 
question in this New Westminster cate­
chism to which all Liberals must an­
swer “ Yes,” is based upon opposition 
to Hon. Mr. Turner and his government. 
Xkds Wife probably inserted to satisfy 
such liberals as Mr. O’Hara, of Ash­
croft, who exclaimed at the convention : 
“ We denounce Mr. Turner and his gov­
ernment. That’s quite enough platform 
to fight on.” We venture to say that 
thousands of British Columbians will not 
he willing to see their party prostituted 
in this manner.

The second plank favors a fair system 
of redistribution. This is a needless 
proposition. It implies that some other 
party proposes either to make the 
present distribution of representation 
final, or else a redistribution scheme 
that is unfair. If any political party in 
British Columbia or any political lead­
ers entertain such notions, we have yet 
to learn the fact.

Government ownership of railways is 
advocated, and the policy of aiding rail­
ways by cash and land subsidies are con­
demned. We shall have more to say 
about this when we see the exact 
phraseology of the platform. At pres­
ent it looks like a reactionary declara­
tion, one addressed by demagogues to 
the prejudices of the people.

A plank declares that land should only 
be given to actual settlers. In the main 
this idea is that entertained by ninety- 
nine per cent, of the people of the Pro­
vince, except in regard to railway sub­
sidies.

The Torrens system of land titles can­
not properly be made a party question. 
It is a question for experts. To put a 
declaration in its favor in a party plat­
form is nonsense.

The abolition of the “ mortgage tax ” 
is a subject upon which there is room 
for a difference of opinion. It is not 
now in any sense % political question, 
although, of course, like any other which 
can be suggested, it. may be made one. 
It is a subject which not one man in five 
of those who talk about it really under­
stands. It is chiefly used for demagogic 
purposes, and is not half as great a 
grievance as it is made out to be. The 
Çolonist would be very glad if the "py- 
erhment can see its way clear to abolish 
the tax, and discover some other way of 
raising the revenue thus sacrificed, but 
more because the imposition of the tax 
raises a false issue in politics than be­
cause it is unfair in principle.

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STOCK RAISING ON THE
LOWER FRASER.

There is no part of Canada, and per­
haps no part of the world, better adap­
ted for the growth of hay and roots than 
the lower portion of the Fraser valley ; 
or, say, from Aggassiz to the sea. The 
grasses, which flourish here, are of the 
best quality ; the roots grown are large 
and the yield to the acre enormous. The 
winter is short and the period when 
cattle can thrive out of doors is long. 
These are the conditions which make a 
district especially adapted to the pro­
duction of beef cattle, and this ought to 
be a principal feature of the business of 
the farmers. By this it is not meant 
that the production of fat cattle should 
be carried on simply in a casual way, 
but that it should become the principal 
feature of the district. There is a home 
market for all that can be produced.

On this last point an observation may 
be made. Complaints are frequent that 
there is no market for this, that or the 
other kind of farm produce, when in 
many cases the real truth is that there 
is no produce to market. Unless a dis­
trict supplies enough of any particular 
line to make it an object for purchasers 
to go there to get it, and unless the sup­
ply is sufficiently steady to be reckoned 
upon in making business .calculations, 
the market will always be fitful and 
precarious ; but let a district once estab­
lish a reputation for the steady supply 
of a good line of farm produce and pur­
chasers will make their plans according­
ly. Transportation facilities will then 
follow as a matter of course.

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m uTHE GOLD OUTPUT.

A matter of prime economic import­
ance is the very great increase recently 
in the production of gold. The Director 
of the United States mint estimates that 
the output for 1897 will be between 
$236,000,000 and $240,000,000, with the 
probabilities in favor of the last named 
figure. Last year the output was esti­
mated at $206,000,000. These estimates 
are pretty close approximations and may 
be accepted as substantially accurate.
How much of the metal is used in the 
arts is largely conjectural. Estimates 
run all the way from $30,000,000 to $70,- 
000,000. It is, perhaps, safe to say that 
of the product of this year $176,000,000 
will be available either for coinage or for 
remittance as bullion for the settlement 
of balances. Much of it will not be 
coined, for the reason that the use of gold 
coin is open to some serions objections.
The loss by abrasion is very consider­
able, and although no one takes any 
account of this when coins pass from 
hand to "hand in the course of retail 
trade, it is very evident that when large 
amounts are dealt with the aggregate of 
the small fractional losses on the several 
coins may amount to sufficient to dis­
arrange nice financial calculations.
Bars or ingots are not affected in this 
way, and hence are most convenient for 
shipment. Gold goes by weight in the
settlement of foreign balances. The SOME PROPOSED REFORMS. 
mint stamp on a coin is only valuable as 
a guarantee of fineness. But whether 
the gold is coined or made up into ingots, 
it is available for monetary purposes, for 
all the mints in the world coin gold free.

