Today in sackecloth and ashes in a
sembre type, snrmnqbd‘b.y grewsome
borders of black the samie newspapers
are telling in funeral tones to & horri-
fied populace the deplorable details of
the “Blackest Day in the History of
Baffalo.”

President MecKinley, the nation’s
chief executive, lies prostrate suffering
the pangs inflicted by the bullets of a
cowardly assassin, while his life hangs
in the balance. Out on Deleware avenue
at the home of John G. Milburn, presi-
dent of the Pan-American exposition,
with tearful faces and heart-torn by
conflicting hopes and fears, sifs the
faithful wife, whose devotion is known
to all the nation. It was d few moments
after 4 p. m. while President MecKinley
was holding a wpublic; reception in the |
great Temple of ,Music on the Pan-
American grounds that the cowardly
attack was made, with what success
time alone can tell, .

Standing in the midst ef’crowds num-
bering thousands, surrgun: by every
evidence of good will, pressed by a mot-
ley throng of polyglot peoples, showered
with expressions of love and loyalty be-
sieged by multitudes; all eager to’clasp
his hand, amidst these surroundings and
with the ever recurring plaudits of an
admiring army of sightseers ringing in
his ears, the blow of the assassin fell,
and in an- instant, pleasure gave way
to pain, admiration to ageny, folly turn-
ed to fury and pandemonium followed.

It was just after the dealy organ reci-
tals in the splendid Temple of Music
that the dastardly attempt w&& made,
Planned with all the diabolical ingennity
and finessé ‘of which anarchy or mihilism
was capable the wounld-be assassin car-
ried out the work without a hitch. and
should his designs fail, and the Presi-
dent survive only to divine providence
can be attributed the result. :

The President though well guarded
by United States secret service detec~

guard against just such a calamity as
had here befallen the President and the
nation. The third was a bystander, a
negro, who had only an instant pre-
viously grasped: in his dusky pdlm the
hand of the President. -

As one man the trio hurled themselves
on the President’s assailant dp .a
twinkling he was borne to the ground,
his -weapon wrested from his grasp and
strong - arms pinioned his arms.

Then the great multitude which
througed the edifice began to come to
a realizing sense of the awfulness of
the scene of which they had been un-
w;rl‘l‘ing‘witnesse& ; !
to a i of confusioy, then grew to. a.
babel of sounds and later to a pande-
momium of noise. The crowds that at
a moment before had stood mute and
motionless in bewildered ignorance of
the enormity of the thing, now with a
single impulse surged forward toward
the stage of the horrid drama while a
hoarse cry swelled up from a thousand
throats and a thousand men charged
forward to lay hauds upon the perpetra-
tor of the dastardly crime.

For a moment the confusion was ter-
rible, the crowd surged forward regard-
less of consequences, men shouted and
fought, women screamed and. children
cried. Some of those nearest the doors
fled from the defice in fefir of a stam-
pede, while hundreds of others from
the outside struggled blindly forward in
the effort to penetrate the crowded
building and solve the mystery of ex-
citement and panic which every moment
grew and swelled within the congested
interior of the palatial edifice, =

Inside, on the slightly raised dais,
was enacted within those few feverish
moments a tragedy, so dramatic in char-
acter, so thrilling in its intensity, That
few who looked on will ever-be able to
give a succinict account of what really
did transpire. Even the actors, who
were playing the principal«roles came
out of it with blanhed faces trembling
limbs, and beating hearts, while their
. brains throbbed with a tumult of con-
flicting emotions which left behind only
a chaotic jumble of impressions which
could not be clarified, into a lucid nara-
tiiveéot the events as they actually trans-
pired. ¥ )

When
directly in front of the President Czol-
gosz threw his right hand forward and
fired. I saw the flash' and smoke fol-
lowed by the report and heard the sec-
oud shot instantly. John Parker, the
colored man, and Secret Agent Foster
were upon Czolgosz and they bore him
to the floor. zolgosz lyingt prostrate
still retained a hold on his revolver, and
he seemed to be trying to get his arm
free to fire again. = The President did
not fall, He raised his right hand and
felt of his breast and seemed to. be
maintaining his upright position only by
wonderful effort.

Rev. John MecNeill E!eetrlﬁ;s
‘Large Congregation at St.
" Andrew’s Church,

Eccentricity of Delivery Adds fo
Charm and Force of

Eloquence.

