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TBE SAMOA S TBEATT.

German Papers of Both Parties Outspoken 
In Their Condemnation.

Washington, Jan. 24.—The hostility ot the 
German press to the Samoan treaty is still 
outspoken. The comments of the leading 
Conservative paper and also of the leading 
Liberal papers in Berlin have been cabled 
to this city. The Kreuz Zeitung (extreme 
Conservative) declares: German influence 
in Samoa is not to be allowed a predominat­
ing force and under all circumstances the 
German element is to be reduced to the level 
of other foreigners, although X of all the 
foreigners in Samoa are Germans 
and 4-5 of the entire trade foreign and 
domestic is in German hands. For these 
reasons Germany in 1887, when a conference 
was first spoken of, naturally proposed that

The contents of 
the Samoan treaty afford no ground for 
particular satisfaction. The circumstances 
alone that in Samoa the Germans are denied 
that influence which they claimed in virtue of 
their superior possessions and numbers must 
be regarded as unfavorable, it is another of 
those blows in the face of 
deputy gave notice when the present colonial 
policy was inaugurated and of which we 
nave "had more than enough.”

Old clothing m iv be made to look nearly as 
good as new by pursuing the following pie i :

Take, for instance, a shiny old coat, vest or 
pair of trousers of broadcloth, cassimere or 
diagonal. The scourer makes a strong, warm 
soapeud, aud plunges the garment into it, 
nouées it up andtdown, rulte the dirty rtlaces, 
if tieuessary ptits it through a second suds, 
then rinses It through several water, and 
hangs it up to dry on the line. ,

When nearly dry be takes it in, rollsdt up 
for an hour or two, aud then pre ses it An 
old cotton cloth is laid on the outside of #ie 
t-oat, and the iron passed over that until the 
wrinkles are out: but the iron is removod 
before the steam ceases to rise from tbe goods, 
else they would be shiny. Wrinklee that are 
obstinate, are removed by laying a wet cloth 
over them and passing the iron over that 

If any shiny places are seen, they are treat­
ed as the wrinkles are ; the iron is lifted, 
while the full cloud of steam rises and brings 
the nap up with it. Good cloth will bear 
many washings, and look better every time 
because of them.

It is well known thal 
excessive smoking produces narcotism ; ti e 
abuse of alcohol gives rise to alcoholism, and 
that of morphine to morphinism. In the 

way, the injudicious use of cocaine ii 
followed by cocaiuiam, and there are at the 
present moment a number of pitienUi in the 
Pari* hospitals under treatment for the 
malady. With regard to antipyrine, Dr. 
Regnant admits that it does wonders in case* 
of great nervousness, and that it is praised by 
the |>ali ut*. lint be [toi..t»out that in dis­
turbing end srrcsiii g the raturai action ol 
the nerves, by pchemical substance, a!"hough 
that action may be ac-c. m .uuied by very 
great pain, the penalty for such intemperance 
will have to l.e )>aid sooner or later. And the 
penalty iu qu wtiou Is a horrible one.

Never fail to wash vour head with soap and 
cold water, and to rub it dry immediately iie- 
foreyou apply the lather, of which the more 
you use, and the thicker it t*, the easier you 
wHl shave.

Never use warm 
race of shavers tender.

In cold weatlier place your razor (closed of 
course) in your pocket or trader vour arm to 
worm it

Always wipe yoiir razor clean and strap it 
before putting it away, aud alwavs put your 
sliaving bru»h away with the lather on it.

The razor, i cing only a fine saw. should he 
moved hi a sloping ot- sawing direction, a-ul 
held nearly flat to your face, core being taken 
to draw the shin as tight as |.os»ible witii the 
left hand, so as to present an even surface and 
draw out the beard.

The practice of pressing on the edge of the 
razor in stropping soon rounds-it: the pres­
sure should tit directed to the back, which 
should nevor be raised from the strop, if 
you sha*e from I eel to point of razor, st p 
it from point to heel; but if you begin with 
the point in shaving, then strop it from heel 
to point

If you only once put away your razor with­
out stropping it, or otherwise perfectly clean­
ing ihe edge, you must no longer expect to 
shave well snd easy, the soap and damp so 
soon rust the fine teeth and edge.

A piece of soft pla e leather should always 
be kept with razors to wipe them with.—
