Snica, April 22 —It is thought but few
facts connected with the advance of the
British forces upon Manipur will be given
out for publication until- a deci-
engagement has; been fought. It
is known, however, that the advance of
the British has been considerably delayed by
bad roads and that the troops have found
the advance posts of the enemy abandoned.
It is expected the Manipuris are retreating
to some position where they can make a de-
termined stand against the British. The
Manipuris, it is said, have 62 prisoners whom
they are holding as hostages. The advancing
trocps found the headless bodies of three
Goorkbas who had evidently escaped death
or capture at Manipur but had been after-
wards overtaken by the Manipuris.

SENT HIM BACK IN SECTIONS.

How the Native kin‘ of Gambia Treated
a British Envoy.

LONDON, April 22.—Advices from Bath-
urst, the capital of Gambia, the British
West African colony, show that Great Brit-
ain has another *dittle war” upon her hands.
The native King of Gambia has for some
time been misbehaving and the colony has
suffered by his depredations. The British
Administrator, Gilbert T. Carter, C.M.G.,
sent an envoy to the king with an intimation
that if he didn’t stop he would taste some
marine “*cold steel.” His sable majesty for
reply seized the envoy, had him bound and
portions of his cheeks and thighs cut out by
the body guard. Later the envoy and the
pieces were sent back to tbe Administrator
along with the significant missive, ‘“This is
the king’s answer.” A suitable repl{ has
been arranged for by the British. Three

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MASSACRE IN MADAGASCAR,

Fifty-seven Hova Sold_i_nrl, the Governor
and Thirteen Customs Officials Slain,
MarsEILLES, April 22.—The latest mails

from Madagascar bring areport that the

Sakalavas of Marrombo have massacred the

Governor of Tubear and 57 Hova soldiers,

after the Sakalava King had promised the

Governor an audience.

The victims' bodies were horribly muti-
lated. Thirteen Hova customs officers were
also murdered. The inhabitants of Tubear
fled in terrof to the French colony on the
fsland of Nossi-Be, near Madagascar. At
last accounts a French gunboat was cruising
along the Madagascar coast waiting for

. Hova reinforcements.

To Punish the Rebels.
LisBON, April 22.—An expedition to punish

. the rebels of Portuguese Guiana will start at

once from Angola. Warships have left here
to join the expedition.

Armed Bands on Bulgaria’s Frontier.

VIENNA, April 22.—Armed bands of Rus-
sians and refugee Bulgarians are appearing
in the Bobrudscha and the Roumanian Gov-
ernment, evidently friendly to Russie; is not
interfering with them. The Roumanian
army g being armed with the same weapons
as the tussian and Russian officers.are per-
mitted freely to inspect the troops and fort-
resses. It is reported that a secret trea;{ois
in negotiation between Raussia and u-
mania, which would place at the disposal of
Russia nearly 300,000 Roumanian troops and
= small but effective fleet.

The Ever-Recurring Sad Accident.
LoNDON, April 22.—Two young sons of
ex-Mayor Stafford of Leicester were play-
ing with a revolver yesterday in a bedroom.
" Cecil, the elder, ignorant that the weapon
was loaded, pointed it at his brother Roy
and pulled the trigger. The pistol was dis~
charged and the bullet atruck the” younger
boy-in the head, inflicting a grievous wound.
Cecil, thinking he had killed his brother and
overcomo with remorse, turned the weapon
against himself, fired and fell a corpse to the
floor. The mother rushed to the bedroom
and found both of her children weltering in
their blood upon the floor.

Can Go Gunning Without a Band.

RouE, April 22 —The Italian Governoment
proposes to abolish the use of brass bands in
the army. They are pronounced not oaly
very expensive but useless, the theory that
the men derive inspiration from their mar-
tial melodies being rejected by the military
authorities.

