New Steel Bridge Built-450 Tom Tern Séhmcr Lauached,- Cider
Factory Built,-leuses Remodelled, etc.

While 1908 has not quite kept pace
with a few of its predecessors in the
matter of architectural growth, yet
it has by no means been 4 year of
stagnation so far as improvements
g0.

The most eventful public improve-
ment of the year was the completion
of the new steel bridge which, though
opened to the public cn December 7,
1907, was not completed until some
time in the early part of 1908.

OUR NEW BRIDGE.

This handsome steel structure for
which the town is indebted to Hon.
O. T. Daniels, the county’s present
representative in the provincial housa
ijs of the latest design
known as the camel-back plan and is
architecturally an ornament
town, as well as a much needed im-
provement in the interests of public
travel. The old red bridge which it
replaced had long before seen its

been erectéd. Nevertheless the pro-|
gress made by this town, since its
incorporation, has given its citizens |
every good reason to be proud.

Possibilities of Wealth

(By Principal Cumming,
Herald.)

Out of the total land area of 14.-
483,000 acres in Nova Scotia and
Cape Bretpon, but slightly over one-
third—5,000,000 gcres—is occdpied by
farmers, and even of this, but 1,834.-
802 acres is cleared—about one-elzhth
of the total land area. It is esti-
mated that aboyi two-thirds of the
total land ar*euld come under
the farmer's plow, and, although
this large ar 1 not be fully oec-
cupied until a greater congestion of
the world's population occurs, it is
satisfactory to™Nova Scotias to
know that the province has a eapaci-

ty of five times as much productive
land as is now under the plew, and |
considering that“the land under cul- |
tivation does not yield more than|
half of the amount it is capalble of
yielding, at least ten times its pre-
sent production.

Nova Scotia farmers
attractive market to cater to
the present it is far from supplied, |
much produce being shipped into the
provincte from the other provinces of
the Dominion. This condition has led
to very high prices and a guarantecd
sale for everything raised on the |
farm, At present we are exporting
most of our apples, and some butter,
eggs, mutton, potatoes, turnips, and |
strawberri¢s, but should an over-
production of these and other lines |
of farm produce occur, we have every
possible facility for shipping to Eu-
rope, South Americe and other coun- |
tries of the world.

LIVE STOCK [F& fﬁ!l\'(}.

“Had this prg Pce of Nova Scotla
from the first A\ ita agricultural his-
tory tLeen 41 along live stock
lines, there wotfild be, instead of
many a run-out fleld, farms on every
side not to be surpassed in anv part
of America. In the province of On-
tario there are kept one head of live
stoek to every six acres. In some of
the richest agricultural sections
Rurope one head of liye gtock is kept
on every two or three acres, and on
the most successful farm of which we
have knowledge, the average was one
head of live stcck per acre. In Nova
Scotia it is estimated that there are
kept one head per every f{ourteen
acres.

It is absolutely impossible; with-
out the too extravazant use of eom-
mercigl fertilizér, to make lands pro-
duce at all satisfactorily with this
ratio of acres to live stock. It smould
not be done in a year, but in the
course of a pericd of time the num-
ber of head of live stock kept in
Nova Scotia, if the lands are to
hav a fair chance, should te doubled

VALUE- OF LIVE STOCK

“In live stock lies the salvation of
maritime aegriculture.'””  Every one
knows that there are degrees of ex-
cellence in live stock, but perhaps
not every one knows how vitally im-
portant it is that if farmers will
keep live stock, +they should keep
nothing but the best. The average
dairy cow in the province of Nova
Scotia produces about 3,000 pounds.
that is, 1,200 quarts, per annum. It
costs to keep this cow about $35 to
$40. Valuing butter at 25 cents the
year round, and milk at 3% cents per
pound wholesgle, both of which prices
are higher than the average farmer
receives the year round, it may be
just possible to make this cow pay.
Generally, however, she is an wun-
profitable animal.

KEEP GOOD DAIRY COWS.

