MONTREAL EXHIBITION.

BY THE JUDGE, MR. I. B. JOHNSON.

——

ERHAPS your readers would
like to iiear a little of the
above show. Before criti-

cizing the birds I would like to saya
little about the arrangements. First, the
light to judge them by was perfect, and
the coops, most of which were “Spratts,”
gave great help to the judges and also
1o the exhibitors which lenabed them
to see all around the birds, and there
were plenty of clerks to help the judges.
It would please me to see more of our
western exhibitors go down there. 1
can assure them they would be well
treated both by the gentlemen who get
it up and those placed in charge of the
birds. 1t is their desire to do all in
their power to give the erhibitors fair
play, and I am sure it would be a trip
well enjoyed by them. If they could
not attend themselves their birds would
be well looked after by the attendants.
I have been down three times and I
take great pleasure in going there
because it is a change of sight from
farmers to seamen and factories. I hope
some of the fanciers will go, it is their
duty to Lelp our eastern fanciers with
their shows and compare our birds with,
theirs.

Gawmes.—Black-red, cocks, 1st grand
bird but a little bad on one fogt, very
fine in head, good station, carried him-
self well, this is the shape we want;
2nd good, but not equal to 1st; 3rd
fair. st hen, thisis the best hen 1T
have seen for a long time, fine station,
long fine head, good shoulders and
color; zad good, but nothing like the
1st; 3rd fair.  The brown-reds want
improving, they have been neglected of
late years. Duckwings, these also
want looking after together with the
Pile class. B. red chickens, 1st cock

erel, a very finc bird, will make a great
winner ; 2nd only fair, his legs are likea
crane, 3rd would have had 2nd place
only out of condition. Pullets, 18t very
fine bird, good station, finz hmbs, good
in color ; 2nd good, but little bright’in
color ; 3rd good, but too bright in color,
Duckwings, brown-reds and piles re-
quire more attention, they are not
keeping up to the black-reds, it is some
time since we saw first-class birds in
the above varicties.

Bantams.—Black-reds, the winners
were very fair birds.  Brown.reds, poot.
Duckwings have gone back of lave years,
afewyearsago the duckwings were equial
to the black-reds, but now it is hard to
see the nice-shaped and good colored
birds. Breeders should look aftet
them and bring them back again,
because they are a beautiful bird when
well shown. The duckwings shown
were not anything like the pyle class.
Pyles, this class was filled with good
birds, the 1st cock was a n_nodel of a
bird, fine station, carries himself well,
fine limbs, good head, a little off in
color on saddle, this was the best bird
in the show, the 2nd and 3rd were also
good birds.  Black rose-comb, 1st
cock, comb plenty of work 1n it, the
face clear of white and the earlobe
goad, little red in feather on saddle;
2nd showed white in face, ears a little
reddish and comb not enough work in
it. Hens were only medium. Sebrights,
this class was not up to the mark, the
lacing was too heavy, the ground wds
all right but the lacing should be deli-
cate. Pekins, this class was filled with
some good birds, it was very hard to
select the winners. Japanese, these
also were well represented with some
good birds. Bantams, chicken class,
there were some very promising birds
but as a whole they were rather late
hatched for the fall shows, but will be
right for the winter shows. 1If hatchied
early they get rather large.

was a great disappointment. ‘I'o begin
with, the building is about the very
worst for a show of such pretensions
that we have ever seen. It is old, dirty
and abounds with noxious vapours and
smells. No flooring is laid and the
continual cloud of fine dust kicked up
by the exhibitors makes a proper view
of the birds a matter of penance. The
coops also are antiquated, unciean and
nasty. Tuken all in all the Association
cannot expect a decent display of birds
until proper accomodation is provided.
Breeders cannot be expected to, and
will not show good birds in such quar-
ters. The risk ot disease and conse-
quent death 1s too great.  Qur thanks
are due to Mr. Benjamin, the Superin-
tendent, Mr. Turcott, his assistant, and
others for their kindness to us during
our stay.

