The question is oficn asked : ** What
proportion of the various sects and
Christian bodies cxpress an interest in
the Brotherthood of Christian Unity #?
Untit recently the answer has been:
‘A proportion corresponding  very
nearly to the numerical strength of the
various denominations.” But within a
few months a variation from this rule has
becomeapparent, Alarger number have
treen reccived from those who, in writing
or signing pledges, designatethemselves
as ** Disciples of Christ.”

A little investigation reveals the sut-
prising fact that this body numbers
800,000 communicants, and is thus the
(ifth in size in the United States. That
this membership is largely in the west
and south accounts for thestate of mind
of castern Christiany, who, ifthey are
aware of the sxistence of sucha denom-

ination at all, owe their knowledge to

the dimly-remembered fact that Presis
dent Garfield belonged to it.

The reazon why members of this
Ledy are especially interested in Chris.
tian unity becomes apparent when its
history is studied. It was started some
seventy years ago with the special de-
sign of rcturning to apostolic 1nethods
and discarding all. human creeds. Its
test of membership is the question:
“ Do you believe in Jesus as the Christ,
the Son of the living God »* That thig
is put as a practical question and not
as an ecclesiastical test, is shown by the
readiness of its membets to accept the
pledge of the Brotherthood,  They be.
lieve and teach that following Christ is
the way to arrive at correct doctrines,

The membership of the ¢ Disciples”
is now growing rapidly. Thelast cen-
sus shows them to have increased
83 per cent, in ten years. They have
two prosperous churches in New York
and onein Brooklyn.— Christian Unily,

The Growth of the Disciples,

“'The population of the United
States in the last ten years increased a4
per cent., and the chutch membership
increased nearly 4 per cent. more than
the population. During the same per.

iod the Methodists increased 3o-pér- -

cent., Congregationalists 33 per cent,,
Lutherans 68 per cent. from large Scan-
divaviary imn;ig;gtio;a,:the.!?ilciplu}:

“The family” ‘The family is of
Divine origin. Mardiage is the founda.
tion of the home. A great many make
amistake at the start,  “Mamy in
haste and repent at leisure,” is true
oftener than we think, How carcfully
the relarions eaisting between husband
2nd wife—parents and children—shou'd
be attended to in th.ir proper piace

and time.  How many unhappy homes
there are, all on account of this neglect,
What great responsibility there is rest-
ing upon parents. Souls are committed
to their keeping,  Fathers! Mothers |
Please attend to the follawing ideas :
1st. In teaining children commence
with them young 4 be kind, but firm;
do not show temper before them. My
work as a preacher of the Gospel calls
me into tnany homes. I have labored
as an evangelist for scveral years, and
in that capacity have been into 2 great
many homes, Now, [ have gone into
houses and the chi'dren were very un.
ruly—rude at the table and saucy to
parents.  ‘The mother would sigh and
say, @ These childeen only act that way
when there are strangers in.”  DBut, of
course, I know better.  Children that
arc trained propeely when there are ho
strangers about will ac propetly when
there are people visiting the house.

When your child is old enough, you
send it to school. It now enters upon
a new stage of action, New and dil-
ferent influences are brought to bear
upon its mind. Qur children go to
school that they may have their intel.
lects trained in a sysiematic manner for
some useful profession. But how often
we find that while the mind is being
filled with a stock of knowledge, the
heart is being depraved and seeds of an
immoral character are sown. The
children Jearn more than what the
teacher tells them. 1If all children were
brought up in Christian homes, with
the fear and love of God always before
them, then thie danger might not exist ;
but your children have to mingle with
those who have had no religious train.
ing, who use obscene language and
perforin immoral actions. Here lies
the danger. How can it be counter-
acted? There is only one way, and
that is, to win the confidence of your
children by love ; get them to tell you
everything, and youcan thendo a great
deal towards keeping them from the
evil. ‘There are certain things that
parents should teach their chiidren at
the proper time that I fear are often
neglected, and they get them from
other children in such a way as to leave
an impress for evil all the days of their
lives.

After the training when yourg and
the catly school days are over, another
consideration arises before us.  Parents
are anxious for their children to be
educated ; they are anxious for them to
have good clothes—1o nj.y.cat in society
A lthese are not tu be compared with
their souls’ salvation. While they are
young is the time to remember their
Creator,  They may'never live to be
old.

