The Gleaner of Jamaica is showing a practicil sympathy for the perse-
cuted Jews of Russia. Maoy of these outcasts I 1ve not yet found homes—
why should they not go to Jamaica where tens of thousands of industrious
workingmen can be accommodated with land. The West India Improve-
ment Company will settle a large number of emigrants on vacact railrosd
tracts, and tho people of the Island are quite willing to devote a fund, which
has been raised for the purpose of relieving the Jews, towards helpiog for-
ward the colonization of the Ieland. The suggestion is both generous and
practical and merits consideration.

Now that the summer wesather {s almost here, many heads of femilies
are beteking themselves to Bedford, Rockingham and other country haunts,
intent on getting a change for themselves and little ones. Thero is nothing
the children so much enjoy as the country—Ilet them run out-of-doors in
the blessed sunshine—Ilet them lie in the grass, and let them come running
home breathless with some wonderful story of insect life to relate—let them
gather field-flowers and fern to their heart's content, and rest very sure that
the grass-stained frocks are but a slight avd temporary disadvantage com-
pared with the vitality they are storlng for the winter months, and the love
of Nature they sre acquiring, wnich does so much towards awakeniog and
refining the higher scnsibilities of childhood. Many of our readers, through
slrese of circumstsuces, may oot bz able to sfford & country outing, They
must oot forget that with our Park the country may be essily attained—that
a fow mioutes preparation and a street car will take them to the green,
tree-covered, sea-girt peninaula. Perhaps we do not appreciate fully this
luxury of s ountry within city—at least we do not utilize 1t so wuch as we
might. And why should our Public Gardens be monopolized wholly by
nurse-maids with their dlmpled charges? Would it not rest many a tired
motber to leave her household cares occasionally for a stroll among the
pleasant, fragrant walks. Ia our perfect summer weather with our bracing
gea-breezes it is the duty of cvery citizen 10 keep out-of-doors as much as
pOSSiblc'

be made. The American public has been a bit sticred up of late over some
Congressional doings, but this resolution pleases the msjority * down to the
ground.”

We cannot speak too severely of the member of the House ot Com-
mons who disgraced the represented manhood of Canada by singing the
well-known and beautiful hymn ¢ Nearer My God to Thee " at an all-night
session of the House. 1t is not often that a representative man so far for-
gets his ddty to his Creator and himself as to indulge publicly in any
scoffing at religious affairs, and the man who dared to traveretise a hyma
which to almest every one cf us has some sacred association, is an icono-
clast and should be treated .s such.

A world-valusble work which has been undertaken by a British Tele-
graph Co. will shortly be consummated. By Jaly it is hoped that the new
Atlantic cable will be in running order. This great sub-marine connector
of continents will extend from Port St Louis (near the mouth of the African
river Senegal) to Pernambuco, on the coast of Braail, At the African ter-
minus communication msy be bad with any European country, while in
South America there will be direct connection with many land and water
lines. Itis thought that the new czble will be used almost wholly for com-
mercial purposes, aud that it will be a powerful factor in building up a trade
for European goods in southern renicns. *

The folly of continuing to leave immigration in the hands of selfishly-
interested agents is becoming more evident every day. Somse steamship
men in Eogland recently obtained a premiuwa from the Government for
every pereon they could induce to emigrate to Brazil. Such gloomy
accounts of the emigraots, bowever, reached Eogland that an official was
sent 10 investigate their condition, He found that one third of their
number had died of famine or fever, and that the survivors wete io a pitiful
condition, depending for sustenance chiefly on the kindness of the British
Consuls. Since then a6o have been assisted to their Xoglish homes, and
ao atternpt is being made to make the Brazillian Government responsible
for the condition of the emigrants, but the truth of the matter lies nearer
kome in the persons of the misrepresenting agents.

To most of us “ shop-lifting ** has been a2 name connected only with
light-fingered Americans, or kleptomanical members of the British aristo-
cracy, yet many of our city business men will certify that to them the name
has long ceased to have so pleasing an impersonal meaning. We bave read
often of dismond pilferers, and some of us have ‘sampled” exhibits of
candies or fruits regardless of the fact that the smsll bay bystanders might
feel encouraged by our action to fill an empty pocket or 80 from the same
wnauthorized source, but the charge of appropriating any valuable article
would materially disconcert us. We should perhaps remember the Scrip-
taral injunction and * refrain from the appearance of evil”” As tothe cases
of rhop-lifting in our midst we must reserve judgmeot until the courts are
satisfied as to the fault or innocence of the parties interested.

It will not be very wonderful if by this time some of us have forgotten
that this was the year in which the Imperial Institute was to have been
opened. We Canadians contribated 8100,000 towards its erection and
equipment, and should take o personal interest in its affalrs.  Qwiog to the
death of the Duke of Ciarence, the buildiog will not be opened uotl next
year, when the stately halls and museums will be dedicated 10 the public.
The chief object of the lnstitate is to further iotelligent colonizition by
giving lectures on colonia!l resources, which the museums will amply
illustrate  Special attention will bz given to the advanc:mzat of tradeand
commerce, and an exhibit of the work of “artisans and appreatices ' will
be kept. Sir Charles Tupper will see that Cansda is not shighted, snd
every Canadisn visitiig Loudon will turn to the handsome baildiag with 2
feeling of pardounsble pride.
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Qur Public Gardens are beginning to bloom once more, and Superin®
tendent Power and his assistante are busily at work improving this favorite
resort for Halifaxians, Several beds of pansies and other hardy plants,
despite cold and rain, hold up their fragrant blossoms to greet the passcrs-
by, and other flowers will be set out as soon ae the weather permits,

King Leopold of Belgium is making an effort to extend manhood
suffrage in his kingdom. This movement, comipg as it does from so high
a quarter, is doubly ecceptable to the people. More than thie, he wishes
10 have the right to call plediscites or special elections for the purpose of
solving * Great Constitutional Questions” before they are dealt with by the
Parliament. This surprisingly democratic tendency in the ruler is being
much commentcd upon. .

