e! these duties ahich our ioly Father reg-i-
lates awith a wisdom uch as the Popes only
can have, lbcause they are the onty nues
placed above human passions through their
position, their mission and through the assit-
ance which they receive from God te
enable them to fulblit. To subjects the hov-
ere*gn Pontiff preaches obedieace te the
authorities. But, asein our tdays, becaunse of the
representative ayatem which maintains in the
nivilized world, and which places the election
of those entrusted with authority in the bandeh
of majorities and multitudes, he enounters
often oppositions to the liberty of the chîurch,
and on the other hand struggles and proteste
agaIiast those awho govern t those who pro-
test ; whether in publie lfe o by the voiceoft
the ptress, the Snvereign l'ontif gi-ves as a
rule to follow the direction twhich will be
given by the Vatican and] ly the bishops.

liefore, in other stlenra c!reui-stances, the
au;gust Leo .NIL proclained these sanie
teachings, this union of Catiolics with those
to whom the lioly Spirit has entrusted the
goverinent of God's church, and if there
ever was a tirne when this union was neces-
sary and ircumstances which called for it, ilt
is this time of ours and the circumstanes in
iwhich we flnd ourselves in Canada.

e to whom the hirth of Christ was tirat revealed,
but alao because it la connected with the life
of the Blessed Virgin, the Immaculate Mother
of God made man.

lu the middle of the village there exista a
cistern, callid the Bir-Mariam.

Ancient tradition Uas handed downtous
the tact that, ene day the Blessed Virgin
passing by saw a man juat alter drawing
water from the cistern. She asked tor a
drink, which was refnued to her, for, point-
ing t athe cistern, the man said : "Theres la
the cistera, and thero you can quencth your
thirat."

Without means tao re-ch the water, yet full
of confidence, Mary approached the cistern ;
but no sooner had she approached the edge
cf it, than the water raised up to she edge,
and allowed ber te drink, and thes fett again
Lt its usarlevel (Doubdam, p. 145. Sa-
brino, p. 468.

Not far fromt the village is the colebrated
field of Booz of which men:tion i made by
liol' Writ, in the Book of Rluth.

Hlere it vas that Ruth the Moabite, after
for-aking ter native country that ahe miglht
take care of her cld mother-in-law Noemi,
ceme under ascorching sun to glean the
cars of corn that escaped the hands cf the
res.perP.

Near by the fiell o Bo in the- middle of
us Etumre groun-l ptiittel wIltt iva trces and
saurrounlcd l'y mc wal!s, tau a chapel
which is called tie "l Grotto oi the Shp
hercs," and whih i the subject of the pre-
mant article.

1Nicephorons, following the :acient trali-
tien, says thait the chipel isthe .nint crypt
of the churah builtthere by Saint HIelena, on
the place where the Ang al of the Lord an-
nounced ta the .;iuphoerds the birthof Christ.

Deseudteg twenty-onc step, the visitor
wilt find himselfi n the subterranean chapel,
or grotto, where part of the ancienti pavement
in mocaie forn la still in existence.

For several centuries the Frunciscans bad
the place under their custody, beautifying
its surrouudicags wit te planîing o fyung
olive trocs, which are stili growing in the
place. But in the year 1818, the Greek
schismaties by their usual tricks and bribes

vreasted it from ther, and h oh possession
of it. In closing the narrative of the
memorable event, St. Luke says that alter
the disappearauce of the Angel, the Shepherds,
having consultel amuong thenaslves, resolved,
and went in search of the Infant, and chat
having found him, they retured glorifying
God for all they had aseen.

It is not given te us te sec what the Shep-
herda saw ; nor tl visit the place where the
Infant Jeaus lies in the midst of poverty like
an outcast. But can we refuse te give a
little offsring that the place may be pre.
served as befits thegreat mystery represonted
there ?

It i safe te say that athe Shepherda did
net go with their handsa empty t avisit the
new born Saviour ; but that they brought
him such offerings ast beir means allowed.

A GLENGARRY DOUBLE SLEIGH OP

BY JOHN FRASER, MONTREAL.

No. 18.

The old people of Montreal rnay bave some
faint recollection of a Glengarry double sleigh
of half a centary ago, but to the Young of
this generation, and aven te Young Glen-
garnans of the present day, it will be quite a
:evelty te them te learn how their worthy
grandfathers used te come to town. There-
fure, we shall bring them back te tioi good
quiet old times befora the introduction cf rail-
ways in this Canada o ours.

There were two noted arnual arrivals in
those days wbich caused more talk and
created greater excitement on the streets of
old Montreal than the arrival nowadays of an
ocea steamer. Ona was the first Indian
canoe from the North-West, carrying the
news and the lettera of a past year from
those then nearly Polar regions. The Other
was the firat batceh of Glengarry double
sleigha te reach " John irant's" or some
other of the Scotch inus or taverns of Mont-
real about Christmas week, loaded with all
good things te repleuish the cellar. of tbe
citizens, and te place before the traders in
pork, butter, chese, &c., an opportunity for
profitable investment.

Gleugarry was then, as now, some 70 to 80
miles front Montreal, nut travelling was
differeut. You could not tien take an early
train at Lancaster or Alexandria and coma te
" town," as Montreal was then caled, spend
soins six hours and get back the sane nirht.
Tu undertake a journey in the old édaya in
wmter was s matter of a week-two days te
come dewn, three daya here, and two t 
return. A contemplated visit in the )Id
time a saGlengar- iarmcr wuas known from i
one end of his concession te the other. It
was spoken of f r weeks at kirk or chapel as
an avent, and many and varions were the
little commissions imposied upon hime to exe-
cute.

