- The creditors of Thomas John Best lard-
ing,of Brockville, druggist and exchange broker,
whose failurewe noted recently, appear to have
lest little of that confidence which induced
them to trust him withn $43,000. His offer of
40 cents in the dollar in 6, 12, 18, 24, 30 and 36
months owithout interest or security is likely to
be accepted. His assets are estimated at $23,-
000. The requisite number of signatures will
probably be ready for. flie meeting on the 13th
inst.

-D. L. Scarrow, gencral storekeeper, of
Keady, Ontario, is another example of farmers
leaving their lands and ruslinîg'into business
without sutlcient knowledge thereof. He called
a meeting of creditors last March, but not com-
plying with agreement thein made, four of his
Toronto creditors sent up a document for hin
to sign, agreeing to place bis estate in their
bands, also another document for lis father and
brother (wlho %vere crediters) te sigu, ngreeing
te vaive their claim against him, till the Toronto
creditors wore paid. Througli persistent urging
on the part of the Toronto agent, Scarrow
signed the agreement, but suîbsequîently con-
sulting his lawyer, he found fliat he lad given
an unfair advantage over his other creditors.
When the agreement was sent to bis father and
brother for their signature, the father refused

point blank. The brother then issued a writ of
attachment for $200. Liabilities about 52,200
assets nominally in excess, consisting of sonme
real estate which will net fully realize. Ue
laid been about two years in business; bias kept
no cash book, and has net the slighstest idea of
what Mnrey lie received or paid out, and doeg
net understand the first principles of businesi.
The brother bad been obliged to mortgage
his farm te obtain moniey to lelp the insolvent
to keep afioat.

- At a recent meeting in this city a proposi-
tien made to couvert the Evening Post into a
joint stock company, witb a capital of 350,000.
did not provea esuccess, thise present deciining
to take shares. It is said the present owners
bave sunk alarge sun i their efforts te establish
a daily paper in the inte.rests te which it i
devoted. The paper bas recen tly showred cou-
siderable improvement upon its initial efforts.

- A counterfeit Dominion $1 note bas made
its way into circulation in Western Ontario.
The engraving is good, but the paper la thin
and uneven in feeling, having been submitted
to acids te give it an old and genuine look. The
connterfeits are uîpon bills payable in Toronto,
known as the " D," issue.

- The usual number of schoonerssays the
Ilalifax Rerald, are being litted up at Port
Medway for-the Labrador and Bank fisherie,.
Salmon are not so plentiful as at this time last
year, and dealers are buying.up and shipping all
that are cauglt. Prices are down te 20 cents
per lb. Preparations are being made for the
vigorous prosecution uf the lobster canning
business.

A cottoi factory is proposed t be erected
at Truro, N.S., which that towa agrees te
exempt from taxation for ton years. The factory
will have 6,000 spindles, 200 loons, and employ
200 bandsto lie inreased as needed.

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This complaint is more easily answered,
for tliere is nathing in it requiring explan-
ation. The raw material, viz., coal, pig
iror , bari iron, zinc, copper, lead, &c., vere
all admitted either free ai at very lown
rate of duty under the old tarifi, but, as
it lias become necessary ta raise a larger
revenue,they have been subjected ta duty,
Avhile the duty on the manufactured
articles have also been increased. The
complainant states that protection was
not required," but lie himself admits thàt,
owing ta the increased cost of raw material,
lie is unable ta furnisli his goods at the
old prices, which proves that it was neces-
sary, wlien imposing duties on tie raw
miaterials, ta increase them on the manu-
factured article. Of course the consumer
must pay the duty in the form of an in-
creased pricejust as the consumer of coal
will have to pay it mare directly. As ta
the reduction of wages it is only necessary
ta remark that the price of labor, as well
as of the products of labor, must depend
on (le supply and demand. The foundry-
man lias failed ta substantiate a grievance.
Just as the nerchant adds the duty,
together witli the cost of carriage, insur-
ance, interest of money, &c., ta the first
cost ai his ;oods, so this foundryman must
add the duty on his coal, pig iron, &c., ta
his other charges, and get them out of the
consumer. We doubt very nunchi whether
wages would ha increased if all the duties
w'ere taken off, and we can discover no

ground. why an increase of, duty should
fall.on the operators 'ather than on the
cons mers. A machinist also, we pre-
sume, from Guelph writes in the same
tone

