{mrson until the Roman Congregation of
Rites, acting vnder tho sovereign antho.
ity of tho A})oslolio Seo, had considored
the caso and issued a decree of approba-
tion.  This law was made binding dein.
ceps, but nob rotrospectively. In the
cancs of cultuy already existing, tho old
custom hold good, and the approval of
the diocesan to whose jurisdiction the
matte portained soficed.  As appenrs
from the facts of the hife of the Venor-
Thadwus, it only remaing that the
Rowman Curin should approve of his
alrendy cxisting cultus, whiclh was ox.
ompted from tho prospective regulations
of the decree of Pope Urban. Like St.
Coltmbanuy, $t. Gall, St. Kilian, St.
Colman, and so mauy othier Irish Saints,
the Venorablo Thadweus dicd on the
Continent of Europo, and his relics_rest
far away from Ireland. Hois called the
Veuncrable Thadwus MacCarthy or Ma-
char, and is supposed to have belonged
to tho royal house of that name, Litilo
or nothing is known of his carly lifo, but
hiy birth is supposed to have taken
placo at Clavin, about the yoar 1456, o
was appointed to the Bislioprio of Ross
by Pope Sixtus IV, in virtuo of & Bull
boaring date of March guth, 1482
Eight years Iater, in 1490, ho was desig-

uated Bishop of Cork aud Cloyne, in &

Bull of Popo Innocent VIIL, dated April

Jist. During his occupancy of both

Seea tho man of God was griovously

tried by the persecution of wicked or
ignorant porsons. While Bishop of
Rows. e was so calumniated to the
Court of Romo that Iunnocent VIIIL
gavo credeuco to tho accusations mado
against him; yeot lhis appointmont to
the later Sco {y tho samo Pope is an
evidenco that the Sovoreign Pontiff had
acknowledged lis junocenco. So little
was the good Bishop freo from trial in
his new cl m-so that the same Popo was
obliged to address & public d to
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the loading persons of the dioceso.
Theno snno{ancen, while seriously inter-
foring with hix opiscopal administration,

obliged him to undertak
negdlo Rome, tho refugo of tho perso-
cutod. During ono of these journeys
he stayod in a Pllgrim's hospitiumn, or
hoapico dedicated to St. Antony, and
called * Tho Twenty-one Pilgrims," at
Ivrea, on the Italian Alps, not far from
the famous 3t. Bernard. But ho was
ovorworn with hin travel and sufferings.
80 death put an end to s sorrows on
tho night of Octobor 23rd. 1492. Ro-
tiring and uncomplaining, he died alone
and without the attendanco which would
have been lavished upon him had his
illness been known, e had entered
the lospice as an ordinary pilgeim,
But God was unwilling that the glory of
His_ servant's sanctity should remain
hidden, so on the night of his death
Mgr. Nicola Girilzlitti, Bishop of Ivres,
had & wondorful vision. He boleld 8
ly fight of extraordioary cfful-
gonco, and 1n its midat ho recognized
ho figure of a Pishop whoso foatures
were unkncen to him.  Simultencously
the persons living in the hospice ob-
sorved that tho pilgrim's bod sectned to
be all aflame. Rushing to extinguish
what thoy took to be a fire, they saw &
marvollous light circumafusiug hls dead
body. The Bishop was at once aoquaint-
ed with what had hlpl:cnod. and, has.
tening to tho hospice, he r izod a
rfoct likeness between tho Bishop he
ad seen in his vision and the corsse of
the pilgrim. Search was mado, and on it
