OTTAWA, Jan. 18.—(Special.)—Sen­
ator Da via’ bill to remove from par­
liament the practice of Incorporating 
railroads by a private bill, and have 
charters hereafter issued by the state 
department on the recommendation ot 
the railway commission, got its sec­
ond reading in the senate to-day.
