PLENTY OF GOLD.

| The ‘Reserve at Washington Is Now Thirty
Millions Above the Limit.

Washington., Nov. 30.—There is no
present likelihood that the Treasury
i Department will voluntarily -resume
the issue of gold certificates for bul-
lion gold deposited. Wwithin the pasg
week sterling exchange has gradually
grown stronger, as & result of which
gold has to be sent sabroad to pay for
goods imported. At present the goid
reserve is $30,000,000 above the reserve
limit, and the Treasury rather discour-
lages than otherwise the eipt of
Igold, as it reduces its supply of cur-
lrency. In round figures it has on
hand $70,000,000 in currency available
for its daily business.

'facturers about as much protection as
they now enjoy. The so-called con-
sumer cannot get off with less taxation
than he is now paying. Under any re-
adjustment of the tariff we must raise

THE OPTION SHOULD NOT BE EXTENBPED

Why should we not have a boom on
the Canadian side of the Niagara River
similar to that which has been under
way on the other side for a few years
back ? The activity on the American
side is due a.ltoge&her to the develop-
ment of electric power from the Ni-
agara Falls. We have the same pow-
er on this side of the rivér. We have
the benefit of the experience of the
American company.  Furthérmore, the
development of power on our side of
the river will not be one-half as costly
as that on the American side. This is
owing to the favorable configuration of
| the river on the Canadian side. Why,
then, shduld we ndt have paper mills,
| reductign_works, cat, sheps. and,a dpgen,
iother different industries under "wa
on this side the same as they have
across the line ? As soon as poOwer is
available factories will gravitate to-
wards it. If the American company is
able to sell current in Buffalo for $36
per horse power per annum, good for
24 hours a‘day, we ought to be able
to get it at Hamilton for about the
same figure. Hamilton is only 16
‘mi.les further from the source of the
| power than Buffalo, By the time pow-
ler is developed on the Canadian side
to the same extent it is on the other
side it will be commercially profitable
to wire the current to Toronto. ~We
in Toronto are as vitally interested in
the deve]oprﬂent of Niagara Falls pow-
er as are the residents in the immedi-
ate vicinity of the Falls. The Gov-
{ernment should not even consider the
'proposition of the American company
t}ult holds an option on the power on
|the Canadian side to extend that op-
tion, even for six months. The Cata-
ract Construction Company should be
given to understand that unless the
power called. for is available at the
time specified their option will be for-
feited.

It is in the interest of the
whole province that the power of Ni-
agara Falls should become available
for industrial purposes at once.

MATTERS IN WALL STREET.

Stock Market Was Anathetic—Ome’
Effect Thereof.

New York, Nov. 30.—The Post's financial
article says: In the favorite Wall-street
phrase, to-day’s stock market was ‘‘apatn-
etie,” little, but only a little more 8o than
it has been for ten days past. This
apathy is naturally a disappointment to
the many people who expected a whirl of
rapidly-rising prices after Nov. 3. The

failure of such expectations to materialize

has had one curious result—a good share
of the financial eritics in New York, es-
ecially, are employed in scolding the mar-
et because It will not do what was.ex-
pected of it. Investors, as a rule, are lec-
tured because they will not buy at rising
prices; the board room traders because lm
a very cautious way they persisted in “seil-
ing short.” It cannot be sald that crir.
icism of this sort is particularly profitable.
So far as the investor js concerned, his
breker can be trusted to set forth the mar-
ket’'s opportunities with sufficient elo-
quence; indeed, some of the Sunday papers
are fairly plastered with advertisements
signed by professional authorities on specu-
lation, so alluring in their prophecy that
it is hard to see how the investor can re-
sist it. As for the board room trader, he
will certainly stop,selling short when the
larger interests be}l_n to buy; it is, theres
fore, throwing words away to ¢omplain of
him. The one certain fact of the situa-
tion is that the larger class of Investors
in securities, for reasons best known to
t' emselves, are not disposed just now to do
ouy very heavy buying. This certainly is
the case with our London customers, but
commission houses, with conservative local
trade, have the same story to tell. Their
explanation, which seems  reasonable
enough, Is the statement frequently re-
peated in every branch of trade: that the
sound money vietory happened between
seasons, when the fall trade at an
end, after a period of tig'ﬂmtly diminished
groﬂts and when operations for the spring
ad not develoyed. This is a situation in
which surplus profits on hdnd among in-
vestors are not large and in which the fu-
ture has not shaped itself. It has been
recalled already in this column, that even

