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London, May 9.—The apnual grand habl-
fation of the Primrose Teague was held in
Albert Hall this afternoon, Lord Salisbury,
presided, commented on the remark-
gble change which had taken place in the
fatter half of the century in the views of
the people Tegarding the Empire. They
bad formerly repelled it as a burden, and
that doctrine had been earried to such ex-

. Death of Gordon Avenged.
The death of Gordon bad been avenged.
Perbaps It was too soon to say the great

. pumiliation of Majuba had been effaced, or

that the great wrong had been righted, but
he felt they were on the road to accomplish
that end. Under the brilliant guidance of
Lord Roberts, 200,000 soidiers, a !larger
army than had ever before been sent across
‘the same expanse of sea, were now engaged
in reducing to obediency. to the Queen
those territories which ought never to have
been released, and in restoring to South
‘Afrfica the only chance it had of peace,
development and tranqguillity.
The Irish Problem,

The Premier referred to the difficult and
fntricate Irish problem, and said :

- “Mr, Gladstone, in an evil moment
for the fame of the country and for
his party, attached himself to the
idea of the separation of England
and Ireland. There has been a long
struggle, but no one can say the
‘Home Rule cause presents any ele-
ments of sanguine anticipation for
the future. It might be said that the
Jrish idea would be realized, and that Mr.
Gladstone’s aspirations would be ful
But 1 do not belleve that the causes which
have once been well beaten have reappear-
ed to any purpose in English history.

No Home Rule for Ireland.
#Apart, however, from the fate of former

struggles, I am still assured that

‘there is no hope of the predomi-

nant partner ever consenting to
give Ireland practical indepen-
dence, We have learned something
from the South African war-—how a
disloyal, Government, in sh!te of
warnings, could accumulate arma-
ments against the most powerful
conibatant, and thus secure a ter-
rible advantage. We now know
befter than ye did 10 years ago
what a risk it would be if we gave
a disloyal; Government in Ireland
the powey of accumulating forces
aguinst s country,

“Mr, Glgdstone shattered his own party,
go that for the moment they are erased and
B powerless factor in English politics. But
it must not be imagined that the efface-
ment is likely to be permanent.

Is a Big War in Sight ?

“Hereafter external affairs will occupy a
considerable place among the pro-
blems we: have to solve. Nbt necessarily
because in themselves they are more im-
portant; but, if we look around, we can
see the elements and causes of menace
and peril slowly accumulating and they

Rebellions May Be Reckoned With,

Continuing, Lord Salisbury said : “A
certain section of their subjects, not, I hope,
a very large, tho a very noisy one, has at
the present moment a great prejudice
agalnst this country. It does not, how-
ever, follow that we have no precautions
to take. Governments may come and go,
and feelings may change from year to year,
That root of bitterness against England,
which I am unable to explain, may be mere
caprice to satisfy the exigendles of journal-
ists to-day,.or it may indicate a deep-seated

feeling, which, later, we may have to reck-
on with,

Who Knows ?

“There can be no security nor con-
fiderice in the feelings or sympathy
of other nations, except thru the
efliciency of our own defence and
the strength of our own right
arm. Everywhere the power of de-
fence is increasing, and who knows
but all these things may be united
in one great wave to dash upon our
shores?”

Necessity of Precaution.
The Premier then urged the necessity of

precaution in time, remarking that the ma-
teral for milftary aggression was yearly
increasing in power and efficiency among
every one of the great natlons, adding :
“In every case in history the
great maritime power has been par-
alyzed-—killed—not by disasters snf-
fered in its provinces, but by a
blow directed at the heart. The
British navy, of course, ought to be
suficient. Bat, are we wise fin
placing all our eggs in one basket?
Organize, Rifle Clubs.

accept. Therefore we must induce the peo-
ple to voluntarily put themselves in a posi-
tion to defend their homes and country.

London, May 10,—(4.15 a.m.)—Gen. Hut-
ton's Mounted Infantry Brigade, including
the Canadlans, with a part of Generad
French's cavalry, crossed the Zand River

Tuesday, and began to work its way cau-
tiously along the wallway mnorthward, In
the track of the Boers.

