regiment was commanded by the ill»
fated Bitgadler-General Wauchope, and
' suffered heavily in the disastrous attack
which ' cost the life of that gallant
soldier and so many of his brave com-
rades~at-arms.

When the British ‘army was re-or<
ganized under the new system of terri-
torial and linked battalions, the 42nd
and T3rd regiments were united, and
now form the first and second battalions
of the “Black Watch,” or Royal High=
Janders. From Dr. Orr's statement it

But it must not be for=
gotten that our internal trade reaches
thirty billions of dollars yearly. o
the care and preservation of the great
home market protection stands espec-
ially committed. Under protection vur
foreign trade has enormously increas=
ed, while the vast volume of our n-
ternal trade is at once the marvel and
the envy of all the world. True Ameri-
can policy is protection of all the (p-
portunities and possibilities of the
American market for American enter-
prises; and fair, equal trade treatment

Montreal, .Jan. 21.—(Special.)—A

raflway passes that were recently is-
sued for 1904. By the act of parlia=
ment passed last session the railways
are requested to carTy members of par-
llament {ree. ?

The member referred to insists that
the pass should bear the clause of the
act granting members free transpo.ta-
tion, and that there should be no word
to indicate that the pass is compli-
|mentary. The members’ pass issued
by the C.P.R. bears on the back of it
the condition that the pass may be
cancelled at any time,
person using it assumes all risk of

accident or damage to person or pro-|!

perty, whether caused by the negli-
gence of the company's servants or
otherwise-

The World’'s informant indignantly
declares that a railway cannot cancel
a pass which ije authorized by act of
parliament, nor can it impose the oom-
ditions governing accident and loss of
property. It is possible that these
passes have been issued only for, the
time intervening between the begin-
ning of the New Year and Feb. 1, when
the Railway Act will be proclaimed. Af-
ter that date it is suggested a pass
may be issued that will be more in
keeping with the act of parilament,
which requires the railways to grant
free transportation to members.

Meanwhile Correspohdents of London
Papers on the Spot See
Signs of War,

London, Jan. 22.—A statement {s pub= |
lished here this morning with an air}
of authority to the effect that the ques=~
fion of a neutral zone has dlsappeared
¢7om the Russo~Japanese negotiations.
This agrees with other inspired state~
ments that Russia has acquiesced in
Japan’s views regarding the integrity
of Corea, and that the only trouble now
remaining relates to Manchuria.

With reference to. the ordingnces
adopted by the Japanese Privy Coun<il
at the meeting of Jan. 20, this state-
ment explaifs’ mﬁcnussla.n- men of war
bave had freg access all along, even
to the Japanese port of Nagasaki.

Big Snow Storm.

St. Catharines, Jan. 21.—Thig district
is having ah old-fashioned snowstorm,
with. high Wigds' from the southsust.
The street car service is badily block-

It is stated that Japan's domestic
Joan will amount to $50,000,000, and
that her ordinary disbursements al-
ready amount to $15,000,000.

The Tokto correspondest of The
Times cables it will probably be ne-
cessary to remove the entire Japan-
ese populatlon from Vladivostock, as
they are suffering greatly at the hands
of the Russians.

Cabling  from. Moscow @ correspon-
dent of The Times says that Grand
Duke Viadimir, commander in chief of
the St. Petersburg - military division,
and Grand Duke Sergo, the military
commander at Moscow, are strongly
supporting Viceroy Alexieff, and that
the Czar, altho anxious to avoid war,
is now wavering.

The volunteer cruiser Lamboif is
under orders to Sebastopol shortly with
a full complement of men and a cargo
of military stores.

Despatches from St. Petersburg as-
sert that Russia's reply to the latest
Japanese note was drawn up at a
‘ministerial council yesterday, at which
the Czar presided. The tenor of this
reply is courteous but firm, and it was
approved without a dissentihg voice.
It is understood that Russia maintains
that Manchuria must remain amenable
volitically and strategically, to Russian
influence, the concessions made being
only of a commercial character,

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POLITIGS AND RESOURCES
OF GANADA AND RUSTRALIA

Hon. Dr. Montague Would Create a
Department of Patriotism to
Inculcate Loyalty.

At Webb's yesterday the Empire
Club assembled to hear an address
from the Hon. W. H. Montague, P.C.,
M.D.,, on The Political [Bituation in
Australia, in view of the recent general
elections. Col. Mason presided. Dr.
Montague occupied so much time with
Canada and the empire that he had 1o
omit a number of the Australian topics
upon which he had intended to speak.
Dr. Montague looked with pride on the
progress and achievements of Canada,
because such a large percentage of the
people were native born. The question
of indiscriminate immigration had been

carefully thought over by Australlaus-
Two years ago they had passed a law
to exclude all who could not read or
write English. They did not require
good speiling. This question of ex~
clusion fired the labor leaders, Dut
others were interested. Great fields of
disintegrated lava in Queensland were
tound to be extremely well-adapted for
sugar production. But the growers de-
sired to import Kanaka labor, and this
was apparently essential to the success
of the industry.

Australia had received mere atten-
tion than Canada, tho ¥n comparison of
her resources she had not deserved it.
Australia wowld never be able to sup-
port a large population. Squattaer 1s
a term of great dignity in Australia,
for these men owm 300,000 acres or
more., A man with 20,000 acres is
known as a selector, and one with only
3000 or 4000 acres is called a cockatoo.
The term shows that large farms are
felt to be necessary to success in Aus-
tralia. The want of moisture was a
serlous drawback. There were por-
tions where it had not rained for seven
years, and when rain fell the people
turned out with drums, tin pang uand
whistles, and wrejoiced. He thought
the limit of population in Austraiia
would be about fifteen millions,

The Australian constitution was not
modelled on the Canadian. The term
Commonwealth had been adopted as
having something more of the keynote
of freedom than Dominion. The re-
serve power in Canada is held by the
Federal authorities, and the provinces
have no power mot given them v
act of parliament. But in Australia
everything not given to the Federal
authority is exercised by the state.. It
is this' principle which .led to trouble
in the United States. Federatioa in
Australia' had occurred too early: There
should be compromise ; when a union
