real General Hospital was held in the Institution on Tuesday, the
17th May, 1892, Mr. John Stirling, President, in the chair. The
Secretary read the following Report which was adopted and ordered
to be printed for circulation amongst the subscribers.

The percentage of deaths to the whole admission is 7.r1, and
if the 69 cases which died within 3 days after admission be
omitted, the rate of mortality falls to 4.26, a satisfactory showing,

considering the numerous grave cases and serious accidents always
under treatment,
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Of the 169 deaths, 23 were due to Phthisis (or 13.7 per cent.),
21 to Pneumonia (or 12.5 per cent.), 16 to Diseases of the Heart
(or 9.5 per cent.), 11 to Typhoid fever (or 6.5 per cent.), 5 to
Dipntheria (or 3 per cent.).

The past year has been a highly important and eventful one in
the history of the Hospital. In accordance with the determination
expressed in the last annual report, work was at once begun upon
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the two large wings, the Greenshields and the Campbell Memorial,
and pushed forward so energetically, that all now remaining is the
completion of certain of the internal furnishings, They are of
Plain design but most solid construction, and arranged in all details
after the most modern examples. In this work the Executive have
received the constant advice and cheerful assistance of their
Medical Board, and more especially of the surgeons. It is at the
present time the avowed intention of the Governors to proceed at
once, upon the completion and occupation of the wings, to entirely
Teéconstruct and remodel the older parts of the Hospital and bring
it also into a state of thorough efficiency. This corporation will
then possess a fully equipped new and in every way suitable build-
ing, capable of accommodating 230 patients. To have been able

to accomplish such a great work, it must never be forgotten that

the Hospital is mainly indebted to two generous benefactors, Lord

Mount-Stephen and the late David Greenshields, and it

During the year Dr. Evans resigned the office of the medical

superintendent in order to study abroad, and Dr, W. F, Hamilton,
one of the then resident medical officers, was appointed in his
stead. Dr. Hamilton has proved a very efficient officer, and the
various interests of the Hospital are being carefully watched over by
him,

The vacancies occurring by the termination of the year of office
of Drs. J. R. Spier, W. §. Morrow, H. Tatley, E. A. Grafton and
H. D. Harrison have been filled by the election of Drs. H. ],
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Wasson, Jas. Henderson, C. F. Martin, W. H. Smith and R. T,
McKenzie. The non-resident clinical assistants to serve altern-
ately for six months in the out-door and gynacological departments
are Dr, B. F. Boyce and G. A. Berwick.

The training school for nurses, under the able management of
Miss Livingston, has been in satisfactory operation throughout
the year. The average number in attendance has been between
45 and 48, which represents the full capacity'of the accommodation.
A public meeting was held in April, 1892, at which 11 nurses
received diplomas. The graduates of the school are continually
sought for, and find constant emplcyment in the community,
amongst whom they are becoming quite a feature.
