Liquor Interests Saved Them-
seives From Complete De-

Chicago, April 8.—The great liquor con-
test in Illinois has resulted in a drawn
battle with the saloons winning decisively
in most of the larger cities, but losing in
scores of smaller ones, 1,014 saloons being
voted out of existence. The returns as
collected by townships are' even more’ im-
pressive from the prohibition viewpoint,
28 townships, or more than three-fourths
of the total number being closed to the
saloon. Only by winning the larger cities
did the liquor interests save themselves
from a complete rout.

While the “grog shop” was not an eco-
nomic asset in city government, the prohi-
bitionists had a decided advantage,” where
finaucial questions entered largely they
Jost. Although they did not chase “the
demon rum” from the state they profess
gatisfaction with -the results.  Returns
irom the 1200 townships of the state are
incomplete and it is not possible to state
with exactness how many saloons will
close their doors thirty days hence as a
result of yesterday’s balloting. The fig-
uies available place that number at over
1,000, being for the most part in towns
which had from five to twenty-five sa-
loons each. )

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WESTERN CANADA

Iindications Point to Increase
in Area in Manitoba, Sask-
atcchewan and Alberta.

Toronto, April 7.—~The Globe prints a
special despatch from its ‘Winnipeg cor-
respondent to the effect that reports from
various points in the three western pro-

vinces tell a story of great activity in the
preparations for seeding. The disappoint-
ments of last season have apparently in-
spired the farmers to make stronger ef-
forts, and there is a general determination
to break all records. The chief obstacle
will be the weather, and with respect to
that phase of the situation the counter-
acting force is a large supply of hope. The
most careful devotion to scientific princi-
ples and: details will avail little if the at-
mospheric conditions are unfavorable. The
western farmer, however, proceeds, so far
as possible, on the assumption that the
weather will be respectable. All he asks
for.is a fair chance, and he will do the
rest.

The chief interest in the question of
crops is directed towards the production
of wheat, because that cereal is the ex-
port commodity.

The aggregate yield of wheat in Mani-
toba, Alberta and Saskatchewan, in 1907,
according to the Ilatest government re-
turns, was 73,066,636 bushels, as compared
with 101,000,000 bushels in 1906. Practic-
ally all of last year's crop has been mark-
eted, the amount now held by farmers
ekclugive of grain for .seed, being esti-
mated at less than 5,000,000 bushels. At
this time last year mnearly 15,000,000
bushels remained in farmers’' hands.

The area sown to wheat last year in th2
three provinces was 5,091,602 acres, and
this may be considered as very large, in
view of the conditions which surrounded
seeding operations.

With favorable eeeding conditions this
vear the wheat area in Manitoba should
at least be equal to that of 1907, when
it was about 3,000,000 acres. Last year it
was 2,789,553.

Large increases may be expected, of
course, in both of the newer provinces.
The arca sown to wheat in Saskatchewan
last year was 2,047,724 acres, and the
weather interfered with seeding  opera-
tions there to an even greater extent
than in Manitoba. With the vast amount
of ploughing which took: place last fall,
the territory under crop this year should
be much greater than. in 1907. Good
weather is essential, and if the farmers
are favored thi: «wring they sehould be

run as high as 125,000 acres.

The spring wheat area largely depends
as in the other two prPovinces on the
weather. It is not going too far to sup-
pose that undér ordinary circumstances
there will be 200,000 acres under epring
wheat.

These increases serve to show what
may be expected if normal conditions ob-
tain during the seeding season. The total
arca for wheat in the three provinces
may run as high as 5,825,000 acres.

