INDIA.
Steam is every day Incoming more available in

The Art-Union was established in 1837, to aid in extending the love of the Arts of Design 
throughout the United Kingdom, and to give encouragement to Artists beyond that afforded by the 
pot louage of individuals.

Its promoters believe that these arts can never attain their due rank in this country (already so ad­
vanced in many of the other elements of civilization) until adequate encouragement be afforded to 
the highest efforts of the Painter and the Sculptor, and that to afford this encouragement large and 
permanent resources are indispensable.

With a view to the accomplishment of this object, the Society has adopted the following
PLAN :

1. The Art-Union is composed of Annual Subscribers of One Guinea and upwards.
2. The subscriptions, after paying necessary expenses, are devoted to the purchase of Pictures, 

Drawings, Kmum-ls, Sculpture, Medals, and other works of Art.
3. F.very Member, for each guinea subscribed, is entitled to one chance of obtaining at the Annual 

distribution some work qf art.
4. The number of works of art which are to constitute the prizes drawn for at the annual distribu­

tion, and the respective value of such prizes, are determined I 
state of the funds at the closing of the subscription books of the year.

5. The holder of a prize is entitled to select for himseli , under regulations herewith published, 
n work of art from any of the following public exhibitions in Ixmdon, of the current year; viz., The 
Royal Academy, The British Institution, The Society of British Artists, either of the two Societies of 
Painters in H aler Colours, or the Works of Art exhibited in Westminster Hall. All payments from 
the funds of the Art-Union must be made by the Treasurer to the Artist direct, the latter giving a 
receipt of approved form.

The account given by late journals is that the 
British navy consists of5S4 vessels of war afloat, 
and 60 now on the stocks building— total (171. Of 
these, 66 are ships of the line, and carrying from 
72 to 120 guns ; 65 arc frigates of the 1st and 2d 
class,carrying from 42to GO guns; 102 are steam 
ships, 6 heavy frigates, 30 corvettes, ami (M third 
class steamers, with from 4 to 8 guns ; 300 heavy 
sloops of war of 24 guns, and brigs of rrom 14 to 
10 guns, and GO other vessels, schooners, &c.

An ingenious carriage has been invented in 
Wercaster, M iss, for travelling on the ordinary 
road without the aid of horse power. It has three 
wheels upon a light iron frame, and is moved l>v a 
crank or wince, worked by the passenger. The 
carriage is steered by the forward wheel, with a 
tiller. The whole weighs only 50 lbs. It is si­
milar in construction lo the one lately invented in 
England.

A Luckt Tailor.— The Boston Post says one 
of the cutters at “Oak Hall,’* and a poor man, with 
n large family, received the intelligence by our last 
steamer Ilibcrnia, of a large amount of money, 
houses, land, plate, horses, carriages. &.C., Sic., 
amounting to from 150.000 to $200,000 dollars, 
being the effects of a rich pawn-broker, deceased, 
of whom this cutter is sole heir.
