Expect intervention

. London, Qct. lv—TW atever the result of
‘fhe great battle now being fought between
the Turkish and Bulgarian armies in the
eastern part of the Balkan peninsula, its
conclusion will probably give occasion for
the intervention of the European powers.
In despatches from Vienna it is asserted
that the foreign ministers of the European
governmehts have reached a tentative
agreement in this matter and in any event
the entry of Bulgarian troops into Con-
stantinople will not be tolerated by the
powers. Even Russia is disinclined to per-
mit such an oecurrence.

It is also understood in diplomatic quar-
ters in the Austrian capital that the Bal-
kan nations have already made known in
an unofficial manner that they are pre-
pared to ‘accept intervention by the pow-
ers at any moment now.

Special despatches from Constantinople
say that the eastern wing of the Turkish
army, which is now bearing the brunt of
the battle with the Bulgarians, has been
reinforced by four Syrian army corps. The
centre of the Turkish army is composed
of picked troops, chiefly regulars, as the
reserves have been respomsible, in the
opinion of the Turkish war office, for most
of the defeats suffered so far by the
Turkish troops, owing to their liability
to panic.

It is reported in Constantinople that
another Turkish force has crossed the
river Maritza in the direction of Demot-
ica to cover the approach of further
trocps from the west down the Arda
valley.

It is said that the Turkish government
has decided to send out the Ottoman
fleet with orders to open a passage for
Turkish transports through the Aegan Sea
to Saloniki and Dedagatch.

Steps are being taken by the Turkish
war office to improve the supply service
of the army at the front.

(Montreal Herald).
There is an election in progress in East
Middlesex for the Ontario Provincial As-
sembly in which the question of the aboli-
tion of the barroom plays an important
part.

On the
other hand, Mr. Sutherland, if elected,
will go to the legislature as a supporter of
the policy of the Liberal leader in favor
of the banishment of the bar. The result
at the polls on Monday next will no doubt
be interesting.

Chinese Also Find Them Good
For Covering The
Walls

COMING TO WESTERN" WAYS

Improvement in Status of Women
an Indication — The Servant
Problem a Live One — Other
'Tepics in Letter From Pekin

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Pekin, Sept. 5—Jt is to the “National
Review of Shanghai” that we owe the sur-
prising information that the Chinese are
the greatest comsumers of oid newspapers
in the world. The official' returns of the
customs house at Newchwang state that
that port alone in 1911 received 1,918 tons
of old newspapers, valued at $72,600. It
is not at first easy to discover to what
use so much obsolete news can be put.
From the “National Reciew,” however, we
gather that the middle-class Chinese prefer
newspaper to the native variety as a cov-
ering for their walls. It has a greater
power of resistance, and affords a more
effective barrier to the invasions of the
vermin that plague Chinese houses.

Moreover the natives are experts at cut-
ting out of the newspapers waistccats
which they wear next to the skin. Thess
paper waistcoats are said to be the best
possible protection against a sudden cold-
snap. i

The value of the import has, however,
declined and it is interesting to note the
reason for this decline. It is explained
by the rapid development of the native
newspaper press which has taken place
during the last few years. Chinese news-
papers are now printed for the mnost part
on paper imported from the United States,
so that, instead of paying high prices for
imported newspapers, the Chinese of the
interior use the “returns” of the native
press for their walls and their waist-
coats.

China’s approach to western ways is un-
mistakable. She has now her suffragists,
claiming the right to vote, said to number
nearly 1,000 strong. ‘At a recent meeting
pf the Tungmen-hui at its headquarters a
body of women forced their way into the
hall and indulged in all sorts of outrages,
claiming recognition of their political rights
and yelling that they would not otherwise
recognize the amalgamation of the parties
that has now been effected.© The chair-
man, Sung-Chiao-Jen, was on the verge of
being assaulted when he refused to listen
to their claims and ordered them out of
the hall. ©rder was finally restored, but
not before some window panes had been
broken and upholstery damaged. The
Chinese women suffragists are showing
wonderful activity. The general belief is
that they will not be easily eilenced.

