XVUSING COLD-POTATOES 

Two or three cold potatoes cut up, one 
or two slices of stale bread slightly soaked 
in milk. Break up andl add to the pota­
toes, then beat up two eggs and pour over 
all. Fry until the eggs are firm in either 
6 little butter or beef drippings.

Cut up six or seven raw potatoes, soak 
half an hour in cold water. Dry and fry 
brown in a small amount of beef drippings 
or lard. Keep them covered and stir oc­
casionally to prevent burning.

NUT CREAM CAKES.
Two rounding tablespoons butter, 1-2 

pint pastry flour, 1-2 pint water, 3 eggs.
Filling—One-half pint mixed nuts, yolks 

of 2 eggs, 1-2 cup powdered sugar, 1 tea­
spoon coffee extract. Put the butter and 
water over fire and when boiling add the 
floor quickly. Stir until you have a smooth 
soft dough. Take from the fire and, when 
cool, add' 1 egg without beating. Mix until 
smooth, then drop in another egg and beat 
again, then add the third, beat until rather 
soft and smooth. Drop by teaspoons on a 
shallow, greased baking pan, bake in a 
moderate oven about 1-2 hour, until the 
cakes are light and crisp. While they 
are baking, blanch and chop the nuts fine. 
Beat the yolks of the eggs with the pow­
dered sugar until very light, add the nuts 
and a tablespoon of black coffee or a tea­
spoon of coffee extract.. When the cakes 
are done make an incision in the side, fill 
and dust with powdered sugar. These will 
keep nicely for several hours, but are not 
good next day. \

“A playground without 
supervision will turn out citions no bet­
ter than are turned out by street and al­
ley playgrounds.”

In the South Park playgrounds of Chi­
cago there are buildings with attractive 
dance halls, club and reading rooms, in 
which residents of the neigrborhood, young 
and old, hold meetings of many kinds. 
Literary clubs, choral societies, civic clubs, 
dancing classes use these buildings in pref­
erence to the halls connected with saloons, 
etc., which had previously been their onbr 
possible meeting place.

Playground service must meet the needs 
not only of the children but of the grow­
ing hoys and girls, the young men and 
young women, especially those who must 
leave school and go to work as soon as 
they reach the legal working age.

The Dominion Coal Company have re­
cently completed a census of their houses 
at the mines, from which, by the courtesy 
of the management, a Gazette representa­
tive haa been enabled to glean some in­
teresting particulars. The census covers 
ohly the houses directly around the mines 
and does not include the company’s houses 
in Sydney *nd at Morien.

The number of single dwellings totals
2.300, in addition to which the company 
own a large number of boarding houses, 
hotels, and living shacks. An empty com­
pany house is a rare occurrence, so that 
the number of house-holders is equal to the 
number of houses, namely 2,300 persons. 
The wives and families number 8,500 souls, 
making a total of 10,800 persons. In ad­
dition there are some 2,400 men living as 
boarders with tile householders, or in the 
hotels and boarding shacks. The majority 
of these men are bachelors, but a fair pro­
portion are men who have families in other 
parts.

The families of the householders are 
fairly evenly divided into boys and girls, 
but the balance lies with the boys, who 
number 3,351 compared with 3,054 girls, 

that in the mining towns, as in the rest 
of the dominion, there are more Jacks 
than Jills, a state of affairs that augurs 
badly for the success of the suffragette' 

in Cape Breton.
The workers among the population 

housed in the company’s houses number
5.300, made qp of 2,300 householders, 2,400 
boarders and 600 boys included in the fam­
ilies of the householders.

—Body Partly DevouredMill Street

Victoria, B. C., Sept. 13—One of th,e 
most terrible of the season’s tragedies 
among the trapping fraternity of this 
Canadian province is commemorated by a 
humble stake of unpainted pine erected 
only a few weeks ago over a crude and 
very small grave in the Akamina valley. 
East Kootenay district, by Frank Bice, 
provincial land surveyor of Vancouver; 
James Gill,- his assistant; and M. R. Kavill 
manager of the Akamina Valley Oil Co. 
The stake has written upon it in pencil 
this brief inscription:

•' “EDWARD LINK,
“Buried here July 6th, 1912; 

“Balled in May, on the North Forks, by 
a bear.”

