On November 2 last Briaud 
formally retired, but a few hours later he 
was restored to power and formed a new 
cabinet, from which al lelements not thor­
oughly in sympathy with his attitude to­
ward labor h*d be^n eh'nvnated.

Probably few people outside of the stock 
breeders- are aware that within the last 
year a large sheep farm has been estab­
lished in the vicinity of Sussex, and that 
the success that has attended the venture 
is likely to have the effect of inducing 
others to go more extensively into this 
line of work.

This pioneer of sheep raising on a large 
scale in New Brunswick, is James A. Tel­
ler, formerly a partner in the firm of Tel- 
fer Bros., of Paris, Ont., probably the 
largest sheep breeders in Canada^ Mr. 
Telfer is located in the mountains back 
of Sussex, overlooking the village of Mark­
hamville.

As a member .of the firm of Telfer Bros., 
he travelled practically all over Canada, 
and the larger part of the United States, 
attending fairs and exhibiting stock, and 
he expresses the opinion that nowhere has 
he seen land more suitable for sheep-rais­
ing than right here in New Brunswick.

He looked into two or three properties, 
any one of which he considered suitable 
for his purpose and ultimately decided to 
purchase three separate farms in the hills 
surrounding Markhamville, having a total 
area of about 750 acres. On this land he 
expects* before very long to have about 
500 sheep and to raise sufficient corn, al­
falfa and Other products necessary to help 
winter the eheèp as well as supply his o-wn 
private wants. At present his flock is 
hardly one-half of that number, and he is 
laboring under certain disadvantages as 
the farm was uncultivated last summer 
and he is unable to supply the diversity 
of diet to the sheep that he would like.

So far the sheep have wintered well, 
and he is most sanguine about his pros­
pects. It is worthy of notevthat although 
Mr. Telfer formerly lived in Paris, the 
home of the Penman Manufacturing Co., 
he says that that firm was very independ­
ent about purchasing wool from them, but. 
preferred to send their representatives to 
the maritime provinces and get wool here 
which is admittedly of better fibre.

It is understood that Mr. Telfer secur­
ed his properties at prices which hardly 
represent the value of the buildings there­
on, to say nothing of the timber available 
and he is firmly of the conviction that in­
side of ten years he will be valuing his 
holdings at more than ten times the pur­
chase price and this will be less than half 
what similar land would bring in Ontario.

It is contended that sheep raising is not 
only profitable in itself, but that it is with 
out doubt the cheapest and most effica­
cious way of fertilizing used-up land. Mr. 
Telfer is finding that _ the short-haired 
sheep are doing much better than the 
long-haired.

At the winter fair in Amherst, Mr. Tel­
fer won mote than a fair share of the 
prize money, ap<L he expects to come out 
well at ti»e"fall fairs ttyra year.

It is claimed thtit there are a lot of 
other goqd farms available for this indus­
try and Mr. Telfer was offered several 
others that he considered excellent for the 
purpose, and it was only after consider-

‘S4-j"“The Little Circus Rider
proceedings of council, or else are entirely 
indifferent. Knowing this, Alderman 
Grant feels safe in doing just what he 
pleases in his position as a municipal re­
presentative. He follows his own inclin­
ations without the slightest fear of inter­
ference from his constituents.

As for the people who live outside Rid­
eau ward, apparently he has only pro­
found contempt for them. Do they make 
known by emphatic vote their wishes with 
regard to a certain policy, Alderman Grant 
without flinching is prepared to urge coun­
cil to> act contrary to that mandate. Do 
the people insist on the reorganization of 
a civic department. Alderman Grant ia 
quite ready to take the attitude “the peo­
ple be damned. ’ Alderman Grant is not 
afraid to advocate that contracts for city 
supplies be awarded to other than the 
lowest - tenderers. ‘ Alderman Grant can 
and does do as he pleases.

Unfortunately, Alderman Grant is a 
clever man. He is a plausible speaker 
and a strong fighter. By a combination 
of cajolery and fear, Alderman Grant has, 
in' council after council, succeeded in gath­
ering around his standard a group of ald­
ermen who are content to vote just the 
way he orders. These contingents have, 
in the years that Alderman Grant has 
been in the council, blocked many a pro­
posal that was in the best interests of 
the whole people of the city, and the peo­
ple are powerless. The plumpers of Rid­
eau ward see to it that any combined 
attack on Alderman Grant by the electors 
is rendered futile.

It is for this reason we say that Aider- 
man Grant in himself provides one of the 
strongest arguments for the substitution 
of government by commission— by men 
paid good salaries to devote the whole 
of their time to the work—for the .pres­
ent cumbersome and unsatisfàctory method 
of entrusting the administration to aider- 
men who are either not able or unwill­
ing to devote serious attention to civic 
affairs.
