Then the crowd 
for a moment stood still, shocked. It 
was full of human hair, the tresses 
thick and rich, but pathetically gray— 
gray to drabness and depression. Com­
ing so soon after the other ^objects, 
which had conjured up in the minds 
of the onlookers those ancidnt Scenes 
of royal splendor, this hair seemed to 
say that all else was of no consequence. 
It is probable that the hair belonged 
to Tutankhamen's queen, and that as 
he died first, her hair was buried with 
him as a keepsake for him until she 
should rejoin him in the Elysian fields.

It was a poignant scene, which at 
one stroke blasted the tense curiosity 
which had inspired the crowd during 
the previous hours, it checked the rush 
of superlatives, and sent the crowd to 
lunch silently reflective.

Harrison, Ark., Jan. 16—A citizens’ 
committee today w as questioning about 
25 alleged strikers on the Missouri and 
North Arkansas Railway, rounded up 
yesterday from points along the road 
by several hundred men who came here 
after announcing that they would resort 
to “armed action" unless depredations 
on that line ceased.

Duesseldorf. Jan. 1 —The French now control every oto-rt 

from the Rhur into Germany, whether by rail or water. The lines 
were extended today through Dortmund ten kilometres northeast 
to Luenen on the Lippe, and thence to Witten, which is seven kilo­
metres south of Dortmund.
DEFAULT DECLARED.

Paris, Jan. 16—The reparations commission today decided, 
that Germany had wilfully defaulted in deliveries in kind for 1923. 
France, Belgium and Italy so voted. Kemball Cook, representing 
Great Britain in place of Sir John Bradbury, who was reported as 
indisposed, abstained from voting._______________________

Dublin, Jan. 16.—Confusion and ter­
ror prevailed in the heart of the city 
for a time last night to consequence of 
much bombing and shooting. The Roy­
al Barracks, headquarters of the Irish 
command, the Freeman's Journal and 
a garage occupied by National troops 
were among the places attacked, but it 
is not known whether there were any 
casualties. ’

London, Jan. 16.—A Dublin despatch 
to the Times says that seven persons 
were wounded in last night’s disorders, 
including four soldiers, a Catholic priest 
and a womafl.

The Press Association’s Dublin cor­
respondent says a miniature battle rag­
ed there last night with unknown cas­
ualties.

Dublin, Jan. 16.—Dublin today was 
recovering from the effects of the 
most intense fighting that has occurred 
within the city since the siege of the 
Four Courts. Irregular forces launch­
ed a sudden attack on several strategic 
points last night and although driven 
off by the Free State troops, they con­
tinued intermittent firing until early 
this morning.

The heaviest onslaught of the ir­
regulars was against the city hall, 
upon which they concentrated a heavy 
fire from all sides. One of the sen­
tries was wounded by the first volley 
and the windows of a passing tram 
car were shattered.

Almost simultaneously firing broke 
out in other parts of the city and for 

half hour the night was made hide- 
by the tattoo of machine gun and 

rifle firing and the louder explosion of 
bombs.

The Free Staters replied vigorously, 
and in no case did the irregulars suc­
ceed in capturing their objectives.

The points attacked, besides the city 
hall, included the Broadstone railway 
terminus, the telephone exchange, Port- 
ohello barracks, Collins barracks, Keogh 
barracks, Mount Joy prison, Kings 
Inn, Thompson's garage and the of­
fices of the Freeman Journal A bomb 
was thrown into the newspaper plant, 
but failed to explode.

When the old Standard Oil of New 
Jersey was being Investigated for 
alleged violation of the Sherman act 
previous to the famous government suit 
over a decade ago, the transfer books 
showed that 26 per cent, pf the $98,338,- 
800 stock was in the name of Mr. 
Rockefeller.

At a recent hearing at Washington, 
President Teagle of Standard OU of 
New Jersey, testified that John D. 
Rockefeller had not been a stock­
holder in that .company since 1920. A 
substantial percentage of his holdings 
was transferred to his son, John D., jr., 
who at the present time owns 11.4.per 
cent, of the outstanding common. A 
large proportion of the balance of Mr. 
Rockefeller’s original holdings is now- 
owned by the Rockefeller Foundation 
and the general education fund, both 
endowed by him.