It is estimated that the United States 
will produce $60,000,000 worth of gold in 
1897, which is one-fifth more than last 
year, and keeps that country in the 
front place in this respect. South Africa 
and Australia are next in order, each 
being credited with a probable output of 
$50,000,000, and Russia is put next with 
$20,000,000.
credited with $180,000,000. The United 
States mint authorities do not give the 
probable produ :t for Canada. We are 
without sufficient data to form a definite 
opinion, but it seems probable that, 
when the full returns for the year are 
available it will be found that fully half 
the gold produced during the year comes 
from mines in British territory.

The effect upon prices of this great in­
crease in the yield of gold and the prac­
tical certainty that next year will show 
a still further increase, will be very sal­
utary. As a general proposition the 
more money available the higher are 
prices.

Madrid, Oct. 8.—In the course of the 

cable message sent by Captain-General 
Weyler to Premier Sagaeta placing his 
position in Cuba at the disposal of the 
government, he said : “ If the functions 
with which the government has entrust­
ed me 11 ad been merely those of Governor- 
General of Cuba, I should have hastened 
to have resigned, but the two-fold char­
acter of my mission and my duty as com­
mander in the face of the enemy pre­
vent my tendering a resignation.

‘•Nevertheless, although I can rely 
upon the absolute support of the con­
stitutional party as well as upon public 
opinion, this would be insufficient with­
out the confidence of the government 
now more than ever necessary to me 
after the censure of which I have 
been made the object by the members 
and journals of the Liberal party and 
by public opinion in the United States; 
which latter is largely influenced by the 
former. This confidence would be neces­
sary to enable me to put an end to the 
war, which has already been virtually 
concluded from our lines at Jucaro to 
Cape San Antonio.”

Senor Sagasta replied : “ I thank you 
for your explanation and value your 
frankness. I wish to assure you that 
the government recognize your services 
and value them as they deserve, but it 
thinks a change of policy, in order to 
succeed, requires that the authorities 
should be at one with the ministry.

“This has nothing to do with the con­
fidence felt in your ability by the gov­
ernment, for the Liberals have always 
said that the responsibility for a given 
order does not fall on those who carry it 
out, but on the government. I shall 
communicate your decision to the gov­
ernment shortly.”

APPEAL BY ENGINEERS.THE ROAD TO WEALTH.A CHANGE FOR CUBA.NEWS OF THE CAPITAL. Spain’s New Government Favor a Different

This aspect of the case was considered on 
the direct intimation of the Queen 
Regent. Regarding finances, although 
the optimist views of the recent minister 
of financq do not appear to have been 
justified, it is believed that with pru­
dence sufficient resources can be counted 
upon at least until the Cortes meets in 
the spring to authorize supplies.” •

The Daily Mail’s correspondent says 
the premier has announced to the cabinet 
that the Anarchists now in prison in the 
fortress at Mont Juich for the bomb 
throwing outrage at Barcelona daring 
the procession of Corpus Christ! will be 
immediately sent into exile or released.

New Yoke, Oct. 8.—A dispatch to the 
Herald from Madrid says : General Wey­
ler will fight tooth and nail against bis 
removal from Cuba. He is trying to ter­
rorize the L’ beral ministry into retain­
ing him in command in Cuba till next 
June. If recalled now he will utilize 
hia influence over the army and create 
disturbances in the peninsula, or sell 
himself to the Carlists.

*he defunct ministry in so malignant a 
tone as to clearly betray that there was 
nol intention whatever of surrendering 
the reins of government had not the 
Queen Regent herself deliberately in­
duced and insisted on the crisis.

Twenty Sanguine Men and Women Sailing 
From New York to the Yukon.

New York, Oct. 12.—The Gloucester 
fishing schooner Nellie C. Thurston did 
not succeed in getting to sea on Sunday, 
as intended, being delayed by unfavor­
able winds. After leaving Erie Basin on 
Sunday afternoon for a voyage around 
the Horn to Cook’s Inlet, Alaska, she 
only got as far as the west bank of th 
lower bay, where she has since been 
lying at anchor, wind-bound. This 
morning the wind veering around to the 
southeast, they set sail and passed out of 
the bay at 8:35 o’clock.

Capt. Frederick Arthur Douse,“'for­
merly with the Metropolitan Steamship 
Company, and well known to “outside ” 
tugboat mariners, commands the Thurs­
ton. There are twenty passengers in 
all, two of whom are women. The ex­
pedition is under the auspices of a 
Brooklyn concern. The passengers pay 
$300 each for the privilege of making the 
trip. Bunks for the men have been ar­
ranged in ’tween decks, between the 
forecastle and cabin bulkheads. The 
two women have the exclusive use of 
the cabin. Capt. Douse, speaking of the 
trip, saye :

“We will go direct to Monte Video 
Irom here and take on board more sup­
plies; then we will travel to the straits 
of Magellan, where our passengers will 
prospect for gold. From there we will 
sail to San Francisco and push on to the 
Yukon and the gold fields. We will 
reach Cook’s Inlet about March.” The

Tradesmen and Citizens Protest Against Re­
cent Additions to Their Burdens.