A large congregation listened to the
first address given by Rev. John Me-
Neill, the famous Scottish evangelist,
at St. Andrew’s church last night. Mr.
McNeill, who is 47 years of age, of
medium height and strongly built, was
simply dressed in clerieal attire, but his
appearance ‘at once attracts attention,
and directly he speaks the audience lis-|
tens’ spellbound.  Mr. McNeill- began
life in a very humble way, occupying a
position on a railway in Scotland, but
by, pluck and perseverence, he worked
his way up, and today he 'is recognized
as a great evangelist.

He gave evidence of possessing great
oratorieal gifts while still a young man,
and when engaged in work with the
Young Men’s Christian Association, dur-

inburgh railway office, he soon made him-
self known as an orator of exceptional
‘ability. Mpr. McNeill entered college
and quickly fitted himself for his great
work. He was ordained a minister ot
the Free urch, and was ecalled to
one of the churches in Edinburgh. His
oratorical powers drew immense audi-
ences, and Mr. MecNeill is pastor of the
famous Regent Square church, London,
England, and is one of the great intel-
ligent and moral forces of the Metropolis
of the World.

A ORIME AGAINST HUMANITY.

Personally’ he was > one whom
every person, who knew him, esteemed
and whom his intimate friends Yoved.
His character was noble, his life pure.
One would suppose that if there was a
man at the head of any of the nations
of the world today, who would be safe
to go and come among the people as he
chose, it ‘was William McKinley. A
patriotic and Christian gentleman, dis-

chn;ging»"hi‘s responsible duties with
- exemplary diligence, and seeking noth-

ing but, the advancement of his coun-
try’s welfare—when such a mah is
‘selected. by, an. assissin as his victim,
it is speaking nonme ' too strongly to
«characterize the act as a crime against
homanity. -

wvictim. The motive for thé crime must
be sought elsewhere than in a personal
wish to do the infividnal an injury. To

fulness by an act of murder. This

in that country to whom the pistol is
the only remedy for political ills, Is
this not in some degree the conmsequence
of the .prevalence of pistol law and
lynchings during the last thirty years?
Is it not only to be expected that when
private individuals settle their disputes
by the bullet, when tha people ditre-
gard the courts of justice and shoot,
hang or burn persons - suspected  of
crime,s when anarchy is exploited as a
matter of current public news, that
some people will be found ready to kill
because of real or imaginary political
grievances? This is it seems to us the
great question to which the Buffalo

The policy of the Premier, however, com-,
mended itself to a majority of the whole
house, and among them were some mem-
bers who had not previously been reck-
oned among his supporters, Mr. J. C.
Brown being-of the number. There was
thus brought about a new alignment
among the members of the legislature.
Both the gentlemen, who broke away
from their allegiance to him on the oc-
casion referred to, and those, who- came
to his support, were acting within their
rights, but it is idle for the former or any
of their friends to claim that having so
acted and fajled to accomplish their ob-
ject, matters returned to their former
condition. ‘When a member of the legis-
lature takes a course which shows that
he has withdrawn his confidence from
his parliamentary leader, he has no rea-
son to expect that leader to continue to
repose confidence in him, There must
be some mutuality about these things.
The gentlemen, who withdrew their
support from Mr, Dunsmuir at the only
critical period of the session, have no
reason whatever to complain because
they have not been taken inte consider-
ation in the reorganization of the cab-
inet rendered necessary by Mr. Turner’s
pesignation, and it was perfectly logi-
cal and reasonable for Mr. Dunsmuir
to recognize the action of those gentle-
men, who were led by their support of
his policy to stand by him, preferring
the success of that policy to siich ¢hances
of political gain as might have been
brought about by the defeat of the gov-
ernment. In asking Mr. Brown to take
a seat in the cabinet, Mr. Dunsmuir of-
fered the position to one who had al-
ready in the most signal manner shown
himself a supporter of his policy, and in
the existing condition of provincial poli-
ties, there ‘can be no other line of de-
marcation than along differences of opin-
jon as to sggciﬁc acts of policy. Mr,
Dunsmuir will continue to carry on af-
fairs in the future as in the past. No
chan"ge in policy is to be anticipated by
reason of the change of personnel in the
cabinet. The Premier will endeavor to
do what he thinks is best for the prov-
ince, and all he asks is that what he may
propose shall be examined and support-
ed on its merits. As long as he has the
confidence ‘of the Lieutenant-Governor
and a majority of the legislature, he will
administer affairs with the assistance of
those to whom his measures commend
themselves, and so that these meet with
the support of a majority of the House
and of the people, he will not trouble
himself greatly if at times a dissatisfied
minority may seek to create discord, He
accepted the'premiership from a sense of
public duty; he retains it for the same
reason, ‘Official position has no: attrac-
tions for him, but while he holds it, he
proposes to~discharge its obligations to
the best 'of his judgment. Believing
that the appointment of Mr. Brown
would tend”to’ the consolidation of in-
terests thaf.until.a year or so ago were
divergent, “and thus. promote- unanimity
in the legislature, he selected him to Te-
place Mr., Turner.