DEEDS OF A MAD WOLF-~
Thirty-two Persons Bitten by a Ferocious

ViesNa, April 22 -A despatch from
Czernowitz, capital of the Duchy of Buko-
wina, says that a mad wolf has spread terror

¢ and dismay among a number of families in-
habiting a village near that town. The
wolf ran amuck through the village, biting,
or trying to bite any person, male or female,
who came across his path. During the
course of his mad rage the animal bit, more
or less severely, 32 people. A number of
them, all of them if possible, will be sent to
aaris for treatment under the Pasteur sys-
m.

A BAD TORONTO GANG,

One of the Members Arrested at Montreal
for Burglary.

MONTREAL, April 22, —Edward Collins of
Detroit, Mich., and William Muller of To-
ronto were arrested yesterday afternoon on
a telegram frouf the ‘Chief Constable of
Cobourg stating that a hardware store there
had been robbed of a considerable sum by
these two men. They were brought before
the Police Magistrate here this morning, and
pleading not guilty were remanded.

The Toronto detectives do not know any
crook of the name of William Muller. They
take it that it is an alias assumed to
conceal his identity. It 1s probable that
a detective will leave for Cobourg when the

risoners are brought there to see i{ they are

nown. The police have no doubt but that
Muller is a Toronto man and one of a gang
which left the city for the east about a week
ago when Inspector Stark began to arrest as
vagrants all suspicious characters. Of the
party, Patsy Nolan, Jack Murphy, better
known as Irish, and another tough called
“Shorty” were seen in Cobourg the day be-
fore the burglary for which Muller and
Collins have been arrested.

PHILADELPHIA, April 22.—Because he
could not get a new suit for the celebration
of Passover, which begins to-day in the
Hebrew faith, Ferdinand Meyers, a boy of
117, living at No. 152 Wilmer-street, shot him-
self in the temple, and died in 15 minutes
without uttering a word. The. youth had
the pistol a week, and when he repéated his

request for the clothes last night his . mother
says she told him she would give him the
money, but he said he would not want any
clothes, and started for bed. A little while
after his mother heard the thud of a fall, and

found him dead on the floor.

ATE HIS BROTHER.

Horrible Act of a Madman as Reported
from a Cuban Town.

HAvVANA, April 23.—News has been re-
ceived here of a horrible affair which recent-
ly happened at Macaigua, A madman
attacked his little brother with a knife,
cutting off his head and otherwise mutilating
bim in the most terrible manner. He then
proceeded to eat portions of the body and
had devoured the fingers, liver, heart and
eyes when discovered. 1n reply to questions
why he had committed the horrible deed the
madman declared that his brother had died
and that he was making an autopsy on the
boy’s body.

munity paid disnropnrt.{onataly and much greater
on the personalty division of local taxation than
other classes of citizens. We shall not therefore
dwell on this poiat.

We, however, briefly desire to call your atten-
tion to the circumstance that merchants, from
the ities of their busi are compelled to
transact it on the most expensive land in 8 muni-
cipality and in costly buildings, necessitating
their paying the highest realty taxation, but they
do not complain of this, as the mode of assess-
ment and rate are the same to all classes of citi-
zens, but when it comes to personalty assessment
(bez\rinf in mind that we pay the highest on the
realty division) we ave, of all classes, gingled out
and in an _exceptional manner taxed on capital
instead of income, like others. Why this wrong
aud injustice? There is no reason for it. We
may here state that.we would not be here to-day
if we were taxed on our imcome like the rest of
our citizens. We have therefore to ask you, gen-
tlemen, if you cannot see your way clear to make
the Business Act mandatory, to change the old
jaw and make thé mode of assessment on person-
alty alike and equal to all. That is, to make the
entire personalty assessment on income,so that the
princi%e of municipal taxation as carried out 1
Great Britain, Fraoce, and in every other civi-
lized country in the world, except in certain
sections of the United States and Ontario, *“That
taxation upon all property of the same class or
upon all persons owning the same class of pro-
perty shouid be alike,” be adopted and applied in
Ontario, and which would make our local tax-
ation more in harmony with British law and
justice.

Mr. Mowat on behalf of the Government

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% The Telephone Question.