There is no need, if the farmers of
Nova Scotia will only pay proper at-
tention to their business, of having
this low producing type of cow. 1In
Holland and also in Denmark, the
average production of the dairy cow
is between 7,000 and 8,000 pounds per
annum. I know of a number of far-
mers” in Nova Scotia whose cows
average  from 6,000 to 8,000 pounds

According to the most recent Yo-
minion census, there are at the pre-
sent time 143,362 cows in the provinee
of Nova Scotia.

At 3,000 pounds each, these cows
are giving 430,086,000 pounds of milk
which, at 1 cent per pound, is worth
$4,300,860. It is evident, thereicre
that by even a’/moderate improve-
ment in our dairy cows, the value of
their produce being doubled, would
be increased at the rate of over $4.-
000,000 per year. It is for this, more
than anything else, that our Agricul-
tural colleze is striving with all its
might and main, and, I belie that
the time will come when not only
but greater ' resurts
will be achievel.

English Svndicate Pay $1,567,509
for the 405,600 Acres and
EightMills.

Halifax, N. 8./ Dec. 28.—One of the.
biggest lumber deals in the history
of the Maritime Provinces has been
put through in England. Under it che
properties of the Alfred Dickie Lum-
ber Company in Novag Scotia pass
an Egglish syndicate headed by Sir
Thomas Trowbridge, the chief pro-
motor of the Blacksod steamship en-
terprise from Ireland to Canada.

The price to be paid for the Dickie
properties, which include 405,000
acres of timber lands and eight mills,
is $1,567,500.

The deal was put through ' by the
Royal Bank of Canada, which practi-
cally has been managing the property
for a year or more and which has a
claim upon it of nearly $1,000,000, in-
cluding interest. For several months
the negotiations have béen conducted
by Duncan Cameron, inspector cf the
Royal Bank, who returned from Eng-
land by the Tunisian.

A part of the deal is that the pur-
chasers are to build 4 line of railway °
from Halifax eastward to Guysboro
and the Strait of Canso. This rail
way will tap all the properties ex-
cept that at Tusket in the western
part of the province and willi he sub-
sidized by the government.

The Tusket property consists of 60,-
000 acres and is disposed of at a rate
of $6 an acre. The 345,000 acres in
the east are being sold at $3.50 per
acre.

Alfred Dickie has large timber areas
in Labrador and Newfoundland. These
are not included in the deal. The
manager of the new company will pe
T. N. McGrath, who is now in charge
of the mills at Tusket.

The deal is a good thing for the
Royal Bank and will also mean ac-
tive lumber operations.

wWouULD DO 1IT.

Prof. Fernow, dean of the faculty
of forestry of the University cf
onto, writes:

““1f your readers are interested in
the development of a forest policy in
Canada they -will.pead with satisfac- |
the following resclution lately
passed by the Wisconsin Lumber-
man’'s Association, and it is almost
certain to be enacted in the legizla
ture. It is significant to note that
this is the voluntary expression of
the timberland owners as a result of
this year's forest fires, which in Wis
consin ran over perhaps two and al
half million aecres. Two years ago
they were still laughing at the hair-
brained proposition of foresters to
burn the brush. They are now at
last convinced that it can and
should be done:

‘* ‘Section 1. Any person who shall
cut, or cause to be cut, any loes
bolts, pulp-wood,; ties, poles, posts
or other forest products in anyv of
the counties designated in section 4
of this act ‘shall pile the tops and re-
fuse as the cutting proceeds, and

| shall within one year from such cut-!

ting and felling burn all such piles of
refuse and tops, and in such burning|
all reasonable care shall be taken not |
to damage standing timber or ad%|
joining property. The term ‘burning’
shall be construed <o mean the de-
struction by fire of so much of such |
slashings as would become easily|
combustibla material and dangerous
in event they were not so destroved.
but no burning shall be done during
dangerpously dry weather. !

‘“ ‘SBection 2. Any person who vio
lates any of the provisions in regard|
to the burning of slashings, refuse
ete., shall be guilty of a misdeméan- |
or and shall on conviction therefor
be punished by a fine of not less than!
fifty (50) cents, nor more than two|
dollars ($2) per thousand feet log|
scale for all timber; not less than|
twenty-five (25) cents, nor more than |
one dollar ($1) per cord for all 'bolt.s.i
pulpwood, cord-wood. or bark; and |
not less than ten (10) per cent. nor|
more than fifty (50) per cent., of the|
full cash value of other forest pro-|
ducts cut and removed from such
land.