As may be expected from the fore-
going the quality of the birds with few
exceptions was not up to the mark,
and numerically the show was very
small. Plymouth Rocks, golden and
white Wyandottes, very fair. Leghorns,
numerous and of average quality, a few
good ones. Black-red Games were
good as were also ducks and geese.
Hamburgs moderate, a few good ones.
Polish, Andalusians, Spanish and Min-
orcas, poor. Mr. C. ]. Daniels, l'or-
onto, judged and his awards were well
taken. Mr. Daniels was called by wire
while in Ottawa, to judge at Almonte,
and he expressed the opinion that the
show at the latter place was far abead
of that at Ottawa. At Almonte, Mr.

THE JUDGING AND REPORTING OF
PIGEONS AT THE INDUSTRIAL
EXHIBITION.

——

Editor Review :

Y HAVE generally been well pleased
with the judging of pigeons at
Toronto, but this year several of

the awards in Owls, Tumblers and
Carriers, and the whole judging of
Dragoons has been a great surprise to
me. So far as Owls and Tumblers are
concerned, the mistakes are very clear
in a few cases. It is stated that a
prize was given to a silver cock fora
hen. This bird was not entered as a
hen, but a good hen fit to win was
shown, the misplacing. of the birds
in the pens was responsible for this
error and neither the owner nor tho
judge.

Some of the Carriers winning prizes
were so overgrown and relaxed in
wattle, eye cere, etc., that they seemed
to me to be monstrosities, and not
normal birds, Giving prizes should be
regulated by the effect that the act
might have on breeding, educating
young fanciers, the general public, etc.
In this case it must be bad.

1 am wholly at a logs to expiain the
judging of Dragoons. Finor birds
have never been shown in America,
but they did not get the prizes. Pos-
sibly the judge took age into account
and argued that certain birds were bet-
ter for age, but if so why was not the
swme principle appliecd to Carriers.
The winner of 2nd in black cocks is
only a last year’s bird and as such by

far the best in the show—perhaps the,

best anyway because he is so evenly
balanced all through.
With about two exceptions the

Dragoons given prizes were not typical
in size or general shape, while several
birds, perfect in thesé respects were
wholly overlooked.

When it is said that several of the
winners were correct in color of beak
and eye cere about alt their good points
are covered. They were not big or
cobby enough in body or heavy enough
in head, beak and wattle—in fact were
comparative culls in these points. A
very curious thing was the awarding of
a prize to asilver-chequered hen and
passing by the cock far superior to her
according to English notions. The
silvers, whites and silver-chequers were
correct even to color of beak, eye cere,
etc., and the others scored so in general
type that they should have been to the
front. I had several birds at home
that could have won according to this
year’s judging—youngsters—but they
are far from being the equal of their
parents shown, according to the correct
Standard.

It seems impossible to get Dragoons
correctly judged in America, and I
hope some good English judge will be
sent out for the World’s Fair at Chicago,
and that some English winners will be
there also. Mr. Wagner’s report is on
the whole good; but as regards Car-
riers it is a ‘‘whitewashing” one, and
in the case ¢f Dragoons an instance
either of the same or of * the blind lead-
ing the blind.” One way and another
Dragoons are having a hard time of it
in America, and I hope better days will
soon dawn.

MONTHLY MORSELS.

—

BY F. A MORTIMER, POTTSVILLE, PA,
E sure of a new friend before
cutting an old one,
Tt requires a good deal of care and:
cotssiderable expense to raise early
chickens successfully.

Chopped onions and onion tors is
an “ ounce of prevention” in the case
of gapes. If you keep hogs don't let
the chicks’ coop be near their pens or
the hogs may have a feast.
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It s not always. the best and most
elaborate poultry houses that shelter the
choicest stock.  Success however,
mainly «depends on warm, dry coops
with proper care and- management and
freedom from overcrowding.  This
latter trouble is often the cause of il
success. If you wish a_healthy flock
keep few in a pen.