The Commission vs. Denomina-
tionalism.

‘The Commission properly translated,
for the correct meaning of the word
baptizo is simply a question of correc
translation, rather than of interpretation;
with this word correctly translated
thercfore, the Commission plainly
teads: “Go ye therefore and make
disciples of all the nations, immersing
them,” cte.  * He that believeth and
is immersed shall be saved;"” and in the
fulfllment of the Commission by the
Apostles, “Repent ye, and be im-
mersed every onc of you,” ete.  This
ts plainly the law and authouty for
fmmersion n the Chnstian system;
Christ himself is its Authority,

But according to the Edinburgh
Cyclopediz, the first law {or sprinkling
was obtained in the following manner:
““ Pope Stephen II, being driven from
Rome by the Lombards in 753, fled to
Pepin, who had usurped the Crown of
France. While theie, the monks of
Ctessy, in Brittany, asked him this ques-
tion: 'Isitlawful,in case of necessity
occasioned by sickness, to baptize an
infant by pouring water on its head
from a cup of the hands2” The Pope
replied, ** Such baptism, petformed in
such a case of necessity, shall be ac.
coynted valid” “‘This,” says Basnage,
“was accounted the first law against
immersion.” iiere, then, we have the
contrast clearly stated.  Immersion
rests upon the authority of Jesus Christ
the ' Head of the chu~sh.”  Sprinkling
and pouting rest upon the Pope for
authority.  This baptism (falsely so
called), authosized by the church of
Rome, was accepted by Protestantism
in the reformation without carcful en.
quity into its validity,gs were many
other customs of lbc‘!_zol‘c-Cl_chh.

Men's minds were 108 much under
the influence of tradition to give the
authority of the Bible all reverence
due, Dut that this is not the New
Testament and Apostolic baptism
commanded by Jesus Christ, pro-
claimed by the Apostles, and practiced
by the Apostolic church, is, we be-
lieve, sustained by the clearest and
most adundant proof, denominational
powring and sprinkling lo the contrary,
notwithstanding. Now (1), in the fitst
place, let it be clearly understood, that
there is no controversy over fmmersion,
whethee or not, it is proper Christion
baptism, for \here is no guestion about
the genuineness of immersion what.
ever. It is aafversally admitted, that
fmmersion twas practiced in the Aposto-
lic Church; and an immersed believer
will be accepted in .any I'rotestant
church to-day, as a seripturally daphized
pesson.  Thus, Calvin (Presbyterian),
says, " It is certain that immersion was
the practice of the ancient church.”
And Dr. Wall (Episcopal}, says,
““Their general and ordinary way was
to baptize by immeision, or dipping
the person, whether it was an infant or
grown man or woman, inlo  water,
. . . when it was in all probability, 1he
way by which our blessed Saviour, and
for certain was the most usual and
ordinary way by which the ancient
Christians did receive their baptism.”
And Bishop S. Cleveland Coxe, of
Buffalo, speaking of immersion says,
w I with that all Christians wonld re
store the primitive practice’ Richard
Baxter (Presbytenan), says, It is
commonly confessed by us to the
Anabaplists as our commentators dJe
clare, that in the Apo:tles’ time
the baptized were dipped over head in
the water, and this signified their pro-
fersion both of believing the burial and
the resutrection of Christ.” D Ly-
man Coleman says, ¥ We cannot tesist

the conviction, that this mode of bap-

lism (sprinkling), was the fiest depariure
from the feachiing and example of the
Apostles on this subject, . ., . . for
immersion was unquestionably very
carly the common mode of baptism.”

And John Wesley, in his notes on
Rom. vi. 4, says, ** We are buricd with
Him, alluding 1o the ancient manner
of baptizing by immicrsion.” Adam
Clatk gives the same testimony.
Commenting on Col. ii. t2, he says,
" Buried with Him in bapfism,” al-
luding to the immersion practiced in
the case of adulls, whercin the person
appeared to be buried under the water,
as Christ was butied in the heart of
the earth.”  And MacKnight says, on
Rom. \vi. 4, that Christ “submiuned 1o
be baptized, that 18, to be dursed under
the teater by John, and to he raised
oot of it agan,” cte,  True it is that
immersion is not on trhl in the con.
troversy about baptiverat all, it being
accepted as genuine and apostolic by
both Catholics and Protestants,  And
it must be admitted by all, that this
Jact alone, gives immession the ranfage
ground over sprinkling and pounng.
For it is over their pretended claim to
«cnuineness and apostolic authority,
that the whole controversy exists,
Tnese are on trial befor: ths bar of
universal scholatship,  Spriniling and
pouring are held to be spurous and
anti-christian Ly a large portion of the
Christian world, and are therefore con-
scientiously rejected. Now, as Dean
Stanley says, * Baptism by sprickling
was rejeched by the whole  ancient
chatch . . .. as mo Saplitm al all”