The clouds are not rolling by Diclator Palacio of Venezuela. On the
contrary, the prospect of pesce is darker tban ever. His Minister of
Finance, Sefior Maltos, has been 8o disturbed by the dynamiters’ attempt
to blow up his residence that he has resigned his pusition. The most
serious withdrawal, however, is that of Dr., Sebastin Casafias, the Com-
mandor-in-chief of the Government forces, The rebellion goes steadily on,
and the poor Director, deserted on all sides, is 2 most pathetic figure.

A move in the right directior is that being made by the Bishop of
Rechester, who on behalf of the Sunday-School Association of Grest Britain,
tow requests that the museums and the National Gallery in London be
thrown open to the public on Sundsys. The puritanic Sabbalh, with its
sanctimonious rules end observances, is now relegated to the past. We
consider that sny efiurt made to refine or educate the higher sensibilities of
the workingman, for whose benefit this measure has been prepared, should
meet with approval snd support.

Italy is now paying the penalty for presuming to play at being one of
the great Powers, The ambition which has caused her to keep up ber army
and navy, as required by the condition of the Triple Alliance, bas caused a
heavy drain on her treasury. A highter rate of toxes is levied on the
Italian people than is borne by any European pation, If the newly-chozen
Governmeat is courageous enough to retrench, even st the risk of breaking
faith with the Allied Powers, the once glorious pation may, in time, be
restored to some shadow of her former greatness.

A novel bit of legislation bas been epacted in Bombay, which will
probably put the Oriental suthorities “in a hole.” The Government has
now decided, presumably for the purpose of putting down gambliog, that
taxes shall be p2id on all eums gained from gambliog transactions, lotteries,
or betting on the race-course, Another rather startling item to be plainly
put in the same list is ** apy form of stolen property"” which, while in the
hands of the wrongful owner, is subject to taxation., We fancy that it will
be almost impossible to enforce this remarkable law.

A curious and checquered bistory is that of a little church-bell, which
will ke exemined by thousands of visitors at the Chicago Exposition. The
bell was formerly the property of Christopher Columbus, presented to him
by Ferdinand and lesbells, who had received it as a trophy from the
Alhsmbra. Columbus piously gave it to a company of mooks in New
Grspada, from whop it was stolen by pirates. The pirates’ veesel was
wrecked, and the bell saved and teken to the South American coast, where
it wza given to a New Jersey sea-captain, This historic bell is now the
property of a colored church at Haleyville, and we fancy the trustees must
be rather fearful at allowing it to wander out into the world again,

The Spanish Islacd of Cuba has long been coveted by the United
States, and now Senator Call, a typical American, is for broachiog an
essentially American proposition to the Spanish Government. As it is
useless to ask to buy the island outright, he suggests that the United
States buy out the foreign interests in the island and allow the inhabitanta
to set up a emall republic of their own-—~which, at first sight, appears very
philanthropic and obligivg of Mr, Call, By this ingenious plan the
island would soon |ractically tecome neutral ground, and then sohdly
American. It is not probable, however, that Congress will press the
matter until the Spanish authorities show themselves less attached to this
precious bit of territory.

The Shen-pao, the leading Chinese newspaper, expresses itself with
well-thought-out expostulations on the Chinese Exclusion Act. The
Chinese were not apxious to go to America until they were repeatedly
and urgently invited to do so by the American Government, at o time when
laborers were nceded in Californis, and now that the rough pioneer work,
in which the Chinese took part faithfuily, is over, the question arises, shall
thoy reap no bencfit from their labors, shall they, since there is no
immediate need of their service, be.driven from the country without 2 word
of remonstrance. Again, when the Chinese first came to America they did
not work for less wages, nor have *‘ cut wages” ever becn a favonte doctrine
among them, With them, working for low wages has been 8 necessity, for
10 employer would psy full wages to & yellow workman, The writer
sharply adds that tbe “poor and filtby” babitations of his countrymen,
which the American Press loves to dwell upon, might be remedied by a
more just wage-tariffi. The Chincse editor secems wide-awuke and quite
competent to defend his position,

An excellont society formed some time ago in Great Britain is the
‘“Soldiers and Sailors Families' Aesoclation.” The objeot is to provide
local friends for the helpless families in 1ae event of the sudden desths of
their members or heads. The thorougl, management of the society is well
illustrated by the fact that within tw_aty-four houra of the wreck of the
Serpant the relations of almost evcry man lost were commuvnicated with
and, where nece.sary, sent relief,

The Prussian School Bill is still a troublesome nightmare to the German
authorities, The Emperor claims that the effect of the proposed law would
be to discourage atheism. The opposing party hold that in case of
religious instruction being given, the Church of Rome will intrude in
Protestant quarlers, and the inetructions to the clergy to watch over the
schoo) diecipline and to supervise the studies so that * false doctrines” find
po place in ity curriculum, arouse the indignant protests of the teachers,
whose work would be materially affected by the crotchets which o clergy-
maun of any denowmination:might indulge in. Many Germans of all sects
hope that the new Bill may remain in its present embryonic condition,

When a man is content with what has been accomplished by himself,
or basks in the sunshine of the present, h2 has lived his best days, and the
future has little in store for him beyond dull mediocrity. Is this the state
of Halifax tc-day? Are het citisens satisted with her past Naval and
and Military pre-eminence and content with her present apathy, or do they
atill hope for a great future for the city.? Halifax has untold natural advan-
tages, which should make her the greatest Atlaatic port of the continent,
but unless her people take some broader view of life than those of money-
grubbing and social preferment, no coocerted action looking to the building
up of a great mart of eommerce is likely to take plece. Geographical
positions and fioe harbors are nature’s endowments, but it takes energy and
enterpriee to build up great cities.