Siace thc construcaon of railways the farn
bouses are stripped, nearly weekly, by traders
purebasing everything the farmer or his good
wif has ta saell, such as egs, butter, cheese,
etc., therefore doing away entirely with thei
annual viaits of the G;iengarry double eleihsi
to Montreal about the Christmas w-eek. l ac
present is to picture one of those old doublei
eleigus with which the writer was so famuliar
iu Ileyoung daya.

rhe County of Cleugarry, at the time of1
which we write, wras airiy an agrieuliurali
one. The land had not yet been overnorked
nor impoverished. The farms were wiell
setocked, havig from 10 to 15 head of hornedi
cattle, suoe half a czaen of good horses, a 
team or two of oxen, smem 15 ta 20 iga, andi
about 50 sieep on eachi farm, basides a well-
filled poultry yard of ens, turkeys, dueka
and geese. t'r-n such resources at hand the
reader may faacy the people lived in great
comfort. The nly scarcity was ready c-ash.

The young men of the county usully vent
ta the shantues during the winter menths,1
with their teams of oxen or iirses, to atl
the square timber froa the woods uwhich it
was cut t the neuarest atream bank--thence
tu be floated in the apring. By thia means
they earned a good amount of ready cash1
which they carried safely t their homes in
the spring. The hospitality of the peoplec
was unbounded, particularly ta strangers,
juB stuch as existed in the Acadian land of
old time, and, unmolested by visit of revenue 
inspectors or guagers, Donald and Evan
9>plied the beverage frorn their own fair1
" sbeaves,tha tired t heir Highland blood with 
"mnickle glee"

A great change bas takuen place mene those
primnitive days. The young men during the
past forty years have almost entirely kit the
cnonty, a goodJy number of themu ta follow
the ecetpation iofcontractrs on publiaeworks
in the United States and Canada ; many oi
them bave prospered. Not one hal, we ho-
lieve, e! the young men could now be fiund i
in the old County cf Gleng!rry as were there
at the time of the rebellion of I1837, hen 
nearly two thouaand fighting men werne rnus
terea u one week.

WVe invite the reader te couewith us, in
retrospect, te a farm houEe in Lochiel, in tho
then backwooda of Glengarr. There is a 
large home made sleigh standing empty un-.
der the barn shed. It is sma e 10 ta 12 feet1
long, 4 ta 5 feet wide, with aides 3 ta 4 feet(
high. Ihn runners were cut from a large
birch or elm tree. The whole is "home.
made," except the iron on the runners andî
the necessary nails and boîta. The whipple-c
trees and tracas masV be the same as used for
p'ough or hari ov.

The
third was at Pointe Claire, for an heur, to
foed herses and men, and we shall allow thei
a shilling for beer. Lachine la the next halt
te water, and sixpence for beer.

The charges for beer on the road may net
have been actually indulged in by the men,
but they had te pay about sixpence at each
h'lting place to the country innkeeper, for
the use of hie sheds te water and feed the
horses, and for this payment were each en-
titled te a glass of beer, take it or net.

About aunset the second day a long string
o double sleighs (Glengarrians always came
in aquads of twelve te fifteen) might b seaen
between Dow's brewery and the Tanneries,
jogging along at a slow pace of about five
miles au heur. If their approach was slow,
they made noise enough, anouncing the com-
ing of the Cameron sud the Macdonell men
te town.

The reader ef to-day never heard the merry
cling-clong of the loud sounding large Glen-
garry sleigh belle of those daya. They could
Ze heard fully half a mile distant. Those
Glengarry bella were as characteristiacf the
people as were their owa bagpipes. High-
landers always make a no.se by making theu-
selves heard and feit when they come ta the
front-be it at market town, in the legisla-
tive halls or on the battle field.

Just as the shadeas of evening are closing
over the unlighted streets of old Montres,
the sleighs are passing down St. Joseph
street, some wending their way to "John
Grants," on St. Henry street, othera to
"Sandy Shaw's," at the corner of Wellington
and Grey Nun street, a few te " Widow
McBartan's," on St. Paul street, epposite te
the centre of the present St. An's mariket,
sud a portion of them finding their way ta
" Jemmy Cameron's," the Glasgow Tavern,
on the Main street.

Thire were a goodiy number of Scotch
taerns in lMontreal, having large stabling.
These were the resort of the Glengarrians ;
tbey could stable their horses for a quarter of
a dollar s day, while they fed them out of
their sîeigh supplies, therefore casting them
a mere trifle for the tw t. or three days in
tow-n. The men could live like princes, as
they tionght, at a cost of hilf a dollar a day

ch. This was the charge per day at any
ont: of those Scotch tavern,.

Thei morning talk the next day at every
breakfast table, rich or poor, was cf the ar-
rival of the GIcngarry sleighs. People nw-
a-days, vhen we have railway trains arriving
every hour, eau hardly conceive the impor-
tance uch au arrivl was ta the old inhabi-
tante of lontreal. Perhaps for a while
month provions ithe outside country had been
eut oli, waitig the freezing of the rivers and
ferries, many articles of country proauce be
coning scarce and dear, nd saleigh loads of
good things trom th Townships, Argenteuil
and Glengsrry, were anxiously looked for.

An early viai tte bbScotch taverns by the
thrifty housewives of old Montreal was the
tirt duty of the day.