Of course the increased price of or raw
n'terial compels us ta increase our prices
ta the consumers, and if we can't do this
we must shut dovn our establishment.
The tariff vill favor large capitalists, by
crushing out those with small capital, and
so create a nonopoly. The working classes
are the first and greatest sufferers by the
tariff, as there lias been a general reduc-
tion of wages since the change of Govern-
ment, and especially since the introduc-
tion of the tariff.

We own that the above strikes us as
being written for the purpose of creating
discontent in the minds o the -people.
The încreased revenue of upw'ards of
$2,000,Q00 cannot be raised except fron
the cansumers, who are the whole people,
but it must be borne in mind that if they
pay increased duties, the price of goode of
all kinds is much loiver.. e confess that
,ve think that the Finance Minilster miglt
congratulate himself on the success of lis
tariff if 4 no better founded complaints

TUE COUNTRY STOREKEEPE R.

A country store is perhaps in nany
respects the best schiool for the develop-
ment of the perfect merchant. To he
come familiar vith cloths, laces, buttons,
needles, tea, taobacco, cutleiy, hardwin'ar'e,
drugs, dye stuffs, toys, patent medicines,
foreign fruits and tin ware, and ta be-
cone a judge of and ta handle and man-
age the various commodities offered by
custoiners in exclange foi' supplies is only
a limited enumeration of te qualifications
a country business raquires. hie life of
an active and earnest country storekeeper
is full of toil anid anxiety. lHe lias ta do
with ever-clianging values, ever.changing
men and ever-changing ciroumstances.
Bills are iaturing; customers are de-
faulting; goods are depi'eciating; an in-
clament season interferes vith his.collec-
tions ; short crops curtail trade, yet whiat-
ever troubles are impending he must
ca'ry a cheeï•ful face. The farmer may
grumble and usually does so, but the ma
of trade, if le is shriewc, vill not deeply
complain ; lie braces up," ani continu-
ing the even tenor ai' his w'ay, from sell-
ing a village bllle tîie newest dress pattern
he stops out and measures a load of wood
or lumber, or tikes in butter, w'ool or
furs, anything his custoners ihlie ta bar-

It is not the extent of a business, or the
amount of money oie niakes in a given
year that yields ta tie trader satisfaction
and position ; it is rather the management
of a legitimate business, great or small,
an sound principles, and ta save a surplus,
much or little every year not ta be
frittered away in- useless expense or
speculation, but ta be carefully hus-
banded ta bridge oer fires, panics and
every form of liard.timnes., The strict ad-
herence tothis policy lias brouglit success
ta many of aur country storekeepers.
Many concerns have risen and fallen
round them, oving ta the absence, of a
few of the business man's qualifications,
One store n'as opened by a young man
fresh from college, wlo alad found the
avenues to the professions too crovded;
ha sought business as a bettei field for
his abilities, unaware that the usual mere
theoretical studies are rather a bar ta
success than otherivise in practica com-
meraial life farme si Opened
another store, under the conimon delu-
sion among lris class that a country mer-
chant lias qii easy life compared ta that
a ble.farimer'. Bath failed from opposite
ceuses onae was tou active, the other one
vas too slow. Sudden spui-ts of activity
and sinkiig into sioth are equally danger-

Steadirress and firmness of purpose
are indispensable to a country merchant.
Is he ta be persuaded by the eloquence
of a rcless commercial traveller inta
buying goods lie does not need? Is he
ta lie tempted to purchase a lot of unfashý
ionable mecrchandize, thougli offered atan
awful sacrifice? lIe knows whathis busi-
iess requires, lie knows lis means, and wvill

1lot depart from the conduct wvhich prud-
ence lias imarked out.