Upon the report of the Parks and
Gardens Committee Ald. Crane enter-
ed his protest against what he called
the high-handed tyranny of Ald. Hal-
lam, the chairman,’ who, he decared,
had taken an objeetion to Foreman
Charlton in the Queen’'s Park;, because
he wanted to put a pet of his own in
the position, The chairman had not
rested until he had forced the Com-
missioner to cut down Mr. Charlton’s
salary, which action he characterized
a.shame and a piece of pettly tyranny.
Mr. Charlton was one of the few fore-
men in the city’s employ who worked
as well as his men. He accused
Chairman Hallam of attending the Pa-
vilion on Sunday, and then going out
to the park on Monday and using lan-
guage towards the men that were
working there which was rough and
even profane, and the trouble was that
per.h‘a.ps Mr. Chariton had rebuked him
for it.

Ald. Hallam declared that Mr. Charl-
ton was now receiving more than he
earns. It had been proposed to make
Mr. Charlton park policeman and ap-
point a younger man, and one who
is thoroughly up to date, as foreman.
He did not want to say anything in-
jurious to Mr. Charlton, but if pro-
voked he would be compelled to tell
things that he kmew of that are not
creditable to Mr. Charlton.

The matter was then allowed to drop.

Ald. Jolliffe gave notice of a motion
to ask for legislation to place the as-
gessment of personal property upon the
same basis as real estate,

DIDN'T MAKE ANY CHARGES.

Ald. Bell rose to a question of privi-
lege. He called attention to the charges
made by Ald. Lamb at a recent meet-
ing of the Board of Control, reflecting
upon the efficiency and competency of
the chief and other members of the
fire brigade. These charges, he assert-
ed, were not justified by the facts of
the case. He therefore moved that
Ald. Lamb be requested to put his
charges in writing in order that the
matter may be investigated by the Fire
and Light Committee.

Ald. Lamb wanted to know whether
he was not entitled, as a member f
the Board of Control, to express his
opinion without being called upon in
this manner.

The Mayor intimated that Ald. Bell
was clearly out of order. Ald. Lamb
or any other member of the Board of
Control or council is at liberty to make
any statement he likes, Of course it
is expected that the statement will
be in reason and within the ‘bounds of
decency and truth.

Presented in a New Shape to the Ulty~
Local Capitaitsts Say They Will Go in
Under Certain Conditions.

l The proposal of the Power Aqueduet Com-
| pany was yesterday referred to the Board |

The excitement therefore to some
extent demoralizes legitimate trade, and it
is thonfnht that a Stock Exchange, where
all mining business could be earried on by
brokers, would obviate this inconvenience.

In this gold-seeking age the an-
nouncement that sea water contains a
fairly uniform, though small quantity
of gold is sure to attract the interest ot
speculators. This will be so especially
when they learn that there exists in
solution in sea water many millions of
tons of gold. Such would appear t0
be the case according to Professor Liv-
ersidge, the professor of chemistry in
Sydney University. In a remarkable
and exhaustive series of experiments
which he has made there is consider-
able evidence in fovor of gold being
present in the sea water off the New
South Wales coast in the proportion ot
about half to one grain per ton, Or. in
round numbers, from 130 to 260 tons of
gold per cubie mile. This, of course,
means an enormous amount for the
whole of the ocean, the cubic contents
of which are put down a.pproxlmately
at 400,000,000 cubic miles, and,
gold be uniformly present at the rate
of one grain per ton, the total amount
would be over 100,000,000,000 tons of