About 5000 horses were probably en-
gaged in this advance. Gen. Hutton, be-
fore he was joined by a part of Gen,
French’s force, had a sharp fight. This
was on Monday, when he reached the
river and saw the Boers at the other side,
and pressed forward, intending to cross
and captuve them. The Boers, however,
opened fire with from 8 to 10 guns, forded
the river above and below, seemingly in
thousands, and sought to envelop the Brit-
ish, Gen. Hutton fell back several miles,
the Boers following, until other British
cavalry reinforced Hutton. During the
night the Boers retreated, not further con-
testing the crossing.

No Panic Shown.

Lord Roberts, according to one correspon-
dent, left Smaldeel on Monday to consult
one of the Hamiltons, 15 miles distant. The
Boer attack on General Hutton does not in-

OTHER ACCUSED MEN  SKIPPED

Tobin Got Away and Will Be Ar-
rested if He Returns Home—
Leniency for Irving.

Stratford, Ont., May 9.—At 1 o'clock this
afternoon the hearing of the cases of cor-
rupt practices in the recent South Perth
election was begun before Chancellor Boyd
and Mr, Justice Meredith. John Idington,
Q,C,, appeared for the prosecution, The
men charged are William Tobin, Frank
Lyon, Richard Burns, W. 8. Irving, R. H.
Perrin, John Grahme and Patrick Graham.
The accused were unrepresented, with the
exception of W. H. Irving, for whom J. P.
Mabee, Q.C., appeared. Tobin gkipped the
country before being served with a sum-
mons to appear, and his case stands, the
judges ordering the summons to be served
on his return. As the prosecution wished
to couple the case of Frank Lyons with
that of Tobin, it also stands. John Grahme
did mot appear, but was found gullty on
admissions made at the former election
trfal. W. H. Irving was also convicted,
he having offered a voter a job on consider-
ation of voting for Moscrlp. The cases
against Perrin, Burns and P. Graham were
dismissed. Grahme and Irving were fined
$200 each. If this 1s not paid within a
month, imprisonment for one month.

In the case of Irving, the judges remit-
ted half the penalty in consideration of the
surrounding clreumstances.

MRS. MOONEY GOES FREE.

Alleged _Murderess in Quebec Gets
the Benefit of the Doubt in
the Jury’s Mind.
Quebec,May 0.—The case of Mrs, Mooney,
accused of murdering her husband, was put
fn the hands of the jury fifteecn minutes

before B o'clock this aftermoom, and at half-
past 5 they came back in court with a
verdict of “*‘Not guliity.”

The accused has to answer tO-morrow
miorning at 10 e'clock an accusation of con-
tempt of court, because, in the case of her
supposed paramour, David Dube, having
been call as a witness for the Crowm,
she refused to answer every question which
was put to her by the substitute of the At-
torney-General, Mr. Dunbar¥, amd by tae
lawyer for the defence, Mr. Languedoc.

On the 27th day of October last, Thomas
Adams Mooney, her husband, was found
Killed in the woods of Lake Beauport, and
after the coroner’s investigation, on the
information given to High Comstable Gale
by the author of the murder, David Dube,
she was arrested on the accusation of hav-
ing solicited and incited Dube to kill her
husband. In the course of her trial the
sole witness who testified against the wo-
man was Dube himself, and & was clearly
established by the lawyers for the defence,
and admitted by the judge himself, that
yesterday, under the shadow of the scaf-
fold, Dube had perjured himself in many
circumstances in the course of his test!-
mony. The perjuries of Dube saved the
accused, and the jury gave her the benefit
of the doubt.

ST. LOUIS STREET CAR TIE-UP

Transit Company Made No Effort to
Run Cars—Suburban Got a
Few Thru.