London, April 8.—A  parliamentary pa-
per, just issued, giving the latest corre-
spondence between Russia and Great
Britain on the matter of Macedonian re-
forms, is welcomed by th: London news-
papers as containing at least a prospect
of arriving at a satisfactory compromise.
Russia accepts the proposals of Sir Ed-
ward Grey, the secretary for foreign. af-
fairs, as “a ‘basis for discussion” and pre-
sents her counter proposals. To these Sir
Edward Grey has replied in a friendly
spirit, making fresh suggestions in detail.
He points out that the porte has failed
to carry out its solemn undertaking to
make up the deficit: in. the Macedonian
budget and announces ' that unless the
undertaking ‘is carried out Great Britain
will withdraw her consent to 'the three
per cent. increase in Tirkigh customs.

DROPS 100.FEET TO'
DEATH FROM BRIDGE

Scaffold Rope on Queensboro
Structure Slips, Hurling a
Workman Into Space

New York, April 8.—Christopher Ander-
son, employed on the steel approach of the
Quensboro Bridge, in Long Island City,
plunged headlong a hundred feet to the
ground and was dead when his compan-
ions' reached him. John Sudley, who was
working with him, saved himself by leap-
ing and ;~1sping a rope.

The t.. .nen had worked on a swinging
scaffold, riveting two steel parts together.
They had just eent home a rivet and each
man had turned toward his end of the
seaffold when the hitch holding up Ander-
son’s end gave way and the rope slipped
from the hook, and that end of the scaf-
fold plunged downward so suddenly that
Anderson was pitched head forward into
clear space.

Sudley, having turned toward his end of

the scafiold and feeling the platform give,
made a spring for the rope, caught it with
one hand and clasping it with the other,
twisted the hanging end about his legs.
i The crash of Anderson’s body attracted
{ the attention of a number of workmen
i and they rushed to him, but he was dead,
{ his skull having been fractured. Tt took
i several minutes to rescue Sudley as a rope
had to be lowered to him from a station-
ary platform twenty feet above his head.

$160.000

This Would Make Total Public Grants to the Com-
pany of $138,000 on a Plant Which Cost Only

Fredericton, N. B., April 8.—(Special.)
—In 1901 an act passed the legialatupe
authorizing the leutenant governor, on
behalf -of the province, to guarantee the
bonds of the New Brunswick Cold Stor-
age Company, Limited, for $60,000 on the
company erecting a building and plant in
8t. John for the purpose of storing and
preserving produce.

The work was undertaken by a com-
pany in which S8ir' Frederick Borden is
eaid to be interested, of which his eon-in-
law was the promoter, and in which

| George McAvity of 8t. John, was said to

be actively comnected. The company
erected a cold ‘storage warchouse in the
city of ‘St. John, at & cost which was
claimed to be $160,000. It was erected on
Dominion government land which was
leased:at a practically nominal renmtal.

In addition to the province guarantee-
ing bonde to the extent of $60,000 the

company was to receive 30 per cent. on
the cost, or $48,000 from the Dominion
government.

It now transpires that the company
was not satisfied and in January last the
Robinson government passed an order in
council pledging themselves to have legis-
lation passed at the next session to
guarantee the company’s bonds to an ex-
tent of $30,000 more. If this order in
council is binding the cold storage com-
pany will have received $138,000 from the
public treasury and if the cost of the
warehouse is the amount stated by them
the company will be called upon to pay
only $22,000 themselves.

One featyre of the tramsaction is that
while the order in council was passed in
January last, not one word of the Rob-
inson government having pledged them-
selves to increase the province's - obliga-
tions to the company was ever given out
to the public.

career. The hard relentlessness of the
fight merely stimulates him.

Mr. Asquith’s incessant mental turmoil
and his heavy burden of empire is never
shown in his face when at ten minutes
past three cach afternoon he strolls into
the house of commons to answer any
questions which may be put down to him
as chancellor of the exchequer or as act-
ing prime minister. No feverish haste
marks hig footsteps, he bears no sign of
the nerve-trying day of work he has al-
ready completed in his department, in his
private room, and in the cabinet chamber.
He picks his way over the outstretched
feet of ministers on the front bench with
the slow precision of an idler. His hands
are in his trousers pockets, his face is
placid, slightly bored, and his whole atti-
tude that of the leisurely eaunterer only
faintly interested in the scene which his
entry into the chamber has opened up for
him. He drops with an indifferent air
into the middle of the long line of minis-

. ters on-the front bench, and casually

picks up the order paper of the day with
the manner of a man who thinks he may
as well see what is going on though it
really does not interest him very much.