The truth is that China has persisténtly
and methodically neglected her womankind.
Even .now the Chinese woman lives g life
of drudgery and semi-slavery. All this
can be put down in a very large degree to
the lack of female education. Some very
surprising figures have been published by
the commissioner of education in Canton.
!In that city, while 40 per cent. of the
.boys between the ages of seven and ten
Iattend school, only 13 per: cent. of the
{girls of similar age attend. Indeed, ten
| years ago there was no school for girls.
i The reason for this lamentable state o
tthings is discreditable to the male sex. For
iyears the regular and orthodox way of ad-
|mission into official employment was by
| competitive examination, and the educa-
itional system of China was devised solely
{with a view to these examinations, for
[which, of conrse, women were not admis-
|sible. Having no entree to official depart-
{ments, it was thought until quite recent
| years that women had no need of any edu-
|cation at all, and as a consequence they
remain miserably subservient. Now uni-
versal education is talked of. The advis-
ory council to the education department
has adopted the programme, and it will
be a feather in the cap of the new repub-
lic if it pursues the idea to fulfilment.

“For Ways That Are Dark"’

There is a servant problem in China
as everywhere else, greatly perturbing to
thé foreign resident, and if very soon do-
mestics are put under stricter regime they
will have themselves to blame, although
the honest and trustworthy will have no
cause to complain of the system proposed.
Among the ingenious jokes very common
with Chinese servants are those of lend-
ing testimonials to each other “‘squeezing”
of junior domestics by seniors who have
introduced them, with the result that the
former seek to reimburse themselves at
the expense of thir employrs for the por-
i tion of wages they have thus voluntarily
| given up, and boycotting an employer who
has dismissed an incorrigible.

The testimonial dodge leaves the employ-
er quite unsatisfied whether he has en-
gaged a genuine, honest servant or a crim-|
inal. All thie is very distressing to the
foreigner, and an agitation has now been |
set on foot for establishing a eystem of
official registration of servants. Singapore
has pronounced in favor of the eystem by
98 per cent. of employers, and those liv-
ing higher up the coast—at Shanghai in
particular—are furthering the idea among
themselves.

The press both of China and Japan has
overflowed recently with critical comments
on two incidents of more than ordinary
interest. The subject-matter in China has
been the peremptory execution, with the
| sanction of the new republican govern-
ment, of two officers of its army—General
Chang Chen-wu and his adjutant, Fang
Wei, chief of the Wuchang Military As-
sociation, for alleged conspiracy. It is al-
leged that the execution was ordered on
a secret report made by Vice-President Li
Yuan-hung, and without the proper pre-
liminary of an examination. The attitude
taken by the critics is that while, under
the old system of government, summary
execution would have been perfectly in-
telligible—if, perhaps, slightly abnormal—
it does not harmonize with the spirit of
reform eaid to animate the Republican
party. Under the flow of pratests the gov-
ernment has been made very uncomfort-
able, and has promised to divulge the
facts, although, the case being a military

Japan’s trouble has reference to a per-
sistent allegation W A p}'_‘iqan g}jssionar-
ies that the conspiraty case in Béoul was
taken up by the Japanese authorities with
the object of wiping out ' the Christian
movement in Korea. This is, categorically
depied, and ‘the explanation given that
not only is absolute freedom of creed al-
lowed in Japan iteelf, but the Japanese
authorities have repeatedly asserted their
friendliness towards Christian missionaries
wherever they are in a position of influ-
ence.

New Fashion in Clothes

In his report for last year the British
consul at Swatow refers to the new fash-
ion in clothes which the revolution has set
among the Chinese population. Short hair
and foreign clothes have been adopted by
some as being comsistent with their mod-
ern republican sentiments, while others
haye adopted them ga a safeguard for their
persons and properly, a pigtail and Chin-
ese garments being assumed to show im-
perialistic tendencies. At the commence-
ment of the revolution the local barbers
reaped pigtails and a rich harvest, while
the local tailore could not cope with ord-
ers. The craze, adds the cousul, will find
its level as republican ardor gimmers
down, and the long quete and the long
gown will not be extimct in China for
many long years.