The North Forks referred to is the 
north branch of the Flathead river and 
flows across the International boundary 
just east of the main Rocky range. Ed­
ward Link—this is the story told by his 
friend Rice, who gave him burial—had 
been trapping in the Canadian Northwest 
about two years. He was a man of popul­
arity, charm and artistic graces. The orig­
inality of his black-and-white cartoons and 
drawings of backwoods scenes was mark­
ed and admirable. Early in May he left 
his two camp comrades and built for him­
self a squat log cabin near Kiehehmena 
Creek, which debouches into the Flathead 
—still keeping in touch with the “outside” 
however, through the interchange, by 
courtesy of passing forest folk, of messages 
with his friends.

Later on hie remains were found and de­
tails were now conjectured. A bear must 
have approached the trap, tripped the 
wisp of rope attached to the trigger, and 
exploded the pistol. The noise of the ex­
plosion presumably brought Link to the 
scene, and in’ approaching he must have 
again tripped the trigger, falling a victim 
to mishap. The bullet must have pierced 
his waist as the holes in the garments 
mutely attest. Obeying the impulse to se­
cure shelter, even if not protection, Link 
must have dragged himself while dying, in­
to the cabin, and there succumbed. The 
body in the unbarred shack was exposed 
to whatever wild beast chanced to wander 
into the clearing. His friends found a 
winding bear trail in front of the cabin 
and concluded that Bruin must have found 
the lifeless body, dragged it through the 
door and finally gorged upon it.

The bones were collected in a little 
heap and silently interred, a pile of stones 
being raised above them, and above the 
stones the big splinter from a fallen tree 
was placed. On a smoothed-off portion 
the inscription quoted was pencilled.

swiftly/* says Arthur I. Street, writing in 
September Canada Monthly, under the 
title of “How Many More?” ’’and with 
that increase will come a corresponding 
increase in business. For instance, nine 
and three-quarter millions more people 
mean a million and a half more dwellings, 
for one thing. A million and a half more 
places for people to live in—houses — 
things that require lumber and’ brick and 
mortar and^ nails, and plumbing, and work­
men.

According to the Scientific American, a 
method of hurryirig trees to their period 
of fruiting has been discovered at the 
government hothouses at Washington. 
There the men who juggle with living 
plants and make them do things of which 
nature never dreamed, have recently suc­
ceeded in diverting the vigor of trees 
that were large and strong, sending their 
yap coursing through the veins of spin­
dling seedlings and thereby causing those 
seedlings to do in two years what ordinar­
ily would have taken eight.

This process is known as inarching and 
is accomplished by taking a seedling of . 
three or four weeks which is taken~vS$r "• ‘ 
with a ball of earth about its roots suffi­
cient to maintain its life for a few weeks. , 
The whole is transferred' to a stalwart, V 
vigorous tree of a kindred species. This 
tree may be two or three years old. Its 
roots are deep.

The outer bark is scraped from the side 
of the nurse tree a foot above the ground. 
Tlie outer bark is likewise \'craped' from 
the seedling. The two wounds are bound 
together with soft cloth hands. ball
of dirt on the root of the seedwig is 
bound to the side of the nurse tree. 
two or three weeks the plants have 
gicwn together. The dirt from the roots 
of the seedling may be removed. It is 
now drawing its vigor from the nurse tree 
and the rapidity of its growth is amazing. 
Inarching has proved to be of great value 
in agricultural experiment work.

American Smelting Company, with head­
quarters at Kingston, Ontario, in which 
he states that his firm is ready to handle 
all the ore that can 
East Bay deposits.

The president of the company, Mr. 
Cushman, has also written to Mr. Moore- 
house asking him to rush through as quick­
ly as possible a couple of car load's of the 
ore. An effort will be made by Mr. Moore- 
house to ship a 20 ton lot of the ore this 
week, via T. C. R., to Kingston. At pres­
ent it is-rather difficult to handle the ma­
terial as there is a three mile haul from 
the deposit to the I. C. B.., but it is hoped 
that a car load can be got out by this 
week end.

The ore landed at Kingston will cost the 
producers $6.60 a ton, and the assays made 
at Swansea, Wales, showed lowest $58, and 
highest $263.

Ores of the East Bay deposit kind had 
formerly to Be shipped to Swansea for 
smelting, a very costly operation. With the 
opening of the Cobalt district a smelting 
plant was started* at Kingston offering a 
splendid opportunity for testing Canadian 
ores.

It is the purpose of the present owners 
of thewEast Bay property to build a spur 
line over the three miles intervening be­
tween the I. C. R. and their deposits. At 
a rough calculation it has been estimated 
there are two million tons of ore in the 
East Bay areas. i