While no official information is avail­
able, is believed that Mr.' Rockefeller 
has disposed of the bulk of his hold­
ings in the other Standard Oil com­
panies, which he received in 1911 when 
Standard Oil of New Jersey was 
forced to divorce its subsidiaries.

Although the largest stockholder of 
Standard Oil of New Jersey, John D. 
Rockefeller, Jr., is not a director of 
that company or of any other Standard 
Oil company.

Lord Byng’s ad­
dress was chiefly noteworthy for the 
emphasis he laid upon the necessity of 
studying human nature as part of life’s 
education: the pregnant reference of 
His Excellency primarily connoting 
“what w'e may need.” The idea is a 
practically sound one. This is an age 
of materialistic progress. In a compar­
atively short time, mankind has been 
emancipated from the unprogressive 
Cellar of early Victorian days into a tu­
multuous, confusing world of tele­
phones, trains, airplanes, \yireless and 
radio developments. There is little of 
the veneration nowadays by wealth and 
power for learning that there was when 
Alexander the Great patronized Aris­
totle, although there is much hope that 
the literary giants will return again to 
dwell among men. One of the greatest 
privileges mankind can enjoy is free- 
dem to a really good library. Among 
the best authors can we be assured of 
suitable recompense in the pursuit of 
knowledge. Many of the greatest writ­
ers in the world’s history had hard 
struggles for existence, although pub­
lishers discovered their merit after their 
decease. Lord Byng has made reference 
to the writings of men like Bentham,
John Stuart Mill, Matthew Arnold,
Locke, Leslie Stephen and Herbert 
Spencer, and he could have added many 
more names without attempting to ex­
haust a tithe of those litterateurs of a 
former day who bequeathed to us such 
a valuable legacy in book lore.

jMatthew Arnold’s Hebraism and 
Hiellenislm are as essential nowadays to 
man’s perfection as ever, and that they 

hand in hand becomes increasing­
ly apparent to careful students of hu­
man nature. The august scholar, the 
grave administrator, the implacable and 
imperturbable judge is one of ourselves 
and is subject to the common human 
frailties. Man cannot always keep 
awake, and the habit of dozing in a 
peaceful library is much older than 
Thackeray, who remarked it in (ds day 
at tne Megatherium, and it is in vain 
that satirists expend their wit upon 
it. Hellenism and Hebraism practiced 
by Canadians will serve to make them 
incapable of weariness and unconquer­
able by grief. Bacon, Walpole, Addi­
son, Shakespeare, Bulwer Lytten, Mil- 
ton, John Wesley, and a host of others 
during their lifetimes paid glorious tri­
butes to the virtue and the value of 
literature. Emerson said, referring to 
books, that they prize them most who 
are themselves wise, and Addison aver­
red that books are the legacies that a 
great general leaves to mankind. There 
is nothing so imperishable as a book, 
which Disraeli reckoned might be as 
great a thing as a battle. Lord Byng’s

“When a barber applies a heavy coat 
of lather to a long beard the lather 
tends to hold the hair upright. In the 
first shaving the microscope shows that 
the cuttings are nearly at a right angle 
to the length of the beard, but the 
•Second time over,’ when the call is for 
‘a close shave,’ short, rapid strokes are 
made several times repeated.

“When the lather is off the barber 
will occasionally wet his fingers, be- 
chuse the face gets too dry.

JAPAN LEADS PROCESSION
OF NATIONS IN BICYCLES

Tokio, Dec. 7.—(By mail.)—In com­
parison with its population, there prob­
ably are more bicycles used in Japan 
than in any other country in the world, 
not excluding England, where the 
bicycle is still largely used for pleasure 
trips.

In Japan, however, they are used 
more for commercial purposes, being 
better adapted to the narrow streets 
than wagons or motor trucks. There 
are now more than 2,000,000 of them 
in use in the country, the total licensed 
at the end of 1921, when the last re­
turns were compiled, being 1,800,386. 
As each bicycle pays a yearly tax of 
e’ght yen, a considerable revenue is ob­
tained from this source.

Most of these bicycles are made in 
Japan, but Great Britain heads the list 
of countries sending these machines 
here, the United States being second 
with less than half the number sent by 
England.