Bomb, Oct. 11.—A large procession of 
tradesmen headed by the pro-syndic of 
Rome and the president of the chamber 
of commerce, marched to the office of the 
minister of the interior this afternoon to
protest against and confer with the gov­
ernment regarding the increased tax­
ation. Premier Rudini, who is also 
minister of the interior, received a com­
mittee representing the tradesmen, and 
promised that all possible would be done 
to promote friendly relations and greater 
equity between the tax collectors and 
taxpayers. In the meanwhile the large 
crowd of people had collected ; angry 
shouts were heard, and some of those 
present tore up paving stones and other­
wise assumed a very threatening atti­
tude. This caused the police to make an 
attempt to disperse the violent portion 
of the crowd, and in the conflict which 
followed six policemen were injured and 
one rioter was killed. The mob repeated 
revolutionary cries. While the fighting 
was in progress, revolvers were freely 
need. Many persons in the crowd were 
injured, and twenty of the leaders of the 
disturbance were arrested. The condi­
tion of three of the wounded policemen 
is serious.

REDMOND’S FREE SPEECH.
One New Yorker's Gold.

New York, Oct. 11.—What is said to 
be the first gold received at the assay 
office direct from the Klondyke, was 
taken in there to-day. It was rece ved 
from a man who said he was Charles F. 
Engle of this city and that he had come 
direct from the Klondyke. He carried 
with him in a buckskin bag about 130 
ounces of gold dust, spangles and nug­
gets, which was said by the assay office 
experts to be worth altogether about 
$2,600.

The Irish M.P. Asks Success for England’s 
Enemies in India.

Dublin, Oct. 11.—The Irish conven­
tion proved a scene of considerable ex­
citement. The climax was reached 
during the speech delivered by William 
Redmond, M.P., who said he would not 
walk into any room to be controlled by 
Dillon and hie allies, though he was for 
unity, adding : “ With all the royal
processions through our streets, it is 
time for Irishmen to say something. 
Tne great mass of the Irish people are 
to-day, and will be until liberty is given 
them, the enemies of England. Eng­
land 1s a bally, a pirate and a savage. 
Whether in India or Africa, the bloody 
flag of the British empire has been ad­
vanced by plundering and destroying 
the people. Oar sympathy goes out to 
these people. God bless them and give 
success to their efforts. Three cheers for 
the men of India who are fighting Eng­
land.”

FOOD AND DRINK TAXES.

Both to Be Increased to Provide for Addi­
tions to German Fleet.

Berlin, Oct. 11.—As to the new taxes 
for increasing the strength of the fleet, 
in spite of denials the German Gazette 
points out as significant that the whole 
of the Conservative newspapers are 
dwelling upon the necessity of such 
taxes. The Post affirms that beer will 
be taxed higher and that the import 
duty on cereals will be raised to fifty 
marks per ton, which would yield the 
government an extra revenue of at least 
50,000,000 marks.

A CRUEL EMPEROR. The Bank Rate.
London, Oct. 8.—The .financial articlea

The 
Bank of England has not yet raised the 
price of eagles.

TAKEN FRENCH LEAVE.

A Banking Man Who Loaned Himself Hun­
dreds of Thousands.

Munich, Oct. 8.—In the chamber of re­
presentatives to-day Herr Schaedler in­
terpellated the government regarding 
the recent army manoeuvres, claiming 
that Emperor William of Germany 
wrongfully assumed comtnand of the Ba­
varian arm and needlessly sacrificed 
lives in cavalry attacks. The premier, 
Baron von Oralsheim, and the minister 
of war, Baron von Asch, denied most of 
the assertions made, but admitted there 
were a number of suicides daring man­
oeuvres on account of the exhaustion of 
the troops.

Chicago, Oct. 11.—Judge Haney to­
day appointed Joseph W. Suddard and 
Arthur Welsh permanent receivers for 
the Mechanics’ and Traders’ Savings, 
Loan and Banking Association, for 
which temporary receivers were appoint­
ed last July. From the report of expert 
Barde, it appears that Secretary Charles 
C. French owes the association $360,000. 
He holds property of the association in 
his own name or in the names of friends 
upon which are loans of $316,000. This 
is secured by mortgages on property the 
appraised value of which, according to 
the expert’s report, does not exceed $78,- 
000. French is supposed to be in Col­
orado.