She Will Take Salmon For Tas-
mania When She 8ails
' Again,

Tees Sails For the North—The
‘Queen in From Alaskan
Points,

Steamer Miowera completed her 37th
voyage to British Columbia yestercl_ay
morning, bringing a large number ‘of
passengers and a fair amount of freight,
that landed here, including 532 cases of
canned meats. Among the passengers
on the steamer was Mr. Alexander Mor-
ton, curator of the Hobart Muqeu;n of
Masmania, who has been commissioned
to come here for the salmon ova which
the Dominion government has promised
to present to Tasmania. Half a million
British Columbia salmon ova will be
taken out on the next trip of the Mio-
wera, and Mr. Morten will accompany
the shipment back to the South seas.
The Tasmanian government has made]
arrangements with the ste-nml}oat com-
pany to have the ova carried in the re-
frigeratering chamber of the Miowera.
Other passengers were Mr. H. B. Mor-
ley of the Kemp Manutacturing Com-
pany, Rev. Mr. Cain and Mrs, Hay, M.
J. Mansfield and wife, H. and J. Gilliat
and H. Pollard, all well known people of
Sydney, Australia.

The Miowera left Sydney on August
12, Brisbane on the IWth, and Honolulu
on the 28th. The weather to Honolulu
was smooth, but strong winds were ex-
perienced thence to - Victoria.

News was brought by the steamer Mio-
wera of the wreck of the bark Lizzie
Bell of Liverpool,r 1,036 tons, involving
the loss of twelve lives. The bark left
Wellington for Newcastle and struck a
rock on Whamaka reef. She had all
sail set and was going itwelve knots.
The crew of eighteen took to the boat.
It upset, and one man was drowned be-
fore it was righted. Half dead with
cold, the poor fellows ‘clambered back
into the boat, and drifted for some time
and then the boat again capsized and
several men were lost. At 7 in the morn-
ing, six hours after the wreck, the boat
was cast on the ro¢ks, and the survivors
clambered ashore. As soon as the
strongest were able to walk they made
their way to a farm and secured help.

During that fearful night two men died
in the boat, and two others, who had
reached the shore safely, and had
strength remaining to get out of the
boat, were dead when the rescuers ar-
rived.

TO REPLACE CHINESE.

Fish Cleaper and Salmon Packing Ma-
chine Invented by Vancouver Man.

Vancouver, Sept. 4.—(Special)—A most
unique strike took place recently in the
ve cannery. J. R. Brown, of Van-
couver, has invented a fish packing ma-
chine, that takes the place of 30 China-
men, but it requires to be fed with ma-
terial just the same as human workmen,
doing similar work. ' The machine pack-
ed so fast that the Chinese had to hustle
all day to keep up with it, besides sup-]
plying the Chinese canuers; finally they
threw down their knives and announced
that the machine must go or they would
walk out of the factory. As the China-
men were engaged by the contract, the
machine was shut down. ‘’he Colonist
correspondent talked to the inventor this
morning. He says people do not realize
the vast possibilities of this machine,
which takes the fish after the head and
tail have been cut off, cans it in talls
and shorts and cuts it the proper
lengths. ’

All the canneries have ordered one or
two machines, and a company is being
organized to make them. This means
that Chinese labor among the canneries
is a thing of the past, for the machine
does the work of the Chinese, and the
Siwash does the rest. Mr, Brown said:
“The Indian labor, however, will also
be done ‘away with shortly, for I have
invented another machine to clean and
cut the head and tails off the fish. Next
yvear thousands of Chinese will be re-
placed by machines. I have also 200
canneries in the United States to sell
to. There is no machine like it in the
world. and c¢anneries simpnly must have
it.  The machine cozts $1,200, and took
me three years to per_ect. . I have been
informed that my machine is also the
best thing in the world for packing
me=nt, that Armour’s meat packers are
much inferior, If this is the case, the pos-
sibilities are still greater than expect-
ed, for its widespread use. The reason
why suneh a machine has not been in-
vented before is that salmon is so fri-
able, such a deliecte thing to handie,
without crushing that a most delicate
contrivance had to be thought ont. It
is a. boon to the white labor market, as
it takes two skilled white laborers to run
each machine, which means that over
100 whifes must be emploved at high
wages next season. ¥t wiil also take
200 men this winter te manufacture the
machines ordered. The machine has been
handled by a syndicate, of which HMr.
Fred. Burns is president.