We see that some of our contemporaries
are inclined to take the same line as was fol-
lowed by this paper the other day in dis-
cussing the franchises granted by the city to
corporations whether they are for the pur-
pose of gas lighting, electric lighting. tele-
phone service, street railways or other simi-
lar organizations. Weshowed that the fran-
chises hitherto granted to these companies
bad been of the most valuable character,

and that with the exception of the Street
Railway Company they actually gave the
city nothing in return. Oune of tie wealthiest
* gorporations in the country is that of the
Consumers' Gas Company, which practi-
cally has a monopoly of the streets of
Toronto, and Jyet it pays nothing for
that monopoly. Its two rivals in the electric
light business have also theright to use the
streets for their wires avove and under the
ground, and they pay vothing for the privi-
lege. In the same way the ' telephone com-
y has the right to string wires through
streets and under the ground, and for

vilege they pay the city nothing.

The tjme has now come, however, when
no more of these franchises ought to be
granted without a substantial consideration
being paid to the city, and the value of the
franchise at the end of the stipulated period
should be so safe-guarded that there will
be no liability of any of these corporations
coming at the city for the value of what they
vall a perpetual franchise, as in the case of

the Street Railway Company.

Just now the gquestion before the
people is that in regard to telephones. A
second company has approached the City

Council and asked for the right to string
wires over the streets, promising that they
_will become a competing company with the
Bell system, thas they will put in  better in-
struments and a better service, and that
they -will reduce the cost of such service.
This sounds very well on the face of it, but
it has a number of disadvantages. For in-
stance, there will be double the number of
wires above the ground and under the
. ground, and therefore, double the annoyance
of laying, repairing and extending the two
systems of wires. Furthermore, everyone
in order to get a good telephone service
will bave to subscribe to the two
companies and the cost will  be
greater than for one company. It
does not require any argument to show that
one company well administered can give a
better service than two. Nobody wishes to>
have two instruments in his houseif one can
do the work, ngr to have two sets of men
climbing up over his roof if one isall that is
needed. Inshose cities where there has been
competitioh no substantial benefit has re-
sulted.

What, then, can the city dot We would
suggest, as we bave suggested before, that
the Bell Company be given the opportunity
to say what they will pay for the privilege
for a short term of years what- instruments
they will put in, what will be the maximum
rent of their services and what guarantee
they will give against unnecessary interfer-
ence with traftic on public streets by
taking up and putting down their wires.
If the Bell Company is prepared

-on all these points, namely, to pay something
for the privilage, to give usa better service,
to give usa cheaper service and to put their
wires underground with as little inconveni-
ence as possible, we say that the best thing
to do is to deal with them. Merely letting in
another company and giving them the street
privileges will increase what is felt now to
be a nuisance, and will not confer any ma-
terial benefit on our citizens. Let the alder-
men get this into their minds: that hereafter
whoever wishes a franchise or privilege of
this kind from the city must _pay well for it,
that they must be willing to bé taken over by
the city on duenoticeat a reasonable valua-
tion and that the city is master and they are
the servants. We do not want any more
arrogant ruling of the city by corporations
who are privileged and built up by the oiti-
gens themselves.

Now, Mr. Bell Telephone Company, what
are you prepared to give for a monopaly for
the next few yearst That is the way the
aldermen ought to address thit company
when the question comes before their atten -
tion.

The Station and Esplanade.,

We understand that the city and the two
railway companies have practically arrived
at a settlement of the Esplanade question.

Agreements covering the whole ground
have been drawn up, discussed and settled,
clause by clause, between the representa-
tives of the city upon the one hand, and of
the railway companies upon the other, and
the most troublesome question that ever
vexed the city is about to be satisfactorily
olosed.