Nova Scotia’s Exhibit at the
Loudon Horticultural Show

The Fruit, Flower and Vegetable
Trades' Journal, describing the ‘ex-
hibits at this recent London Horti-
culturist’s Show, makes the follow-
ing statements reganrding the Nova
Scotia exhibit:

The most interesting exhibit, from
a commercial point of view, was, un-
doubtedly, the magnificent collection
of apples and other hardy fruits
shown under the auspices of the No-
va Scotian Government. Upwards of
400 cases of apples were comprised in
this exhibit, and the wealth of color,
spotless condition, and fine guality of
the fruit well merited the gold medal
and 15 other medals, including the
highest individual award obtained at
the exhibition which fell to its share.
A splendid record indeed; well in
keeping with the high reputation ac-
quired by Nova Scotian fruit on the
British markets. In this section the
following medals wefle awarded:—
Messrs. R. Eaton, Hill Crest Or-
chard, Kentville, bronzey Banksian: G.

gilt Banksian; E. E. A ibald, Woli-
ville, silver Knightian; urier Fruit
Growers’ Union, Middleton, silver
Knightian; F. H. Johmson, Bridge-
wick, silver gilt Knigbtian; .

The 1 fruit growing district
in Nova Scotia is in the Cornwallis
and Annapolis Valley. This favored
spot is omne continuous valley of
about 100 miles in length, and vary-
ing in width from 6 to 11 miles, sit-
uated between two nearly parallel
ranges of hills about 600 feet in
height. The North Mountain shelters
the valley on the north-west, and
from the strong winds of the Bay of
Fundy; the South Mountain, which is
a little higher, bounds it on the
eastern and southern side, and runs
N.E. to S.W. In the middle of the
Valley there is a watershed, the An-
napolis River running S.W., the riv-
ers of the Cornwallis District run-
ning N.E. ;

The soil of the Valley is partly
of
the Trap Rock of the North Moun-
tain, partly from the syenitic granite
of the South Mountain, together with
the red loam and coarse-grained sard
of the mew red sandstone in the wval-
ley, which abounds in oxide of iron,
lime and gypsum, forming a fertile
spil admirably adapted to the culti-
vation of apples, plums and various
fruits, as well as of potatoes, swede
turnips, oats, maize, pumpkins
beans, etc. Wheat growing and beef
production have lately decreased, ow-
ing to the competition of the western’
provinces, but more attention is now
being paid to the rearing of stock
by the farmers. The dairying indus-
tries are also increasing. The farms
are, almost without exception, occu-
pied by their owmers, most of them
small, compared with the averace

‘gize of English farms, and still smal-

ler, of course, compared with many
farms in the west of Canada. Rough-
ly speaking, the area of these farms
ranges from 20 to 120 acres, com-
prising grass, arable land and tim-
ber, with orchards of varying sizes.
There are a few farms with as manv
as 60 or more acres of orchard; but
a large proportion of this has teen
planted within the last ten yesrs.
and is not vet in full bearing. Many
orchards are 50 years old, and apple
trees remain which were planted by
the French more than 150 years a<o.
The apple certainly thrives here, and
the orchards are neatly laid out and
well cared for; the growth of the
trees is more rapid, and they attain

ko, silver| o larger sics thenm 1s common in
Bneland. The fruit is larege,

well
colored, and abundant, and of vleas-
ant flavor, while the average verfiod
of full bearing is from 80 to 100
years.

Throughout the valley there is a
telephone system which connects rail-
way stations, shops. doctors’ dwell-
ings, and many of the farmers’ hous-
es, and a. spirit of co-operation is
practised in every department, thus
reducing the cost of preduction to a
minimum and facilitating distribu-
tion. Packing and grading, too, nas
been studied until these important
essentials have reached & high stand-
ard of excellence.