One of the most important items in
poultry keeping is to keep the drinking
vessels clean, and pure water should
be kept in them at all times. Earthen-
ware vessels are the best to use as they
are easily cleaned.

Clover is probably the cheapest green
food you can provide for your fowls in
winter, Cut it from one-fourth to one-
half -an 1nch long, soak over night
pouring on warm water and the next
morning mix with wheat middlings.

This month the war on turkeys will
begin and it is not too soon to com-
mence getting them into condition.
The first thing to do is to give them
plenty of feed every morning and at
night so as to induce them to come up.
The feed should not be corn as there
will be no necessity for getting them
very fat too Ssoon. What you should
do is to force the young turkeys in
growth from now until with'n two weeks
of the time for marketing them which
will be early enough for corn.  Young
turkeys may be fed in the morming
with_cooked vegetables, (potatoes, car

rots, turnips, etc.) thickened stiffly with
ground oats and shorts. At night giye
plenty of oats and wheat with--meat
wice a week.

If we have our hearts in full accord
with our work, we can find a real
genuine pleasure in the pursuit of any
calling. If a person does not find any
pleasure in feeding his fowls and- caring
for their many wants he had .better
give them up entirely, for the fowls are
sure of being more or less neglected
and neglect effectually checks profit,

Soak an egg in very strong vinegar
until the shell becomes soft, when quite
soft it may be extended lengthwise
without breaking it and so put carefully
through the neck of a small bottle, when
by pouring cold water wpon it, it will
resume its former shape and hardness.
Though ‘one of the simplest of tricks
this is really a curiosity to those who
are not in the secret of the question.
How did the egg get in the bottle is a
complete puzzler,

The subject of inbreeding is onc on
which there is much to be said on bath
sides.  Briefly, against the practice, 1t
may be said that the tendency of close
breeding is a%ways to reduce vigor and
stamina, and nothing but uncommon
strength of constitution in the stock can’
withstand the tendency toward deterior-
ation. Infavor of the practice, itis gen-
erally known that characteristic marks
or traits may be fixed more rapidly and
surely by inbreeding than outbreeding,
vxcepting such traits or qualities as

great size or vigor, which are directly
attacked by the process of close breed-
ing.  Altogether, cxcepting in rare
instances, we are opposed to in-and-in
breeding as productive of lasting evil
effects capable of outweighing the good
produced. Close breeding has filled
many a poultry yard with weakly, roupy
fowls. A true lover of animals will be
ever loth to follow any practices that
will diminish that healtl: and vitaiity he
prizes.—Poultry Yard,

buff Cochin cock, of aristocratic parent-
age, and in fact a peer in his own right,
(having come from Yankee land, for why
not get peers as well as peeresses from
there) has now distinguished himself
by taking charge of two Leghorn
orphan chicks. The old gentleman is
not in his prime, but rather on the
shady side of life. fle is rather gouty
and would not do well in a foot race,
but not withstanding his infirmities, is
now in his old age devoting his time to
the care of orphans. A partridge
Cochin was the foster mother of a
brood of white Leghorns, and she
unfortunately died bequeathing her
clutch to the tender mercies of the
world and this buff Cochin cock. He
having duly executed his task and I
suppose given security for the proper
performance of his duties, was soon
seen strolling around, with all the
dignity of a young mother of twins,
lacking . only the -baby carriage.

THE SICILIAN.

BY H. S. BABCOCK.

N "these days, when buff from
being a long neglected is be-
coming an exceedingly fashion-

able color, it is worth while to call
attention to a breed that deserves to
become widely popular, not only on
account of 1ts color but also on account
of its great prolificacy. The Sicilian is
largely a buff fowl—not altogether so,
but buff is the ground color and in
quantity exceeds the other color used
in combination. The Sicilian cock
can be described, speaking of him as
he appears upon the surface, as a buff
cock with a black tail. Black and
gold make a much better combination
than white and buff, and those who are
striving to produce buif Leghorns are
Tespectfully advised to look up a few
Sicilians with which to perfect the
coloring. The hen is a light buff in
color except on back and wings which
are irregularly but prettily pencilled with
black, and except the hackle which has
a black stripe in each teather,and the tail
which is mainly black. Both sexes are
handsome in color and markings.