In the second place (2), the highest
scholatship, both Catholic and Protes.
tant,agreethatthe literal meaning of éap-
tizo is immersion, and that powring and
sprinkling are out of the question alto-
gether, as primary meanings of the
word. We must let some of the many
who have thus testified speak for them-
‘selves on the question, Spdce will
only allow of.2 few being heard. D,
Dollinger {Catholic), of Bonn' Uni
versity, says, ' At first Christian bap-
tism commonly took place in the
Jordan; . . . . like that of St. John
it was by istmtersion of the whole person,
which is the only meaning of the New
Testament word. A mere pouring or
sprinkling was wever thought of” .
Joseph De Vicecomes, of Milan,
states ; 1 will refure that false nation
that baptism was adminisicred in the
primilive ¢hurch by pouring ar sptink-
ling”  And Bishop Dossuet says, *“ It
is a fact most certainly avowed in the
reformation, although some will cavil
at it, that baptism was fnstefuted by im.
mersing the whole lody into water;
that Jesus Chrint received it so, and
caused it to be 3o given by His
Apostles ; that the Scripture knows so
other baptism than this ; that antiquity
so understeod and practiced it, that
the word wsclf iinplies it, %0 daptize
being the same as fo dip, . . . . Nay,
Luther has observed that the Gernian
word signifying baptism was devived
from thence, and this sacrament named
Tauf, from profundity or depth, be.
cause the baptized were deeply plunged
wmile water.” De, Wall {(Episcoplian),
says, * Onc would have thought that
the c~!d countries should have been
the first that should have clanged the
custom from dipping to affusion, . .
But Ly history it appears that the cold
cliates held the custom of dipping as
long as ony. . . . . . The oftices or
liturgies for public baplism n the
church of England did all along, so far
as I can learn, enjoin dipping without
any sention of p. utieg and speinkiing.”
Dean Sianley again says, “Baptism
was not only a bath, but a plusge—an
entire submersion in the deep water.”
And Dean Alford says, * The baptism
was administered in the day time, by
immersion of the whole person.”

Bishop Smith, of Kentucky, who
imurersed his own child, says; *' Im-
mersion was not only universal six or
cight hundred years ago, but it was
primitive and apastolic, no case of bap.
tism standing on record by any cther
mode (or the first three hundred years,
except the few cases of those baptized
clinically, lying in bed. If any one
practice of the eatly church s clealy
established, it #s fwumersion”  Bishop
A. Cleveland Coxe, of Bullalo, said, as
late as Ap i), 18g0; (¢) “ The word
means to dip,  (2) I think the *sacred
writers' used the word in the primary
sense, but also for other washings wh:ch
were not dippings. {3) In
the church of Ergland dipping is even
now the primary rule,  Dut it is not
the otdinary custom.” Ca'vin says,
“The word baptize signifies 70 tmr.
merse, and it is certain that the rite of
immersion was obseeved by the ancient
church.”  And Beza, also a Presby.
terian, says, ** Christ commanded us
to be baptized, by which word it is
cerlain fmmerifon i signified” “To
he baptized in water signifies no other
than to be fmmersed in water, which is
the external ceremony of baptism,”
And once more we hear Dean Stanley
saying, “Therc can be no question
that the ariginal form 'of baptism—~the
very meaning of the word-<was com-
plete immersion in the decp baptismal
waters.”  Mr. Campbell gives in his
" Christisn Baptism,” the language of
Dr. Mcde as lollows :  “ There was o
such thing as sprinkiing or rantismos
used in baptism in the apostles’ times,
nor many ages after them.,” Dr,
Chalmers says,  The otiginal meaning
of the word bapusm is immersion,”
Acd Philip Schaff, D.D,, LL. D.,
says, “The baptism of Cheist in the
river of Jordan, and the illustrations of
baptism used in the New Testament
are «all in favor of immersion ather
thansprinkling, as is freely .admitted
by the best exegetes, Catholic and Pro-
testant, English and German.” In
their splendid work, “The Life and
Epistles of St, Paul,” Conybeare and
Howson, commenting on Rom, vi. 4,
says, ‘' This passage can not be under.
stood unless it be bornes in mind that
primitive baplism was by fmmersion.”
In 1885, Dr. Adolf Harnock, of
Giessen, wrote to C. K. W, Dobbs,
D.D.: (1) Baptism undoubtedly sig-
nifies immersion (cintauchen). (2)
No proof can be found that it signifies
any thing else in the New Testament,
and in the most ancient Christian
literature.  And Dr. George Campbell
says, “The word baplizein, both in
sacred authors and in classical, signi-
fics to dip, 10 plunge, to immerse.”
And the testimony of Prof. Gaston
Bonet (Methodist),—Mauty, Paris, is,
* The literal meaning of the Greek
word baptizein,isto plunge, 10immerse,
to dip.”