There is etill slavery under the British flag. Dr. Paton, missionary to
the New Hebrides, is making an urgent appesl to the sympathies of all
liberty-loving people on behalf of the laborers in Queensland. His
published correspondence with various officials proves that the present state
of affairs is not unknow~ to the British Government. Islanders are induced
to come to Quceneland for work—a roseate prospect of light lebor and good
pay being held out to them. On their arrival they are herded together like
cattle, driven to their work and paid at the rate of four-pence a day—-this
is what is koown as the ‘Ranaka Labor Traffic.” The mortality among
these ignorant dupes is stupendous—the morality, Iow. Once before the
British Government put a stop to this disgraceful traffic, and Dr, Paton
calls for the authorities to again take decided measures.

The great Chignecto ship-railway will eoon be nearing completion, but
before the first vessel is borne across the isthmus the enterprise is pronounced
a maguificent failure,and pity is expressed for those who bave put their monéy
into this novel undertaking. We advise our readers not to join in the con-
demnation of this enterprise before they know something more about it.
The work iz in the hands of one of our own boys, who is said to have risked
his money as well as his reputation in its success, and its euccess will reflect
credit on the country as well as upon the eogineer in charge, Depend
upon it, the hard-becaded Scotcbmen who bave backed this enterprise with
their money do not ask for pity, and should it succeed the world will
applaud the pluck and enterprise which conceived and carried oul such a
great undertaking. For the present then our advice is, suspend judgment.

There is no more truly valuable form of charity to the unemployed
laborer than in finding for bim suitable work. Many philanthropic people

‘have recognised this, and many employment offices drive a thriving trade

by exacting premiums ‘rom those who can ill afford them. The State
Government of Ohio has taken official cognizance of this standiog army of
the unemployed, sud in 18¢0 free public employment offices were opened
in five citics of that State. Much misery has been alleviated by the
prompt work of the Association’s officials. In 1891 over five thousand
situatious were eecured for men, and over thre  thousand for women. The
coat to the State of these employment agencies has bsen 85,000 annually.
The amount estimated a8 spent in the private intelligence oftices of the State
is 8100,000, It is plain that the out-of-works can be benefitted only by a
paternal Act of the State, A broader-spirited enterprise has uot yet been
projected.

Prince Ferdinand, the ruler of Bulgaria, though hitherto norecogoisad
as such by the great powers, is causing not 3 liftle annoyance to the
Prussian Government. Last February Dr. Vultkovwtich, a man prominent
in Bulgarian politics, was murdered by Turks hired for the dastardly
deed by three Bulgarian refugees. When an investigation was held the
Tuwrks withdrew fo their own country, while the refugees were quietly
spirited away to Odessa by Turkish officials acting under Russian orders,
and as the Caar would not allow Turkey 0 tecognize Prince Ferdinand,
justice has never been meted out to the offenders. A recent communication
from the Prince to the Porte was, however, couched in such strong langugge
that the Tarks who were the instruments of the crime have been arrested and
seatenced. The Porte also sffirms—though it must ba valaed as an Eastern
promise—that he will shortly recognize the title of the young ruler. This
act of incipient rebellion from the authdrity of the Czzr, and the fearless
and persistent demands of plucky Prince Ferdinand, have made quite a
ripple of excitement in Russian afiairs.

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COMMERCIAL,

There hss been no change of importanco in tho courso of gonoral trade
during tho past woek. A fair movoment is passing in sovoral lines, but
nothing bas sa yet ocourred that has materially affected the volumo of busi-
ness. 'The woather has continued to bo somuwhat unfavorable, and this fact
contributes prominently to rotard business. A. featuro which provails in all
linos is tho smallness of orders. This indicates hepd-to-mouth trade, and
emphasizes tho changed conditions under whioch businoes is dono to day as
compared with the mothods of only a fow years ¢go. It .lso shows that
doalera aro gradually learning to keep rolatively smaller stocks than was form-
orly npecessary. Incrossed facilitios for intercommunication and for
transportation have eo far rovolutronised trade that o trader can almost 1mme-
diately replenish ony line of goods for which thero 1s a domand. Ho is
thus ensbled to * turn over” his capital moro rapidly, sud though bis per-
centage of profits may bo smallor on a given transaction, he finds that his
aggregato profit 18 as largo as evoer. The primo necossity now-a-days to
onsuro success in business is for a trader to keep a closo eye on his atock.
‘'o know what ho has on hand atd what his customera are likely to demand
in a fow days or hours. A man who can guagoe these matters acouratoly
will have : old, unsaleable stock on hand encumboring his shelves and
locking up his capital. The wnoasure of his success very largoly now deponds
on tho degres of accuracy with which ho judges his supplies and bhis
probable requirements.

DRy, Goops —Activity in this line has been rather spasmodic, varying
with tho weather, being dull on rainy dsys and looking up on bright ones.
Still the dullness which has so long prevailed seems to be passing away.
Prices all round sre firm and unchanged, except in jute goode and low grade
carpots, which show a heavy advance—avoraging about 30 per cent. The
roason advanced for this is tho bad weathor in Ireland and other localities
whero the plants are grown., Remittances are much better than they were
during March and April, but pleuty of room is elill left for improvement.

_IroN, HARDWARE ANL METALS.—Business in pig iron continues vory
quiet and thero has been no change from last week. Bar iron is also
unchanged, oxcept that a fuir amount of business is reported. Scrap iton is
dull with little doing. Canada, terne and tin plates aro dull, and the market
is featureless in respoct to them. The copper market is steady and
inclined to be firm, ‘The oaly feature of interest in the metal markets is tin,
the price of which has advanced in Grest Britain £2 per toa during the
week, partly owing to real strength statistically, and particularly to the
manipulations of speculators. The IJuw York speculators who iately acted
a8 bears and pushed tho price down so low, having now purchssed enough
to eatisfy them, are now buliing just as bard, and expect tv put the prine in
that market to 22]c. in a few dayse. If thoy sacceed, as it now seems pro-
bable that they will, they will net a profit of about 3¢. per pound, which will
mako a hendsome profit on the many tons that they have secured.