A wel assarted country store is the
liigliest exhibit of the interchange of
comnuodities evolved by the commercial
intercourse between nations. Spices
and condiments froim the islands of the
fiu East are -stored alongside coffee
and produce of Brazil; bags of Patna or
Rangoo rice are piled beside barrels of
rice raised on the West Atlantic coast;
Nitrate of soda froin Peru and Chili are
found amo ng alkalis of our own make,
and goldn oranges and lemons of the
Mediterranean shores vie in beauty with
the fruits of our orchards ; textile fabrics
fromn all parts of the wvorld answer every
requireinent of confort or fashion drugs
aniid dyes, gi'own or produced under so
many different and reinote skies, are at
the disposal af o'ui industry, and nothing
conducive to the satisfaction of any hu-
man need is left neglected.

The merchant through w'hose enter-
prise sucli a store is successfully con-
ducted among us is the pioneer of a
high civilization, and the builder up of the
best social conditions among men.

A S'AITLING INVENTION.
An invention has recently been made

in Egiland lîwhicli casts into the shade all
previous advances in labor-saving ma-
chinery and bids fair-, for a time at least, ta
restore to . iBritish manufactures that
trade of whicli the Americans have been
gruulually depriving thei during the last
few years. When, same reeks ago, we
read of this invention in our English e4
changes, we could scarcely credit it that
the march of improvenent could reach
thns far. lu I mill near Lomnoor, in the
vicin ity of Bradford, England, there is
now runninigmachinery wvhich is left forby.
eiglit lhours vhoutµîy person attending
ta it, working the whole of that time, and
producing a beautiful fabric without any
flaw in the goods or mistake in the ma.
chine. This mill is nojv running 132
haurs per wec, star'ting on Monday morn.
ing at half.past five, and runing until
Saturday night at twelve p.m., only stop
ping the maohinery during tle day for
clegning. During that time the fabulos
quantity of 200,000 yards of fabric ca be
prodqced, the nipchines also worling fort)
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eight hours withîout any attention erlabor'
of any soit, nd they aie thein replîenished
w'itli wvarps in the incredibly slioit lime
of fifteen minutes, one giil being ali that
is employed to do this part of the w'ork,
and that all heing conpleted during the
day time. The machinery is thus left
w'oiking, and producing a iiost beautiful
fabric entirely by itself from lihalf-past five
in the evening until half-past six the foi-
low'ing iiornii ; and dîîu'inîg the time it
lias been runninig it lias fully 'iealised the
expectations of the iiveitor, The goods
produced by this inew invention are imîî-
proved in appearance, and whit was sold
befo'e at tw'o pounds live shillings aid
sixpence, is ion' selling at tw'enty-four
slillings. A visit te the milîs is thls
described :-It w'as very curious Qhab on
approaching the buildings we could hear
the rumble of nachinery, and yot every
part of the mills, with the exception of
the cashier's roon, which vas liglted by
a pirafline lanp, ivas in total darkness.
Wve could not detect a single inich of gas-
piping, for none is required. Thiemachines
can Nork as wvell in hie dcark as in the
lighit, because they do not require any
humian attention. At presclit they are
w'orking on what we niay telrm forty'eiglt
lour I shifts," but lcy can be set at half-
past five o'clock on Monday morniiig, and'
they ivill rn uiîil tvelve o'clock on the
follow'ing Satui'day uight, w'ithout stopping
(except foi cleaniug), and tue vork they
will turn out is enormnous. A portion of
the inachinory was nanufaetur'ingdiamond
yarn, which can be used for antiniacassars,
ladies' shawls, gentlemen's cuffs, neckties,
anid all sorts of fancy Berlin wool work,
and also foi scarfs. It can aise be used
in the Bradford trade, as yarn for piece
goods, and in the Denby Dale and lud-
dersfield w'oollen districts for scarfs,
waistcoats and faicy trouserings,
and the yrii can be sold iirespective of
w'eaving it. 'lihere is a special class of
yarn made, suitable for ladies' shaw'ls. IL
is produced with a conibination of colours,
ail of wvhich are distinct, and iay be made
witli any ciid of inaterial. A silk dress,
no matter if il is made of hie fines£ mater.
ial Paris can produce, nay b matched by
the trimmings wliich nere heing manu'
fatctire at this mill without the assist-
ane .f man, woimai or child. The com-
binationof colours which is displayed ii
the differoit styles is really vonderful.
The single threads f silk whicli aie used
are so fine as to produce 20,000 yards te
the ouicei:and they'may b se increased
in thickness as te make 100 yards to the