St. TLouis, Mo, May 9.—The second day

The failure
of this bank has been one of the most dis-
astrous that bave everoccurred in this pro-
vince. Not only do a'large number of poor
people lose by the fallure, but it is charged
that the proprietor of the bank has been
bankrupt for years and ‘that he has been
recelving the hard-earned savings of the
people of Hamilton, knowing all the time
that he could and would never repay them.
1t seems ‘to us It would not be difficult to
make out a case in favor of extradition.
Whether Mr, Stinson Is ever brought to
trial or mot and punished for the wide-
épread misery he hak caused, the, failure
should aét as a warning to the public to
avold private banks. In cities where there
are chartered banks there Is no excuse for
anyone depositing his savings in a private
bank, There is almost absolute security In
the one case, while in regard to the other
the failures have been so many as to ex-
cite suspicion and distrust in the whole of

them.

'ALD, LAMB'S RADIAL PROJECT.
Ald. Lamb’s magnificent radial rallway
system involves adequate terminal facill-
ties at the St. Lawrence market, which Is
to be the hub of the system. The
worthy alderman’s idea is that the city
and townships interested should build the
roads as municipal or public works. While
the municlpalities are raising the three or
four millions necessary to build the lines
the eity-of Toronto will provide the neces-
sary terminal facilities. Ald. Lamb seems
to have put forward his scheme so as to
iniduce the Council to make ample provi-
slon for the great Inter-municipal radiak
system, which e sees in his mind’s eye.
We do mot say that such facilities as he
proposes should not be provided In the
néw market, but we are not fool enough to
believe that they will form part of a great
inter-municipal trolley system. The To-
ronto Rallway now controls all the roads
leading Into the city, with one exception.
It the sald terminal facilities are buiit
they will be monopolized by the Toronto
Rallway. and no one else, The municipali-
ties are powerless to cope with Wiillam
Mackenzie. Let Ald. Lamb be frank with
the people. His great radial system is a
pure make-believe, It is impossible of
realization. In launching his project Ald.
Lamb will' very materially assist, the To-
ronto Rallway in securing the termipal
facllities it desires, but he will not far-
ther the interests of the public in the
slightest degree.

Men in Kilts Were Marked at the
Batile of Paardeburg, This
Canadian Says, -~

Following is a copy of a letter recelved
by Trumpet-Major Cuthbert of the Royal
Foresters’ Band from a former member of
that organization. The letter is dated
Bloemfontein, March 27 3

“Dear Old Bob,—Just a few lines to let
you know I received your letter of Feb, 13.
You don’t know how glad I was to get it.

We have had some pretty stiff fightimg
gince I wrote you last, but I am still right
side up with care, altho after the 14 hours
fighting on Feb, 18 and the next three
days, and the fighting in the dark at the
Boer trenches on the morning of the 27th,
it is a wonder I am, for I never expected
to come back. It is over now for a while,
but we may get more yet; still, we can stand
it if we do. You ought to have seen the
charge that Sunday at Paardeherg—Gor-
dons, Seaforths, Black Watch, Argyle and
Sutherlands, Canadlans and Cornwalls, all
in one wild charge. Such cheering, shout-
ing, screaming, yelling, thunder rolling, ar-
tillery booming and lightning flashing, all
combined to make a regular pandemonium
that those who lived thru will never for-
get. Eighteen of the Canadians went down
Dever to rise in that short 50 yards; 36 of
the Seaforths were killed outright on ac-
count .of being n kilts, The Boers dread
the Highlanders, and they had marked
them. 1 saw nine or tem shot dowm right
within a few feet of me. One of the Gor-
dons that T had been beside for some ‘hours
was saying to me, ‘Are you hit yet, laddie?"
and I said, ‘No_ mot yet.” I had scarcely an-
swered when he groaned and rolled over
dead. T tell you it was terrible, Bob. You
cannot imagine what it was’ like. There
was a whole lifetime in that day.
we will soon be home, but if we fhave any
more fighting T guess we will hold our dwn.
At time of writing, orders to move In the
morning. More fighting, I fancy. I wili
write again soon.

New York, May 9.—To-day is the 100th

anniversary of the birth of John Hrown of
Harper's Ferry fame. Bishop Alexander
Walters, president of the National Afro-