It is said that Mr. Asquith, lacking per-
sonal magnetism, is not a leader of men,
and yet in these later days the advent of
the ocold-faced chancellor of the exchequer
acts in the way of a tonic on the crowded
Tines of his supporters, even on a gool
many of those who are not entirely satis-
fied as to his orthodoxy. They know that
Mr. Asquith, with all his eeeming placid-
ity, can within thirty seconds turn him-
colf into a dragon of furious action. They
know that for all his indifference he will
spring to battle with smashing blows the
instant there 16 an opening. His icy pre-
paredness for emergencies stirs the latent

power in the house of commons. From
| his first dozen words. it is apparent that
though one may dislike him, it will be
impossible to ignére him. -His manner
varies with the occasion. It is generally
ruthless. He will brush political friends
aside with the same rough verbal gesture
that he uses to foes. He does not go out
of his way to be conciliatory.

One has to see the chancellor of the
exchequer at different periods of a par-
liamentary sitting to get a fair picture of
himn. The Mr. Asquith' seated with bored
face and lazy attitudé on the Treasury
bench is not the Mr. Asquith who makes
a fighting speech. Listlessness drops from
him like a mantle as he rises to his feet
and takes his place in front of the famous
despateh box to expound to the house a
new and highly contentious piece of legis-
lation. His pale face is slightly flushed,
his eyes are half veiled; unconsciously
his shoulders go back a little, and his
head adopts an aggressive poise. He is the
picture of cold ardor. In a deep, sonor-
ous voice he opens with some well-balanc-
ed generalities. In three minutes he has
reached the heart of his subject, holding
the house silent with his lucid and direct
explanations. Here is where he excels.
It is hard to believe when listening to
Mr. Asquith that legislative proposals
can be complex or intricate. He has the
power of making a child understand an
act of parliament.

Directly his speech is over he sinks
back on the treasury bench with his old
impassive air. It is hard to think that
this is the man who a minute before was
rousing his followers with peals of thun-
drous words, thrashing his opponents
with tremendous adjectives. He sinks
low in the bench, inclines his head back
as far as he can get it, and thrusts his
hands deep into his trousers pockets.

A CURRENCY
COMMISSION

(J. 8. Bache & Co.’s Letter.)
The New York Chamber of Commerce

has, through ité committee on finance and
currency, reported adversely to the cur-
rency bills now before Congress, and gives
its approval to the plan for the appoint-
ment of a special currehicy commission as
embodied in the Lovering bill now before
Congress, providing in such a commission
for six members from the House, six from
the Senate, and six to be appointed by
the president. The committee states that
the -Aldrich bill and the Fowler bill are
at variance with the principles approved
by the chambsr. The Aldmich bill was
especially criticized in the discussion. The
Fowler bill, is, as far as it relates to cur
rency, founded on proper principles, and
it is a pity that a thorough debate on it
in Congress could not have been carried
through at this session, as its faults could
easily have been thragshed out. But the
near approach of the close of Congress
and the imminence of danger from the Al-
drich bill makes the recommendation of
the committee probably the wisest thing
at the present time. Regarding the scope
that currency reform should assume, the
committeee says:

“It is manifestly necessary to provide a
system that shall give the country not
only a sound medium of exahange, and
afford a greater degrés of ‘stability in in-
terest rates for all sections at all times,
but aleo shall adequately regulate the vol-
ume of currency and the éxchanges, both
domentic and foreign, and thus lad to a
restraint of unwholesome expansion, and
avoid the periodic dicestrous reactions
which seriotsly retard the nation’s de-
velopment, interrupt its prosperity, and
impair its standing among the commercial
nations.”