“The wearing of strange garments,” he
writes, ‘‘causes mot a little mental dif-
ficulty to the novite, I have seen one
gentleman with a gaudily embroidered pair
of - braces worn outside his coat (he evi-
dently judged they were too pretty to
hide), while another innocent pioneer of
fashion had fastened his collar round his
neck with a piece of string, and found it
uncomfortable!”

A story published by a Tokio paper’ to
the effect that the appointment of Gener-
al Prince Katsura as lord privy seal and
lord chamberlam soon after his return
from St. Petersburg was to deprive him of
further political activity, the chief author
of the intrigue being Marshal Prince Yam-
agata, isdeclared to be a pure fabrication.
It is true that Prince Katsura wae not
willing . to accept the post, but he could
not but do so in the circumstances. His
ippointment was chiefly due to the ferv-
ent desire of the Empress Dowager, and
partly to the testimonial given by Prince
Tokudaiji, retiring lord chamberlain, who
asserted that the deceased emperor put
profound confidence in Prince Katsura,
and wished to retain his services for the
sake of imperial welfare,

Prince Katsura once declined to accept
the posts in favor of Prince Yamagata,
but the latter insisted that the former ac-
cept them, as he was himself too old.
' There is a good understanding between
Prince Katsura and Marquis Saionji, the
present premier, but if the latter happens
to .resign as time passes, General Count
Herauchi, now governor general of Korea,
will probably succeed him, Prince Katsura
having determined himeelf to resume the
premiership no more when he resigned it
last year.

CONVICT'S PLEA SAVES YOUTH

Chicago, Oct. 31—The plea of an old
convict saved Charles Broadbent, eighteen
years old, from a pem:tentiary sentence.

“I am an old convict,” he said, “I’ve
been in the penitentiary, so let me go
back there again. It can’t hurt me any
more than it has. But this boy was led
astray by me. It was my fault, not his.
Don't ruin him by sending him to the
‘pen.” I know how it blasts a man’s life.”
This piea by Magnus Nelson, who with
Broadbent, held up four men in a park,
got the younger prisoner sent to a reform
school instead of to prison. Judge Cooper

RUSSIAN CONVICIS
BRUTALLY TREATED

Amvocities Plictived by Fiendish
Inspector — Manmy Succumb to

Hardships

Odessa, Oct. 31—The “Golos Moskvi,” in
an article headed ‘“What is Happening on
the Amur Railway,” publishes a brief but
horrific account of the treatment 6f the
convict laborers on the new Amur rail-
way. There are no fewer than 17,000 con-
victs, including a considerable number of
“political criminals,” employed on the
constructive work of the line.

Some two years ago the chief inspector
of the convict gangs, a ruffian named Sa-
vitzki, was removed from his post for
gross cruelty to the convicts. In his place
was appointed a certain Leonovitch, who
was instructed by the crown attorney at
Tchita to adopt milder disciplinary me-
thods. It is these “milder methods” that
the Moscow journal now describes,

For the most trifling derelictions of
their arduous duties, the convicts are
stripped and flogged with stout rods, the
ordinary “ration” being 200 blows, but the
“ration” may be inflicted two or three
times a day at the brutal pleasure of the
gang-masters.

During the last winter the conviet lab-
orers, lightly clad and wearing thin shoes,
were compelled to work in 40 degrees
(Reaumur) of frost (122 degrees Fahren-
heit), when the paid navvies were warm-
ly housed. After one or two hours’ labor
in ‘such a temperature the wretched con-
victs broke down. They were then put
in chains, removed to a stone-paved .and
fireless lock-up, and every day given 200
blows until they voluntarily returned to
work. = Very many succumbed to the
'{:'.mmds inflicted by the flogging and frost-

ite.

In one instance a poor shivering con-
vict was given 200 blows three times on
the same day for the “crime” of having
purchased at the public store a small 15-
copeck bottle of vodka. On another oec-
casion Leonovitch ordered three conviets,
who were teetotallers, severe floggings for
refusing the vodka ration dealt out to the
paid navvies.