N HETERODYNE RECEPTION.« i
In order to render audible, in the receiving telephones, the unmodulated 

continuous waves employed in radio telegraphy,. it is necessary to modulate 
periodically the oscillations of the incoming radio waves. This .is accom­
plished by use of the “heterodyne” principle of reception which consists in 
super-imposing the received oscillation upon a locally generated oscillation, 
differing slightly in frequency, with the result that tone variations or “beats” ] 
of an audible frequency are produced in the telephone receivers.

If, for example, the incoming signal, consisting of undamped oscillations 
of constant aptitude having a frequency of 51,000 cycles per second, is com­
bined with a locally generated oscillation having a frequency of 60,000 cycles 
per second, the resultapt oscillation will Increase to a maximum and decrease 
to a minimum at the rate of 1,000 times per second. In other words, a “beat” 
note will be produced having a frequency of 1,000 cycles per second, which 
is within the rang^ of frequencies capable of producing audible sounds in 
the receiving telephones. “Beats” of this same frequency would result if the 
locally generated oscillation had a frequency of 52,000 cycles per second ns 
the resultant “beat” frequency is always equal to the difference between the

“Heterodyne” reception is extremely sensitive and it has been demon­
strated experimentally that signals can be rendered audible when the power 
has the value of 0.015 micromicrowatt. This sensitivity permits the reception 
of signals over a wide range and due to the fact that the audible note may be 
varied, through adjusting the local oscillator, It is possible to eliminate to a 
great degree the interference from other stations. In the “Super-Hetero­
dyne” method of reception, developed by Armstrong, the high frequency of 
the incoming fcignal is reduced to lower but inaudible frequency suitable for 
being amplified by a radio-frequency amplifier.

SOCIAL SERVICE
FOR HOSPITALS

(Toronto Globe.)
That hospital social service had be­

come a permanent institution, and had 
shown itself to be a very necessary 
part of the whole structure of tiie 
well-equipped modern hospital, was the 
statement of Miss Margaret Brogden, 
chief of Social Service, Johns Hopkins 
Hospital, Baltimore, in her instructive 
address at the annual meeting of the 
Social Service Association, Toronto 
General Hospital, held at Holwocxl, the 
residence of Lady Flavelle, yesterday.

The true function of the hospital 
should be to provide a public health 
centre for the whole community, de­
clared the speaker. Health was neither 
the privilege of the wealthy, nor the 
beneficent gift of the rich to the less 
fortunate; it was the birthright of 
every child, and the care of the com­
munity’s health meant the care of aU 
its members. In these days of ad­
vanced medical science, when the cld 
family physician had been replaced by 
specialists, the social worker formed 
a vital part of the diagnostic and the­
rapeutic department in connection with 
a hospital. To her fell the delicate task 
of discovering the patient’s history, his 
environment, and of providing the 
human touch between hospital and 
patient.

Miss Knisely, of the Social Service 
Department, in her report, gave a 
graphic account of the growth of the 
work. At present there is a social ser­
vice staff of one head worker, assistant, 
Six workers in special departments, and 
two secretaries. Through this depart­
ment over 6,000 received advice, super-

Bad Along the St. Martin’s 
Railway—The St. George 
District Gets Service by 
Steamer.

Since December 1 This Win­
ter 68 Inches Has Come 
to St. John.

Weather forecasts for tomorrow In­
dicate cold weather with a northwest­
erly wind accompanied by some snow 
flurries. The mere mention of more 
snow sends a shudder up and down the 
spine of the householder as he surveys 
the largely mountainous piles of snow 
In front of his house and in his yard. 
From the first of December to date— 
forty-seven days—sixty-eight inches of 
snow has fallen and the end Is not yet.

In 1905 during the months of Jan­
uary and February sixty-seven and one- 
half inches of snow fell and pictures 
taken at that time show a condition 
of affairs very similar to what we set 
today. The snow fall in the first two 
months of. 1905 was spread over a 
period of fifty-nine days and was less 
than has fallen in the last forty-seven, 
days.

The Item of expense Incurred by the 
clearing away of the deep banks ‘of 
snow is by no means insignificant and 
causes the tax-payer to groan. Mark 
Twain said about the weather “Every­
body talks about It but nobody docs 
anything.” The best we can do is to 
bend ourselves to the tee* of recover­
ing from the burden. We don’t have 
earthquakes or cyclones in this country.