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Little Victoria Rogers’® Fatifér
Would Not Employ Doctors
or Drugs.

Story of the Child’s Desth As
Told at .the Coroner’s
_I_liquest. ; '

The inquest on the remains of Vic-
toria Helen Rogers, infant daughter of
John Rogers, of Sayward avenue, who
died from diphtheria on Wednesday,
was begun' yesterday afternoon in the
city police’ court before the coroner, Dr.
K. C. Hart. . Eugene Brooks, elder of
the Christian Catholic church, was pres-
ent as a witness. Mr. J. Stewart Yates
and George and Ernest Powell watched
the proceedings in the §uterests of
Brooks and Rogers, respectively.

The following jurors ‘'were sworn:
Wm. G. Dickenson (foreman), Harry
Jackman, George Anderson, W, Me-
Gregor and Lionel Dickenson.

The coroner remarked that it was
unnecessary for him to comment upou
the case, they would hear the evidence
and judge for themselves the causes
which led to the death of the chilg,
Their first duty was to,view the %

The jury then proceeded to the mor-
gue and saw the dead body of the child
after which they returned to the court
room. !

Dr. Frank Hall was the first witness
gworn. He made a post mortem exami-
nation ‘of the body of deceased on
Thursday morning. It was the body of
a female child about two or three years
old. There were no marks of violence.
BExamined the entire body. There were
old adhesions of the top part of the
vight lung, of the pleura. There was
a  diphtheretic membrane extending
from - the bifurcation of the bronchixn
to the laryns. All the other organs
were in a healthy condition. The right
side of the’ heart was filled with dark

lood. .

In his opinion the child died of diph-
theria, presumably from the poisonous
eifects of the disease. The membrane
was quite thick. ' Fad wconsiderable ex-
perience with diphtherin.  ‘Fhe anti®
toxin treatment was invariably a rem-
edy Trachaeotomy gave relief and
saved life in ‘many cases where the
breathinz bccame obstructed.

the adhesion in the pleura, already men-
tioned. From his examination of the
body he was of the opinion that proper
treatment might have saved the child.
There was no evidence why it should
not.

"Dr. R. L. Fraser sworn—Was present
and assisted at the post mortém exami-
nation in this case. Watched the exami-
nation very closely, had heard Dr.
Hall’s evidence, and could not add any-
thing to what Dr. Hall had sworn. He
would say the child died of diphtheria.
Had considerable experience with the
disease. He had found that the anti-
toxin treatment, trachaeotomy in some
cases where necessary, and other neces-
sary measures usually saved the patients
—at least 95 per cent. Deceased was
a healthy looking child, and there was
no other cause for her death save
diphtheria, .

Bugene Brooks, commonly known as
“Elder 'Brook.s," was then called. He
objectec to givipg evidence,

T, Bart explainéd that he. could ob-
ject to answer questions which might
incriminate him, ' but he could not re-
fuse to give evidence,

Witness then afiirmed that he was a
minister of the Gospel. f

Asked if he knew the family of John
Rogers, Sayward avenue, he objected
to the question.

The objection was noted. :

Witness said he objected because evi-
dence which he had given on a former
occasion had been “afterwards = used
against him, He then acknowledg_ed
that he knew John Rogers and family.
Had known them for about: 18 months,

Witness declared that he would ob-
jeet to every question put to him, and
the coroner consented to take note of
the fact in order to save time. Witness,
however, 'said he would = exercise his
riglllt to object to each question separ-
ately. 5 2

Saw the Rogers family today (Thurs-
day). Had visited the house during
the last few weeks. Had been sent for,
the first time, about three weekg ago.

‘Witness objected to each-question as
it was put, and gave his answers under
protest. Dr. Hart finally announced
that he would not, continue the exami-
nation of Brooks and adjourned:the in-
quest to await the arrival of .:Iohn
‘Rogers, the father of the dead child.