The settlement of the question was ren-
dered practicable when the C.P.R. Company
about six months ago accepted what 1s
known as Mr, Jennings' ‘‘Alternative Plan,”
by which the city preserved tne whole water
frout between Yonge-street and York-street,
and the railway company secured satisfactory
station grounds. This ‘*Alternative Plan” was
accepted by the C.P.R. Company upon the
understanding that it should not cost the
company more than the original site which
it had alrea y acquired between the two last
named streets. The carrying out of thisplan,
bowever, involved the acquisition of 250 feet
of freehold property owned by the G.T.R
o-mpany between Simcoe and John-streets,

the G.T.R. positively refused to

with this property unless cer-

. street, Simcoe-street west of the Union
stion and the southern ends of John-street
Peter-street, nearly the whole of which
ions of streets the G.T.R. has occupied
t1 its tracks for the past 30 or 40 years.

It is needless to say that the settlement of
these and many other minor questions was
only arrived at after mauny meetings and
much patient discussion—and it is plain that
if the negotiation fails now it will not be re

sumed for many years, and never with the
same chance of success.

But there is a fly in the ointment, and it
came from a most unexpected quarter. By
far the most valuable concession which the
G.T. Company made to the city throughout
the whole negotiation was an agr t to
join the C.P.R. Company in the reconstruc-
tion of "the Union Station. This sta-
tion has mnever been considered to
be a very ornamental structure, but
the worst feature of it is, that all G.T. pas-
sengers.and all cabs and carriages going to
or coming from the G.T. Railway are
obliged %o cross several dangerous tracks.
When the station was first built the danger
and inconvenience of this crossing and re-
crossing was not so seriously felt, but when
the T.,G. & B., the Credit Valley, the Mid-
land and the Ontario & Quebee Railways
were built and when the number of trains
arriving and departing on each of these rail-
ways mncreased year by year,” and when &
western suburban train service was estab-
lished, the danger and the inconvenience be-
came very serious. Gates and watchmen at
York-street and Simcoe-street lessened the
danger somewhat, ‘but not the inconvenience.
The citizens of Toronto began to wonder
-what the condition of things would be when
the Belt Line Company commenced to run
its half-hourly and quarter-hourly trains.

Now it has been obvious to everybody that
bad and dangerous as both streetsjare, Sim-
coe-street is much worse than York-street.
This is because there are a great many more
western trains than eastern, apart altogether
from the western suburban trains. :

In fact Simcoe-street has been for some
time past practically closed as an approach
to the southern or G.T.R. side of the Union
Station.

The proposition, therefore, to rebuild the
Union Station and make it “face about”—to
open up a public street along the north side
of it from Simcoe to York-street—to have
spacious and lofty waiting rooms, etc., in
the centre, and to have all passen-
gers arrive and depart without
crossing a single track was not only
in the interest of the city at large, but espe-
cially to the advantage of Simcoe-street. In-
deed, there is therefore no street im Toronto
that will be so much benefited . by the pro-
posed improvement. Already the air is full
of rumors as to a grand hotel on the corner
of Simcoe and King-streets, but to such a
project it is almost a sine qua non that the
road to the station should be short, direct,
safe and uninterrupted.

The recent movement, therefore, of some
of the property-owners in Simcoe-street is in-
comprehensible. It is true that they neither-
frighten anybody nor do they impress any-
body with their cry for damages.
telligent man, nay, every half intelligent
man in the city, knows that they must be
gainers, not losers, by the proposed improve-
ment; but for all that they may break up
the negotiation.

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A large, orderly and emthusiastic audience
witnessed an oratorical feat in Shaftesbury
Hall last night. It was the opening of the
much-talked-of debate on Christianity by
foemen worthy of each other’s steel—Rev.
Dr. Sexton of England and Mr. Charleg
‘Watts of Toronto, editor of Secular Thought.
1t was not the first time they had met asin-
tellectual gladiators, and each was thorough-
1y au fait in all points pertinent to the Chris-
tian evidences. Orthodox and unorthodox,
ladies and gentlemen, members of all
churches and of none, paid rapt attention to
the nt arguments advanced, and at
times the l?plmne was as pronounced as
at a political meeting.