In shape we have the general
Meditceranean type, the upright carri-
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age, the full and gaily carried tail, the
sprightly demeanor. But the size is
somewhat Jarger than that of the Leg-
horn, while the comb is a very dis-
tinctive property. It is not a rose, a
leaf, a pea or a single comb, but is
more nearly . "ied to the rose than to
any of the others, It is in fact a
round red crown, the outer sides pro-
vided with spikes, and the centre hol-
lowed out like a cup, from which fact
it takes its name of ““ cup comb.” This
is a very peculiar and yet attractive
style of comb, and is, so far as I
know, found on no other breed than
the Sicilian.

But, though the Sicilian is an
attractive fowl, this is not its only or
greatest claim to public favor. It is
one of the best laying breeds in
existence. A strong statement that,
but one based upon the testimony of
many who have kept it. One gentle-
man writes me that it is the best layer
summer and winter, he ever kept, and
he has kept many breeds including
among them lLeghorns, Minorcas, Ply-
mouth Rocks, Cochins and Brahmas,
Another has said to me that he found
the Sicilian a remarkable layer, fully
equal to the Leghorn. And others
have borne testimony to the same
effect. If this were a new breed, some
new invention of man, these words of
commendation might need to be care-
fully weighed, but it is an old breed,
known in this country long previous to
the advent of the rose-combed Leg-
horns, and by some, supposed to have
assisted that fowl in procuring its comb.
With age behind it, with a beautify)
shape, peculiar comb, attractive plum-
age and great utilitarian qualities, it
would not be remarkable if the Sicilian
became a very popular fowl,

But one is met by this question, “if
it is an old breed and has not gained
great popularity, why should it be
expected that it will now gain popu

larity ?” The answer to this question
is not difficuit.  When it first appeared
thert was not the proper appreciation
for the color it possesses that there is
now ; that at that time the Leghorn
was coming into favor and its merits
were trumpeted abroad through poul-
try books and periodicals to such a
degree as to obscure the great me-its
of the Sicilian; that then it lacked
men capable or willing enough to press
it to the front and show what its merits
really were ; and that now there is a
complete change in the situation, buff
being a deservedly popular color, the
growth of the poultry interest having
made room for such a breed as this,
and there being breeders who are
quietly working to let the public know
just what the Sicilian is. But it would
not be true to assume that the fowl
never had any popularity. It has been
popular with every person who has
kept it and who desired a great egg
producing breed. Its merits have been
known among a quiet, practical folk
who made no noise about it, but who
continued to breed the fowl because it
paid to do so. When fanciers once
realize that there is such a breed as the
Sicihan, and that it is both handsome
and useful in a very high degree, they
will not be slow to take it up and help
to extend its usefulness. Fanciers do
more for the public than the public
gives them credit for, because they
search out the useful and beautiful
among breeds old and new, and by
breeding them to a high standard,
exhibiting them at public exhibitions,
and making their merits known throcgh
the poultry press, they teach the public
where can be procured the best breeds
of fowl for its use. Their work is none
the less practical philanthropy because
some degree of self-interest may be its

mainspring. If they make some pro-
fit out of ii, the public makes more, and
poultry breeding gains equally as much
benefit as if they wer¢ members of a

regularly organized institntion,instead of
being a body of men who like their
fowls and desire other men to do the
same, And when fanciers take hold of
the Sicilian, as a few are just beginning
to, we have a right to expect that this
old breed will take a position that its
wierits deserve, among the list of fowls
prizzd especially for productivity, Peo-
ple, who care first for eggs, will maka
no mistake in having a pen of Sicilians.

FALL HATCHED CHICKENS.

BY A REGULAR CORRESPONDENT.