‘The following will be found n M.
Wesley's  journal, Feb. 21, 1736
* Mary Welsh, aged eleren days, was
baptized according 1o the eusfom of the
Jirst ciurch, and the rule of the church
of England, by émmersion,” Agan n
his journal he reco-ds that in Warmick,
Ga., in 1737, he was tried by the
counts of the land for (and on other
charges as foolish), * Refusing to bap-

eminent classic scholar, Prof, Charles
Anthon, in an answer to Dr. E.
Parmly, of New York, who asked him
about the meaning of Zaptize, said,
" The primary meaning of the word is
to dip, or immerse ; and its secondary
meanings, if ever it had any, all zefer in
some way or other to the same lead:
ing idea ; sprinkling, et are entively
out of the question.”

And here let us add the testimony
of a native Greek of Hellenic Institute,
N. Y., Prof. Timayenis. Hesaidina
lecture at Chautauqua, in 1881, “The
Greeks baptize, of course—they baptze
in the real way., ‘T'he Greek word dap-
tiso means mothing but immirse in the
water.  Baptism mesans nothing but
immension. In the Greek language
we have a different word for sprinkling.
When you put a piece of wood intothe
water, and cover it entirely, you bap-
tize,-you do what 1s exptessed by the
Greck word baptizo. 1T am ready to
discuss this with any divine about the
Greek word. Sprinkling 13 not what
the Bible teaches ; that is a fact tha
you may depend on' Dr George
Campbell, probably one of the mos
scholarly men in the honored ranks of
Presbyteriamism, speaks as foltows : [
have heard of a disputant of this
stamp, in dcfiance of efymology and
sse, maintain that the word rendered
in the New Testament—baptize, means
more propetly to sprinkle than (o
plunge; and in defiance of all anti-
quity, that the former method was the
eanifest, and for many centunes the
most general practice in baptizing.
One who argues in this manner never
fails with persons of knowledge to
hetray the cause he would defend ;
and though in respect to the vutgar,
bold assertions generally succeed as
well as arguments, sometimes better,
yet & candid mind will disdain to tike
the help of a falschood even in support
of the teuth,” Thus, scholarship tri.
umpht over the narrowness of mere
party views, and condemns this unapo-
stolic practice of aspersion,

A Notable Conference.

There was a remarkable meeting in
Association Hall, T'oronto, on Monday
morning, Jan. 23rd. The Ministerial
Association of ‘l'eronto had invited the
Anglican clergy of that city to mect
with them, and have a conference on
Christian union. A large number of
the Anglican clergy were present. The
President of the Ministenial Associa-
tion, Rev, Mr. Frizzel), extended cordial
greetings to the Anglicans, to which
Rev. Septimus Jones responded.  He
stated that himself and friends did not
come in a representative capacity, but
in respone~ to the invitation given, and
that the paper read on their behalf was
intended to set forth the position the
Chutch of England had artived at with
reference to the re-union of Christens
dom. He prayed that God would lead
us out of the darkness and confusion of
sectarianism, and declared that the
Church of England was ready for any-
thing short of a surrender of truth in
order to end the present evil state of
things. !