BreapsTurrs.—In the local market flour has continued to be dull, but

the feeling remains steady. Oatmes] is dull atd weak in the absence of
demand. Feed rules fairly steady, but there is little dving. Beerbobm's
cablo reports wheat weaksr, corn quiet, Weather in England favorable to
growing crops. No change in msrkets of Europe. In Chicago wheat has
ruled about steady witbin a range of jc. variation. Io New York wheat
was firm and advanced about }c. on account of unfavorable crop reports,
Othor American markets are unchanged, but the ruling feeling is steady.
. Provisioxs.—It is hard to get any reliable news about the local provis-
ion market. While it is generally admitted that business is not brisk, there
1s, apparently, a fsir joLbing trade passing at our quotations. The Liverpool
provision market is firm and even stronger, but quotations remzin nominally
unchanged. The Chicago provision martket was stronger and pork has
advanced 123c. to 15¢.

Burrer.—Under the pressure of coneidorable receipts from the Upper
Provinces butter in this market has a downward tendency. Good Cabadian
tub butter can be bought st about 18c. 10 20c.  Roll batter in bble. and blf.-
bbls. at 17c. to 19¢., the latter being an outside figure. Fresh Nova Scotia
butter in small tubs bas a declining tendency, and is now worth about 20c.
A Montreal report says .—** Butter does not improve one way or the other.
‘The movement is restricted to jobbing wants, no change in values being to
note. We quoto creamery 19c.; townships 18¢c. to 19¢.; Wostern dairy
14c. to 16c.” A YLondun corrospondent writes :—* The butter market
opened with rather a lively note on Mondsy, and buyoers seemed ready to
pay the enhanced rates demanded, but a change came o'er the scone with
tho advent of close warm weather and advices from the Continent of an
impendiog tumble in prices, and rates went down here, not severely, but
sufficient to be felt, and quite enough for agents, who fear this is the first
of a general bresk, Danich is lowored a trifle, but will bave to come down
still lower, and with a continuance of present weather, supplies coming ia
greater abundance should send down rates to a summer point, Tho
descending scale would have been reached long ere this but for the back-
ward spring, which bas shown little feed, but Danish is now beginning to
assert 1tsolr, and will affect the market considerably, thongh a settlement of
yuotations on any firm basis, either one way or the other,is not to bo expected
for some fow weeks, the market-barometer being in a very vacillating
condition, New Zealand is clesrsd and American is absent, and a msin
factor ie—what will the Continent do 1"

Cnexse.—Now Canadian checse beginning to arrive more freely bas the
nataral effect W dopress prices, despite tko fact that the demand is faitly

active. Tho local movement is mot laxgo as yot, but it is improving, This
market is nosrly baro of old choeso, and what littlo remainc in etock is
worth from 6c. to 100. In London * checso is quiot for Roglieh, briek and
firm for Canadian, the inquiry having quickened for firat Septembers, which
have formed up to 60s. again, older sorts ranging down to b4s. for good
brands, with Btates at 54s. to 57s. Tho arrivals of new mako from tho States
aro not startlingly good in point of quality, and tho anxiety of buyors is not
extromo to purchase, 8o that they go off slowly at 63s., when tha- figuro can
be obtained, but mostly around a 50s. limit. Tho scss'n should not open
badly for Canadians, a8 thoro is a practical clearsnce hero and at tho great
contres.”

Eeas. —Iu this market oggs arc in full eupply and prices are depressod.
Though the consumption demand is grod and steady, tho receip's continue
to inoreaso in volumo, which causea a dopressijn in prices. Good fresh-
laid eggs are mow worth only 8 to 10 couts por dozsn in 3150 lots. * Eygs
aro quiot in London at old rates, French ranging from 6sto 7s 31 per 120 ;
Italian 5s 6d to 63 91, Hungarian 5s 3d to 63; and Germau 043 to 6s 31.
These rates aro out of goar with the ideas of shippers on tho Continent, who
ate payiog moro on spot, sud as this business is not worked on philan-
thropic principles thero is no rush for freight. Iwparts have bosn insiguifi-
cant this woek, and will bo likowiss noxt unless tho market livons up, as
shippers can't go on finging monoy away in the manner they havo been
recently called on to do. In Liverpool, Continentsls have baon conspicu-
ously small, and for thess mo esgorness has beou spparent, while for the
average supplics of Irish, 58 4d to 65 10d has beon paid with a fair demand.
Bristol is quiot at late rates, and in Hull the same conditions prevail. In
Glasgow requiroments have been above supplies, and prices have advanced
a little all round. Shippers in Canada might do worso thsn opon to thir
market at once, as usdor provailing conditions a fow light coneignments
would be readily ssleable thore at about 58 91 to 63 2d per long hundred,
ex quay. Packers on your side have shown such amanability to the
raqairements of the trade here, that a suggestion which reaches ms frow
Massra, Stevens Bros. may be usoful to them. They recommend ihe uso of
a case botwoon the two now used. Tho 30 dowsn cises aro too small, snd
the 12 hundred cases too large,and u medium package of 6 huundred, packed
with straw and with a rope bandle at each ond, they consider would be the
haodieet.”

Green Fruir.—The weokly steamors from Boston are bringing large
supplies of orsnges, lemons, bananas, pinespples, otc., but all seem to find
an appreciative market here. Prices all rotnd cre firm A London letter
gays :—* Thoro bave been some fair sales of Nova Scotian apples this week,
quality beiug good and prices realized satisfactory. This season is certainly
ending well.”