urnce, 'thus bringiig thém wvitlin ithe
reach of every yarn thal is made AnotLer
article whicli tlhe machines are producinu

is called the Alexandra diamond cord
trinming, wlhich has a beautiful appear-
ance, and is perfect in a'ragemenT. This
may be used for tiiiniiniigdi-esses, jackets
mantles, opera cloaks, bonnets, hats, and
also for enibroidery on cuslions, table-
cloths, gentlemen's smoking caps, and all
fancy- articles of those desci'iptions. IL
can aiso b made up foi' dress-suspenders,
fan-holders, and we saw a large number of
fancy necklets ivhich liad been foried in
a nIost artistic manner fromî this naterial.
Necklets that, apparently, iwere' vorth
two or thi'ee shillings eacih, wiere iade
and fitted with lockets coiiplete for' a
thirc of the price. Anothe' material
wvhicli is being produced is a diamond
yari, which can be usecd foi all kiics of
woven, plaited, or kiittec faliibrics. T'e
dianiond yarn and the Alexanchra diamond
cord are made by a n' niachine recently
invented. The niaterials nay be used for
trimming ladies' dresses, or for eiibroi-
de'ing scails. The oner lias foi a long
time been engaged ii iaking silk cord,
but, by tie aid of his new machinery, he
can supply one limih-ed tinies imio'e biai
lie could before, aid the laiger quaitity
costs less than tle sialler did in manu-
facturing. The goods are thoreby pro
duced se clieaply that they can non' find
a good naiket in Pa'is, where tiey coulid
not be solid a few' weeks ago. Irrespective
of the hîigl tariffis charged bîy the French,
Governiment on such goods, thoy cin no V
b sold ini that country at a elarg profit.

Witli referenice te the manufacture of
yaris it may b stated tiiat line girl, who
is paid et the rate of 14s. peri w eek, cen
produce £1000 Nvortli of those goods in six
days. lu fact the quantity does not in
any way foni an item of labor. he
combination of coloîs in -the silk trim.
niings for ladies' diesses or skirts is not
only beautiful but w'onderfd. l1iwidt.ii
the trinmming varies froi ineh to O
inches, emd iii naiufacturing it one girl
canpi-duce £100 worUi in a week, ivhilst
in an orlinayweav si hed shecould not
iiake £5 Nvorlhiii blie sanie period. The
inventor declares thait when he lirst began
te iake tlis class of goods lie paid as
much as £100 per 'eek in wages but
wiit liis. iew icachinery he pays scarcely
anything, and he nown makes foui' times
the variety, and commands a much larger
trade. -He is sanguine that the applica-
tion of the córds and tie yarns iitrin-
ming and other pui'poses will make the
trade a liundred times larger than -iti as
formerly, and lie believes tltet in a brief'
period he will be doingýan extensivehbusi-
ness ii the Ameilcan and Frencli markets
There is also-to be brought out for vinter
wear speciit desigis for nanufactuig