Most of the cells in which the convicts
are confined, in chains, for a week’s ar-
rest for some trivial offence, are so low-
roofed that the prisoner cannot stand up-
right, and must “lie out” his sentence
on the earthen or stone-paved floor, crawl-
ing on all fours to the doors to receive
his bread and water rations.

A dynamite cartridge, used for blasting
purposes, some little time ago was acci-
ldwntnl!_\' exploded through the carelessness
jof a navvy. Leonovitch was at the time
| some miles distant, but he falsely pretend-
ed lthat an attempt on his life had been
niaae.

He applied to the chief of the 28th Com-
pany of the East Siberian Regiment, Cap-
itain Nikitin, for a squad of soldiers “to
shoot a few of the convicts as a deterrent

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A Government Lobster Pond

An important move was made in the
decidion to establish a government lobster
pend if this county, for the preservation
and culture of berried lobsters. About
twenty-five men have been at work con-
structing the pond, which is situated
about four miles from Petite Passage on
the St. Mary’s Bay side of Digby neck,
about twenty-six miles from Digby town,
and about six miles from Weymouth.

The pond is about one-quarter of a
mile wide by three-quarters of a mile long.
(Concrete walls are being constructed and
pipes three feet in diameter are being
placed to control-the flow of water. No
trouble is ahticipated from ice. The new
patrol boat will carry the berried lobsters
to the pond. These lobsters will be bought
at a fair price from: the fishermen.

Business Men See Ill Effects
of Recent Home Rule -
»F uss

NO MORE FIGHTING TALK

Ulster City Capitalists See Business
Going Past” Their Doors—One
Statement That They Mostly
Fear Devlin — Some Covenant

Stories -

(Times’ Bpecial Correspondence)

Belfast, Oct. 19—Ulster’s capital pre-
sents a vastly different appearance today
from that which it presented on “Coven-
ant' Day” three weeks ago. Then every-
thing was ablaze with enthusiasm. The
streets were decorated and the people
were worked up to the highest pitch of ex-
citement. “We will not have home rule,”
was on every lip, and for the moment the
great majority of the people of Belfast
believed that the mortheast corner of Ul
ster really would defeat the will of three-
quarters of the Irish people backed by
the whole of the British Empire.

Now Belfast is feeling the reaction that
comes after the debauch, and on every
side one hears doleful talk about declin-
ing business and fears for the future. The
dull times are blamed, of course, on hdme
rule, and to some extent home rule is to
blame, but not in the way that the Bel-
fast people believe. Belfast is paying the
penalty of abusing its customers and is
losing trade in consequence, Orders from
the south and west of Ireland are being
withheld or diverted to Manchester and
London, and travellers for Belfast whole-
sale houses have been warned that if
Belfast desires to continue to do business
with the rest of Ireland, it must treat Ire-
land more politely.

The consequence of this is that Belfast
business men are marking time. Building
is temporarily at a standstill and most of
the mills are on short time. Even the
shipbuilding trade is dull at present, and
there are thousands of workers idle.

All this has given the Belfast people
time for calm reflection, and they are not
50 sure of themselves now as they were.
Men who three weeks ago were cursing
the Pope and damning home rule are now
beginning to ask themselves if there is go
much to be afraid of after all. The pub-
lisher of one of the principal newspapers
here, who a month ago was as violent an
Orangeman ag any $f them, voiced the new
opinion in a talk with your correspondent
oday:
““After all they (Nationalist Ireland) ecan

.|not do us much harm,” he said, ‘“for they

can not hurt us without hurting their own
people in Belfast. Then who would be
such a fool as to cut a milch cow’s throat?
The more prosperous Belfast is the more
taxes it will pay to Dublin, and it will
be ‘Dublin’s interest to foster Belfast’s
prosperity. And after all they’re not all
Joe Devlin’s.”