Fredericton, N. B.„ Jan. 19—Two and 
a half Inches of snow which fell here 
last night brought the total snowfall 
in Fredericton this winter up to a frac­
tion of an inch more than five feet It 
haj been snowing on seven of the last 
nine days here.

We Consider 
Value first

The rural mail deliveries in this sec­
tion of the province have been rather 
badly upset for the last few days by 
the heavy snow lying In drifts on the 
railways and roads generally traversed 
by the mail carriers. The Shore Line 
and the St. Martins districts have not 
received any mail since the storm, ac­
cording to reports "from Post Office 
headquarters this morning. Every ef­
fort possible is being made to restore 
the service to the points temporarily 
cut off, but it may be some time before 
some places are reached.

Places on the St Martins Railway, 
mail for which passed through Hamp­
ton, have not received or sent out any 
postal matter for over a week. They 
reported drifts of snow from ten to 
fifteen feet in depth the whole way 
along the line. Mail for the St. George 
district, Including EJpper Harbor, Back 
Bay and other small fishing villages 
along the coast, was sent out this morn­
ing on the' steamer Connors Bros, and 
will be sent Inland to other places near 
the coast. As far as can be learned 
rural mall deliveries in the northern 
parts of the province are being made as 
usual. The shipping of mail by the" 
Connors Bros, is the only departure, so 
far, from the regdlar delivery routine, 
but new measures may be necessary in 
the near future.

The enormous increase In Life As­
surance being written today Is partly 
due to Its recognition by Business 
Men as a safeguard for their busi­
ness interests. They are finding that 
banks are looking to this source as 
collateral for loans, and that in their 
financial reports Dun’s and Brad- 
street’s are including life insurance 
with the assets, which tend to In­
crease confidence in a well-managed 
company.

Thus the wisdom of securing Life 
Assurance for Business protection 
has been pointed out to Business Men 
by other agencies than Life Assur­
ance Companies, which makes the 
argument for this protection all the 
more forceful. /

Apparently the great majority of 
Business Men have a similar opinion 
as to Its value. Judging by the huge 
amount of business being written ~tor 
this purpose today, hnd it seems cer­
tain that this movement will be de­
veloped beyond anything which we 
might now venture to suggest.

The fact of the matter Is that 
Banks and Wholesale Houses require 
some such tangible asset as col­
lateral. Character and capability are 
large considerations, but their chief 
concern Is whether a man will live 
long enough to liquidate his debts.

Many a business firm has been 

pulled through a crisis and tided over 
an unforeseen emergency through

AS THE STOCK zThe appointment of an executive 
committee with a view of organizing 
and carrying out the proposed Cana­
dian exhibition in France is provided 
for in an order-in-council made public 
last week. Hon. Senator C. P. Beau- 
bien is chairman of the committee, and 
Fernand Rinfret, member for St. 
James, Montreal in the Federal House, 
vice-chairman. The members are F. 
C. T. O’Hara, Deputy Minister of 
Trade and Commerce; A. W. Tolmle, 
Exhibition Commissioner, Department 
of Immigration and Colonisation ; J. 
E. Walsh, general manager of the 
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association, 
and a representative of each of the 
Canad’nn Pacific and Canadian Na­
tional Railways.

The executive commltee has not yet 
held a meeting, so plens for the pro­
posed exhibition are yet to be made.

NEW YORK MARKET,

Washington, Jan. 16.—How millions 
of dollars are lost to the public annu­
ally through, fraudulent stock flotations, 
and what is being done to remjÿly the 
evil through a movement in “practical 
applied idealism,” was the subject of 
an address delivered here last week by 
Herbert S. Houston of New York be­
fore the National Advertising Commis­
sion of the. Associated Advertising 
Clubs of the World.

Mr. Houston, publisher of “Our 
World,” is a member of the Advisory 
Council of the Better Business Bureau 
of New York City, and of the National 
Vigilance Committee. These organiza­
tions, together with thirty-seven other 
Better Business Bureaux throughout 
the country are co-operating in apply­
ing the “practical idealism.” ,

The publisher said that the business 
men of the country are spending $500,- 
000 a year to hun down stock promotion 
swindlers and finance an informative 
campaign which has for Its slogan “Be­
fore You Invest, Investigate."