The _examination of Eugene Brooks
was resumed at 3:30.

He had been 'in the Rogers house
since being called two weeks ago. He
had ibeen there to see a sick child. First
noticed that the deceased child was
ill possibly about twe weeks ago. Did
not know what was the matter. Did
not know at any time during the course
of the disease. Had an opinion but de-
clined to express. it. He prayed for
the child, but did nothing else for it.
Did not advise the parents in any way,
except to advise them to keep the child
warm. Aidvised them to remain at
home, keep other people out, and keep
the other children at home. Gave that
advise because of the possibility or prob-
ability of its being a contagious dis-
ease. Did not advise them to notify
the health officer, nor did I advise them
not to notify the health officer. Did
not ‘advise them to send for medical
aid or the contrary. When he saw
the child first about two weeks ago he
did not think it was very dll. After-
wards it got better—the first or second
time he saw it it was gredtly improved.
On Tuesday, morning or evening, he
noticed the child ‘was worse. He had
been to Vancouver for a week and left
the child in a comfortable condition,
hoping it would be all right. Tt ap-
peared quite sick, but mot very ill on
Tuesday. There was some difficulty in
breathing, and 'its general appearance
‘had changed for the worse. Did not
notice any - unpleasant odor from . the
child. - Saw her on Tuesday evening.

He was asked if the body seen in the
morgue by the jurors was that of his
child, Victoria*Helen Rogers, and an-
swered that it was.

He protested to answering this and
all subsequent questions and the coron-
er noted the protest. &

Lived with his wife and four children
on Sayward avenue. One of the chiid-
ren, a boy, was taken ill three weeks
ago last Saturday. Did nothing at
first. He grew worse for three or four
‘days. He requested Elder Brooks to
come and pray, which he did, and the
boy improved. His wife was also ill,
three or four days later than the boy.
Requested Brooks to pray for her, and
she recovered. They had sore throats,
with the usual symptoms of a cold. The
next case of, illness was that of the de-
ceased child. She took ill three or four
days after the mother. Her symptoms
were the same as the others. Semnt for
Hider Brooks, who came yesterday two
weeks and prayed for the child. She
im;{lroved for a time, was apparently
‘well, she was out of doors once or
twice. - Then she fell ill again on last
Monday night. Sent for the Elder.
Did nothing for the child, Brooks came
again on Tuesday night. Think he was
sent for. He prayed for the child. She
idid not grow alarmingly worse, but
did not seem to improve much. Did not
alarm them. She was quite sick. They
had no idea of her death. She died
about 8 o’clock on ‘Wednesday morn-
ing. Did not notice any alarming symp-
toms before death, except that the child
was getting weaker. Noticed that she
seemed to have loose phlegm in her
throat. Brooks staid there nearly all
night wi;}t; the exception of two ab-
sences. rooks did not advise them
not ‘to call a doctor. This was the
first. child witness had lost. The child
would have been four years old on Oc-
tober 10 next. Had only had a doctor
visit his children once during his mar-
ried life.. Had had quite a lot of sick-
ness in the family, whooping cough and
other diseases since he lived at Spring
Ridge. Had lived in  Victoria about
three years. Was a mnative of ‘War-
wickshire, England. Had lived in On-
tario and in New York state. Had been
a member of the Christian Catholic
church for about = 18 months. ‘Was
formerly a ©Church of England: mem-
ber. For three years before joining the
Christian Catholic church he did not go
to any chureh. It was mot altogether
through the influence of Elder Brooks
that he joined the Christian = Catholie
church. ~He had heard other Zion
preachers and had read its doctrines.
It was the teaching of the church to
trust in God at all times. It was not
a condition of membership that doctors
should not be employed. It was op-
tional with the -members. Had never
thonght much of doctors or drugs, pre-
ferred simple home remedies. Some
persons ealled at the door while the
child was ill, but they were almost in-
variably kept out. He- suggested, or
Elder Brooks, could not say which, that
people should not be allowed to come
into the house on account of the sick-
ness. Did not consider it his duty to
notify the health officer, thought he
could attend to the matter himself.

Hart announced that owing to the ill-
ness of the mother of the deceased child
and the necessity for having bacteriolo-
gical -examinations mafe, :it would be
necessary to adjourn the inquest for
at least a week. An’adjournment was
then taken to Thursday, September 12
at 2 o’clock p. m.