Rev. J. M. Wilkinson of the Auditorium

presided with nial impartiality. - The sub -
ject of the night's debate, the first of four,
was, *‘Is Chﬂstiamt§ot Divine Origin and
adapted to Human Need?” The conditions
were: The debate to be opened in the
affirmative by Rev. Dr. Sexton in a half-
hour's h, with a reply of similar length
by Mr. Watts; then each to have two 15-
minutes’ speeches. All was fair- fighting,
devoid of personalities except such as rules
of debate allow. All wasgood nature; there
was plenty of pathos, lots of fun, nothing
blasphemous and very little of sham thunder.
The success of the first night's debate augurs
well for the three following discussions.

Dr. Sexton at the outset admitted that
Christianity does not fall within the range
of demonstrative science, but of probability,
but he contended a probability sostrong as
to exclude all doubt. 'The Doctor got his
first applause on asserting that Christianity
is the test fact in the world, having ex-
erc more potent influence than any other
system. He quoted Lecky that ‘‘Christianity
is the one religion which does mot suffer by
eivilization”; Strauss that there is historical
basis of truth in Christianity; and John
Stuart Mill that the character of Jesus Christ
was unique. He is the pivot of Christianity,

from whom the whole fabric would
crumble.

Then the Doctor revelled in citations from
Renan, Spinoza,Kant and other noted ration-
alists, oltaire was awed, Goethe and
Strauss enwrapped by the character of Jesus
of Nazareth. here was, Dr. Sexton main-
tained, no law of human progress to account
for the life and teachings of the carpenter of
those old Jewish days.

Warming with his subject Dr. Sexton paid
e glowini oulogy to the purity of the Na-
garene’s life and the sublime nature of his
teachings. The deduction the Doctor made
was that Jesus Christ was either ‘‘the wisest
of mankind or the most downright impostor
that ever lived.” Christ's business was to
recreate humanity. All previous systems
had failed to do this.

In conclusion Dr. Sexton quoted from a
rationalist author, that in Christianity there
is more truth, purer fruth, higher, truth
than in any other system.

Mr, Watts was received with loud ap-
plause, one of his enthusiastic supporters, a
venerable white-bearded individual, ex-
claiming, “Champion of Mental Progress! ”
Mr. Wilkinson had to repress this well-nigh
irrepressible gentleman. The ground being
cleared Mr. Watts with warmth and energy
plunged _into his reply. He object-
ed to Dr. Sexton dissevering Curis-
tianity from  theology. Apart from
theology it was only a system of ethics which
existed before Christ’s advent.

“Until we thoroughly know what Chris-
tianit& is how can we adequately discuss it {
Does it include the teachings of the Old
Testament# I utterly deny that Christian-
ity is a fact if by Christianity you mean the
application of the teachings of Jesus of Nagz-
areth. [Applause.] Those teachings died
with him and since there has been an accre-
tion of doetrines and what is now called Chris-
tianity is only the shadow and not the sub-
stance.”

In support of this Mr. Watts cited Rev.
Edward W hite, ex-chairman of the Congre-
%ationa.l Union of England and Wales, that

hristianity has %spamad entirely from its
original form. ith wealth of language
Mr, Watts gave examples of this and was
loudly cheered when he said that not a single
church in Toronto, nor indeed any church in
Christendom,maintains Christ’s teachings to-

Y-

“Christ condemned Sabbatarianism and
the accumulation of wealth, and yet every
church to-day forces the Sabbath da{ upon
you and approves of the accumulation of
wealth, [Loud applause and hisses, and a
voice, ‘‘Bravo, atts; hit them hard.”
Christianity per se does not exist to-day.”

Mr, Watte’ next point was that Christ
never claimed perfection as Dr. Sexton did
for him. Christ was limited in knowledge,
limited in power. Examples of these were
given by citations from the gospels. Hs
also quoted to the same effect from Rev.
Charles Voysey and then treated of the mys-
tical nature of Christ’s teachings. Where is
the science He taught, the political scheme
He suggested? He was a spiritualist, and
nothing more.

One of the strongest points urged by
Mr. Watts was that everything claimed
for Christ hed been advocated by Buddha
500 years before the birth of Christ. He
cited Bunsen to this effect. Mahomet even
made more progress than Christ. ‘‘Tell me,”
he asked, ‘“where Christ ever condemned
slavery? [Cheers.]