HERE are agreat many.persons

: who annually raise a brood on two

of Fall chickens which in most instances
are intended to be the central figure in
sundry savoury stews and pot pies,
many of these people like the writer,
doubtless keep nothing but thorough-
bred fowls, and as these fowls have in
nearly every instance been laying stead-
ily since last Winter, with the single
intermission of hatching and rearing a
brood of Spring or Summer chicks,
they are consequently much run down
and their vitality is greatly impaired, so
much so that these Jate chicks are rare-
ly worth raising, as they grow slower,
arc much less vigorous and in every
way inferior to the Spring chicks-hatch-
ed from the same stock. The writer
believes in keeping fowls for useful
purposes as well as for fancy, and has a
decided weakness for “ roast chicken”
but would go with out for ever raiher
than eat the poor dejected consump-
tive looking Fall chicks that it has
frequently been my misfortune to see.
To see what effect an infusion of foreign
blood would have on Fall chicks, Ply-
mouth Rock hens were mated with a
black Minorca cock and thirteen eggs
were placed under the first that became
broody, result thirteen vigorous chicks,
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the best hatch of the season. These
chicks grew faster, - feathered better,
and were-in every way vastly superior
toa brood of pure Rock$ hatched at
same time and their superiority can be
attributed to no other source than
the cross of Minorca blood, the cock-
erels are Dominique in marking and
the pullets black.

Those who want Fall chicks for the
table will get much better results from
crossing than from pure blooded stock.

A COCK FEATHERED HEN.

Editor Review:—

HAVE a fine specimen of a cock
feathered hen, a black Leghorn
- which molted early this Spring,
when the chiange took place. Hercomb
stands straight up, the plumage isa
glossy black, she has all the short sickle
feathers in the tail and long hackle
feathers and spurs about one inch long.
Mr. Jackson from International Bridge
saw it and thought it a fine specimen.
If you make an exhibit at the Industrial
and would like to show it as a turiosity,
I will send it to you as I have no use
for it, I have no chicks large enough
to show yet. In killing some Leghorn
hens for cooking we met with a strange
experience, when one was opened from
the breast bone to the vent, a dark ball
as big as a large egg, rolled out,
which’ looked like a very large heart,
but on farther examination it was found
not to be the heart. Three more balls
none larger than a bantam egg were
found near the liver which looked
rather soft, they were all liver colored
when cut open and the large one had
dots of blood through it, was it a dis-
eased liver? Perbaps some of your read-

ers would know. Vours truly.

ANOTHER INTERESTING CASE.

LExamination 28.—0On 14 March,
1891, Examined an egg laid on the
27th October, 1890 and which had
been packed in bran and kept in cellar.
Yolk firm and round ; quite sweet and
free from odour ; albumen clear and
bright.

Examination 29.—On 14th March,
1891, examined an egg laid on the 29th
October, 1890, and which had been
kept in the incubator at temperature of
78 to 84 till 11th February, 1891, and
afterwarde in cellar. Free from odour
or mustiness; albumen evaporated
until 50 per cent was gone.

Examination 30.—On 14th March,
1891, examined an cgg laid on sth of
November, 1890, and kept part of time
in incubator at temperature of 78 to 84
and part of time out. Contents lessen-
ed in volume about one-third, evapora-
tion of albumen ; yolk adherent to side
and at point of adhesion of musty taste ;
otherwise contents perfectly sweet.

Ezxamination 31.—O0n the 14 March,
1891 examined an unfertilized egg laid
on gth December, 1890, and placed n
incubator on 23rd December, 1890,
and kept there at temperature of 78 to
84 until 11th February, 1891, and after
wards kept in cellar. Contents quite
sweet and free from odour ; albumen a
little cloudy ; air space occupied about
one-fifth of egg shell.

Examination 32.—0n 14th March,
1891, examined an egg taken from the
lot gieased with lard and packed in

salt on the 1oth November, 1890, and
kept in cellar. Contents quite sweet ;
yolk firm ; has every ‘appearance of a
tresh egg. B

Examination 33.—On the 14th June,
1891, examined an egg kept in drawer
oftablein office from 25th March, 18go.
Air space double the natural size ; yolk
firm ;whité nearly transparent ; contents
perfectly sweet.