The first paper read was by Rev.
James Grant, of Patliament Street Bap-
tist Church, and was thoroughly and
uncomprumisingly Baptistic,  There
was an incredulous laugh as he stoutly
asserted that the scholarship of the day
has placed the mode of haptism out-
side of the region of controversy. Mr.
Grant does not think the union of Bap-
tists and Paedo-Baptists 15 now near,
He very properly maintained that no
durable unity could be secured by the
sacrifice of what any one denomination
considered God's truth. The logical
weakness of Mr. Grant’s paper was
what we expect of a Baptist, viz,: That
while he recognized fully the Christian
character and standing of Paedo-Bap-
tists, he would not unite with the. in
church fellowship. This is where the
Baptist position needs reconsideration.

Rev. Provost Bodyof Trinity College,
represented the Anglicans.  He said
that what was now looked for was the
restoration of Christian unity in its
fullest mantfestations, and he held
that that involved organic unity. He
argued that scctariamsm s sinful—
diwviston & grevious sin. The method
he suggested as a first step towards
union was patient, histonical study, the
adherents of cach body testing its own
position. He maintained, according to
the wellunderstood position of his
church, that the historic episcopate it
one of the csser*i~ls which ¢uld not
be given up cven for union,

After the rcading of those papers
there was a general discussion; Rev,
John Burton (Congregational) was the
first to take part in it,  He could nat
sec how there could be union cither on
Baptist close communion lines or on
the historic episcapate.  Mr. Burton
very warmly declared that notwithstand-
ing all excuses, schism is & sin and
denominationalism a curse, and that
vhile they exist it is impossible 10
manifest the union for which the

r mm ek AR

Saviour prayed; which unqualified
assertions reminded the editor of this
paper of Alexander Campbell, who, in
the beginning of this century, was
fiercely denounced for saying precisely
the satne things. It was very grateful
to our ears to hear the fervent “ Hear,
hears” with which Mr, Burton's words
were received.

Dr. Jolinston (Methodist) gave voice
to the common notion that the union
the Saviour prayed for is already re-
alized, He Dbelieved that the great
scandal of "the present day is not de.
nominationalism, but the want of spint-
uality. He objected to proselytizing.
Qur criticism on that would be, that
the proselytizing, which consists in
coaning people to change ther re-
ligious position from a low motive, is

odious ; but the proselytizing which
secks to lead people to give up error
and to receve truth 1s noble,

Principal Caven, of Knox College,
was loudly called for, and no wonder,
He is well fitted to be a leader of men,
and to speak for the Presbyterians. It
was very refreshing to listen to his well.
considered thoughts and his clear-cut
expressions, It occurs to us toremark
that if Dr. Caven were given a New
Testament and sent to some comfort-
able retreat for a fortnight, with the re.
quest that, without consulting any other
beok or thinking of any other book,
he would evaire from the New Testa-
ment a plan by which Christians migat
unite, he would come up serenely smil-
ing at the end of the fortnight with a
scheme that would be acceptable to
most Protestants in Canada, Dr.
Caven was ncither surprised nor of-
fended by the essays. Among the
wise utterances of the docte were
these : *“ When it was acknowleaged
that the Word of God should be the
infallible rule for all doctriae, it must
be our guide as to churcn government
as well as to the sacraments.  Organic
union was a desirable good. When
there was real spiritual union it should
work itself out in outward union, Be-
cause our Heavenly Father had pto-
duced good from disunion, it was no
reason that we should purposely pre-
serve disunion.” And this, referring to
the uses of church history : “Wedo not
need to go beyond the scriptures : we
have no right to press upon the con-
victions of any what we do not find
there.” OQur readers will recognize in
this Jast statement a striking similarity
to the following : *"That nothing should
be required as a test of fellowship, or
as 2 condition of church membership,
for which we have not a ¢ Thus saith
the Lord’ in express precept or ap-
proved precedent.” "Fhis is the prin-
ciple which, if faithfully followed, will
lead from the darkness and confusion
of sectarianism into the light and
libaity of the undivided church of
Chnst. It was very impressive to
hear Dr. Caven say, *I long for union.”