Driep Fruir.—In this market dried fruits rule steady under a modorate
husiness, but thore is nothing to note in the way of change. The New York
Commercial Bulletin ssys:—*Tho new week opens with a good jobbing
demand for most lines asd favorabls indications for the fature, Consuwp-
tion is certainly increasing, and interior dealers sre gradusally awakening to
the fact that additional stock is needed, hence there is more general ioquiry
eaperienced by the holders in this market. Kor layer Valencia raisins there
is a steady moderate inquiry, and the market is showing a stronger tendenoy,
especially for best goods. Thu finest brands to-day aro held at Gic., though
ptime quality may yet be had at 6¢. For inferior grades, dowa to 3}c. is
yot quoted ao acceptsble, Off-stalk meet with fon.e attention, though the
demand is not of a spiritod characler, and holders do not make any attempt
to force a higher range of values; the quotations of the mirket are 4c. to
44c., though the latter is regarded as extreme. Califernia are being taken
with increasod freedom, and though prices are firmer they are not juotsbly
higher. Prunes continue in demand, though the interest displayed is given
chiefly to California, Svitsna and French. The latter ate not offered below
7 conta for the four sizes, and the indications point to a bigher limit in the
near futare, 08 the stock is gradually diminishing and the impurt cost is con-
siderably above the values prevailing in this market. Sultsna are firmer,
though not quotably higher, 5fc. to 6c. being the quoted range fur 60s. to
95s., though at the inside prico no considerabls quantity could be obtained.
California are quite actively inquired for, but the larger siz1s a*o very scarce
and offer reservedly. Tho tendency of the market is bighoer. Currants are
maintsined at pravious values, and a fair quantity of etock is being moved
dsily, though tho attention extended is given chiefly to best quality stock.
We quote 2lc. to 23c., and cases 23c. to bc, as to quality.”

Staar.—71he marke's are all quist and without special feature. TLondon
is cabled as quiet and unchanged. In New York granulated remains stesdy
at 4 5-1Gc. Rsfiners are looking forward to the fruit season, when increazed
consumption will make business more active if it does mot succeed in
advancing values,

Mowrasses con’.nues very dull, though some sales to arrive are rumored
at about or a fraction below cest. The price at the lslands is given as being
firm at 12c, and mail advices represent stocks as quite exhausted, and that the
day’s drippings is barrelled as quickly as it is made and sent off for ship-
ment.

Tes —The tez market hasbeen ratherquiet this woek, but a fair amount
of business hes transpired in smsll jobbing lots. The market has been
steady a8 to prices. Low grade blacks recsived the most enquiry and hold-
ers are very firm in their views,

Fisa.—Mackerel and horring are coming moro frecly on our coasts, and
some fair hauls have lately been made. Lobsters are also appearing in very
good numbers. Tho bait supply is better than it has been for several
months, and good reporte are to be soon expected from our banksrs. How-
evor, the prices of fish do not improve, but it is too early in the season to
calculato on probable results, Qur outside advices are as follows :—

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mndo to-day at 20c. per 1b. in cases, British Columbia are quoted at 15e.

 Thore are nono so blind as those who won't sce” is vary applieablo to the
position of the Journal and News on tho coal royalty question.

Tho Editor of that journal is well up ia evorything relating to coal
mining, and wust know fu : woell that an incroased royalty will in the ond
decrease tho profits of the coal companiss and may caus them to redece tho
wages of miners. The roal harm, lLowever, is not in tho amount of the
increass, but is in tho fact that the Legislature declares its right to
increazo the royalty at pleaure, and as it has this power and has alroady
oxorcised it in this instance, thero is grave danger that whonever thero is a
deficiency in the rovenue the scrows will again be turr~d and the doficit
squoozed out of the coal companies by another increase of royalty. This is
the real danger, and the government having once uscd its puwer to alter
oxisting leases to suit its purposes may be inclined to do the same thing
again. The Journal and News is very illogical in stating that the coal
owners dosire to provent the salo of coal mines,and thorefore spresd the roports
and criticismws through the American and foreign press, for the purpose of
keoping capital out of the country. Thisis a most uncalled for question-
ing of the motives of honorable business men and carries its own disproof.

Tho Amended Mining Act has a tondency to drive capital out of the
coal business, but instead of supporting it the coal osrners alinost to a man
opposed its passage and have joined in a petition to the Governor-Goneral
*) disallow it. -

‘Wo oppose the measure as much in the interest of the mineras of the
mine-owner. Increased royalty means decressed profits to the coal, owner
and may lead to reduce wages to the miner.

Capital and labor should go hand in hand, and in thisinstance the miner
will find that he is as much and as injuriously cffected as the mine-owner,

FXTRACTS FROM SUMM ' ?Y¥Y REPORT GEOLOGICAL SURVEY
DEPARTMENT, 1891.

(Concluded.)

¢ This sowor auriferous conglomerato 1s wholly composed of debris of the
adjacent Lower Cambrian rocks, apparently in ar old river bed, and rests
on the lower graphitic ferruginous slate group. DBeds of conglomerato
similarly situated along the northern boundary of the gold-bearing rocks
may provoe sufficiently rich to bo worked, but the great excitement caused
{wo years ago by exaggerated roports of discoveries of gold in various plazes,
temoto from tio gold-bearing rocks, have led a great many to tak: up value-
less ground. (Seo Summary Report for 1890, pago 41.)

¢« The clay doposits on the Shubenacadie River, between Enfie’d and
Shubenacadio railway stations, are woll known for théir superiority for brick
making, and Lrick yards havo been in operation along the river bank fora
great many years.

Sand from the Dulch settlement is also used in Vow Glasgow for tho
manufactare of the best quality of glass and for moulding , urposes.’