the pì-oductions of the abovo machine for
ladies' skirtings. On entering the manu-
facturinîg shed itl 'as quite dark, and a
mysterious feeling came over one wheni in
the midst of machines in full vork and
Vithout assistance. Presently a wax
candie was lighted and we dould thlein
riealize the extent of the work wvhich wvas
being executed. By the sane process as
the diamond cord nanufacture already
described, any description of yarn cai be
ianufactured iito cords or various kinds
at a cost of less than j per lb., and wvith
the leastpossible amoun t of wvaste imîagii.
able. One girl will make 3000 lbs. weight
of these cords in a week, either foi the
shipping or the home trade. No natter
wlhat may bo the quantity of silk diamond
cords or yarns that may b ordered in- a
day, they can be made in three or four
thousand combinations, and delivered on
the sanie day. Silk spools, containing ail
shades of colors, are pegged and ready
for the machines, and they aie so arranged
that they can be instantly engaged in the
process of nianufactuire. In the shed n'e
round thirteen cord and yarn machines in
fuil w'oi'k, and double that quantity are
being made 011 the liew plain to follow in
their wake. In one day a girl can prepare
warps suflicient to supply the machines
foi4 hours, during which Lime tley do
not î'equire any attention. As n'e have
already remarked, they cen be arranged
te î'un for a hole week if necessary.
The nachinury is driven by à higl'pres-
sure engine, and aiso by endless iands.
The engine room aîd houiler house aire
entirely distinct from the mill. There is
no coniiection whatever between thein-
nîot even a cloor'. It is cer'teinly marvel-
lous that se mucli wvoi'k can he. obtained
f'omi an ivention ivhich doesavay with
the costof labor, auid may be said to bu
everlastinugly iridustrious.

'T'he' is e or doübt tlhatuthe inventioi is
a great Comînicia success, as it has been
i'iuniignow n for more rhan tivo moinths
without e hi hlc or failure. l is pr'obable
tlua the principle will be applicable to
other deprmen ts of industry.

ment, wlen our, Parliamient is engaged in
considering the commercial policy of the
Dominion. 'lie auithior Is aprofessed free"
trader, and would prefer absolute free-
trade among nations. lie, Ioiveve', does
not believe in the policy ofadmitting goods
free of duty from a, country whici imposes
highly protective duties. The strongest

point made is that, inasmucl as the cleap.
ness of' manufactures depends ii a great
degree on the extent of the demand, it
being adnitted that a large quantity of'
any manufactîired article can be produccd
cheaper per ton or per yard or' pe' piece
than a smail quantity, a country w'hose
home market is secired ta the n uaîîîîfac-
tnrier froni foreign coipetition may be
able ta export with advan tage to a couan-
t.ry not enjoying the sanie advantages. We
shall allor Mr. Wallnce ta speak foi' him-
self, writh two extracts fromî his article :

As I am bere discussing an important
question of prinîciple, ta which, if it can
be clearly established, our practice should
conforn, 1 an spared the necessity of ad-
ducinîg tfhat ai'i'ay Of statistIe whlIiclh is
generally made ise of, m arguments on
this subject. It is w'ell, lorever, ta give
one ai' two illustrative cases. Professoi
Fawrcett clearly proves thtat the eflect of'
thpe French sugar. bountaes is that sugar is
sold in England under its cost price in
France, and tiat the only people wiho
bienefit by it are the proprietors ou wh'aose
land beet-r'oot is groiwn, and the people ai'
tfis cotntry, iho get sugar practically
cheaper. ie acdiits, lowever', that con-
siderable injury is, no doubt, imflicted an
Englisl sugar refiners by the French bein g
bribed by their'Governmîent ta soit suga'
m ic Engli market et a price wihici,