This last remark formed the keynote
to Belfast’s real opposition to home rule.
The Belfast business men are afraid of
Joseph Devlin, M.P., for West Belfast.
Devlin is a product of Belfast. He began
life as & pot boy in a Belfast saloon, and
has become one of the ablest leaders of
the Irish party. He is a radical and al-
most a socialist, and the Belfast manpu-
facturer feels that Devlin as a power in
an Irish parliament will be a danger to
them. There i¢ no doubt that Devlin will
be the leader of the radical party in the
new parliament, as John Redmond, "who
is an aristocrat, will lead, the conservative
party. Reédmond and Devlin at present
are hardly on speaking terms, although
they are working together loyally for home
rule. When that is won they will part
company and will probably become bitter
political enemies.

Bearing this in mind, the psychology of
Belfast—meaning business Belfast—is easy
to understand. It is almost ready to throw
itself into Redmond’s arms as a refuge
from Devlin, and it is already considerin
the possibility of taking Redmond for i1
leader, once the fight against home rule
is finished.

One most noticeable feature of the new
situation is the disappearance of the dril-
ling and war -talk. A month ago every
village had its Unionist Club drilling every
night. Now the dummy rifles are put
away and there is no more talk of armed |
rebellion. One still, hears occasionally a
little talk of “passive” resistance to the|
Dublin tax collectors, but even the most .
violent hot heads now admit the futility
of fighting the British army.

Even the covenant is no longer the fet-
ish that it was. As a matter of fact a

| good many people are ashamed now of the

methods used to secure signdtures. A
prominent Belfast architect, whose sym-
pathies are with Ireland’s national aspir-
ations, was one of the signatories. When
asked why he signed, he replied:—
“Because I had to. I was told plainly
that if T didn’t sign I never would build
another house in Belfast.”

Much the same story was told in a vil-
lage a few miles out of the, city by a Pro-
testant farmer, who is a home ruler. He
was one who signed the covenant:—
“The clergyman came to me,” he told
your correspondent, ‘“and told me that if
I dido’t sign I might as well pack up
and leave the country at once. He was
quite explicit. I was to be boycotted. All
the shopkeepers would be warned not to
sell me any supplies, and my laborers
would be ordered to leave me.

“‘If you think you can work the farm
yourself and live on it,” said the minis-
ter, ‘you needn’t sign.’ Well, I didn’t
think I could, so I signed.”

NATURAL HISTORY SCGIETY
LECTURE COURSE OPENED

An interesting lecture on The Royal
Residences of England was given Wednes-
day afternoon by Miss E. R. Scovil before
the Ladies’ Association of the Natural
History Society and marked the com-
wencement of the winter’s programme.

A charming historical sketch of each of
the following residences was illustrated by
Windsor, interesting from its an-
tiquity; Buckingham Palace, the London
residence of the sovereigns; St. James’
Palace, from the official use of which comes
the title “Court of St. James;” Marl-
borough House, York Cottage, Balmoral
Castle, designed by the prince consort and
lcved by Queen Victoria; Hampton Court,
one of the most beauntiful of the show
places near London; Kensington Palace,
perhaps the most interesting of the royal
homes though it is not now occupied by
the sovereign.

Adrianople where interest now points in
the Balkan war, is a town of about 80,000
inhabitants and is truly Oriental in ap-
pearance. 1t was at one time the resi-
dence of the Sultans and the capital of
the Ottoman Empire. The city proper is
built on both sides of the Tundra River
and at a distance of about three miles
from the Orient Railway station. It has
five suburbs, three of which are occupied
almost entirely by Bulgars and one by
Greeks, while the fifth, which lies be-
tween the town and the station, is the
newest and is built after western models.

The town is practically surrounded by
low lying hills often backed by high moun-
taing, The most important of the hills
are situated to the west, north and north-
east, ‘toward the Bulgarian frontier, and
are heavily fortified. Even during the
days of Abdul Hamid improvements were
made each year in the defences, while
since the advent of the Young Turks still
more effective measures have been taken
to secure the impregnability of the town.
Many of the old forts, which did valiant
service in other wars, have been modern-
ized, and on almost all of the surrounding
hills a large number of field and semi-per-
manent works have been constructed. It is
said that including the field weapons,
there are more than 300 guns many of
them of quite up to date patterns, which

are available for the defemse of the city.