Mr. Houston told of an investigation 
just completed in the Texas oil fields 
by the National Vigilance Committ- 
tee, and said that a bulletin would 
shortly be published, which will seri­
ously inconvenience an explorer of 
world-wide fame “who has embarked 
upon a gigantic reloading scheme.” So 
profitable Is the plan that salaries run 
up to $2,000 a week. /

This scheme, Mr. Houston asserted, 
led to the rediscovery of our old friend 
Dr, Cook. “He did not discover the 
North Pole, but we have certainly dis­
covered him, and it would appear that 
he is in a fair way toward securing as 
much publicity for his present ex­
ploits as for some of his earlier forays 
into the realifis of fancy an<^ imagina­
tion," the published said.

Dr. Cook’s scheme, he said, was the 
consolidation of defunct companies, 
“probably on some new principle that 
the combination of nothing equals 
something.” The organization, he said, 
known as the Petroleum Producers’ 
Association of Fort Worth, Texas, is 
a merger of more than 200 oil. - com­
panies, nearly all of which are defunct 
The scheme is to offer stockholders to 
these defunct companies an opportun­
ity to exchange their holdings dollar 
for dollar for stock in the consolida­
tion, provided, of course, they purchase 
twenty-five per cent, of their present 
holdings in the .defunct company in 
stock of the consolidation.

The promoter of the scheme, Mr. 
Houston further said, not having found 
satisfactory responsive prospects in 
these defunct companies that he has 
merged, “is now devoting his attention 
to acquiring lists of stockholders in 
companies which have tangible assets, 
some of which, in fact, are. really going 
concerns. He sends to there stockhoW- 
ers on what purports to be the letter­
head of the company in which they 
have stock, a letter with the signature 
of an aUeged ‘special trustee of stock­
holders.’ In fact, this trustee Is merely 
an employe of*Dr. Cook. This letter 
is so framed as to create the Impres­
sion that the present holdings of the 
stockholders are somewhat doubtful, 
and this is followed by a proposal that 
their stock be exchanged for stock to 
the doctor’s company, with, of course, 
twenty-five per cent, additional Stocky 
purchased for cash. „ , ,,

“Our investigator found that the 
stockholders of more than fifty com­
panies had been solicited in this man­
ner without any authority whatever 
from the officers of these companies. 
Less than a month ago, on December 
12 in the District Court of the Seven­
teenth Judicial District, in Texas, one 
of these companies, the Associated 
Producing and Refining Corporation, 
got an injunction under way restrain­
ing Dr. Cook and his associates from 
soliciting their stockholders, and I have 
in my hand a copy of that restraining
order. _ ,,

“In' the literature of Dr. Cook’s com­
pany it is stated that S. E. J. Cox, who, 
it can be said in passing, has a criminal- 
record, has sold in his various enter­
prises to the public stock amounting 
to over $7,000,000, is on the staff of Dr. 
Cook at a salary of $2,000 per week. It 
seems clear, therefore, that Dr. Cook 
is doing what is called down in Texas 
a ‘land office business.’ And, mar­
vellous to tell, he is doing it with a 
company made up of some 200 en“jT 
prises in which the credulous public 
has already invested approximately 
$100,000,000. * —

His 
attacks on the klan, on anarchy in vari- 

forms and religious bigotry and 
race prejudice were applauded by sev­
eral hundred members.

Speaking on “What are we aiming at 
as American citizens?” he insisted that 
the problems confronting America to­
day are fundamentally moral problems. 
The klan, he said, represents another 
outcropping of bigotry. It was preced­
ed by the A. P. A., Fr. Cavanaugh said, 
insisting that" there was nothing he 
would like better than being a member 
of a real American protective associa­
tion.

“And now we have the Ku Klux 
Klan, which seems to have derived its 
name from some stuttering idiot and 
its principles from some unfragrant 
voodoo philosophy,” said Fr. Cava­
naugh. 1

“They call themselves 100 per. cent; 
Americans. It must be a misprint in 
the text, the correct reading being thaï

New York, Jan. 16—General George