When John Rogers, the father of the
dead child, returned home after the dn-
quest, hre found his feur-months-old bady
dead of the samte disease 285 had earried
ofg his infant’ daughter the day before.

Large Congregation _Gathers in
38t Andrews to tiear Elo-
quent Speaker.

Rev. John MecNeill, the famous Scot-
tish evangelist, preached his second ser-
mon in St. Andrew’s church last even-
ing. The church was crowded.

The speaker’s subject. was, “Daniel;
or Constancy in Adherence to One’s Res>
ligious 'Convictions.” The late Matthew
Arnold said: “Conduct is three-fourths
of life; the great thing is not creed, not

what you believe, but conduct.” This
statement the speaker said was evident-
ly incomplete, Three-fourths of a tree
was seen above ground, the - stem,
branches and fruit, but you would not
have the upper part in all its bravery
if it were not for the unsightly root.
It will be found that all true conduct
is rooted in a true creed; in a childlike
‘faith in the living God, a faith that
lays hold of God by belief in prayer
and supplication. It is what you- be-
lieve in your heart that is Making you
or cursing you in every day life. And
this creed, this splendid faith of Daniel,
is open to us all

If Daniel jeould get: such a firm grip
upon God as to hold him steady when
about to be swept, to destruction, we
ought to get a grmer grip. If the speak-
er might say it with reverence, we ought
to get a grip higher up than Daniel,

What got Daniel into trouble? It
was his religion, and glory to God,}t
was his religion that got him out again.

Large Ore Body Struckin Cross-
Cut at Bottom of the
Shaft.

Lenora Output to be Largely
Increased —Local Smelter
" Needed.

Mount Sicker, Sept. 4.—(Special)—
There was great rejoicing ‘about the
Tyhee mine today, when it was an-
nounced to a select few, in the strictest
confidence, that a rich strike had been
made in the lower level. For some time
past work has been going on on a cross-
cut at the bottom of the new shaft,
depth of 230 feet, and in the south arm
of the cut an extensive body of rich
ore has been encountered. So far 12
feet in width has been uncovered, but
no walls have been found and the exact
extent of the new find is not known.
There is no question but this is the con-
tinuation of the Lenora ore chute, which
the Tyhee people have felt confident all
along that they must strike. Now that
they know its exact location they have
only to drive into it from the different
levels and proceed to feap a rich har-
vest.

This discovery of a practically inex-
haustible body of ore, in addition to
what is now on the dump, will enable
the management to begin shipping at
once, and it is understood that they are
making arrangements to send a first
shipmnt to the Tacoma smelter within
a few days.

The Mount Sicker railway has passed
inspec¢tion for passenger traffic, and a
car is being fitted up at Ladysmith for
the accommodation of the public.

The new locomotive now hauling ore
from the Lenora will enable that mine
to increase its output considérably. The
mine can easily ship 3,000 tons a month,
but the Tacoma smelter is not in a posi-
tion to handle all the ore offering at
present from Mount ‘Sicker, Texada and
Alberni—a strong argument in favor of
establishing a local smelter, which every-
body in this camp is hoping may encour-
age the mine owners to build one im-
mediately. ~ = 3

The Lenora now has 8 feet of ore in
the lower tunael, and in No. 3 it is an-
teipated thot the ore body will be struck
within tbe next 10 days.

The Roman Catholics as well as the
Methodists are building churches in the
town, the new school house is being pro-
ceeded with. and several dwellings are
going up. The increased accommodation
afforded by the new lucomotive enables
builders to get in a supply of lumber,
lack of which checked building oper-
ations for a time.

Business is reported brisk in the stores

« ‘good patronage, Take it all in all,
there is not a better town of its size
anywhere within the borders of British
‘Columbia.

When the commission on the Islander
disaster adjourned- Yesterday, Capt.

Gaudin, the investigating commissioner,

announced that should ne other  wit-

nesses appear for examination when the
sittings are resumed on Tuesday mext
at 2 p. m., the board will then announce
its findings. The chief witness yester-
day was Capt. Collister, inspector of
hulls, who said that the Islander had
been inspected by him on May 8 last.

The bulkheads had all been opened and
closed, and each worked satisfactorily.
There were four steel boats, and two
wooden ones, and each, with the equip-
ment met with the approval of the wit-
ness. He had the officers put the boats
over while the steamer was on a trip
to Vancouver, and one officer and five
men put all the boats in the water in
12 minutes.