In conclusion Mr, Watts admitted that
Jesus was a historical character, who ex-
celled those who surrounded him, but not one
of the rationalist writers whom Dr. Sexton
hed quoted believed in his divinity. “If
only to accept the ethics of the New Testa-
ment is to be a Christian then I am a Chris-
tian.”

Great applause followed Mr. Watts’ per-
oration, the gray-headed old gentleman be-
fore referred to jumping to his feet and

esticulating enthusiastically. Chairman

Vilkinson told him to keep cool, the old
gentleman said he couldn’t; then arose cries
of, *Put him out.” Oil having been thrown
on the troubled waters Mr. Sexton replied.
He dealt humorously with Mr. Watts’ re-
ferences to Buddhism, which he considered
an advance on- being an infldel; the
reference to Sabbatarianism which must
have some connection with Sunday street
cars, and managed again to crystallize the
substance of his opening address.

Then came Mr. Watts’ turn once more. He
was earnest and categorical. ‘‘Why,” he
asked, “does not Dr. Sexton espouse the
preaching of ‘the blood of the Lamb’ ? Be-
cause my friend hasa gigantic intellect above
believing that which Christian preachers say
is essential to being a Christian.” [Loud
applause.] .

Turning to the doctor, he asked: *“Why
did you use the word ‘infidel’ to me? You
are as much an infidel in regard to many so-
called Christian doctrines as I am. [Ap-

lause and ‘Ob, Oh!’] Show me one great

result from ‘the preaching of the Cross’ that
1 cannot show you to have been obtained with-
out that preaching. I never yet met with a
Christian minister who loved poverty rather
than wealth. [Loud applause.] If Christian-
ity comes from an -wise and powerful
God, why does he not extend its blessings to
every son of man?
Dr. Sexton’s main point in his closing 15
minutes was that if there be no Christianity,
for what do the secular societies exist! Why
do you not shut up shop? This gave Mr.
Watts the chance to reply: “Secular societies
exist to show the huge hypocrisy that exists
under the baaner of the cross.” [Cheers.]
Continuing, he said: “I am perse-
cuted by the Christian press in
the Christian city of Toronto in the present
day, and why? Because I maintain the right
of mental freedom for one and all.” [Ap-
plause.] “I am not here to attack Chris-
tianity, but to attack error wherever I may
find it.” Mr. Watts concluded in an eloquent
peroration of the rights of free thought.

The Waterworks Committee and the De-
partment,

Ald, Hill presided at the Waterworks Com-
mittee meeting yesterday, there being pre-
sent besides Ald. Allen, Park, Pape, Bailey
Phillips, Gowanlock, George Verral and
Superintendent Hamilton.

Rating Clerk John Evans wrote asking for
leave to retire on half pay, instead of being
requested to resign on three months’ salary.
He denied that he was worth $75,000, but
had only enough property to bring iz an in
come of $500 & year. Mr, Evans’ son appear-"
ed in support of his father’s application. The

A
The superintendent; sent in a statement to
the effect that it would cost all the way from
$4000 to $14,000 to'put a new steel lining into
the pumping well. Ald. Park took exception
to that rtion of the superintendent’s
report where that official stated that
the efficiency of the department wonld
be affected should there be any reduc-
tion either in the working or clerical staffs.
As a rider to his first communication Mr.
Hamilton added a second letter addressed to
the committee, in which the following clauses
occurred:

“Statements have appeared in the daily
papers from time to time reflecting upon the
management of the department and have been
commented upon by some of the members of
this committee. I have refrained so far from
answering any of these comments, thinking that
the Investigating Committee that was ap inted
by the council would go thoroughly into the mat-
ter and would then be in a position to give an in-
telligent answer to the many supposed com-
plaints. So far they have not done so. Now,
this continual harrassing and interference from
outside parties, who know nothing whatever
upon the subject, is, to say the least, very annoy-
ing and harder to bear than the actual work of
the department and, in fact interferes with the
necessary examination and carrying out of the
various matters appertaining thereto.”