LExamination 34.—0n the 14 June,
1891, examined an egg laid on the 24th
October, 1890, and put away in bran
in a box, with othess, in the celler on
the 29th October, 1890; yolk firm,
white transparent ; contents perfectly
sweet ; has every appearence of a fresh
egg.

Examination 35-—On the 4th of
June, 1891, examined an egg laid on
the 3rd November, 890, greased and
packed in salt with others and kept in
cellar. Yolk moderately firm ; white al-
most transparent ; contents quite sweet,
and free from all odour or mustiness,

Examination 36 —QOn the 4th June,
1891, unfertilized egg laid on the 17th
December, 1890, and kept in incubator
from 23 December, 1890, to 11th Feb-
ruary, 1891, at a temperature of 78 to
84 ; afterwards kept in cellar.  Air
space occupied one-fourth of space of
shell , yolk firm ; white almost trans-
parent ; contents perfectly sweet and
free from all mustiness.

Examination 37.—0n the 14th of
June, 1891, examined an egg laid on
the 3oth October, 1890, and kept con-
stantly in incubator at temperature of
78 to 84 until 1 1th February, 1891, when
it was afterwards left in an open basket
in cellar. Egg evaporated so asto fill
only half of shell; very litile white re-
maining ; surface of yolk covered with
a coating of mould giving the
egg a musty odour; when the
surface with the moutd was removed the
remainder of the yolk was found quite
free from mustiness or any other odour,
and quite sweet to the-taste. The
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white,.:ifowever,had a musty”’ ﬂavour,
but'not in any sense putrid.

‘Examination 38.—~ Examined on the
4th of June, 1891, an egg laid on the
3rd-of January, 1891, 'and-was Pprob-
ablyin and- dut of the -incubator till
rrth:of February following.  Air space
about iwice natural size ; yolk firm;
white < nearly transparent; contents
perfectly sweet, and free from all must-
iness.

On the 18th March, 1892, a final ex-
amination was made of the.eggs packed
away, or kept in the incubator and
celtar, as above stated, and it was found
that they had, in the great majority of
cases, lost their fluid contents and.had
become musty ; but only two or three
out of the number couvld be put down
as being positively bad.

Examination also was made of an
egg which was laid in August, 18go,
and left in the drawer of the table in
the office of the poultry building until
it masopened-on the 18th of March,
1892, when the contents were found
to be dried up and the yolk quite solid
and firm, but quite free from..any of
fensive or musty cdour

+ Examination was made at the same
time of other eggs which had been put
in the drawer of the table in the office
during the month of April, 1891, and
Jeft. there since untouched,. till. date of
opening, as given below, with date
when laid and result of examination.

WeicHT oF Ec6s.

During the past year much attention
has been directed to thc size of .eggs
and the breeds that lay them. Ttis
well known that the breeds which lay
the most eggs do not always lay the
largest—for instauce, take the black
Hamburgs, which lay from 200 to 230
eggs per annum, under favourable
conditions, but their eggs are much
smaller than those of any other of the
standard breeds. On the other hand,
the Brahmas, which are credited with
laying an egg of large size, only lay 80
to 100 per annum while there area
number of breéds which lay egps ‘of
medium size ard number. Again, dif-
ferent strains of the same breed lay eggs
of different size. Pullets, do rot layy
as large egg as they do when they are
hens. Fowls which' lay all wintef do.
not lay, as arule as large as'the hens
that have been ‘idié during ' that time,;
and only begin to lay when 'the warm
spring weather sets the ‘epg-michinery
in wiotion. * Eggsiaid by hensiin-con-

ilaid by the-same«-hens when running
latdarge. It will-be said by-.one person
that .the avhite .Leghorns. lay.a -small
Legg as comparedv with.. those from the
Plymouth + Rock~ or - Brahma. -Soon
after another person will -Betheard.to
express surprise-at the ‘small .egg-laid
by their - Brahmas-or Plymouth.