Dr, Langry (Anglican) made a
lengthy speech, He deprecated the
charge that he and those who ugree
with him are narrow or bigoted, He
claburated the doctrine of the historic
cpiscopate, and showed the grounds on
which it 1s held as essential. In the
course of his remarks he said, * What
then really is owr position? Clearly
this. We cannot, we dare not, break
the historical continuity of the church.
To that continuity the maintenance of
the historic episcopate is essential, I
that order is, as we beheve, of divine
institution and authority, then by no
action, either of individuals or of the
whole church, can it be set aside or
abolished” We quote these words to
show the high ground taken by the
defenders of the historic episcopate,
and we must say that we admired Dr.
Langtry's brave way of maintaining
whal he knew was unpopular to most
of his hearers.  And we take space to
add that, in our humble opinion, 2
careful study of the mauner in which
the able adherents cf the histone ¢pis-
copate defend it, will aid in the solution
of the great problem of union. Wedo
not endorse Dr. Langtry’s views, but to
our mind they are noi palpably absurd.

We were pleased to have so many
good reports from the Sunday Schools
in the last ssue of the EvangeusTt,
but there are about thirty other schools
in this province, and we take the re.
ports sent 1n as samples of many that
we should reccive,

In the last issue we spoke of our
having a purpose in our work this year,
To accomplish a work of any kind, a
plan of the task to be undertaken is a
very needful thing.  Not simply a
plan that will show the finished struc-
ture, but one that will give specifica
tions and details for the carrying out
of the plan. Now while it is a very
wise thing for us to pursue our work
with a purpose in view, it is also a very
necessary thing, if we would do all our
work well, to have a clearly defined
knowledge of outr work as we go alung.
To know just how far we havepro-
gressed, what,is the next step to be
taken, ur if our present course is lead-
{ug us toward the desited end. In
short we should have a purpose and
plan in our work, by which we can be
ided, and tested every-day-in -the
year. It is a fact, which I dare say
many of us have noticed and one that
should cause a reform, that there is
not enough definiteness in the Sunday
schools and their work. The great
majority of our teachers have but a
vague idea of their duties and no defi-
nite way of going about them. In
some cases the fault is with the superin.
tendent, or at least it might be reme.
died by him.  The first and most im-
portant work of the Sunday school
teacher is to teach in the Sunday
school, not to secure attendance, aten.
tion, to amuse or interest, bui to teach.
It is very necessary in being & success.
ful teacher to sccure autendance and
attention, e1c, but tet us not mistake
them forteaching, ‘Theteacher should
come before his class with a defnite
plan of the lesson to be taught, and
seek to rivet the truth (nearly always
one great truth) of the lesson upon the
scholar's mind, that is contained in
that seripturc, and as he works with this
object in view, let him test his work
thoroughly as he advances. A
thorough test often discourages the
worker, for we are very apt to over
estimate the tesults of our labor, but
we should make the testing an incen-
tive to more thoroughness in our teach-
ing, and consequently i1n our prepara-
tion. In every senizs of lessons there
is a running truth, which we can seck
out, if our lesson helps suggest 1t, and
we can make their suggestion our own
by proving ; then lct us appropriate
and use 1t 1n whole or it _part, just as
we make it ours,  Then keep it before
us and our scholars, and test their
knowledge and progsess carefully by
studied questions. May we not !u:ar
from some of ourworkersonthis subject?
What ate your plans for working?

This town, beautifully situated in
the valley of the Little Saskatchewan,
in township 15, range 18, was onc
of the earliest setilements in Mani-
toba. In the carly days it was
known as Tanner's Crossing, John
Tanner, a halfbreed from Dakota,
‘thén residing in a commodiois log
house on the banks of the river,
keeping a *‘stopping place” and
manipulating aferry. Thetown was

The Minnedosans gave a bonus of
about $50,000 to the railway com-
pany to aid in the construction of its
road, and this debt pressed so heavily
upon the ratcpayers that they were
compelled to make an arrangement
with their creditors, which was com-
pleted in 1889, and the town is now
paying its dcbt promptly and making
steady progress. The town has a
flour mill, saw mill, two comflortable
hotels and scveral boarding houses,
brick school and town hall, five
chuihes, several line stores and
dwelling houses. The Dominion land
office, the county court oilice and a
branch of the Commercial bank are
located here, It has twe telegiaph
offices, express oflice and money
order office, three law offices and a
newspaper and printing oflice. There
is a very valuable water power on
the river at this point, and plans have
been prepared for the erection of a
mill dam, which, when constructed,
will fumish cheap water power for
the mills and any other industries
that: carc to avail themselves of this
power. The <chool is one of the
best cquipped in the proviuce and
the pastors of the various denomin-
ations are all scholatly and able
preachers.