From tho 17th of July to the 1st of October Professor Bailoy, assisted
by Mr. Leo Street, continuoed tho oxamination and survey tn south-westorn
N?va Scotia. which was commenced in 1890, and on this ho reports as
follows:

* Tho cariier part of tho .ason was dovoled to the oxamiration of
portions of Queen’~ and £ Melbur 1o counties, for the exploration of which
thero had not heen sufficient time dunng the provious season. Theso
in.lude a lsrge part of tho disi~ict traversed by the Poct Moedway River;
the Liverpoo! Riv . {rom Lake 1 _asignoi to Liverpool ; Fairy Lake, Tobeatic
Lske, Lake Roseigiol and the sssociated smaller lakes; the Shalburne
River, Broad River, the Rosow. v and the Clyde; togoether with several
islands off the cyast. Particular atlontion was also paid, in accordaucs with
your instruciior 3, to tho detormination of the position sud oxtent of the
various arcas of granito associated with tho Cambrisn 1k~ both along the
coast and in tha interior of the counties named.

¢ In tho prosccution of this work it was found necessary, in consequencs
of tho very ir egular boundaries of the counties, as well as from other con-
siderations, to oxtend tho observations in somo instances boyond tho limits
of Queon's and Shelburne, to which thoy had proviously beon confined. A
portion of the season was accordingly devoled totho examination of those
parts of Lunenburg, Annapolis and Yarmouth countics, which are imme-
diately adjacent to thoso 1ast mentioned.

¢ Tho reaults obtained in theso explorations, together with those of tho
provious season, Lavo been embodied in a report which will bo immediately

submiticd. In altempling, howover, (o propare amap to accompany thia
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report, great difticulty has boon experienced from the great want of accor-
dance shown by tho county maps upon which the field investigations aro
based. N8Bt on'y do theso difior in the position of iakes und rivers, snd
show numerous umissions, but oven the samo county lires upon adjuining
mape, such as those ¢ Shelburne and Yarmouth, though drawn upon the
samo scale, differ widely both in longth and direction. Largo tracts have,
indoed, never boen survoyed, and thero does not appear to exist at presont
any materials from which any*' * g like an ac:urate topugraphical map of
the region can be constructc.. The rezls in tho soveral counties which
have boen measured by odometor are fairly accurate, bot a certain numbur
of tic lines, at least, are required to checkthe latter. Such mapsascould Lo
comstructed from the data available will be submilted with the roport®

‘In Now Brunswick the following points wore visited and investigations
made :—

* Gloucestor County.—Development work has boen actively prosecuted
on a vein of argentiferous galena by Messrs. Payne and El is, of Bathurst.
The vein is on Rocky Brook, a branch of the Millstream ; work has also
been done on a deposit of magnetic iron ore in tho samo vicinity.

¢ Albort County.—Investigations were made in the southern part of this
county, whoro a considerable amount of prospecting was boing carried on,
nctably around Shopedy Mountain and to the westward, where on Sawmll
Creek a bed of mica-schist, ssid to contain gold, had beon opened up.
Work was boing carrivd on 88 10 provious years at tho gvpsum quarries of
the Albert Menufacturing Company, at Hillsboro' and E. W. Lynd's, at
Hopewell, and operations had ceased at the Crimora Manganese Company’s
proporty in Dawson sottloment. A small amount of work had been done at
Gawland wountain, without, however, sufliciontly promising results to
warrans further operations.

* King's County.—The manganese property at Markbamville was stll
being operated, though smallor quantities of ore were boing obtained, active
prospecting was beirg carried on by means of diamond drills. Owing to
-the institution of the lately enacted mining law of the Province, the man-
genese mine al Jurdan mountain was idle. At Namvigewauk prospeciing
had been carried on to prove the gold-bearing character of tho conglomorate
ridges of the vicinity. The work has beon done under the auspices of the

New Brunswick Mineral Developing Company.

¢ St. John County.—A new plumbago property has been opened up at
$t. John, and a considernble amount shipped.

¢ Victoria County.—Gypsum quarrying on the Tobique was boing cartied

on ae in former years.

* Carloton County.—Apparently fruitless efforts were being made at the
Britton mine, Woudstock, in search of the gold and siltver promsed by
several assays made of picked specimens.

¢ Chatlotte County.— Considerable work had been done 1 prospecting
for nickeliferous pyrrhotite on several bodies of which smail shafts had

been sunk.

¢ Throughout the Provinco there seoms to havo been a general revival of

interest in minipg matters.’

COAL TRADE. .

From Report of P, Neville to the Department of Mines, Year 1891,

Vicroria MiNes,—Work hes been brisk at this mipe during the last
sesacll.  Sinco my laet report tho east javels in the 1800 feot lift has been
driven 380 yards, and another bslance has boen driven up. The west levels
in the same lift have oeen driven about 160 yards; and a balancs won out.
The 1200 feot east levels havo siso been extended about 400 yards,

Stooping hes been successfully carried on during the shipping season.
A pew angle Is being driven off the main east slope, at a much lighter angle
of dip, for tho purpore of shottening the haulage in the level by horses ; and
also to enable tho surface hauling engine to bring out a much larger trip of
coal each time. Tho west levels in tho 1200 foet lift in the west slope have
been stsnding neatly all this sesson, and only one balanco s being worked
at present ; but the main slope Is being driven duwn to win out snothor lift
of 10U feet. Tho new engine for the fan mentioned in my last roport has
been plsced and working for some months.

A tubular boiler, 14} foet long, and five feet diameter, with 76 tubea in
it, has beon placed near the fcn, and is quite able to supply the two fan
engines with steam.

A new fan shsft, 8 feot square and 40 feet deep, has been sunk and con-
necting with the mein sirway.

The erection of another Champion or Murpby fan 7 fest diameter, has
commenced. They have also put in another common Egg end boiler, 36
feet by 5 feet 4 inches diameter, in place of two small ones. A gangway
was erected in the spring botween the coal bank and heapatead, and a
donkey engine placed underneath it to draw the coal to the screcns.

Liveay.—A fow men bave been working in the pit there this sessonm,
getting out some coal which has beon tuken to Sydney Mines to make coke
of.