wvithout a State subvention, ivould iiot
prive reniunerative ;' but, lie adds, ' if wve
embark on the policy of protecting a
special trade against the harim done ta it
by tlie urwise fiscal poicyo aiothei coun-
tries, we shall become involvec in a laby-
rnth of commercial restrictions,' &c.
Surely tlis is a ey vague and unsatislac-
tory 'eason vhy our home and colonial
sugar manufacture should 'b left at the
mercy of a foreign Pow'er. For if the
French Govera nient at any tiie and for
any reason still further increase the sugar
bounties, tley miglt -completely rmin
Many of our ruanufacturcrs ; wvhile sone
futu'e ninistry miglit abolisi them alto-
gether, and then, when fresh capital.had
been drawn to the manufacture, it might
beagain ruined. Are we ta submait ta
this, on accouint of the shihboleth of' vhat
is miscalecd frce trade, ivienî the im-
position of an import duty of the saine
amount as the bourity vould prevent al.
such fluctuations? iBy this course we
should leave ta France the full benefit of
her 7iatural s ar-pedücingcapacity, only
taking away from lier the power to cause

comnercial distiess in our el Intry aii
<uir colonies by a course ni' a<tiion whicli
is laille tao,'cseen changes at the viiiii
of e. ininister ai a political party. Exactly
the samne arguments apply ta our paper
manufacture, which is inIjured in tfie saine
way by 'ioreigî export d uties on the iraw
miterial and iniport duties on the imantu-
f.acturied article ; and, on the true prmnci-
ples of free trade, it is entitled ta have
those duties neutraled, uîntil the cotun-
tries ivhich. impose them tiiink fit ta
abolish thein altogether.

The advantage ta foreign mann factur-
ers, on the othier hmd, of' har'g an open
rnarket for thci4r smrplus goods, while they
are thiemselves protected fromi coinpti-
tion, is so obvious and so great, tiat, in-
stead of our examiple havig any tendency
ta make tien followv in ouir steps, it reailly
beconies a premiuim ta them ta continue
their system i excluof n. They obtain
ail the advantages of free brade, we a1l the
disadvantages of protection. Internal
competition keeps down prices ma a pro-
tected countrv ta a fair standard, and
fiis the conasuners do not mna teriily
suffer; ivbile the frce nai'kt n'e ofIer f'ai'
surplus stocks gives ta the manufacturers
the great advantage or utiisimg tieir plait
and niachinery ta its full extent, and thus
wo'rking with a iaxinurm of economy.
Oui' boasted freedon of trade, on the
other hband, consists in our being shut out
of half the markets of the vorld, and in
being further handicapped by the irregu-
lai' influx of surplus stocks w'hich foreign
manuf'acturiers are (in the words of Pro-
fessoir Fawcett )'bribed ta sell us nde'
cost priceP lion' differentlydo ive act
wh'ien there is a suspicion of prison-nanu-
factured goods coimpeting wa'ith those of
regular traders J The represen tations of
those traders a'e always listened ta n'ith
respect by our Goveriument, and it is in-
variably admitted that they have a genu-
Jne case of grievance. They are never
told that the people benefit, and there-
fore they nust suffer ; that prison mats
asd bianns can- be sold at icast a penn
in the shilling i'er thain tfie usuîal prices,
and fiht the public aiust îot be ,dep'ived
of this acdantage, even thonghi niat and
brooin rnakers starve. Yet this is the
very al'guïent used (and aminost flae only
argunient) in favor of ou' present systeni.
The public (or a section of it) get ironi and
silk, and paper, and cotton, and sugar
fr'actiolly chcaper, oiving La the influx
of f'Oreign-m'anufactnred goods sold under
cost price; therefore tle nianufacturers
of ail these goods, and the large propor-
tion of our population wrho are en gaged
directly or indirectly in such maninlc-
tures naust alike suffei. The weakness
af thiîaî'gumentlias aready béen exposed,
while its inconsistency, cr'uelty, and
selfishness are no less obvious.