“In reference to my actions in the matter, T
be% to say that I am quite willing to have a full
and searching investigation.”

“T would therefore ask that the members of
the committee who are not satisfled with the
management of the affairs of the Waterworks
ﬂl):énrtment. would themselves personally inspect
and look into the different matters connected
with the waterworks when, it they thought it
advisable, would take any other steps necessary,
but this continual harassing without anything
definite, this interference of outsiders and d
charged or dissatisfled officials, is not in the in-
terest of the city.”

“T would respectfully suggest that if I had full

wer in the selection of my staff it would great-
ryP add to the efficiency and harmony of the de-
partment, save the aldermen a great deal of un-
necessary troyble, and throw the respotsibility
on the head of the department, and I am satisfled
that t.hlg would give more satisfaction to all con-
cerned. :

of an independent competent hydraulic engineer
to enquire into and examine the lant and
matters connected therewith, and t!
Gowanlock and Park be added thereto.

Ald. Gowanlock was quite willing to con-
sent to the motion, but he held that the last
clause in the superintendent’s report, giving
him complete control of his subordinates,
should be concurred in. After half an hour’s
argument, the committee referred the whole
report to the sub-committee on water supply,
also adopting Ald. Phillips’ motion.

Ald. Park got a resolution through to the
effect that in future all waterworks officials
absenting themselves, tarough sickness or
otherwise, from -their duties be placed on
half-pay for the first two weeks, and if not
returned to work by that time all payment
was to cease. All officials of the department
are also instructed to give a daily journal of
their work from the 10th to the 30th inst., so
that the committee might the better judge
of their usefulness.

The chairman stated that Diver White had
that morning discovered a three-inch break
in the steel conduit a little south of Hanlan’s
Point, caused by the sagging of a length in
the quicksand. It could be easily remedied
by bolting a wrought iron jacket over the
break.

Ald. Phillips also moved fora return of
the cost of connecting the conduit pipe at the
main pumping station and all necessary ex-
pense incident thereto, with the cost of pipes,
etc., supplied for the work by the Abell
Manufacturing Company.

THE CRIMIN AL (}00’3 T,
mm‘ of Jane Harding Recalled and
- Her Slayer Remanded—The Baby
% Farm Case Dismissed.

At the Criminal Assize Court yesterday
the trial of Christopher McGrain for man-
slaughter was commenced before Mr. Justice
Street. The victim of the crime was Jane
Harding. She was the proprietress of a
somewhat irregular house at 11 Ontario-
street. Liquor was sold in the place and
both men and women of anything but moral
character nightly congregated there. It
was after one of these orgies on the night of
February 18, 1891, that the crime was com-
mitted. Jane Harding was the prisoner’s
mour, On the following morning after
the debauch the woman went upstairs and
tried to persuade McGrain to fixa stovepipe
which had been displaced during the carousal.
She d the bedeclothes off him, but he
followed her into the adjoini room,

himself of the clothes and
returned to bed again. She made
a second attempt, and it was then, the
crown alleges, that the prisoner committed
the violence which caused her death. Pierc
ing screams were heard by those below and
after some delay a woman named Nancy
Allen ran up and found, as she stated in the
witness box, Jane Harding struggling in the
grasp of the ner. er eyel were
starting out of her head. At8 p.m. on the
following Saturday she was found to be dy-
ing, and in fact her death followed a few
hours later. Such in brief is the history of
the Ontario-street tragedy.

Matilda Berry was also tried\ for man-
slaughter. She seems to be the p! prietress
of a sort of baby farm. A child christened
William Marshall was born at the Burnside
Hospital and by some means came under the
charge of the defendant on January 19 last.
The child died on March 13 while under her
charge. The evidence for the crown was of
a very flimsy nature, about the only point
proven beingutha.t. the child was hmxﬂicient(l;
pourished. Upon this ground Mr. J. G.
Holmes, for the defence, submitted that there
was no case to go to the jory. His Lordship
concurred and the prisoner was declared not
guilty and discharged.