GarDENER Ming.—Since last report this mine has been dried, equipped,
and put in operation. Its condition was found to bo better than was antici-
pated. Engine bouse, forge, cffice, and dwelling house are all beiug repair
ed, aleo a new store has been built. Tho heapstecad has been finished,
the shaft has been cribbed, buntings and guides put in. The two Cameron
pumps that remasined in the mine under water for about twelve years were
1in good conditidn, and with slight repairs are found to be all that ia neces-
sary for keeping the mino dry.

The air shaft has been cribbed and the water that formerly used to go
down it has bien dsmmed «fi. Ladders are placed in it for the workmen'’s
convenience, 1o the lattor part of the sesson the air was changed from its
formr euurse bringiog 1t 1n a shorter direction to where the men work;
this made a marked improvement in the ventilstion.

The bottom of the main roads both north and south of the pit hottom
hes Leen blssted vp, adwitting the use of larger horses for hauling ; aleo
the mansgement bas disposed of tho tubs formerly used in this mine, and
instead sre using on tho south side of the pit a tub of double the cipacity.

The extension ot the south level and the next rooms above it sbows a
matked impiovement 10 the thickness ¢f the seam. The Jeflroy coal cutting
michine has worked steady sincs August; tho results attsined are satisfac
tory, a gradual gain i3 made ss the men get more acquiinted with the
mechine.

Mr. Burchell informs me that in the latter part of December a cutting of
270 gquare feet waa made by the machine with two men in thres snd one
half houre, which would be cqual to 770 squers feet in a shift of 10 houra,
The electrical plant was manufactured by Messrs. A. Robb & Sons, Ambhorst,
N. S, this plent, besides furoisting power for the michine, supplies the
engino bouse and bankhead with electric light.

CarEpoN1a.—Duriog the last season tho main or west deeps have been
oxtended sbout, 610 feet, and two sections on both sides won and opened
there. Tho west high lift levels have been oxtended and rooms broken off.
The | vels on the east side from the bottom of the 700 feot deep slant have
sleo been ex-ended snd a largs ‘¢ ction opened out,

Tke workings to the rise were cirried on as usual. A line of stone
stoppings has been built and put in place of where the wood snd board
stoppings wero, from the furnace to the lower lauding on the main deep.
A second furnace of the samo sizo has been added to the former onm; it is
built on the east eide, and the escaping air goes from hoth, through the :ame
shaft and cupola. The furnaco ventilatos the east side of the pit,and the
former the wost sid», both Laviogseparate inlots snd returns, all of which
have made a great improvemesnt in the ventilation. On surface a new
buildicg of 1U0x28 feet hss boon orected, to be used as a forge and carpen-
ter's workshop. A mew stone boiler house has slso been built.

Orp BRIDGEPORT — A new 1aclino plane 900 fee! long has been driven
and put in operation from the south side of the it bottomn towsrds the
riso. Tho eouth lovels have been extended,snd nrs now asbout 1600 fest
trom the bottom of the shaft. Tho ventilation bas been greatly improved
in tbis mine during the past geson.

Stoppings have been put up along the levols, headwsys snd through
tho 100ms where required, slso a roturn sitway has baen driven from the
south side cf the high workings direct to the back purt of the furnace, giving
two returns.

We illustrate on this page a new single-valve automatic ongine recently
brought out by the Robb Engineering Co. of Ambherst, Nova Scotis. In
general appearance it does not differ proatly from several populsr high-epeed -
opgines, and no radical departure has been made in principles of construc-
tion, tha sim being to combino as many ss poesibls of those puints which
have proven best in practice, with such impiovements in dotails as bave
beon suggested by obsorvation and experiince with other enginee. Iu other
words, it is not an attempt to develop a tew spccies, but to advarce one
stop in the ovolution of that already highly developed macbine, the Ameri-
can high-spoed engine. The following is & brief description of the msin
featares.

Tho frame is of the * Portor " type with double-disk crank , it has consid- |
erablo sectlonal ares, carried woll above tho center line, and is particularly
thiok at the top, thus bringing the metal in tke direct line of strains between
the cylinder and shoft bearicgs. The engine weighs a little uver 100
,'/ounds per horse-power, not an unusual weight, but the metal is distributed
to give the greatest attainable stiffness, and without much regard t, tho
‘anvil principle,” the foundation being expectod to furnish all the weight
required in that direction at less cost.

The crank is “built up” of cask disks and forged steel pin and shafts,
the peculiar arrangement of the crank permitting the fits of the shafts and
pin in the disks to be very long, without soparating tho shaft bearings unduly,
the counter-weight is of equal moment with tho reciprocating parts. The
shaft bearings run in cast-irou shells, babbitted ; they are not provided with
mesns of sdjustment for wear. The besrings are finished by grinding

gredustions ovee which it passes, the movement of the valve, and thus is of
aesietance in valve setting.

A sl sight-feed ol cup, directly over the center of the rocker arm,
supplies oil thyough a tube to the cuter end of tho erm. Tho eccentric rod
is bol'ow, being, in fuct, a piece of hydraulic pipe, and threugh it the oil
pacres to the eccentrio pin, any oil finally escaping being caught and held in
the flinged fly-wheel,

Tho conter bearing of the rocker arm works in a bath of oil so arranged
that i* is conatantly flooded, and so that no oil can escspe to the fioor, any
oveflaw draining 1o the crosshead guide, and finally to the crank pit.

The crosshead is a single steel casting of the “ Slippetr ¥ ty}.e, the bottom
of tho slipper being babbitted, The piston rod is secured by boiog gripped
in {wo p'sces, sbout two inches apait, oLe place being threaded and the
other a parslicl fit. The crosehead ia eplit snd is gripped onto the rod by
bolts ; this proves very gocd, in that it can be taken apart and put togethor
again withcut gettirg out of line more than permiseible 1n the highest grade
of engine werk—a peint in which the usual methods of securing piston rods
to crossheads (with the cxceptivn of the taper fit and key) are often faulty.
‘. he crosskead pin is of cast-iron, as it is believed that, in connection with
the large and long beariog, it is the best material for the place. The con-
necting rod is a steel forging, the crank end being of the ‘Marine” type,
while the orossheyd end is mortised for buxas, which are cast iron, lined
with babbitt. The adjustment is by a wedgs and adjusting scrows.

The babbitt used in the engiao is made from eight parts Banca tin and
one part each of antimony snd copper. The piston io a eingle cisting with
sprung riogs ; it is made extremely light, both to eave the cylinder from

foed oil cup is provided in addition to those oiling the shaft bearings,which |

The fiy-wheel governoris a3 modifiestion of the * Straight Line,” sud, ,
together with the valve, i used by arrangement with the Straight Line
Engino Co.; tho oiling devices mentioned will also bo recognis:d as escen-
tially *Btrsight Line,"

The eccontric rod, 8o called, although there is no eccontric, has bsll and |
socket bearings at each end, the balls boing csse-hardened and ground, and
the sockots or boxes of phosphor bronse. The rocker arm, by which the
eccontric rod drives the valve, ia horisontal, with a vertical sxis; there is
no twisting strain on cither of ila besrings, 8 straight lino passing through
all threo of them. An {ndex finger attached to this arm, shows, by the

wear and to wako it tho ““ breaking-down pieze ;" though ample stromg for all
legiiimate loads it is expected to be wesker than otber paris, the idea being
that it is th.o best thing to break, when cxperiments to determine the com-
pressibiity of water ste bring msde with it. The exhaust passages are
jacketed by air spaces from the cylinder, and from the live stoam in the
<team chest. The throttle is a modification of the “Cc.flin Valve ” used by
the Straight Line Eogine Co., but is oporated by a lever instead of a wheel,
or ball bandles.

The workmanship is intended to bo equal to that of any other engine
built. The firm also build cheaper automatics, but this engine was brought
out to fill a demand for which they have proviously besn obliged to import
the best and highest priced American ongives. The engine was designed
snd its manufacture organized by Mr. E. J. Armetrong, who is now with
the Ames Iron Works, Oswego, N. Y , which company will also build the
engine in this conotry.—American Machinist.

The seventh and closing concert of the Orpheus Club was held on
Thursday evening of last woek. It has been amusiog as well as alightly
confusing to hoar and road the variuus criticisms which ha.o been paased on
this entertrinment, sone fow pronounciag iv the bost of tho soason, others
putting it decidedly loast as well as last, and sull other oritics praising part
and conusmning part of tho programme rendered. Among such a variety
of opinions one finda 1t diftivult tu remain univflaencad by the m.jrity and
wo are tempted at this late dsy tu hold our peaco on the subject. Howevoer,
thero were 60 many features of this conceri which, a:csrdiog to our mini,
merit commendatun that w- foel wo must say our little say. Wo onjsyed
the orchestra’s excellent work and repoat what we have oft befure remarked,
that Halifax does well to ronder hovor to Herr Klingenfeld and his cympany
of muscians, a company that would do credit to a mach larger community
than ours. Of course 1n many ways the effoct of the orchestra’s work is
amateur, and our critics commit an ortur in expectiag it to be otherwise.
Tesking 10to ¢rnsidoration thoe youth of mioy of the parfurmers, and t'io com-
paratively short timo they have been under Herr Klingenfeld's able tuition,
wo consider the progress that hss been made in the Orpheus orcheatra
wonderful, and feel that both master and pupils desetve praise and oncourage-
ment from Ilalifaxiine, At the Urpbeus concerts the orchestra labors
under a great dis.dvantage on account of the poor accommodaticn on the
stsge of Orpheus Hall, rondening 1t impossible for the orchestra to hsve
permanent seats on the stige. Thechatge of t-mperature from the boatad
hall to * behind the scenes” and bick again to the siage has a very disas-
trous eff:ct upon the strnged instruments, and the performers must bear the
blame for many flst notes that are really not dae to the execution. If it
wete pgesible to temedy this d: fect of the Hall we could have more perfectly
rondered 1nstrumental music at the Ozpheus concerts, but wo cin only exer-
cise pationce 1o this matter as 1n wapy otbers, and trust for a better stato of
affurs by-and by. The four pumbers by tho club went emoothly and
showed careful traming, * The Stars in Ieaven" being especislly well
rendered. The clesing chorus, Scott's * Lovely Rosabells,” given with
orchestial accompaniment, was a pleasiog number, The solos in this were
taken by Miss Slayter and Mr. Gullis. This was Mfiss Slayter’s first appear
ance as o soloist, and sho sbowed herself possessed of a sweet, pure voice,
althoagh pot strong enough for her accompsniment. The soloists of the
evening were Miss llomer, Mies Margaret Bligh and Mr. Gillis. Miss
Homer had two numbers, both of which were well su.tsd to hor voice. Miss
Bhigh, one of our favoruie amsteuss, sang * At Veepers™ very sweetly but
did not appesr to be at her best, Mies Bligh was evidently nervous, which
may accrunt for tno lsck of the expression and feeling, which she usaally
throws 1nto her singing. Blr. Giliis eang well snd was loudly encored, to
which he responded with a bow only. Tne audience w.s mure than charmed
with Herr Doening’s exquistie ‘celiv solo, with piano acc.mpanimont by
Fran Mananpa Doering Biauer. The vuciferous applause of the audierce
could not be sauefied with the buwing acknowledgments of the talented
artist, and we were favored with anotner selection, ** The Cradle Song.”
Horr Doering's own compostion. The Osphous seazoa of 1891 92 has
been ono of the most successful in the history of the club, and the members
of the organization, who have one and a.l devoted time and talont ia provid-
ing first-class optertaioments for tbe musical people of our city, merit heart-
folt thanks apd warm congratulatiocs.
